WHEREAS Great Northern Cannabis, Inc. (“Corporation”) desires to amend its
bylaws to provide for procedures in the event of voluntary dissolution and to provide for
distribution of the net assets of the Corporation upon dissolution to the Shareholders, in
proportion to each Shareholder’s ownership interest in the Corporation; and

WHEREAS the Corporation is presently in the process of issuing shares to new
investors in exchange for capital contributions and desires each issuance of new shares

This Operating Agreement of Murder Lake , LLC (this “Agreement”) is made and entered into
effective as of May 19, 2017 by and between Murder Lake, LLC (the “Company”) and Michael
Ellenburg, its sole Member, to serve asthe initial Operating Agreement of the Company.

Article One

General Provisions

Section 1.01. Formation

The Company was formed on May 19, 2017, when Articles of Organization were filed with the
Alaska Department of Commerce, Community & Economic Development in accordance with
and pursuant to the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act (the “Act”).

Section 1.02. Duration

The Company shall have perpetual existence unless it is dissolved and its affairs wound up
pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.

Section 1.03. Purpose

This limited liability company is organized for the purpose of conducting retail operations for a
cannabis related business and all lawful business for which a limited liability company may be
organized under the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act (AS 10.50), as it may be
amended from time to time.

Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc. will implement a comprehensive security plan to secure the premises and

restricted access areas as described in 3 AAC 306.710. There will be only one point of public

access entry to the building, and that doorway will lead into a vestibule/arctic entry which will lead into a retail area. Located at
the vestibule door, immediately upon entry into the store, potential customers will be greeted by a Great Northern Retail Store,
Inc. employee. The employee greeting customers will immediately ask the potential customer to a produce a valid for of photo
identification to prove they are at least 21 years of age. Any persons under the age of 21 will be refused entry and asked to
immediately leave the premises. There will be no marijuana or marijuana product or displays in the immediate vicinity of the
entrance to prohibit visibility to any person who improperly attempts to enter the retail store.

Aithough only areas behind the primary cannabis counter, the inventory storage room, and other parts of the building will be
considered restricted access areas (see premises diagram), the entire retail cannabis store will be managed with limited access.

Visitors will be admitted into the premises in accordance with 3 AAC 306.710(c). All visitors will be
required to provide a valid form of photo identification as described in 3 AAC 306.350 to verify age
before entering the retail store or a restricted access area. All employees will be trained to
properly review identification for authenticity and accuracy.

If any of the documentation appears to be fraudulent, altered, suspicious, or invalid, then the
individual will not be allowed to enter the facility and will be asked to leave the premises. All
employees and licensees will receive training on fake identification and the signs that a legitimate
identification card has been altered. Visitors to the premises will be supervised at all times by an
authorized employee, and no more than five (5) visitors will be allowed in a restricted area per each
employee or licensee at a time as described in 3 AAC 306.710(b).

Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc. will utilize a combination of policies, procedures, a state-of-the-art
security alarm system, and 24-hour video surveillance equipment to protect the proposed premises against
diversion, theft, and access of the premises by individuals under the age of 21 years.

The company's security alarm system will be designed by Valkyrie Security, a licensed professional
security firm that has demonstrated its knowledge of the regulations. The alarm system will be

activated on all exterior doors and windows by the last employee leaving the premises at closing time.
Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc. will develop a procedure for walking throughout the facility to ensure that
all doors are closed, locked, and secured prior to leaving the building and activating the alarm system.
Each supervisory employee will receive training on the procedure as part of the routine process for

closing the facility after business hours. The alarm system will be monitored by a third party security

firm. In the event that an alarm is triggered, the third party security firm will notify law enforcement

officials and the designated licensee.

In the event of unauthorized breach, the designated licensees will immediately be called by the third-party
security monitoring service and law enforcement will be dispatched to the facility. In accordance with 3
AAC 306.720(e), the designated licensee or another senior member of the management team will notify the
Alcohol & Marijuana Control Office as soon as reasonably practicable, but not more than than 24 hours
following any unauthorized access to the premises or discovery of evidence or circumstance that
reasonably indicate theft, diversion, of unexplained disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, or
money from the licensed premises.

