If the person/persons
are not of legal age they will be denied access into the facility. If the photo ID looks like it has been
tampered with, they will be denied access. The door of the facility will remain locked 24 hours a day.

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

There is only one entrance/exit to the facility, the whole building is restricted access to anyone other
than representatives of Valley Happiness lic, and is posted on the door, no trespassing, restricted
access, and under 24 hour surveillance. There is a commercial keyed dead bolt lock as well as a
security code door handle, you must have both to enter the facility.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

All visitors entering the facility, first must show a valid photo ID. Upon confirming they are of legal
age they will be allowed to enter the facility. Once in the facility they will have to sign the Visitor's
log, which includes name, date, time, Visitors badge number, and signature. Then they will be
escorted threw the facility, there will only be 5 person/persons with one representative at any given
time. All visitor logs will be kept in paper form in a filing cabinet in the office, which is a locked and
secured area upstairs in the facility.

3.5. An alarm system is required for all license types that must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed
premises is closed for business. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises, explain how it will meet all
regulatory requirements, and outline your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or
agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach:

The only entrance/exit to the uilding has a door alarm, there are no windows in the facility. The
alarm will be set at the end of the businees day. Upon the event of a trigger an audible alarm will
sound, notication will be sent to all representatives phone. The representatives will notify the local
police upon determining that an actual intrusion has taken place. The representatives will monitor
visually & electronically from the owners house adjacent to the facilities property, while talking with
the local police by phone, regarding the activity inside & outside the facility. The representative will
also notify AMCO by email or phone within 24 hours, with documentations of the intrusion,

consisiting of video recordings, marijuanan product, or monies taken from the facility. Also any
documentation from the local authorities. Representatives will also notify AMCO even if it turns out
to be a false alarm, within the first 24 hours.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

Employee's will be informed of the only two ways that the material will leave the facility. Plant
material will leave in waste form, or transported to a testing facility or retail store. Employee's will be
informed of all regulation pertaining to disposal of waste material, and transporting of marijuana
product. Will also inform them of the 24 hour surveillance, that everthing is being recorded. That
recordings are reviewed reqularly, if its found that any emploee does not follow all regulations &
procedures they will be terminated immediately. Any visitor's not following procedure while they are
in the facility, will be asked to leave imediately.

3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

The facility is located at the end of the road and has little to no traffic. If any person/persons is found
on the property they will be approached an informed of the no tresspassing, no loitering signs, and
asked to leave the property. If said person/persons choose not to leave, the State Troopes will be
called. Representatives will wait for State Troopers to arrive and will not engage with the said
person/persons or enter the facility. Representatives will remain outside of the building at a safe
distance, until such time the issue has been resolved.
