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Contributions will be submitted no later than December 31, 2019. All capital contributions are final
unless all partners give written consent of withdrawal. All contributions will be deposited into a joint
capital account.
 
IV. INTEREST AND AUTHORITY
 
The Partners' ownership interest in the Partnership will be as follows:

The Partners' authority will be defined by the following unless otherwise stated in the Agreement:

VII. SALARY
 
All Partners must give their unanimous consent if a permanent salary is to be established and their
unanimous consent for the amount of salary to be given to each Partner.

each fiscal year.

IX. NEW PARTNERS
 
The Partnership will amend this agreement to include new partners upon the written and unanimous
vote of all Partners.
 
The name of the Partnership may be amended if a new Partner is added to the Partnership upon the
written and unanimous vote of all Partners.
 
X. WITHDRAWAL OR DEATH
 
The Partners hereby reserve the right to withdraw from the Partnership at any time. Should a Partner
withdraw from the Partnership because of choice or death, the remaining Partners will have the
option to buy out the remaining shares of the Partnership. Should the Partners agree to buy out the
shares, the shares will be bought in equal amounts by all Partners. The Partners agree to hire an
outside firm to assess the value of the remaining shares. Only upon the partners' unanimous
agreement will the outside firm's valuation of the shares be considered final. The Partners will have
10 days to decide if they want to buy the remaining shares together and disperse them equally. If all
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Partners do not agree to buy the shares, individual Partners will then have the right to buy the shares
individually. If more than one Partner requests to buy the remaining shares, the shares will be split
equally among those Partners wishing to purchase the shares. Should all Partners agree by
unanimous vote, the Partnership may choose to allow a non-Partner to buy the shares thereby
replacing the previous Partner.
 
If no individual Partner(s) finalize a purchase agreement by 10 days, the Partnership will be
dissolved.
 
The name of the Partnership may be amended upon the written and unanimous vote of all Partners if
a Partner is successfully bought out.
 
XI. DISSOLUTION
 
Should the Partnership be dissolved by majority vote, the Partnership will be liquidated, and the
debts will be paid. All remaining funds after debts have been paid will be distributed based on the
percentage of ownership interest outlined in this Agreement.
 
XII. AMENDMENTS
 
  •  Amendments may be made hereto upon the unanimous and written consent of all Partners.
  •  Amendments must be expressly written and have the original signatures of all Partners.
  •  All amendments, notices, requests, claims, demands and other communications between the


parties shall be in writing. All such written communications shall be given (i) by delivery in
person, (ii) by a nationally recognized next day courier service, (iii) by first class, registered
or certified mail, postage prepaid, (iv) by facsimile or (v) by electronic mail to the addresses
of the parties specified in this Agreement or such other addresses specified in writing. All
notices shall be effective upon (i) receipt by the party to which the written communication is
given, or (ii) on the 5th day following mailing, whichever occurs first.


 
XIII. DISPUTE RESOLUTION
 
The parties will attempt to resolve any dispute arising out of or relating to the Partnership or this
Agreement through friendly negotiations amongst the parties. If the matter is not resolved by
negotiation, the parties will resolve the dispute using the below Alternative Dispute Resolution
(ADR) procedure.
 
Any controversies or disputes arising out of or relating to this Agreement will be submitted to
mediation in accordance with any statutory rules of mediation in the state of Alaska. If mediation is
not successful in resolving the entire dispute or is unavailable, any outstanding issues will be

I have finished reviewing the corrections submitted for this new marijuana establishment
application.  Many of the necessary revisions have been made, but there are some additional
corrections and revisions needed.
 


On Page 2, Section 4.1 of Form MJ-04:
Unless you are growing marijuana in the Drying and Storage room, these dimensions
should not be included in the calculations for the total area under cultivation.
Can you elaborate on the calculations that were used to determine the total area under
cultivation?  The numbers listed appear to be calculated based on the room
dimensions, but you mention multi-tiered shelving being in these rooms.  If the
different tiers are used as growing surfaces, their dimensions should be included in the
calculations.


Residential Lease Agreement
This lease appears to be legally binding and contains the required disclaimer regarding
the landlord not having access to marijuana on the premises, but this is a residential
lease agreement that specifically states on Page 3, #8. Use of Property-Absences that
the premises cannot be used for retail, commercial, or professional use.  AMCO cannot
provide legal advice for drafting a lease, but the lease must acknowledge that the
premises will be used for a licensed marijuana establishment.  If you need help drafting
a lease, we strongly encourage seeking professional legal counsel.
