I've finished reviewing the attached documents and many of the necessary corrections have been
made.  However, there are still some remaining issues with Form MJ-02 and some of the products
submitted with MJ-05.
 
It isn't very clear how the two areas of the proposed Product Manufacturing license are connected,
but it appears that part of a room designated for receiving and storage for the Cultivation facility 
will be a walkway without any barriers separating it from this room, which isn't adequate to make
the premises contiguous.  There are also several inconsistencies between this proposed floor plan
and what is being proposed for your Onsite Consumption Endorsement application, which I am still
reviewing.  Can you provide diagrams that show everything that is being proposed?  As a reminder,
each licensed premises must be contiguous.  Be sure to also include the following details on Diagram
1:


Room dimensions
Labeling of the licensed premises (the boundary is marked, but not labeled)
The restricted access areas within that premises (in a different color than the licensed
premises, unless all areas will be designated as restricted access to exclude restrooms)


 
Can you also try to use thinner lines for marking the boundaries?  The thick marker lines make some
of the diagram details difficult to see.
 
I will also note that if these applications are approved, it may be necessary to file Form MJ-14:
Licensed Premises Diagram Change for License #10279.
 
Form MJ-05: Products
First, just a note – I am unsure if the products submitted with different marijuana base ingredients
will require variations in the name or package to differentiate them, but it will be a question that I
bring to the board when these products are considered.  There are some corrections or revisions
also still required on some of the products:
 


Cannastix, Infused Coffee, Infused Juice, Infused Lemonade, Infused Olive Oil, Infused Peanut
Oil, Infused Syrup, Infused Vegetable Glycerin, and Infused Vegetable Oil:


The Ingredients were revised to list only cannabis distillate as the marijuana ingredient,
but the Standard Production Procedures (SPP) still state “cannabis flower kief or other
approved cannabis concentrate” as being added in the process.


Cheesecake Bites:
The only marijuana ingredient in Ingredients is infused butter, but the SPP mentions
cannabis kief being added to the mixture.  If kief will be included also (infused butter
AND kief), please add it to the Ingredients section. 
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Chocolate Chip Cookies:
The first step in the SPP involves mixing cream, butter, and sugar.  Please list what type
of cream this is under Ingredients.


Ethanol Cannabis Mixture:
On Page 5, the name is Ethanol Cannabis Mixture.  On Page 6, the name is Ethanol
Tincture.  Which name is correct?


Green Dragon Tincture:
In the Packaging Description, please clearly state how much of the product constitutes
an individual serving.


Infused Butter:
The cannabis ingredient is distillate, but the SPP mentions that plant waste needs to be
removed from the mixture.  Where does the plant waste come from?


Infused Pesto and Infused Tea:
In the Packaging Description, specify how much pesto equals one serving.


Instant Coffee:
The Product Description and SPP describe a drinkable product, but the Depiction and
Packaging Descriptions  suggest that this is infused ground coffee.  Please clarify.


Rice Krispie Treats (with kief):
In the SPP, when is kief added?


Sugar Cookies (butter or distillate)
The Ingredients still include infused butter OR cannabis distillate, but the SPP lists
infused butter only.  If you want to include both marijuana ingredients, they can both
be listed, but if it will be one or the other then they should be submitted separately.


Sugar Cookes (butter and kief):
Specify in the SPP at what point kief is added.

These corrections are focused on the Product Manufacturing facility, but I was having trouble seeing
how the diagrams were relating to each other.  For the time being, I will only be asking about the
Product Manufacturing facility.  Regarding room dimensions, you can either provide the square
footage of each room, or the overall dimensions of outer walls.
 
It still isn’t clear whether or not this is a contiguous premises, and this proposal also makes the
Cultivation facility non-contiguous.  I made some notes on the color copy that you submitted, and it
is attached as “Diagram with Markups”.  I also asked what the light blue/cyan outline represents,
since this is a different shade than was previously used to label the Product Manufacturing license.
 
There was a note on this diagram that all areas outlined in yellow are the licensed premises.  The
Retail Store, Cultivation Facility, and Product Manufacturing facility are all separate licenses, and
each has a separate licensed premises.  In order for each premises to be contiguous, you should be
able to access every part of that premises without needing to pass through a different licensed
premises (or going outside).  For the purposes of this application, only the restricted access areas of
the Product Manufacturing license need to be labeled. 
 
Let me know if you have any questions about the diagrams.

Both of the
submitted diagrams are in color, but it is easier to see the layout of the rooms and the doorways in
the “Peters PH 4 AMCO Diagram 2” version so I would advise using that copy.  For your MJ-02, we
have Diagrams 3 and 4 on file, so Diagrams 1, 2, and 5 are still outstanding.  This does show many of
the requirements of Diagrams 1, 2, and 5, so please label them as such if you would like to submit
them that way.  There are some additional details to include to meet the requirements of Diagram 1
though:


Include a label on this diagram that this is specifically for License #14874.  The different
licenses in the building are labeled, but this is just to clearly indicate that this is part of the
#14874 application.
Include on the diagram that all areas except the restrooms are restricted access areas.


Can you outline the restrooms in a different color to make it clear where they are?
Please add the outer dimensions of the building.  The retail and consumption areas have
dimensions shown, but not the rest of the building.

Please note that all restricted access areas for product
manufacturing facility are located within the blue boundary marking, excluding our restrooms. This
attached diagram will be the final layout for all license types and endorsements,( if approved) at
GoodSinse. Two copies of the diagram have been attached. One is colored to indicate boundaries and
one without for better detail.
 
2. I am requesting we continue with GoodSinse Manufacturing license #14874 to be approved in the
November meeting. I normally wouldn't mind waiting to get the clarification you need, however per earlier
AMCO emails, if we aren't found to be complete soon we will have to submit a new application. This will
likely trigger a new conditional use permit with the FNSB as well as other government red tape. I could
see waiting for approval for the products in question. Is something you would consider? 
 
3. I'm wondering if there was anything further with onsite consumption endorsement. Have we met all
requirements? I'm seeking approval before I do any major reconstruction of the building.
