ARTICLE |

Company Formation

FORMATION. The Members have formed a Limited Liability Company
("Company") subject to the laws of the State of Alaska. This operating
agreement is entered into and effective upon adoption by the
Member(s).

REGISTERED AGENT. The name and location of the Company'’s
registered agent of the will be as stated in the formation documents.

TERM. The Company will continue perpetually unless,
(a) Members unanimously vote for dissolution; or

(b) An event occurs which causes the Company’s business to become
unlawful; or

(c) Any other event causing the Company’s dissolution under state
laws.

CONTINUANCE OF COMPANY. In the event of an occurrence
described in ARTICLE 1.3(c), if there is at least one remaining Member,
the Member has the right to continue the Company’s business.

BUSINESS PURPOSE. The purpose of the Company is to conduct any
and all lawful business appropriate in carrying out the company’s
objectives.

PRINCIPAL PLACE OF BUSINESS. The location of the Company’s
principal place of business will be as stated in the formation
documents or as selected by the Manager.

ADMISSION OF ADDITIONAL MEMBERS. Members may only be
admitted to the Company through issuance of a new interest in the
company with unanimous written consent of the members or the sale
of a member’s current interest, except as otherwise expressly provided
in the Agreement.

Capital Contributions

INITIAL CONTRIBUTIONS. The Members will contribute the
Company'’s initial capital as described in Exhibit 3 attached to
this Agreement. The agreed total value of such property and cash
is $100,000.

ADDITIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS. Except as provided in ARTICLE 6.2,
no Member is obligated to make any additional contribution to the
Company's capital.

Profits, Losses and Distributions

PROFITS/LOSSES. For financial accounting and tax purposes the
Company's net profits or net losses will be determined annually. Profits

“Available funds” refers to the net cash of the Company available after
expenses and liabilities, as determined by the Manager. Upon
liguidation of the Company or of a Member's interest, distributions
must be made according to the positive capital or pursuant to Treasury
Regulation 1.704-1(b)(2)(ii)(b)(2). To the extent a Member has a
negative capital account balance, there must be a qualified income
offset, as set forth in Treasury Regulation 1.704-I(b)(2)(ii)(d).

MEMBERS. The liability of the Members is limited pursuant to
applicable state law. Members that are not a Manager may not take
any part in the control, management, direction, or operation of the
Company's affairs and have no power to bind the Company. The
Members may advise the Manager, but the Manager is not required to
accept such advice. The Manager has the exclusive right to control
and manage the Company. No Member will be an agent of any other
Member of the Company solely by reason of being a Member.

POWERS OF THE MANAGER. The Manager is authorized to make all
decisions regarding the Company’s operations and legal affairs,
including but not limited to (a) the sale, development, lease or other
disposition of the Company's assets; (b) the purchase or other
acquisition of other assets of all kinds; (c) the management of all or
any part of the Company's assets; (d) the borrowing of money and the
granting of security interests in the Company's assets; (e) the pre-
payment, refinancing or extension of any loan affecting the Company's
assets; (f ) the compromise or release of any of the Company's claims
or debts; and, (g) the employment of persons, firms or corporations for
the operation and management of the company's business. The
Manager is authorized to execute and deliver (a) all contracts,
conveyances, assignments leases, sub-leases, franchise agreements,
licensing agreements, management contracts and maintenance
contracts covering or affecting the Company's assets; (b) all checks,
drafts and other orders for the payment of the Company's funds; (c) all
promissory notes, loans, security agreements and other similar
documents; and, (d) all other instruments of any other kind relating to
the Company's business.

EXECUTIVE MANAGER. The Executive Manager has
primary responsibility for managing company operations.

NOMINEE. Title to the Company's assets will be held in the Company's
name or in the name of any nominee that the Manager may

designate. The Manager will have power to enter into a nominee
agreement with any person, and such agreement may contain
provisions indemnifying the nominee, except for his or her willful
misconduct.

EXCULPATION. Any act or omission of the Manager the effect of
which may cause orresult in loss or damage to the Company or the
Members, if done in good faith to promote the best interests of the
Company, will not subject the Manager to any liability.

