However, challenging supply chain logistics and volitility of product quality standards has led us to need 
addiitonal options to safely and compliantly distribute our vapes to consumers. Our request is to allow for a secondary option to 
package vapes into a mylar bag. 
Mylar bags are resealable bags made from mylar material and used to help with the effects of heat, smell, light, moisture, oxygen, etc. 
on the products. The mylar bag will be approx. 2.5" to 3 " wide and 4.5 " to 9" tall. They have the ability to be heat sealed to prevent 
any tampering of products. The Mylar packaging will feature custom stickers to display the brands logo and product information, along 
with the applicable labels for regulatory compliance.
