The site is not accessible by road (it is accessible only by water and air), which will heavily limit who
is able to access the area. Licensed outdoor premises will be secured with a sight obscuring wall or
fence. Marijuana will be kept in a secured shed within the licensed premises area.


Signs will be posted stating, "Restricted Access Area" "Visitors Must be Escorted" as well as signs
stating, "No one under 21 years of age allowed." Also, signs stating "Video and Audio Surveillance in
progress." will be placed around the facility. Video surveillance cameras and exterior lighting will be
used throughout the facility as well as around the exterior perimeter of the building to continuously
monitor the premises and to deter any unauthorized individuals from attempting to access the
premises.


Due to the remote nature of the site and difficult access, it is highly unlikely that uninvited members
of the public will be able to access the site.


A security system will be continuously active to ensure no unauthorized access is left unnoticed.
Required signage stating "Restricted access area. Visitors must be escorted." will be posted on the
exterior doors of the residence and on the sight obscuring wall or fence and on growing structures.


All visitors must be escorted by either a licensee or designated employee at all times during their visit
to the restricted access areas.


After verification of identity and age (all visitors must be 21 years of age or older) of the visitor(s), the
licensee, an employee, or an agent of the establishment will escort visitor(s) into the premise. Each
visitor will be given a visitor identification badge to be worn at all times in the premises. No more than
five visitors will be escorted by any one licensee, employee or agent. Anyone escorting visitors must
have a marijuana handler's card. Visitors will be escorted at all times. Required information (name,
date, and time of entry) will be recorded in a logbook. This logbook will be placed in the secured
storage and surveillance equipment shed at the end of the workday when the last licensee,
employee or agent leaves.

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Exterior lighting will be used around the perimeter of the sight obscuring fence or wall, and in outdoor
growing structures. The outdoor lighting will be positioned in such a way to keep the premises, signs,
and doors well lit and to ensure surveillance cameras can record a clear image of any individual
within 20 feet of any entrance to the licensed premises or anyone working within the outdoor growing
structures. Motion sensors for lighting and the video surveillance system will ensure that suitable
video footage is captured whenever motion is detected.


The long daylight hours during the growing season will help provide lighting to facilitate surveillance.

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The perimeter and growing structures of the outdoor growing area will be equipped with ample
lighting and video surveillance cameras to provide recordings of any area where marijuana is grown,
cured, processed, and packaged, or where marijuana waste is destroyed. Exterior cameras will be
positioned to provide a clear view adequate to identify any individual within 20 feet of the entrance to
the restricted access area.


All surveillance recording equipment and footage will be stored in the secured storage and
surveillance shed.

Outdoor growing will take place in greenhouses or hoop houses. The geography and vegetation of the site sight naturally
prevent public view of the premises. As necessary to comply with regulations, a sight-obscuring wall or fence may be
installed. Please see diagrams in MJ-02 for additional details.


The geography, vegetation, and lack of public access to the site will prevent observation by the public. Cultivation will
occur within opaque greenhouses. All movement/transport of marijuana will be discrete and done in such a manner as to
prevent observation by the public.


Coconut fibre and/or rock wool medium will be used as the primary growing medium. Soil, expanded clay, pumice, and
vermiculite, coco coir mixed, peat moss, perlite, sphagnum, hardened expanded clay (HEC), mineral wool, worm
castings, bark mulch, humidified compost, black gold, hydroponics and aeroponics may also be used.

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Section 5 – Waste Disposal 


A nutrient enriched solution may be applied to the growing beds. The watering solution will be delivered at the levels
required by the plants, so there will be little waste water by design. Any resulting waste water will be non-hazardous and
will be absorbed into the ground.

Northern Alliance LLC will be disposing of: (1) marijuana that is identified as contaminated, infected or is otherwise
rejected for quality or fails to meet quality testing, (2) waste from marijuana flower, plant material and trimmings, (3) run
off water from cultivation and processing, (4) any other materials or containers in contact with marijuana that risks
contamination, (5) any other marijuana deemed as waste by the MCB or director. Marijuana waste will be stored away
from all other marijuana, be secured in the licensed premises, and be under continual video surveillance. A notice via
email will be sent out to AMCO enforcement not later than three (3) days prior to rendering any waste unusable and will
be recorded in METRC when that function becomes available. Marijuana waste will be rendered unusable by grinding
and then mixing with other compostable and material such as, food waste, yard waste, cardboard, paper, soil or growing
medium until the resulting mixture is no more than fifty percent (50%) marijuana waste. The licensee or manager will
maintain a log on the status of all marijuana waste, tracking the type, date of disposal, reason for disposal, date it was
rendered unusable, and final destination. The mixture will be composted on-site. Northern Alliance LLC does not
anticipate much liquid waste as they will be monitoring watering of plants; any runoff will be non-hazardous and will
simply be absorbed into the ground.

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8.1 Continued: Any packaging done at the facility will be performed in an area specifically set aside for packaging
and monitored with 24 hour surveillance. Packaging will be uniform with labels secure and prominently displayed.
The facility will use certified scales in compliance with the Alaska Weights and Measures Act, and will maintain
registration and inspection reports at the facility. After agents package marijuana they will be placed in sanitized,
air-tight containers, labeled with all compliant labeling information, and be given a bar-code for the inventory
control system. Plastic packaging will be heat-sealed without an easy-open tab, dimple, corner, or flap. Packaged
marijuana will be stored in a secured area until ready for transport. All packaging will be inspected, accepted or
rejected, and recorded in the log, Licensees, and/or the manager will check all final packages to ensure that they
will secure marijuana from contamination and not impart toxic or deleterious substances, and no images that
appeal to children, such as cartoons or similar images, will be on the packaging. Labels will include: (1) the name
and license number of the cultivation facility; (2) the date the marijuana was harvested; (3) the harvest batch
number assigned to the marijuana; (4) the date the marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity of
usable marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible with the inventory tracking system; (6) a
complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation of the marijuana. The facility will
use certified scales in compliance with the Alaska Weights and Measures Act, and will maintain registration and
inspection reports at the facility.


8.2 Continued: (3) a statement listing the results of microbial testing; and (4) a statement listing the contaminants
for which the marijuana was tested, including molds, mildew, filth, herbicides, pesticides, fungicides, and harmful
chemicals. A METRC generated tracking label will be affixed to each package. The shipping container will have a
label stating that a licensed testing facility has tested each batch in the shipment, and list: (1) the date of final
testing; (2) the cannabinoid potency profile, expressed as a range of percentages that extends from the lowest
percentage to highest percentage of concentration for each cannabinoid listed from every test conducted on that
strain of marijuana from the same marijuana cultivation facility within the last three months; (3) a statement listing
the results of microbial testing; and (4) a statement listing the contaminants for which the marijuana was tested,
including molds, mildew, filth, herbicides, pesticides, fungicides, and harmful chemicals. If a wholesale shipment
sold to another licensed facility is from a harvest batch that has not been tested for contaminants, a label will be
affixed identifying each such contaminant.
