"Agreement" means this Operating Agreement of the Company, as may be amended 
from time to time. 


"Capital Account" means, with respect to any Member, an account consisting of such 
Member's Capital Contribution, ( 1) increased by such Member's allocated share of income and 
gain, (2) decreased by such Member' s share of losses and deductions, 
(3) decreased by any distributions made by the Company to such Member, and 
(4) otherwise adjusted as required in accordance with applicable tax laws. 


"Capital Contribution" means, with respect to any Member, the total value of ( I) cash 
and the fair market value of property other than cash and (2) services that are contributed and/or 
agreed to be contributed to the Company by such Member, as listed on Exhibit A, as may be 
updated from time to time according to the terms of this Agreement. 


"Exhibit" means a document attached to this Agreement labeled as "Exhibit A," 
"Exhibit B," and so forth , as such document may be amended, updated, or replaced from time to 
time according to the terms of this Agreement. 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933 or under 
any state securities law. Such interests may not be sold, transferred, pledged or hypothecated in the absence 
of an effective registration statement under such Act and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from time to time. In view of 
these restrictions, the purchaser of any interest in the Company must be prepared lo bear the economic risk 
of the investment for an indefinite period of time. 
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"Member" means each Person who acquires any Membership Interest pursuant to this 
Agreement. The Members are listed on Exhibit A, as may be updated from time to time 
according to the terms of this Agreement. Each Member has the rights and obligations specified 
in this Agreement. 


"Membership Interest" means the entire owrnrrship interest of a Member in the Company 
at any particular time, including the right to any and all benefits to which a Member may be 
entitled as provided in this Agreement and under the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company 
Act, together with the obligations of the Member to comply w ith all of the terms and provisions 
of this Agreement. As to any Member, the Membership Interest is that Member's Ownership 
Interest together with the Member's Membership Rights. 


"Membership Rights" means, as to any Member, all of the rights of the Member with the 
exception of the Ownership Interest, including a Member' s: (i) right to inspect the Company's 
books and records; and (ii) right to participate in the management of and vote on matters coming 
before the Company.

"Person" means an individual (natural person), partnership, limited partnership, trust, 
estate, association, corporation, limited liability company, or other entity, whether domestic or 
foreign. 


"Prohibited Activity" has the meaning specified in Section 6.6. 


"Units" mean, if ownership in the Company is expressed in Units, units of ownership in 
the Company, that, with respect to each Member, entitles the Member to a Membership Interest 
which, if applicable, is expressed as the number of Units set forth opposite the name of each 
Member on Exhibit A, as may be adjusted from time to time pursuant to this Agreement. 


"Voting Interests" mean, for any Member, such Member's Percentage Interest. 


ARTICLE 2: CAPITAL CONTRIBUTIONS, ADDITIONAL MEMBERS, 
CAPITAL ACCOUNTS AND LIMITED LlABlUTY 


2.1 Initial Capital Contributions. The names of all Members and each of their 
respective addresses, initial Capital Contributions, and Ownership Interests must be set forth on 
Exhibit A. Each Member has made or agrees to make the initial Capital Contribution set forth 
next to such Member's name on Exhibit A to become a Member of the Company. 


2.2 Subsequent Capital Contributions. Members are not obligated to make additional 
Capital Contributions unless called for by a vote of the Members. If subsequent Capital 
Contributions are called, the Members may make such additional Capital Contributions on a pro 
rata basis in accordance with each Member's respective Percentage Interest. The Percentage 
Interest of each Member will be recalculated after giving effect to any subsequent Capital 
Contribution so that each Member's Percentage fnterest will be equal to their Capital Account 
balance divided by the total of all of the Capital Account balances. The Members hereby 
unanimously consent to amendment of Exhibit A to this Operating Agreement to restate 
Percentage Interest of each Member pursuant to this Section 2.2. 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of I 933 or under 
any state securities law. Such interests may not be sold, transferred, pledged or hypothecated in the absence 
of an effective registration statement under such Act and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from time to time. In view of 
these restrictions, the purchaser of any interest in the Company must be prepared to bear the economic risk 
of the investment for an indefinite period of time. 
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2.3 Additional Members . 


A. With the exception of a transfer of interest ( 1) governed by Article 7 of this 
Agreement or (2) otherwise expressly authorized by this Agreement, additional Persons may 
become Members of the Company and be issued additional Ownership Interests only if approved 
by and on terms determined by a unanimous written agreement signed by all of the existing 
Members. 


B. Before a Person may be admitted as a Member of the Company, that Person must 
sign and deliver to the Company the documents and instruments, in the form and containing the 
information required by the Company, that the Members deem necessary or desirable. 
Membership Interests of new Members will be allocated according to the terms of this 
Agreement. 


2.4 Capital Accounts. Individual Capital Accounts must be maintained for each 
Member, unless (a) there is only one Member of the Company and (b) the Company is exempt 
according to applicable tax laws. Capital Accounts must be maintained in accordance with all 
applicable tax laws. 


2.5 Interest. No interest will be paid by the Company or otherwise on Capital 
Contributions or on the balance of a Member's Capital Account. 


2.6 Limited Liability; No Authority. A Member will not be bound by, or be personally 
liable for, the expenses, liabilities, debts, contracts, or obligations of the Company, except as 
otherwise provided in this Agreement or as required by the Alaska Revised Limited Liability 
Company Act. Unless expressly provided in this Agreement, no Member, acting alone, has any 
authority to undertake or assume any obligation, debt, or responsibility, or otherwise act on 
behalf of, the Company or any other Member. 


ARTICLE 3: ALLOCATIONS AND DISTRIBUTIONS 


3. I Allocations. Unless otherwise agreed to by the unanimous consent of the Members 
any income, gain, loss, deduction, or credit of the Company will be allocated for accounting and 
tax purposes on a pro rata basis in proportion to the respective Percentage Interest held by each 
Member and in compliance with applicable tax laws. 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933 or under 
any state securities law. Such interests may not be sold, transferred, pledged or hypolhecated in the absence 
of an effective registralion statement under such Acl and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with Jhe provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from time to time. In view of 
these restrictions, the purchaser of any interest in the Company must be prepared to bear the economic risk 
of the investment for an indefinite period of time. 
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3.2 Distributions. The Company will have the right to make distributions of cash to the 
Members on a pro rata basis in proportion to the respective Percentage Interest held by each 
Member. The timing and amount of distributions will be determined by the President in 
accordance with the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act. In kind distributions are 
not permitted. 


3.3 Limitations on Distributions. The Company must not make a distribution to a 
Member if, after giving effect to the distribution: 


A. The Company would be unable to pay its debts as they become due in the usual 
course of business; or 


B. The fair value of the Company' s total assets would be less than the sum of its total 
liabilities plus the amount that would be needed, if the Company were to be dissolved at the time 
of the distribution, to satisfy the preferential rights upon dissolution of Members, if any, whose 
preferential rights are superior to those of the Members receiving the distribution. 