In compliance with 3 AAC 306.7.15(c)(1), Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc. has a zero tolerance policy for the
diversion of marijuana. Marijuana will be entered into the Metrc system and tracked throughout the normal
processes of the facility, including receipt of wholesale cannabis, packaging, storage, and selling processes.

If the tracking system shows a potential diversion of marijuana, the management team will initiate an
investigation which will include employee interviews, review of video surveillance, review of system login
records, and immediate notification of the Alcohol & Marijuana Control Office.

Surveillance cameras will be installed to record a full view of the exterior of the premises, installed on both sides of all
doors (interior and exterior), and installed throughout the restricted and non-restricted access areas such that
individuals and activities can be clearly identified without blockage of lighting, fixtures, or other equipment as described
in 3 AAC 306.720(b). All surveillance cameras will have a recording resolution of at least 1920 x 1080 at 30 fps, and
will be capable of clear night time recording with the use of infrared technology. As part of our commitment to the
security of our employees, community and overall public safety, Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc. will maintain a
comprehensive security plan that will focus on ensuring security of the overall premises including restricted access
areas as outlined in 3 AAC 306.710(a).

Upon entry through the front doorway to the retail marijuana store potential customers will
greeted by an employee who will be trained to check photo identification for age verification.
Entrants will be continuously monitored and anyone without valid photo identification will be
refused further entry into the store.

In addition to the strict access control, all employees that work the cash registers will be
trained to check photo identification for purposes of age verification. Every customer will be
required to present a valid form of photo identification at the cash register before completing a
transaction. Based on this approach, every customer entering the retail marijuana store will be
required to present a valid form of photo identification multiple times. The immediate check for
valid photo identification upon immediate entry of the retail marijuana store in combination with
the redundancy in checking valid photo identification at the point of sale will ensure that
persons under the age of 21 years do not gain access to the licensed marijuana retail store or
the marijuana sold therein.

Routine internal audits, extensive employee training, company policies and procedures, and
24-hour camera surveillance will all be used to verify and ensure Great Northern Retail Stores,
Inc.'s compliance with the regulations.

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted
access areas: (Continued)

The entire Great Northern Retail, Inc. retail store will have carefully managed access to ensure
that all visitors are at least 21 years of age, to eliminate the risk of marijuana diversion, to
comply with the fire code, and to ensure that every customer has a pleasant experience. A staff
member will continuously monitor the front entry doorway of the store at all times. All potential
customers will be required to present valid photo identification for age verification before
entering the retail cannabis store. In addition, customers will be required to present photo
identification at the point of sale before purchasing marijuana products. The redundancy will
ensure that only adults ages 21 years or older with valid photo identification are able to access
cannabis.

There will be two additional points of egress (one on the south wall and one on the east wall);
however, visitors will not have access to them unless absolutely necessary in the event of an
emergency. The additional points of exit will be locked to outside use, and they may only be
opened from the inside. All visitors will only have entry access through the primary front entrance
to the premises from the parking lot.

As required under 3 AAC 306.710, access will be restricted to any part of the licensed premises
where marijuana or marijuana product is stored or stocked and each entrance to a restricted
access are will be market with a sign that reads, "Restricted access area. Visitors must be
escorted.” All visitors that need to enter a restricted access area will be required to present valid
photo identification to prove they are at least 21 years of age, obtain a visitor identification
badge, and be escorted at all times by a designated licensee or employee. Visitors of restricted
access areas will be required to present a valid photo identification as described in 3 AAC
306.350(b).

All visitors of a restricted access area will be directly supervised by an authorized employee or
licensee, and no more than five (5) visitors will be assigned to a single employee or licensee at a
time as mandated under 3AAC 306.710(b).

High definition surveillance cameras will be installed throughout the premises. Surveillance
cameras will also be installed outside of the building.

The entire premises, including the restricted access area, will be protected by 24-hour video
surveillance equipment and security features including door contacts and locks on all exterior
doors and the door between the visitor control room and the restricted area. All surveillance data
will be preserved and readily accessible in a format easily accessed for viewing for up to 40 days
as required under 3 AAC 306.720(e).