INDEMNIFICATION. The Company will indemnify any person who was
or is a party defendant or is threatened to be made a party defendant,
in a pending or completed action, suit or proceeding, whether civil,
criminal, administrative, or investigative (other than an action by or in
the right of the Company) by reason of the fact that the person is or
was a Member of the Company, employee, or agent of the Company,
or is or was serving at the request of the Company. The termination of

Bookkeeping

BOOKS. The Manager will keep complete and accurate accounting of
the Company's affairs at the Company’s principal place of business or
other location agreed upon by the Members. The Manager will choose
the method of accounting and the Company's accounting period will be
the calendar year.

MEMBER'S ACCOUNTS. The Manager must maintain separate

capital and distribution accounts for each member. Each member's
capital account must be determined and maintained in the manner set
forth in Treasury Regulation 1.704-1(b)(2)(iv) and will consist of the
member’s initial capital contribution increased by:

(a) Any additional capital contribution made by the member;

(b) Credit balances transferred from the member’s distribution account
to the member’s capital account; and decreased by:

(1) Distributions to the member in reduction of Company capital;

(2) The Member's share of Company losses if charged to the
Member’s capital account.

REPORTS. When the Manager close the books at the close of each
calendar year, the manager will prepare and send to each member, a
statement of that Member's distributive share of income and expense
for income tax reporting purposes.

ARTICLE VII

Transfers

ASSIGNMENT. If a Member proposes to sell, assign or otherwise
dispose of all or part of the Member’s interest in the Company, he or
she must comply with the following procedures:

(a) First make a written offer, including the price, to sell such interest
to the other Member(s). The exiting Member may only advertise the

sale if the other Members decline or fail to elect such interest within 60
days after the offer.

(b) If the exiting member has a buyer of interest, the other current
member(s) have first right of refusal to purchase the exiting members
interest for the agreed purchase price. If there is more than one
current remaining member, the remaining members may combine
funds to purchase the exiting members interest. The exiting member
must show that potential purchaser has full certified funds, or the
ability to get full certified funds before 60 day right of first refusal
period ends.

(c) Current members must unanimously approve the sale of exiting
members’ interests to grant full membership benefits and functionality
to the new member. If the current remaining members do not
unanimously approve the sale, the purchaser or assignee will have no
management or voting rights. The purchaser or assignee is only
entitled to receive the share of the profits or other compensation by
way of income and the return of contributions to which that Member
would otherwise be entitled. The exiting member must disclose to the
buyer or assignee if the current members will not approve the sale.

VALUATION OF EXITING MEMBERS INTEREST. If a member wants
to exit the LLC, and does not have a buyer of its membership interest,
exiting member will assign its interest to current members according to
the following procedures:

(a) A value must be placed upon this membership interest before
assigned.

(b) If the exiting member and the current members do not agree on the
value of the membership interest, the exiting member must pay for a
certified appraiser to assess the company’s value. The appraiser will
assign the exiting members’ interest a value according to the exiting
members’ interest percentage.

(c) The current members must approve the certified appraiser used by
exiting member. Current members have 30 days to approve the
exiting members certified appraiser. If current members disapprove
the certified appraiser, they must show evidence to support their
disapproval of the certified appraiser as a vendor qualified to appraise
the company. Current members may not stall the process by
disapproving all certified appraisers.

(d) When a certified appraiser places a value on the company, a value
will be placed on the exiting members’ interest according to exiting
members’ percentage of membership interest.

(e) If current members disagree with the value placed on exiting
members’ interest, current members must pay for a certified appraiser
to value the company and the exiting members’ interest according to
the same terms.

(f) Current members’ appraisal must be completed within 60 days or
right of current members to dispute the value of exiting member’s
interest expires.

(g) Upon completion of current members’ appraisal, the exiting
member must approve the value placed on exiting members’ interest.
Exiting member has 30 days to approve this value.

(h) If the exiting member does not approve the current members’
appraised value, then the value of the company will be determined by
adding both parties’ appraised values, then dividing that value in half,
creating the value of the exiting members’ interest.

DISTRIBUTION OF EXITING MEMBERS INTEREST. Upon
determination of exiting members’ interest value, the value will be a
debt of the company. The exiting member will only be able to demand
payment of this debt at dissolution of the company or by the following
method:

(@) The company will make timely payments.

(b) The company will only be required to make payments towards
exiting member’s debt if the company is profitable and passes income
to current members.