ARTICLE 4: MANAGEMENT 


4.1 Management. 


A. Generally. Subject to the terms of this Agreement and the A laska Revised 
Limited Liability Company Act, the business and affairs of the Company will be managed by 
its President, who shall be the manager of the Company. 


B. President. Subject to Section 4.2, the day-to-day affairs of the Company will 
be managed by a President. The Members appoint Jessica Alexander as the initial President of 
the Company. The President is authorized to: 


(i) Declare and pay a distribution, subject to the provisions of Article 3; 


(ii) Acquire by purchase, lease, or otherwise, any real or personal property, 
tangible or intangible; 


(iii) Construct, operate, maintain, finance, and improve, and to own, sell, 
convey, assign, mortgage, or lease any real estate and any personal property; 


(iv) Sell, dispose, trade, or exchange Company assets in the ordinary course of 
the Company's business, except as otherwise limited in this Agreement; 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933 or under 
any state securities law. Such interests may not be sold, tramferred, pledged or hypothecated in the absence 
of an effective registration statement under such Act and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from time to time. In view of 
these restrictions, the purchaser of any interest in the Company must be prepared lo bear the economic risk 
of the investment for an indefinite period of time. 
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(v) Enter into agreements and contracts and to give receipts, releases and 
discharges; 


(vi) Purchase liability and other insurance to protect the Company's properties 
and business; 


(vii) Borrow money for and on behalf of the Company, and, in connection 
therewith, execute and deliver instruments to hypothecate, encumber and grant security interests 
in the assets of the Company to secure repayment of the sums borrowed; 


(viii) Execute or modify leases with respect to any part or all of the assets of the 
Company; 


(ix) Prepay, in whole or in pa1t, refinance, amend, modify, or extend any 
mortgages or deeds of trust which may affect any asset of the Company and in connection 
therewith to execute for and on behalf of the Company any extensions, renewals or modifications 
of such mortgages or deeds of trust; 


(x) Execute any and all other instruments and documents which may be 
necessary or in the opinion of the President desirable to carry out the intent and purpose of this 
Agreement, including, but not limited to, documents whose operation and effect extend beyond 
the term of the Company; 


(xi) Make any and all expenditures w hich the President, in its sole discretion, 
deems necessary or appropriate in connection with the management of the affairs of the Company 
and the carrying out of its obligations and responsibilities under this Agreement, including, without 
limitation, a ll legal, accounting and other related expenses incurred in connection with the 
organization and financing and operation of the Company; 


(xii) Enter into any kind of activity necessary to, in connection with, or incidental 
to, the accomplishment of the purposes of the Company; 


(xiii) Invest and reinvest Company reserves in short-term instruments or money 
market funds; and 


(xiv) Employ accountants, legal counsel , agents, and other expe1ts to perform 
services for the Company. 


C. Extraordinary Transactions. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this 
Agreement, the President shall not undertake any of the following without the approval of the 
Members: 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933 or under 
any state securities law. Such interests may not be sold, transferred, pledged or hypothecated in the absence 
of an effective registration statement under such Act and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from time to time. In view of 
these restrictions, the purchaser of any interest in the Company must be prepared to bear the economic risk 
of the investment for an indefinite period of time. 
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(i) Any transaction not in the ordinary course of business which results in the 
Company's receipt of cash or other consideration other than Capital Contributions, including, 
without limitation, proceeds of sales or exchanges or other dispositions of property not in the 
ordinary course of business, financings, refinancings, condemnations, recoveries of damage 
awards, and insurance proceeds; 


(ii) The Company's lending more than $1,000 of its money on any one 
occasion; 


(iii) Any admission of a new Member or transfer of Ownership Interests; 


(iv) The Company's engaging in business in any jurisdiction which does not 
provide for the registration of limited liability companies; 


(v) Discontinuance of the Company's business; 


(vi) Sale of the Company' s business or substantial portion thereof, or the sale, 
exchange or other disposition of all, or substantially all, of the company's assets; 


(vii) Any merger, reorganization or recapitalization of the Company; 


(viii) Any borrowings by the Company in excess of $50,000; 


(ix) Any contract which would require the Company to expend more than 
$100,000 and the adoption of any profit sharing, bonus, pension or similar plan; 


(x) Settlement or confess ion of judgment in any legal matter; 


(xi) Transactions with Affiliates or family members of a Member; 


(xii) Taking or effecting any action that would render the Company bankrupt or 
insolvent or, except as expressly provided in this Agreement, cause the termination, dissolution, 
liquidation or winding-up of the Company; and 


(xiii) Such other matters and decisions as the Members may from time to time 
designate. 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933 or under 
any state securities law. Such interests may not be sold, transferred, pledged or hypothecated in the absence 
of an effective registration statement under such Act and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from time to time. In view of 
these restrictions, the purchaser of any interest in the Company must be prepared to bear the economic risk 
of the investment for an indefinite period of time. 
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D. Certain Decisions Requiring Greater Authorization. The following matters 
require unanimous approval of the Members in a consent in writing to constitute an act of the 
Company: 


(i) A material change in the purposes or the nature of the Company's 
business; 


(ii) With the exception of a transfer of interest governed by Article 7 of this 
Agreement, the admission of a new Member or a change in any Member's 
Membership Interest, Ownership Interest, Percentage lnterest, or Voting 
Interest in any manner other than in accordance with this Agreement; 


(iii) The merger of the Company with any other entity or the sale of all or 
substantially all of the Company's assets; and 


(iv) The amendment of this Agreement. 


4.2 Officers. ln addition to the President, the Members are authorized to appo int one 
or more officers from time to time. The officers will have the titles, the authority, exercise the 
powers, and perform the duties that the Members determine from time to time. Each officer will 
continue to perform and hold office until such time as (a) the officer's successor is chosen and 
appointed by the Members; or (b) the officer is dismissed or terminated by the Members, which 
termination wil l be subject to applicable law and, if an effective employment agreement exists 
between the officer and the Company, the employment agreement. Subject to applicable law and 
the employment agreement (if any), each officer will serve at the direction of Members, and may 
be terminated, at any time and for any reason, by the Members. 


4.3 Records. The President shall keep or cause to be kept complete and accurate books 
and records of the Company and supporting documentation of the transactions with respect to the 
conduct of the Company's business. The records shall include, but not be limited to complete and 
accurate infonnation regarding the state of the business and financial condition of the Company, a 
copy of the Articles of Organization and this Agreement and all amendments thereto, a cun-ent list 
of the names and last known business, residence, or mailing addresses of all Members; and the 
Company's federal, state, and local tax returns. 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933 or under 
any state securities law. Such interests may not be sold, transferred, pledged or hypothecated in the absence 
of an effective registration statement under such Act and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from time to time. In view of 
these restrictions, the purchaser of any interest in the Company must be prepared to bear the economic risk 
of the investment for an indefinite period of time. 
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ARTICLE 5: ACCOUNTS AND ACCOUNTING 


5.1 Accounts. The Company must maintain complete accounting records of the 
Company's business, including a full and accurate record of each Company transaction. The 
records must be kept at the Company's principal executive office and must be open to inspection 
and copying by Members during normal business hours upon reasonable notice by the Members 
wishing to inspect or copy the records or their authorized representatives, for purposes 
reasonably related to the Membership Interest of such Members. The costs of inspection and 
copying will be borne by the respective Member. 