3.2. Describe your record keeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them
through restricted access areas: (Continued)

All visitors to the restricted access area will be required to sign into the visitor log, which will
include name, date, time in, time out, form of identification, and name of the supervising
employee as required under 3 AAC 306.755(6). The the visitor log for each day will be placed
in the facility’s central files per company record keeping policies. All visitors will be provided
specific instructions not to touch cannabis products or equipment, not to enter any area
without the supervising employee/licensee, and not to take any photographs without prior
authorization by a member of the management team. In addition, visitors will be advised to
comply with sanitation requirements including the requirement to disclose any illness or open
sores that may impact the sanitation of the facility and its products as per 3 AAC 306.735(1).

Visitors may include staff or directors from the Alaska Marijuana Control Board, law
enforcement personnel, potential employees, potential investors, property landlord,
municipality personnel, contracted service personnel, vendor/supplier personnel, and
professional consultants.

Visitor passes will be provided to individuals accessing the restricted access areas due to
marijuana related business or other valid purposes who present valid identification to verify
that they are at least 21 years of age. Marijuana establishments delivering marijuana will be
required to provide a valid marijuana handlers card, an identification badge from their
marijuana establishment, and licensing information after which time they will receive a visitor
pass and will be escorted by an authorized employee/licensee at all times.

Identification badges may not be duplicated, loaned to anyone, or taken off the premises after
the end of a work shift. Exceptions apply only to staff that must carry their badge off site for
valid business reasons and senior managers who must be able to open the facility each day.

All visitors escorted into the restricted access areas will be required to sign the visitor log
which will be stored in the records as required by 3 AAC 306.755(6) including visitor name,
date, time in, time out, form photo identification, name of agency/organization, and name of
the supervising employee/licensee. Visitor records will be maintained as a permanent file.

Pursuant to 3 AAC 306.755, all business records that are six (6) months old or newer will be
maintained in a secured cabinet at the licensed premises for immediate access. Records that
are older than six (6) months will be provided within three (3) business days of the request.

3.3. Provide samples of licensee-produced identification badges that will be displayed by each
licensee, employee, or agent while on the premises, and of visitor identification badges that
will be worn by all visitors while in restricted access areas:

While present on the premises, employees will be required to carry a company-issued
photographic identification badge as required under 3 AAC 306.710(c), as well as their
marijuana handler's card.

Identification badges will be issued on the first day of employment, and each employee will
receive one regardless of whether they are full-time or part-time. Employees that fail to display
their identification badge, marijuana handler’s card, or other required documents upon request
by company management, law enforcement officers, or Marijuana Control Board staff or
Directors may face disciplinary action including termination of employment.

No employee may access the restricted access area without his/her photographic badge and
marijuana handler’s card. The restricted access area includes the area behind the primary
cannabis counter in the retail cannabis store, the inventory storage room, and other areas in
the back office (see Premises Diagram). Employees may be asked to use their badges to
enter restricted access areas and for identification in the case of an emergency. Employees
are required to return badges on their last day of employment. Access to the different areas of
the facility will vary by staff member,

and personnel will only be granted access to restricted access areas that apply directly to their
work duties.

Great Northern Retail Stores,Inc. will ensure that every licensee, as well as any employee or
agent who is required or permitted to be physically present on the licensed premises at any
time per 3 AAC 306.425 and 3 AAC 306.700 will obtain a marijuana handlers card as provided
in 3 AAC 306.700 before being present or employed at the facility’s licensed premises and it
must be in the person’s immediate possession, or a valid copy on file on the premises at all
times. Applicants will have a marijuana handlers permit card before beginning employment on
the licensed premises with Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc.