(c) The company must make a debt payment to the exiting member if
the company’s income surpassed 50% of the total determined value of
the exiting members’ interest in one taxable year. (Example: If exiting
members’ value was $100,000 and current member(s) received over
$50,000 taxable income in the taxable year, the LLC would owe a debt
payment to exiting member. If current member(s) only received
$40,000 in passed income, there would be no payment due.)

(d) The debt payment must be at least 10% of the value of the passed
income to current members.

(e) The company must make payment to exiting member within 60
days of the end of the company’s taxable year.

(f) The payment schedule will continue until the exiting member’s debt
is paid.

(g) If the company dissolves, the exiting member will be a regular
debtor and payment will follow normal dissolution payment statutes.

(h) The exiting member’s value of membership interest assigned
current members may NOT accrue interest.

(i) The company may pay the amount owed to the exiting member at
any time.

ARTICLE VI

Dissolution

8.1 DISSOLUTION. The Member(s) may dissolve the LLC at any time.
The Member(s) may NOT dissolve the LLC for a loss of membership
interests. Upon dissolution the LLC must pay its debts first before
distributing cash, assets, and/or initial capital to the Member or the
Members interests. The dissolution may only be ordered by the
Member(s), not by the owner of the Member’s interests.

Licensees, employees, or agents receiving distillate in our product manufacturing facility will anticipate it's arrival based
on transfer manifest and communication with driver. When transfer has arrived, transporter will have their handlers card
checked and be signed into our sign in log prior to entering the restricted access area, and have a visitors tag assigned
and displayed at all times while in the facility. All transfers of distillate into the facility will be conducted and received
within the emulsification lab. Immediately upon arrival of a transfer of marijuana, the weight/quantity of distillate will be
be verified and, barring any discrepancies, the manifest will be signed and the date and time notated and the transfer
will be accepted in METRC. After the distillate has been checked in it will be moved to our storage area or taken to the
work area for immediate use. Internal tracking systems, such as package tracking and production batch logs, will be
utilized to record information about each production batch from distillate to final product. Additionally, METRC will be
updated, and packages will be adjusted and created as product is used and produced. In house tracking data and
METRC entries will be kept up to date and current. Post-production, a representative sample will be sent to the lab for
testing and the remaining product will be quarantined until it has cleared testing; the product will be packaged within
METRC . From that package, product may be repackaged in to bulk wholesale packages, or additional packages of
prepackaged product may be produced within METRC. When an order is piaced from a retailer or a product
manufacturing facility, the appropriate quantity will be packaged into a separate package within METRC and a manifest
created reflecting the outgoing transfer. The quantity and weight will be double checked by the receiving party or the
delivering agent, and signed for on the manifest. Product will leave our facility in tamper evident, locked containers, with
a manifest inside the shipping container and the driver being given an additional copies to have on hand during
transport.

Should any production lot or package of marijuana product in our inventory fail testing or be
recalled, expire, or develop quality control issues and require the destruction and disposal of the
marijuana product, it will be moved into quarantine and noted on the waste log and within the
tracking system. Products will be clearly marked with expiration dates and will be monitored
regularly for expirations. If expired product is found it will be moved to quarantine immediate and
logged as waste in internal logs a well as within METRC. AMCO will be notified not less than three
days before the destruction of any marijuana product. The marijuana product will be disposed of via
the sewer system, if permissible, and if not, it will be mixed and ground with newspaper, coffee
grounds, soil, and other organic waste and disposed of at the local landfill.

There may be some occasions in which liquid waste of marijuana product could occur in such a way
that it is impossible to provide AMCO 72 hours notice before of disposing of the product and
rendering it unusable. For example, if one of our glass bottles is to fall and break on the floor, it
would immediately be both unusable and disposed of. The facility features a sloped concrete floor
with a floor drain, and any product which may spill onto the floor or other hard surfaces will be
washed down the drain as those surfaces are cleansed immediately following the spill. When this
occurs, photographic documentation of the incident will be taken, when possible, and a memo will
be sent to marijuana enforcement via email within 24 hours notifying them of the waste.

Control Board may approve the license, but require the applicant to show to the board’s satisfaction that the
requirements of the local government have been met before the director issues the license.

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a new license if
the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS
17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed
licensed premises are located in a place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the
marijuana establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.

This application will be in front of the Marijuana Control Board at our January 23-24, 2020 meeting.