5.2 Records. The Members will keep or cause the Company to keep the following 
business records. 


(i) An up to date list of the Members, each of their respective full legal 
names, last known business or residence address, Capital Contributions, 
the amount and terms of any agreed upon future Capital Contributions, 
and Ownership Interests, and Voting Interests; 


(ii) A copy of the Company's federal, state, and local tax information and 
income tax returns and reports, if any, for the six most recent taxable 
years; 


(iii) A copy of the articles of organization of the Company, as may be amended 
from time to time ("Articles of Organization"); and 


(iv) An original signed copy, which may include counterpart signatures, of this 
Agreement, and any amendments to this Agreement, signed by all then­
current Members. 


5.3 Income Tax Returns. Within 45 days after the end of each taxable year, the 
Company will use its best efforts to send each of the Members a ll information necessary for the 
Members to complete their federa l and state tax information, returns, and reports and a copy of 
the Company's federal, state, and local tax information or income tax returns and repotts for 
such year. 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933 or under 
any state securities law. Such interests may not be sold, transferred, pledged or hypothecated in the absence 
of an effective registration statement under such Act and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from lime to time. In view of 
these restrictions, the purchaser of any interest in the Company must be prepared to bear the economic risk 
of the investment for an indefinite period of time. 
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5.4 Subchapter S Election. The Company may, upon unanimous consent of the 
Members, elect to be treated for income tax purposes as an S Corporation or a C Corporation. 
This designation may be changed as permitted under the Internal Revenue Code Section 1362(d) 
and applicable Regulations. 


5.5 Tax Matters Member. Anytime the Company is required to designate or select a 
tax matters partner pursuant to Section 6231 (a)(7) of the Internal Revenue Code and any 
regulations issued by the Internal Revenue Service, the Members must designate one of the 
Members as the tax matters partner of the Company and keep such designation in effect at all 
times. The initial tax matters partner is Jessica Alexander. 


5.6 Banking. All funds of the Company must be deposited in one or more bank accounts 
in the name of the Company with one or more recognized financial institutions. The Members 
are authorized to establish such accounts and complete, sign, and deliver any banking resolutions 
reasonably required by the respective financial institutions in order to establish an account. 


ARTICLE 6: MEMBERSHIP- VOTING AND MEETINGS 


6.1 Members and Voting Rights. The Members have the right and power to vote on all 
matters with respect to which the Articles of Organization, this Agreement, or the Alaska 
Revised Limited Liability Company Act requires or permits. Unless otherwise stated in this 
Agreement (for example, in Section 4.1 ( c )) or required under the Alaska Revised Limited 
Liability Company Act, the vote of the Members holding at least a majority of the Voting 
Interest of the Company is required to approve or carry out an action of the members. 


6.2 Meetings of Members. Annual, regular, or special meetings of the Members are not 
required but may be held at such time and place as the Members deem necessary or desirable for 
the reasonable management of the Company. A written notice setting fo1th the date, time, and 
location of a meeting must be sent at least ten ( 10) days but no more than sixty (60) days before 
the date of the meeting to each Member entitled to vote at the meeting. A Member may waive 
notice of a meeting by sending a signed waiver to the Company ' s principal executive office or as 
otherwise provided in the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act. In any instance in 
which the approval of the Members is required under this Agreement, such approval may be 
obtained in any manner permitted by the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, 
including by conference call or similar communications equipment. Any action that could be 
taken at a meeting may be approved by a consent in writing that describes the action to be taken 


The interests created by this Agreement have not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933 or under 
any state securities law. Such inrerests may not be sold, transferred, pledged or hypothecated in the absence 
of an effective registration statement under such Act and the applicable state laws or exemption from such 
registration requirements. In addition, the sale or transfer of any interests in the Company must be made 
in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, as it may be amended from time to time. In view of 
these restrictions, !he purchaser of any inlerest in the Company mus/ be prepared to bear !he economic risk 
of the investment for an indejinile period of time. 
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and is signed by Members holding the minimum Voting Interest required to approve the action. 
If any action is taken without a meeting and without unanimous written consent of the Members, 
notice of such action must be sent to each Member that did not consent to the action. 


6.3 Limitation of Liability. No Member (nor any of its Affiliates) shall be liable, 
responsible or accountable in damages or otherwise to the Company or the Members for any act 
or omission by any such Person (which shall include any applicable entity) performed in good 
faith pursuant to the authority granted to such Person by this Agreement or in accordance with its 
provisions, and in a manner reasonably believed by such Person to be within the scope of the 
authority granted to such Person and in the best interest of the Company; provided, however, that 
such Person shall retain liability for acts or omissions that involve intentional misconduct, a 
knowing violation of the law, a violation of AS 10.50.320 of the Act (in the case of Members 
only) or for any transaction from which the Person will personally receive a benefit in money, 
property or services to which the person is not legally entitled. 


6.4 Duty of Loyalty, No Competition Within Alaska. Except as otherwise 
expressly provided, nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to restrict in any way the rights 
of any Member, or of any Affiliate of any Member, to conduct any other business or activity 
whatsoever, and no Member shall be accountable to the Company or to any other Member with 
respect to that business or activity even if the business or activity competes with the Company' s 
business, except as set out in Section 6.6. The organization of the Company shall be without 
prejudice to the Members' respective rights (or the rights of their respective Affiliates) to 
maintain, expand or diversify such other interests and activities and to receive and enjoy profits 
or compensation therefrom. Each Member waives any rights the Member might otherwise have 
to share or participate in such other interests or activities of any other Member or the Member's 
Affiliates. Each Member understands and acknowledges that the conduct of the Company's 
business may involve business dealings and undertakings with Members and their Affiliates. In 
any of those cases, those dealings and undertakings shall be at arm's length and on commercially 
reasonable tenns. 


6.5 Use of Company Assets. Each Member may use, and may authorize any of its 
Affiliates to use, the policies, procedures, and testing protocols of the Company, including in its 
other authorized business and activity, subject to the limitations of Section 6.6. To that end, the 
Company hereby grants to each Member a non-exclusive, royalty-free, non-transferable, 
sublicensable license outside the state of Alaska in and to each and every copyright owned or 
sublicensable by the Company, whether such copyright is now owned or later acquired, to 
reproduce, transmit, distribute, and create derivative works based upon the work for any purpose 
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not prohibited by law or this Agreement. The license granted by this Section 6.5 shall be for the 
duration of such Member's Membership only and shall be sublicensable only to any Affiliate of 
the Member. 