Describe your processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

(1) visitors will be admitted into the premises in accordance with 3 AAC 306.710(c). All visitors will be
required to provide a valid photo identification as outlined by 3 AAC 306.350 to assess age and ability to
enter the premises and includes; an unexpired, unaltered passport, an unexpired, unaltered drivers
license; instruction permit, or identification card of any state or territory of the United States, the District
of Columbia or a province of Canada or an identification card issued by a federal or state agency
authorized to issue a driver’s license of identification card. If any of the documentation appears to be
fraudulent, is not valid or appears suspicious, the individual will be asked to leave the premises and will
not be allowed to enter the facility.

Visitors to the premises will be supervised at all times by an authorized employee and no more than five
(5) visitors will be allowed per each employee on duty at a time pursuant to (3 AAC 306.710 (b). All visitors
will be required to sign visitor log and will be stored in the visitor record with the following information
per 3 AAC 306.755(6); name, date, time in and out, copy of identification and signature of supervising
employee. Visitors will include; Landlord (as applicable), contracted service personnel, vender delivery
personnel, potential employees, vender/suppliers and consultants.

Visitor Agreement: Visitors will be given instructions regarding not touching plants/products or entering in
any area that the supervising employee has not designated as a visiting area. Visitors will not be allowed
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to take pictures of the facility unless authorized by management and will sign an agreement attesting to
the above information.

Visitors will abide by all sanitation requirements including; entry procedures (i.e. antibacterial procedures,
changing into provided coats, footwear, and caps as applicable), exit procedures (i.e. entering changing
room, removing provided sanitary clothing, gathering items and immediately exiting the building) and
informing company of any illnesses that could affect the sanitation of the overall cultivation facility as
applicable to 3 AAC 306.440.

Visitor passes will be provided to individuals over the age of 21 (with valid identification) accessing the
building due to marijuana related business. Marijuana establishments delivering or picking up marijuana
will be required to provide a valid marijuana handlers card, their marijuana establishments identification
badge, will receive a visitors pass and will be escorted by authorized personnel at all times. Visitor Badge
sample below:

Great Northern Retail Stores INC. will ensure that each licensee, employee or agent who is required or permitted
to be physically present on the licensed premises at any time per 3 AAC 306.425 and 3 AAC 306.700 will obtain a
marijuana handlers card as provided in 3 AAC 306.700 before being present or employed at the Retail facility’s
licensed premises and it must be in the person’s immediate possession, or a valid copy on file on the premises at
all times. Applicants will have a marijuana handler’s card before accepting employment with Great Northern Retail
Stores INC.

During work hours employees will be required to carry an identification badge issued by Great Northern Retail
Stores INC. that is visible and identifies the employee by name and picture 3 AAC 306.710(c). Employees are
responsible for maintaining the security of their identification badges after hours by not leaving it visible to the
public (i.e. vehicles) and are responsible for notifying management immediately if their badge or Marijuana

Employees that fail to display their identification badge, marijuana handlers card or other required documents to
company management, enforcement officers, peace officers and the Marijuana Control Board staff or Director
may be grounds for termination or face disciplinary action. Great Northern Retail Stores INC. will utilize a
progressive disciplinary action plan for minor incidences that do not require immediate termination. The
disciplinary action plan consists of a verbal warning, written warning, corrective action or performance
improvement plan and then termination if the plan is not followed or infractions continue to occur. Employees
may be asked to show their identification badges to the above mentioned entities as well as will be used to enter
restricted access areas and for identification in the case of an emergency. Employees are required to return badges
on their last day of employment. Only authorized personnel and employees will have access to restricted access
areas that apply directly to their work. Contracted workers will be required to obtain an identification badge
before beginning work and must be turned in at the end of each work shift. Restricted access areas include
security rooms, storage rooms and point of sales and any others required. Only five (5) visitor passes will be issued
at a time per employee and all visitors will be supervised at all times by the employee.

In order to further security for the premises and ensure we are abiding by strict security standards, only authorized
employees (i.e. management, etc.) will have access to security system information including entrance keys and
codes to arm and disarm the security system. Authorized employees will be provided entrance keys that state “do
not duplicate”, individual panic buttons and will be kept in a responsible and secure manner at all times within
their possession. Security codes for entrance and arming/disarming the system will be unigue to each employee
ensuring that the identity of the person arming and disarming the alarm system is logged and tracked. Only
authorized employees will have access to the locked and secure storage of the security equipment including video
surveillance feeds, safe and secure business documents as per 3 AAC 306.720(d).