6.6 Non-Competition Within Alaska. Each Member covenants, on behalf of itself 
and each and all of its Affiliates, that neither the Member or any of its Affi liates will engage in 
Prohibited Activity, which means and includes: 


A. The contribution of the Member's knowledge, financial resources, intangible 
benefits of endorsement (including introductions or relationships,) or any other resource, 
whether directly or indirectly, in whole or part, to any entity engaged within the state of Alaska 
in the same or similar business as the Company, including without limitation the laboratory 
testing of agricultural products; 


B. The participation of the Member, whether directly or indirectly, as an employee, 
employer, owner, operator, manager, advisor, consultant, contractor, agent, partner, director, 
shareholder, member, officer, volunteer, intern, or in any similar capacity to an entity engaged 
within the state of Alaska in the same or similar business as the Company, including without 
limitation the laboratory testing of agricultural products. 


Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing in this Agreement restricts the right of any 
Member or Affiliate of a Member to purchase, own, or control less than 5% of the publicly­
traded securities of any company, provided that such interest represents a passive investment and 
neither the Member nor any Affi liate of the Member is a controlling person of, or participant in a 
group that controls, such entity. Nothing in this Agreement may be construed to restrict or 
impede in any way any protected right of a Member or Affi liate that cannot be waived by 
agreement, including the right to comply with any applicable law, regulation, or valid order of a 
competent court or government agency. 


ARTICLE 7: WITHDRAWAL AND TRANSFERS OF MEMBERSHIP INTERESTS 


7.1 Voluntary Withdrawal. Members may withdraw from the Company prior to the 
dissolution and winding up of the Company (a) by transferring or assigning all of their respective 
Membership Interests pursuant to Section 7.2 below, or (b) if all of the Members unanimously 
agree in a written consent. Neither withdrawal nor resignation is permitted except as provided 
for in this Section 7. 1. Subject to the provisions of Article 3, a Member that withdraws pursuant 
to this Section 7.1 will be entitled to a di stribution from the Company in an amount equal to such 
Member's Capital Account. 
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7 .2 Involuntary Withdrawal. Upon the occurrence of any of the following events, a 
Member will be withdrawn as a Member and will lose the Member's Membership Rights. The 
Member will continue to hold the Member's Ownership Interest only. The events giving rise to 
an involuntary withdrawal are: 


a. The Member makes an assignment for the benefit of creditors; 
b. The Member files a voluntary petition of bankruptcy; 
c. The Member is adjudged bankrupt or insolvent or there is entered against the 


Member an order for relief in any bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding; 
d. The Member files a petition seeking for the Member any reorganization, 


arrangement, composition, readjustment, liquidation, dissolution or similar relief 
under any statute, law or regulation; 


e. The Member seeks, consents to or acquiesces in the appointment of a trustee for, 
receiver for or liquidation of the Member or of all or any substantial part of the 
Member's properties; 


f. The Member files an answer or other pleading admitting or failing to contest the 
material allegations of a petition filed against the Member in any proceeding 
described in Subsections (a) through (e), above; 


g. Any proceeding against the Member seeking reorganization, arrangement, 
composition, readjustment, liquidation, dissolution or similar relief under any 
statute, law or regulation, continues for one hundred twenty (120) days after the 
commencement thereof, or the appointment of a trustee, receiver or liquidator for 
the Member or all or any substantial _part of the Member's properties without the 
Member's agreement or acquiescence, which appointment is not vacated or stayed 
for one hundred twenty (120) days or, if the appointment is stayed, for one hundred 
twenty (120) days after the expiration of the stay during which period the 
appointment is not vacated; 


h. If the Member is an individual, the Member's death or adjudication by a court of 
competent jurisdiction as incompetent to manage the Member's person or property; 


1. If the Member is acting as a Member by virtue of being a trustee of a trust, the 
termination of the trust; 


J. If the Member is a partnership or limited liability company, the dissolution and 
commencement of winding up of the partnership or limited liability company; 


k. If the Member is a corporation, the dissolution of the corporation or the revocation 
of its charter; or 


1. If the Member is an estate, the distribution by the fiduciary of the estate's entire 
interest in the Company. 
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7.3 Restrictions on Transfer; Admission of Transferee. A Member may not 
transfer, pledge, or hypothecate any Membership Interests, in whole or part, whether now owned 
or later acquired, unless Members holding all of the Percentage Interests not subject to transfer 
consent to such transfer, except that a Member may provide for the transfer of Ownership 
Interests on death if an individual or dissolution if a corporation or association. A person may 
acquire Ownership Interests directly from the Company upon the written consent of all 
Members. A Person that acquires Ownership Interests, whether by transfer of existing Ownership 
interests or creation of new Ownership Interests, will be admitted as a Member of the Company 
only after the requirements of Section 2.3(b) are complied with in full. 


7.4 Conditions of Transfer. Notwithstanding the foregoing Section 7.3, a 
transfer of the entirety of a Member's Ownership Interests will be presumed to be approved by 
the Members if the transfer complies with Section 7.5, below, and: 


A The Transfer will not require registration oflnterests or Membership Rights under 
any federal or state securities laws; 


B. The transferee delivers to the Company a written agreement to be bound by all 
the terms of this Agreement; 


C. The Transfer will not result in the termination of the Company pursuant to Code 
Section 708; 


D. The Transfer will not result in the Company being subject to the Investment 
Company Act of 1940, as amended; 


E. The transferor or the transferee delivers the following information to the 
Company: (i) the transferee 's taxpayer identification number, and (ii) the transferee's initial tax 
basis in the Transferred Interest; and 


F. The transferor obtains, at the transferor' s expense, and delivers to the Company, 
an opinion of legal counsel acceptable to the Company, confinning that the Conditions of 
Transfer have been satisfied. 


7.5 Process for Transfer Other Than On Death; Right of First Refusal. Each 
Member has a right of first refusal to buy any other Member's Ownership Interest if such 
Ownership Interest is offered for sale, according to the following process: 
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A. No less than 45 days or more than 60 before a Member seeks to transfer the 
Member's Ownership Interest in whole or patt other than upon the death or dissolution of the 
Member, the Member seeking to transfer an Ownership Interest (the "Selling Member") will 
give notice to the other Members of the transaction and all of its terms, including the financial 
terms and the identity of the proposed buyer (the "Transfer Notice"). The portion of the Selling 
Member' s Ownership Interest offered for sale will be referred to as the "Selling Interest." 


B. Not less than 30 days after the Transfer Notice, any Member wishing to buy the 
Selling Interest, in whole or part (a "Buying Member,") may give the Selling Member notice of 
the Buying Member's intention to exercise the Buying Member' s right of first refusal. 


C. On the 31st day after the Transfer Notice, the Selling Member will offer to sell to 
each Buying Member on financial terms identical to the financial te1ms described in the Transfer 
Notice that percentage of the Selling Interest equal to the Buying Member's Ownership Interest 
divided by the Ownership Interests of all of the Buying Members. The offer will remain open 
for 5 days, terminating at noon on the 36th day after the Transfer Notice. Any Buying Member 
who accepts the Selling Member's offer is a "Participating Buying Member". 