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product:
Owners, employees, visitors and other individuals will be held to a zero tolerance policy on the diversion
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of marijuana (3 AAC 306.715(c)(1)). The electronic tracking system will be used to ensure diversion of
marijuana does not occur throughout the normal processes of the Retail facility. Marijuana will be
entered into the system and tracked throughout the packaging and selling process. If the tracking system
shows potential diversion of product authorized personnel will initiate an investigation that will include;
talking to employees on shift, assessing last log in’s to the system and product in question, notifying the
Marijuana Control Board and reviewing video feed.

In addition to the above, authorized personnel will randomly check video feed for potential diversion (1x
per week), will supervise all visitors and require them to remain in the building until law enforcement
arrives if diversion is suspected, restrict access to restricted areas where marijuana or cash are present as
well as will provide information pertaining to the consequences of breaking the policy. Consequences
include notifying law enforcement, immediate termination, visitor access removal and prosecution of
crimes.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

(1) staff will perform routine but unscheduled patrols. Loiterers will be asked to leave when discovered and
law enforcement will be called if continued loitering persists.

(2) Great Northern Retail Stores INC. will operate under a “no loitering” policy that will limit individuals from
standing or waiting without purpose on the premises as accordingly under 3 AAC 306.715(c)(2). During
business hours employees will be provided training on the importance of limiting loitering and learn skills
to verbally remove individuals from the premises. If individuals are unwilling to leave the premises or
continue to loiter in the general area, law enforcement/peace officers will be notified and employees will
follow the recommendations of law enforcement.

Employees will not engage in discussions with minors or other individuals outside the building about the
marijuana establishment, around the establishment or to promote marijuana use to individuals under the
age of 21 years. Employees will conduct random perimeter checks in order to address loitering issuesin a
timely manner. The exterior building will have “No Loitering” signs placed on the front of the building.
Loitering will be defined as; to stand or wait around idly or without apparent purpose.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion
detector, pressure switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

(1) Motion detectors and Shock Sensors are utilized for afterhours monitoring of the interior of the licensed
premises.

(2) Duress and panic switches are easily accessible to facilitate a response by public safety and security in an
efficient manner and will be utilized by licensee, employees and agents during business hours. These
devices are silent alarms and will be activated in the event of a security breach in progress such as
robbery, or in the event of an assault on the premises.

(3) All key pads will be programmed with a silent medical and fire duress option to alert medical personnel or
fire fighters in the event of a medical emergency or fire.

The company's security alarm system will be designed by Valkyrie Security, a licensed professional security firm
that has demonstrated its knowledge of the regulations. The alarm system will be activated on all exterior doors
and windows by the last employee leaving the premises at closing time. Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc. will
develop a procedure for walking throughout the facility to ensure that all doors are closed, locked, and secured
prior to leaving the building and activating the alarm system. Each supervisory employee will receive training on the
procedure as part of the routine process for closing the facility after business hours. The alarm system will be
monitored by a third party security firm. In the event that an alarm is triggered, the third party security firm will notify
law enforcement officials and the designated licensee.

In the event of unauthorized breach, the designated licensees will immediately be called by the third-party security
monitoring service and law enforcement will be dispatched to the facility. In accordance with 3 AAC 306.720(e),
the designated licensee or another senior member of the management team will notify the Alcohol & Marijuana
Control Office as soon as reasonably practicable, but not more than than 24 hours following any unauthorized
access to the premises or discovery of evidence or circumstance that reasonably indicate theft, diversion, of
unexplained disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, or money from the licensed premises.

b. 8 Honeywell sensors with: Advanced ASIC-based processing, Split-zone optics technology, totally silent relay
operation, Immune to pets up to 40 |bs, Tamper proof design, PIR motion sensor with an Ultra-low current.

¢. 10 Panic Switches located at the Point of Sale and around the licensed premises.

d. Security system will be monitored by a third party monitoring agency 24/7. In the event of an alarm activation
local law enforcement and the business owner will be notified.