D. If not all of the Buying Members have accepted offers and become Participating 
Buying Members by noon on the 36th day after the Transfer Notice, the Selling Member will 
offer to each Pa1ticipating Buying Member in order of such Buying Members' Ownership 
Interest the right to buy all of the remaining Selling Interest on financial tem1s identical to the 
financial terms described in the Transfer Notice. The offer will remain open for 5 days, 
terminating at noon on the 41 st day after the Transfer Notice. 


E. Any part of the Selling Interest that has not been committed for sale to a Buying 
Member by 42nd day after the Transfer Notice may then be sold or transferred on the tenns 
described in the Transfer Notice to the buyer disclosed in the Transfer Notice, subject to this 
Article 7. 


7.6 Unregistered, Uncertificated Security. Each Ownership Interest constitutes a 
security that is not registered under the Alaska Securities Act of 1959, AS 45.55, and cannot be 
sold, transferred, or offered without a prior registration or exemption. The Ownership Interests 
of Members will be uncertificated. 


7.7 Acknowledgement of Reasonableness. Each Member hereby acknowledges the 
reasonableness of the prohibition contained in this Article 7 in view of the purposes of the 
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Company and the relationship of the Members. The transfer of any Ownership Interests in 
violation of the prohibition contained in this Article 7 is invalid, null and void, and of no force or 
effect. Any person to whom Ownership Interests or Membership Rights are attempted to be 
transferred in violation of this Article 7 shall not be entitled to vote on matters coming before the 
Members, participate in the management of the Company, act as an agent of the Company, 
participate in the profits or losses of the Company, receive distributions from the Company, or 
have any other rights in or with respect to the Membership Rights or Ownership Interests.

ARTICLE 8: DISSOLUTION 


8.1 Dissolution. The Company will be dissolved upon the first to occur of the following 


(i) The unanimous agreement of all Members in a consent in writing to 
dissolve the Company; 


(ii) Entry of a decree of judicial dissolution under Section 405 of the Alaska 
Limited Liability Company Act; 


(iii) At any time that there are no Members, unless and provided that the 
Company is not otherwise required to be dissolved and wound up, w ithin

(iv) The sale or transfer of all or substantially all of the Company's assets; 


(v) A merger or consolidation of the Company with one or more entities in 
which the Company is not the surviving entity. 
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8.2 No Automatic Dissolution Upon Certain Events. Unless otherwise set forth in this 
Agreement or required by applicable law, the death, incapacity, disassociation, bankruptcy, or 
withdrawal of a Member will not automatically cause a dissolution of the Company. 


ARTICLE 9: TNDElvINIFICA TION 


9.1 Limitation of Liability for Authorized Acts. Neither the Members, the President, 
any officer appointed by the Member, nor any of their Affiliates shall be liable, responsible or 
accountable in damages or otherwise to the Company or the Members for any act or omission 
performed in good faith pursuant to the authority granted by this Operating Agreement or in 
accordance with its provisions, and in a manner reasonably believed to be within the scope of the 
authority granted and in the best interest of the Company; provided, however, that each such 
person shall retain liability for acts or omissions that involve intentional misconduct, a knowing 
violation of the law, or for any transaction from which the person will personally receive a 
benefit in money, property, or services to which the person is not legally entitled. 


9.2 Indemnification. The Company has the power to defend, indemnify, and hold 
harmless any Person who was or is a party, or who is threatened to be made a party, to any 
Proceeding (as that term is defined below) by reason of the fact that such Person was or is a 
Member, officer, employee, representative, or other agent of the Company, or was or is serving 
at the request of the Company as a director, Governor, officer, employee, representative or other 
agent of another limited liability company, corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust, or other 
enterprise (each such Person is refened to as a "Company Agent"), against Expenses (as that 
te1m is defined below), judgments, fines, settlements, and other amounts (collectively, 
"Damages") to the maximum extent now or hereafter pe1mitted under Alaska law. "Proceeding," 
as used in this Article 9, means any threatened, pending, or completed action, proceeding, 
individual claim or matter within a proceeding, whether civil, criminal, administrative, or 
investigative. "Expenses," as used in this Article 9, includes, without limitation, court costs, 
reasonable attorney and expert fees, and any expenses incurred relating to establishing a right to 
indemnification, if any, under this Article 9. 
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9.3 Mandatory. The Company must defend, indemnify and hold harmless a Company 
Agent in connection with a Proceeding in which such Company Agent is involved if, and to the 
extent, Alaska law requires that a limited liability company indemnify a Company Agent in 
connection with a Proceeding. Furthermore, the Company will defend, indemnify, and hold 
harmless, including by advancing Expenses (as that term is defined below) the President and any 
officer appointed by the Members to the fullest extent permitted by law. 


9.4 Expenses Paid by the Company Prior to Final Disposition. Expenses of each 
Company Agent indemnified or held harmless under this Agreement that are actually and 
reasonably incurred in connection w ith the defense or settlement of a Proceeding may be paid by 
the Company in advance of the final disposition of a Proceeding if authorized by a vote of the 
Members that are not seeking indemnification holding a majority of the Voting Interests 
( excluding the Voting Interest of the Company Agent seeking indemnification). Before the 
Company makes any such payment of Expenses, the Company Agent seeking indemnification 
must deliver a written undertaking to the Company stating that such Company Agent will repay 
the applicable Expenses to the Company unless it is ultimately determined that the Company 
Agent is entitled or required to be indemnified and held harmless by the Company (as set forth in 
Sections 9.1, 9.2, or 9.3 above or as otherwise required by applicable law). 


ARTICLE 10: GENERAL PROVISIONS 


10.1 Notice. (a) Any notices (including requests, demands, or other communications) to 
be sent by one party to another party in connection with this Agreement must be in writing and 
delivered personally, by reputable overnight courier, or by certified mail (or equivalent service 
offered by the postal service from time to time) to the following addresses or as otherwise 
notified in accordance with this Section: (i) if to the Company, notices must be sent to the 
Company's principal executive office; and (ii) if to a Member, notices must be sent to the 
Member's last known address for notice on record. (b) Any party to this Agreement may change 
its notice address by sending written notice of such change to the Company in the manner 
specified above. Notice will be deemed to have been duly given as fo llows: (i) upon delivery, if 
delivered personally or by reputable overnight carrier or (i i) five days after the date of posting if 
sent by certified mail. 


10.2 Entire Agreement; Amendment. This Agreement along with the Articles of 
Organization (together, the "Organizational Documents"), constitute the entire agreement among 
the Members and replace and supersede all prior written and oral understandings and agreements 
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with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement, except as otherwise required by the Alaska 
Revised Limited Liability Company Act. There are no representations, agreements, 
arrangements, or undertakings, oral or written, between or among the Members relating to the 
subject matter of this Agreement that are not fully expressed in the Organizational Documents. 
This Agreement may not be modified or amended in any respect, except in a writing signed by 
all of the Members, except as otherwise required or permitted by the Alaska Revised Limited 
Liability Company Act. 