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for
business.

The alarm system will be monitored by a third party agency. Alarm WATCH/COPS 2000, certifications include 1Q
Certified Central Station (One of first in nation), UL Certified Facility, UL Certified Operators, SIA Certified
Operators., SIA Central Station Trained Instructors, APCO Certified Operators and - FARA and Federal UL 2050.
Supporting Alarm Communications and Interactive Service from Every Major Manufacturer. The list includes
Connect 24, C24 Interactive, Alarm NET, AES, Uplink, DMP Internet, Tellular, Alarm.com. Based in Maryland with
monitoring centers nationwide that are staffed 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. During non-business hours
monitoring of all devices (Motion Detectors, door contacts and GE Glass break detectors) within the system will be
active and monitored. In the event of a security breach of the licensed premises an interior sounder will be
activated immediately, an alarm signal will be received by the monitoring center who will notify security, local law
enforcement and the licensee.

The licensee, all employees and agents shall assist in any way to help law enforcement by providing detailed
descriptions of persons and events leading up to the breach in security. The licensee, employees and agents shall
protect and preserve any evidence or area where the breach occurred, restricting access to the area and not
disturbing anything until law enforcement arrives.

If the investigation confirms a diversion or an attempted diversion of marijuana, then the
responsible employee will face disciplinary action including termination of employment and
criminal prosecution, if appropriate.

If any visitor, employee, or licensee is discovered to be involved in diversion or attempted
diversion of marijuana, the individual will be required to remain at the premises until law
enforcement arrives, and the Marijuana Control Board will be notified. All visitors, employees,
and licensees will be advised on the severity of marijuana diversion and the associated
consequences, which include termination of employment, potential loss of marijuana handler’s
permit, permanent loss of visitation privileges, loss of ownership in the business (for
licensees), and criminal prosecution to the maximum extent allowed by law.

Access to the security cabinet will be tightly controlled, and electronic badge access will be
limited to designated licensees, senior managers, and chief security personnel. Entry will
require the scan of an authorized badge and/or entry of a key code that is unique to the
specific authorized individual. The room will be equipped with 360-degree surveillance
cameras and motion detectors. If the alarm is triggered at any time, the third-party security
monitoring company will notify the designated licensee and contact law enforcement
authorities if appropriate. The designated licensee will have access to the live video
surveillance of the room via a secure smart phone application.

3. Litigation, Investigations, & Audits

If the administrator becomes aware of or anticipates any litigation, investigations, or audits
involving the facility, then he or she will issue a verbal and written legal hold order to all
licensees, employees, and agents to immediately cease the destruction of company records
regardless of their status per the retention schedule. Once issued, a legal hold cannot be
lifted without first receiving confirmation from the company’s legal counsel. Failure to comply
with the records retention policy will result in disciplinary action up to and including termination
of employment.

4. Electronic Records

Electronic records will be maintained in an electronic folder structure similar to what is done for
hard copies, and the records retention policy is equally applicable to electronic files. Access to
electronic files will be limited to authorized personnel including designated licensees, and
senior managers.

5. Privacy

Once the facility’s representative has collected information confirming the delivering facility is a
licensed marijuana establishment, he or she will finalize the transaction and make
arrangements for payment. The representative will record the sale and transport date(s) in
Metrc, and receive a copy of the transport manifest which will be retained in the business
records. When transferring inventory to a licensed marijuana establishment based on
purchase orders from the establishment, the electronic inventory tracking system labels will
allow the packaged items to be

transferred legally with a transport manifest. Product will be placed within a sealed and
tamperevident shipping container with a valid transport manifest attached at all times as
required by 3 AAC306.435.

Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc. may utilize a combination of a third party delivery services
and authorized employees to transport and deliver marijuana to and from licensed marijuana
facilities. All marijuana to be transported and delivered to and from a marijuana establishment
will be logged in the inventory tracking system and will record the type, amount and weight,
name of the transporter, the time of departure and expected delivery as well as the make,
model, and license plate number of the transporting vehicle.