I 0.3 Governing Law; Severability. This Agreement will be construed and enforced in 
accordance with the laws of the State of Alaska, without giving effect to its conflict of laws 
rules. If any provision of this Agreement is held to be unenforceable by a court of competent 
jurisdiction for any reason whatsoever, (i) the validity, legality, and enforceability of the 
remaining provisions of this Agreement ( including without limitation, all portions of any 
provisions containing any such unenforceable provision that are not themselves unenforceable) 
will not in any way be affected or impaired thereby, and (ii) to the fullest extent possible, the 
unenforceable provision will be deemed modified and replaced by a provision that approximates 
the intent and economic effect of the unenforceable provision and the Agreement wi ll be deemed 
amended accordingly. 


10.4 Further Action. Each Member agrees to perform all further acts and execute, 
acknowledge, and deliver any documents which may be reasonably necessary, appropriate, or 
desirable to carry out the provisions of this Agreement. 


10.5 No Third Party Beneficiary. This Agreement is made solely for the benefit of the 
parties to this Agreement and their respective permitted successors and assigns, and no other 
Person or entity will have or acquire any right by virtue of thi s Agreement. This Agreement will 
be binding on and inure to the benefit of the parties and their heirs, personal representatives, and 
permitted successors and assigns. 


I 0.6 Incorporation by Reference. The recitals and each appendix, exhibit, schedule, 
and other document attached to or referred to in this Agreement are hereby incorporated into this 
Agreement by reference. 
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10.7 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts 
with the same effect as if all of the Members signed the same copy. All counterparts will be 
construed together and will constitute one agreement.

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The following document addresses questions and observations resulting from an audit of initial 



quality documents for Land & Seas Laboratory. All further questions and recommendations are 



welcome.  



1. In the quality manual, a distinct Quality Statement or Ethics policy were not found. Please



add these policies to the QA Manual.



• The code of ethics is addressed in numerous locations throughout the laboratory



manual, job descriptions, and quality assurance manual. However, it was not specifically



consolidated and identified as such. To meet the expectation, the following has been



added to the introduction page of the Quality Assurance Plan:



100.0 Code of Ethics



Land & Seas Laboratory adheres to a code of ethics to ensure the highest quality of data



and service. To that end, the laboratory personnel shall:



i. Be responsible for adhering to Land & Seas Laboratory policies and procedures



from the time samples are received, throughout the process of data acquisition



and analysis, generation of reports, documentation, and completion of



supportive tasks; i.e., waste management and sanitation;



ii. Exercise professional judgment to maintain quality and integrity of the



laboratory data while meeting standards for good laboratory practices (GLP);



iii. Uphold the company standard of professionalism, integrity and reliability;



iv. Continuously strive to improve skills and increase knowledge; and



v. Maintain strict confidentiality for client information, proprietary methods, and



results of laboratory analyses.



2. Instruction to contact AMCO within 24 hours in the case of significant impact to testing



capability, such as equipment malfunction, was not included in the submitted documents



according to State statute. Please add this instruction to the QA manual.



• Although LSL is aware of the regulation, the addition of this specific language was



accidentally overlooked. To correct this, the following language was added under 106.8



Management of Non-Conforming Work:



Equipment Issues



If the root cause of the non-conforming work is identified as being related to an



equipment or instrument malfunction, then the equipment or instrument may not be



used until it is repaired or replaced. Some analytical equipment can be overnight



shipped by major vendors as a part of the contracts for service. If this is not the case,



clients will be notified of the delay in processing samples and, in the case of non-



cannabis samples, work may be subcontracted at the discretion of the client and at the
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expense Land & Seas Laboratory. If an equipment failure will result in the delay of 



processing marijuana or hemp samples, AMCO will be notified within 24 hours of the 



discovery. Work may not resume until the Laboratory Director, Director of Operations, 



or Laboratory Manager confirms that the new equipment or instrument is performing 



properly and the Laboratory Director approves the resumption of work. 



 



3. Instruction to all analysts that they must operate in accordance with the board-approved 



SOP was not included in the submitted documents according to state statute. Please add 



this instruction to the Laboratory Manual. 



• This specific mandate was not written into the employee’s job description or in policies. 



To correct this, the following wording was added to section 105.0 Employee Education 



Requirements, Training and Records: 



All responsibilities of personnel are relevant, important and contribute to the achievement 



of the objectives of the management system and impact customers. All employees must 



meet state and laboratory requirements as listed in the Land & Seas Laboratory Job 



Description for their positions and must operate in accordance with the board-approved 



protocols provided in the Laboratory Manual under section 7.0 Analytical Methods. 



 



4. The laboratory manual does not describe how to report a sample which has an associated 



quality control (QC) failure, if professional judgment dictates the data is valid. Omission of 



this instruction prevents reporting samples even with an associated matrix quality control 



failure. 



• Reporting of phase 1 investigation OOS work was covered in individual protocols and in 



the QA plan, but could use some better clarification in some of these areas. OOS work 



after a phase 2 investigation is not addressed in the QA plan or protocols and should be. 



This is currently under evaluation and being addressed for addition to the QA plan. 



Thank you for identifying this area for improvement. These documents will be provided 



prior to onsite audit once they are completed, but consultation on the topic is needed 



prior to a final decision in some cases.  



 



5. The submitted documents did not contain instructions for analyzing PT samples via the same 



procedures as for sample testing (i.e. client samples) according to state statute. Please add 



this instruction to the Quality Manual.  



• The wording was added to clarify PT sample testing in section 107.2.1 Proficiency 



Testing (PT): 



Proficiency testing is the primary mode of external audits. LSL will participate in PT at 



minimum twice annually. LSL subscribes to AOAC, NSI Solutions, and FAPAS for 



microbiological PT for food/agricultural samples and Emerald Scientific and NSI Solutions for 



cannabis-related PT.  Proficiency testing must include, at minimum, one PCR and one 



microbial enumeration or detection method that are specific to the pathogens identified in 



the LSL scope of testing and the test matrices must be consistent with those encountered by 



the laboratory in the normal course of testing on a regular basis. Samples may be blinded to 
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the technicians, as to ensure impartiality, and must be processed in the same manner using 



the same procedures as client test samples.  LSL will never send a proficiency test sample to 



another lab or knowingly analyze a proficiency test sample from another laboratory. 



 



6. The sample receiving SOP does not contain instructions for signatures for custody transfer, 



dates and times of sample collection, or administrative errors that can result in rejection.

3.3.1 Laboratory Receipt of Manifested Marijuana Samples 



AMCO Received 2/28/2020











All marijuana samples routed to the laboratory for testing must be preceded by a manifest in 



METRC, the AMCO approved electronic accountability system. A complete printed copy of the 



transport manifest must be presented by the originating licensee to the laboratory with all samples. 



The manifest must include: 



a. The name and marijuana handler ID number for the transporter; 



b. The license number of the originating licensee; 



c. The vehicle make/model and plate number; 



d. The time of departure and expected delivery to the laboratory; and  



e. Specific intended route;  



f. Type of product and amount being transported; and  



g. The METRC number, item name, and harvest batch name for each sample.  