All marijuana packaging must be uniform with labels secure and prominently displayed. Only
packaging products expressly approved by a member of management may be used. Only usable
marijuana will be packaged at the facility in a specified packaging/labeling area. If the usable
marijuana is being packaged for retail sale at a dispensary, the standard unit will not exceed one (1)
ounce.

Although packaging on site at the retail store is not expected to occur often, procedures will be in
place. After authorized personnel package bulk flower into units, it will be placed in sanitized air-tight
containers labeled with all compliant labeling information and a bar code for the marijuana inventory
control system. After all usable marijuana has been placed in bins and labeled it will be moved to the
secure storage area.

Product will be weighed on scales certified by the Alaska Department of Weights & Measures as
required by state and local regulations & statutes (AS 45.75.080, 3 AAC 306.745). Registration and
inspection reports will be kept on the licensed premise and will be available upon request by the
Marijuana Control Board. Scales will be checked for accuracy after weighing each product by placing
a calibration weight on the scale, equal to what is being weighed (i.e., 3.5 gram calibration weight=
3.5 grams of product) up to five (5) pounds, this will ensure that the scale is accurate and that each
product has a weight control measure in place. Any scale that does not meet quality control
standards will be replaced before any additional product is weighed. Scales will be upgraded and
certified as needed to ensure accurate weight.

Employees will ensure they have met sanitary guidelines for handling marijuana including the use of
gloves, smocks, shoes, hair nets and other sanitary instruments when handling and packaging
marijuana product as per 3 AAC 306.735. Marijuana will be handled by authorized personnel who
have been trained on how to use and quality check the scales and how to use the inventory tracking
system to track and create the necessary labels and bar codes for packaging, transportation and
sale.

Products received from licensed marijuana establishments may consist of wholesale packages for
repackaging or pre-packed products for direct sale by the retail store. Marijuana flower received in
wholesale packages will be weighed and repackaged in units ranging from one (1) gram up to one (1)
ounce. Containers will not have images that target individuals less than 21 years of age. All packages
will be sealed and are only authorized to be opened by management, a marijuana establishment, or
customers (after they purchase and take their product home). Marijuana flower will be packaged with
the Great Northern Cannabis logo and applicable content label and warnings as described in 3 AAC
306.345. Pre-rolled joints will consist of an individual strain and will be rolled using RAW brand
papers (or comparable).

At the
Point of Sale (POS), customers under the supervision of a budtender will be able to smell
different strains of marijuana through secure sample pods equipped with a sniff screen.
Customers will select the products they wish to purchase, and the budtender will process the
transaction. All customers will be asked for a valid photo ID at the POS before the transaction
is processed. The facility operational plan is designed such that each customer will be
required to present a valid photo ID at least twice per visit. The intent of such redundancy is to
further ensure that nobody under the age of 21years is allowed to access marijuana or
marijuana products.

All employees will be thoroughly trained to identify the inconsistencies of a forged
identification, and will be given a guidebook to help verify identification cards from other states
and countries. Great Northern Retail Stores, Inc. will take controlled access a step further by
requiring customers to produce a valid form of identification immediately upon entry into the
building. Customers will enter the front door into a vestibule/ arctic entry, and then proceed
through an additional door into the retail space. Immediately upon entering the retail space
customers will be greeted and asked to produce a valid form of identification before being
allowed to browse the menus and display cases throughout the retail space. Once the
customer is ready to make a purchase, they will proceed to the counter to one of the
point-of-sale systems attended to by a Great Northern Retail Store, Inc. employee. The
employee will again ask the customer for a valid form of photo identification prior to completing
the transaction. Based on this approach, every customer entering the retail marijuana store will
be required to present a valid form of photo identification at least twice - once upon entering
the store and again at the counter to complete a purchase. This system of redundancy in
checking valid photo identification will ensure that persons under the age of 21 years do not
gain access to the licensed marijuana retail store or the marijuana and marijuana product sold
therein.

Routine internal audits, extensive employee training, company policies and procedures, and
24-hour camera surveillance will all be used to verify our compliance with regulations.