The laboratory must receive the transfer within 1 hour of the scheduled time of arrival or the 



licensee must amend the manifest and reprint it.  Upon receiving samples, personnel at LSL will 



verify that each sample package is sealed, as no unsealed samples will be accepted. The condition of 



the package will be documented onto the LSL LIMS. Samples brought in a locked box will suffice as 



“sealed”. Samples must be properly preserved and packaged for the tests requested. Once the 



details outlined above have been confirmed, the LSL employee receiving the samples will sign, 



date, and document the time on the manifest. (3 AAC 306.750) 



However, these instructions were not detailed to that extent in the policies. To correct this, the 



following language was added to section: 



If a clerical error is identified on the manifest, the customer may log into METRC, correct the error, 



and reprint the manifest or the sample may be rejected. Rejection of samples must be approved by 



the Laboratory Manager, the Director of Operations, or the Laboratory Director.  



7. Corrective action procedures in the SOP do not include the date the problem identified, the 



sources of the problem, indicate if customer data is impacted (though procedures are 



discussed for CA that require update to client data), correction. 



• The date of the event was not included on the form. Therefore, “Date Non-Conformity 



was Identified:__________” was added to 106.8.F1. All other items are, and have been, 



present on the form. Given that this level of detail as to what is in the form was not 



addressed in the policy, the following was added to the description of what items are 



documented on the form in section 106.8 Management of Non-Conforming Work:  



As non-conforming work is identified during data reviews or there are discrepancies 



found between raw data and reported results, the non-conformities will be investigated 



by the Laboratory Director and/or Quality Control Officer to identify areas for 



improvement in the process and opportunities to prevent recurrences. The root cause 



for any non-conforming work must be identified as one of the following: 



• Equipment issues 



• Inadequacies in laboratory processes  



• Deficiencies in Laboratory Analyst competency  
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• Management deficiencies 



• Environmental factors  



After investigation, development of and monitoring of a “Corrective Action Plan” will 



documented on the 106.8.F1 Non-Conformity Investigation & Corrective Action Plan and 



106.8.F2 Supplement to Corrective Action Plan forms, which will be stored electronically 



on the LIMS/NAS. If customer data is determined to have been impacted, it will be 



documented on the form.  The form also documents the date of occurrence, person 



responsible for monitoring, contingency plan for continued occurrences, recall of work 



and customer notification. 



 



8. The internal audit section doesn't require the following to be on the report: audit date, date 



of report, name of staff interviewed, questions explored. 



• The audit report did contain the audit dates, all meetings attended, names of persons 



involved, item under review, and the date of the report as the dated signature of the 



Quality Control Officer on the date the report was completed. The report has all of the 



following items: 



1. Audit Topic (process or documents to be audited): List section of SOPs

line of the document, rather than the bottom. 
 



9. In the SOPs, it was not clear what the performance criteria are to qualify a person to 



perform the analysis independently. The training form was not provided so the information 



could be there, but could not be evaluated. 



All employees performing analytic testing or calibrations will be required to learn the 



corresponding Standard Operating Procedures and Protocols in the Laboratory Manual and 



demonstrate understanding by passing a test with 80% or better. Laboratory personnel will then 



be trained on performing protocols according to the validated, state-approved methods and all 



relevant documentation. Training may initially be done with any person who has documented 



competency in performance of that protocol or procedure, but ultimately the employee must 



have a training session with the Laboratory Director. Training is documented on 105.5.F2 



Training Documentation forms. Employees must demonstrate competency in performing 



protocols to the Laboratory Director prior to being allowed to perform work independently. 



Competency testing for employees will be documented in the LIMS/NAS on the 105.4.F1 



Laboratory Competency Evaluation Checklist, which contains the following elements:

10. The preparation batch QC, laboratory control sample (LCS), matrix spike (MS), matrix spike 



duplicate (MSD) for all chemistry methods are only spiked with a single surrogate instead of 



the analytes of interest. The omission of the analytes of interest takes away from a 



significant purpose of these three QC samples. Additionally, the matrix description for the 



MS and MSD samples appears is that of a blank lab matrix, which also takes away another 



significant purpose of these two QC samples. 



• I did not realize that this had not been addressed with you and changed after the 



summer audits. Shawn told me he realized right off that it couldn’t be done with CRMs 



and had already talked to the other lab about it too. He was going to talk to you about 



it. I just assumed it had been resolved. It would cost many thousands of dollars PER 



batch to do that. We have a PPT presentation about it and it is just not feasible. That is 



why I use Perylene instead. I am actually going to have Amanda Rigdon contact you to 



talk about it more. She did a conference presentation on the topic. We have a lot of QC 



data for you and a proposal for how to resolve this. Please let me know when you can 



have a conference call on the subject.  



• Also, the matrix blank and duplicates are as follows:  



1. Actual sample (edible, for instance) 



2. Spike of the sample (MS) 



3. Second spike of the sample (MSD) 



 



This is what is written in 106.6.2 Quality Control Samples, the section about MS/MSDs: 



Matrix spikes (MS) and the matrix spike duplicate (MSD) are a set of samples required for every 



20 samples or per batch if less than 20 samples are being analyzed. Matrix spikes are randomly 



chosen customer samples spiked with a known amount of analyte of interest or a chemically 



similar compound that is then prepared and analyzed in the same manner and conditions as the 



customer’s un-spiked sample. MS and MSD samples are used to evaluate the precision and 



accuracy of the method, but only relate to that specific sample, although they may prove to be 



consistent for overall bias of that matrix type.  



i. Recovery: 80 – 120%  



ii. If a recovery failure occurs, but the recovery is ≥50%, the batch may still be 



accepted if LCS is acceptable.   



iii. If the MS recovery is <80%, the original customer sample, the MS, and the MSD 



must be re-prepared and reanalyzed. The Laboratory Director should be notified 
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to assist with identification of the source of variance and develop a plan for 



modification of sample processing that is within the validated parameters for 



improving recovery. 



iv. Additionally, the matrix effect may be evaluated by comparing the MS to the 



LCS-->  



ME (%) = MS Recovery / LCS Recovery * 100 



v. If the MS and LCS give the same recovery, then ME = 100%, meaning no matrix 



effect is present. 



vi. These data are used to construct control charts to evaluate for potential matrix 



effect. 



 



After responding to this, I went back to a chart we had made about the sample types and 



identified what I think you saw. Those samples stated the base was laboratory stock, not a 



customer sample as intended. This was corrected on the chart, but the policy and intention is as 



stated above.  



 



11. In-house method validation is only described for Terpenes with one matrix evaluated. There 



are manufacturer validations for potency and residual solvent analysis (RSA), but in-house 



verifications were not available for review. Approval of the SOPs is partially contingent on 



review and acceptance of the method verifications. 



• Terpene validation work was done using flower and concentrates.   



• All validation reports with associated uncertainty budgets are available for review at 



audit.  



 



12. Manual integration is addressed in the potency SOP, but missing documentation 



requirements (e.g. create records demonstrating the peak integration before and after 



manual integration and related calculated concentrations).

The audit log is deployed in the Shimadzu 



software and no changes are saved to a data file until an explanation of the changes is 



documented in the audit log pop-up window.

To reverse changes made to a data file and evaluate it in its 



original, unedited form, there are two options:

13. The frequency of calibration verifications (CCV) is inconsistent between the chemistry 



methods and the Cannabis Laboratory Compliance Document.

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14. STEC (7.7.1) 



a. The SOP states the lab uses l gm of plant sample and 9mL of BPW. 



i. This has been validated for cannabis.  BioRad validated dual enrichment of STEC 



and Salmonella in BPW and we verified the method. The validation report will 



be provided for review. BioRad is now validating this for food samples as well, 



which is supposed to be published soon and then we will verify dual enrichment 



in food samples at 25 g in 225 mL BPW.  



b. The SOP states the sample is placed at 95-100C for 15 min at 1500 rpm; the 



manufacturer's method says 1300 rpm. 



i. BioRad onsite trainer recommended 1300 rpm due to Bioshakers wearing out 



rotors on the highest setting. BioRad actually did validate the method using 



1300 rpms as well, which is documented in the long version of their validation 



report. 



ii. We validated the method at 1300 rpm. 



iii. We could modify the protocol to say 1300-1500 rpms, but we should not have 



to drop the 1300 rpm from protocol.  



c. The SOP says the positive control must have a Cg 2: 10 on the FAM and Cy5 channels, 



but the manufacturer's method says 26 :S Cq :S 36. The SOP says the negative control 



must not have a curve on the FAM and Cy5 channels but must show a Cg 2: 26 on the 



HEX channel for the internal control. The manufacturer's instructions say Cq of 26 :S Cg 



:S 36 on the HEX channel for the internal control. 



This was a complete accident in transitioning the old protocols into the new company protocols 



when the wrong chart was pasted into the document and used as the reference in our haste to 



produce new documents for review to move application to complete status in time for the 



January meeting. This has been corrected in the new versions of the protocols. The BioRad 



software actually interprets these curves using the specifications in the correct chart. The old 



protocols for TNFR stated the following (which is documented in protocols approved by ISO and 



provided in detailed validation reports. All previous samples were interpreted as such: 



TNFR 5.10.10 Acceptance Criteria for Quality-Control Samples

d. The SOP states both the FAM and Cy5 channels must be positive for a positive sample 



result; however, a FAM Cg of 2: 10 is positive for Stxl/Stx2 (eae, another virulence 



marker, is read on the Cy5 channel). By definition, a positive for Stxl/Stx2 is a STEC 



regardless if it is positive for eae. 



Stx1 and stx2 are read on FAM and eae is on Cy5, but they BOTH have to be 



positive to be considered positive. I have gone through this with the manufacturer 



(BioRad) and they have assured me of this on more than one occasion with more 



than one representative because I asked this myself before we started using the 



kits. Their management team is planning to call to discuss this issue further. 



e. STEC - The SOP says positive results can be confirmed for serogroup if the customer 



chooses, but how are they reported if the customer doesn't elect to test for the sero 



group, and how are they reported if they do? 



i. The protocol was originally pulled over from the food testing laboratory 



protocols. Food producers generally do not care to have the confirmation 



testing, but simply go with the presumptive results and throw out the batches 



to produce a new one. This is less liability for them. Additionally, the time taken 



to perform the confirmatory testing is generally a 2-day process, and by then, 



the produce is sitting in the warehouse going bad while they have already 



produced another batch and sent it to their customers. We have never had 



request for a confirmation test. This will be clarified now that the protocols are 



being merged.  Sero kits are $1500 a kit, so I have no intention of stocking them 



regularly. Again, this was for food customers, but the topic of a cannabis 



customer getting a positive STEC should be addressed in the protocol. This is an 
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excellent point of discussion. There was no specific guideline for a confirmatory 



method by the state, but I would certainly have been on the phone with you 



and the Director in the event this ever happens so that we could discuss it. What 



say you on the topic? 



15. Salmonella (7.7.2) 



a. The SOP states the enrichment step for cannabis is BPW and SEB for food. The 



manufacturer's method only lists BPW. 



1. This was a complete accident in transitioning/merging the old protocols 



into the new company protocols in our haste to produce documents for 



review so we could move our application to complete status in time for 



the January meeting.  



2. FFT 4.8.11 Analytical Methods states the following: 



a. Sample Preparation 



i. Weigh out 25 grams of sample and record weight on

ii. Add 25-gram sample to a bag of 225 mL of BPW pre-



warmed to room temperature. 



iii. Put the stomacher bag with sample in it in the 



stomacher and run for 60 seconds for most samples.

3. This has been corrected in the new versions of the protocols. All 



protocols are actively under review for any related errors.  



b. The SOP states the sample is incubated at 95-100°C for 15 minutes at 1500 rpm, but the 



manufacturer's method says 1300 rpm. 



i. See above. Manufacturer and lab validated 1300 rpm. 



c. The SOP says the positive control must have a Cg 2: 10 on the FAM channel, but the 



manufacturer's method says 26 :S Ct :S 36. The SOP says the negative control must not 



have a curve on the FAM channel but must show a Ct 2: 28 on the HEX channel for the 



internal control. The manufacturer's method lists the HEX channel as 28 :S Ct :S 40 for 



the negative control. 



i. Same as above. 



ii. The FFT (Frontier Fare Testing) protocols stated as follows: 



1. FFT 4.8.10. Acceptance Criteria for Quality-Control Samples

2. Aspergillus 



a. The SOP does not appear to require positive controls for the required specific species. 



The SOP says to confirm with the Advanced kit method; however, this kit is analyzed 



similar to the initial screening analysis. It is possible the Advanced Kit has a different 



primer for each species and a sample is set up for each species of interest, but that is 



unclear from the SOP. 



i. There is a positive control for all species-specifc strains that is included in a 



confirmation run. Although the species-specific kits vary in the way that they do 



not have an internal control, this is irrelevant when the positive control 



amplifies. The protocols have been updated to discuss this point and clarify that 



the species-specific kits are used in exactly the same way as the .  
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7.7.4.12 Confirmation of Results  



A positive result with Primerdesign Genesig Aspergillus_SCRN Kit is presumptive and 



should be confirmed with Primerdesign Genesig Aspergillus pathogenic subtype kits-



Primerdesign Genesig A. Flavus, A. Fumigatus, A. Niger, and A. Tereus. Primerdesign 



Aspergillus all pathogenic subtypes confirmation method is the same and the 



Primerdesign Genesig Aspergillus_SCRN Kit. 



To be valid, the positive control must show amplification for the target Aspergillus 



subtypes by showing a curve in the FAM channel and must have a Cq value between 16 



and 23. There does not have to be amplification in the VIC channel for the internal 



control for a positive control to be considered valid.

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a new 
license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a result of an ordinance or election 
conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local government protests an application on the 
grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a place within the local government where a local 
zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance 
from the local ordinance. 
 
This application will be in front of the Marijuana Control Board at our April 2-3, 2020 meeting.
