OFFICES
1.1 Registered Office,

The initial registered office of FSE. Inc. (the “Corporation™) in the State of Alaska shail be at 4720
Drake Street Fairbanks. Alaska 99709, and the registered agent in charge thereot shall be Shaun Tacke.

1.2 Other Offices,

the Carporation may also have an office or offices at any other place or places within or outside the
State of Alaska.

ARTICLE 11

MEETING OF SHAREHOLDERS

2.1 Annual Meetings.

The annual meeting of shareholders of the Corporation (the “Sharcholders™) for the election of
directors, and for the transaction of such other business as may properly come before the meeting, shall be
held at such place. date and hour as shall be fixed by the board of directors of the ¢ orporation (the “Board™
and designated in the notice or waiver of notice thereof, except that no annual meeting need be held it all
actions, including the election of directors. required by Alaska Business Corporation Act (“ABCA™) to be
taken at the annual meeting of Sharcholders are taken by written consent in lieu of meeting pursuant 1o
Section 2.1 1 of this Article 11

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2.2 Special Meetings.

Special meetings of the shareholders may be called at any time by the Board of Directors, by the Chairperson
of the Board of Directors, by the CEO, CFO, COQ, or by the holders of shares entitled 7o cast not less than
10% of the votes at the meeting, such meeting to be held on a date and at a time and place either within or
without the state of Alaska as may be stated in the notice of the meeting.

2.3 Notice of Meetings.

At each meeting of Shareholders, except where otherwise provided by the Certificate or these
Bylaws, the holders of a majority of the issued and outstanding shares of Common Share entitled to vote at
such meeting, present in person or represented by proxy. shall constitute z guorum for the transaction of
business. In the absence of a quorum, a majority in interest of the Sharcholders present in person or
represented by proxy and entitled to vote, or, in the absence of all the Sharcholders entitied to vote. any
officer entitled to preside at, or act as secretary of, such meeting, shall have the power to adjourn the meeting
from time to time. until Sharcholders holding the requisite amount of share to constitute a quorum shall be
present or represented.

Except as otherwise provided by law, the Certificate or these Bylaws. at each meeting of
Sharcholders, cach Shareholder shall be entitled to one vote in person or by proxy for each share of Common
Share held by him and registered in his name on the books of the Corporation on the date fixed pursuant to
Section 6.7 of Article V1 of the Bylaws as the record date for the determination of Shareholders entitled to
vote at such meeting.

2.12 Action by Means of Conference Telephone or Similar Communications Equipment.

Any one or more of the Shareholders may participate in a meeting of the Sharcholders by means of
conference telephone or similar communications equipment by which all persons participating in the meeting
can hear each other, and participation in a meeting by such means shall constitute presence in person at such
meeting.

ARTICLE I}

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

3.1 General Powers,

The business, property and affairs of the Corporation shall be managed by or under the direction of
the Board. which may exercise all such powers of the Corporation and do all such lawful acts and things as
are not by law or by the Certificate directed or required to be exercised or done by the Shareholders,

-2 Number and Term of Office.

The number of directors shall be tixed Fom time to time by the Boeard. Directors need not be

Shareholders. Each director shall hold atfice until his successor is elected and qualified, or until his carlier

death or resignation or removal in the manner hereinafter provided.

3.3 Election of Directors.

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At each meeting of Sharcholders for the election of directors at which a quorum is present. the
persons recetving the greatest number of votes, up to the number of directors to be elected. of the
Shareholders present in person or by proxy and entitled to vote thereon shall be the directors; provided.
however, that for purposes of such vote no Shareholder shall be allowed to cumulate his votes. Unless an
election by ballot shall be demanded as provided in Section 2.8 of Article 11, election of directors may be
conducted in any manner approved at such meeting,

3.4 Resignation, Removal and Vacancies.

Any director may resign at any time by ﬂivim: written notice to the Board. Chairman, CEQ, CFO.
COO or Secretary. Such resignation shall take effect at the time specified therein or, if the time be not
specified, upon receipt thereof; and unless otherwise specified therein, the acceptance of such resignation
shall not be necessary to make it effective.

Any director or the entire Board may be removed., with or without cause, at any time, by vote of the
holders of a majority of the shares then entitled to vote at an election of directors or by written consent of the
Sharehotders pursuant to Section 2.11 of Article 1.

Vacancies occurring on the Board for any reason may be filled by vote of the Sharcholders or by a
Shareholders’ written consent pursuant to Section 2.11 of Article 11, or by voie of the Board or by a directors'
written consent pursuant to Section 3.6 of this Article 11 1f the number of directors then in office is jess than
a guorum, such vacancies may be filled by a vote of a majority of the directors then in office.

3.5 Meetings.

Board shall meet for the purpose of organization and the transaction of other business, unless it shall have
transacted all such business by written consent pursuant to Section 3.6 of this Article [

{by Other Meetings. Other meetings of the Board shall be held at such times and at such

places as the Board, Chairman. CEQ, CFO, COO or any director shall from time to time determine.

{c) Notice of Mectings. Notice shall b ngcn to each director of each meeting. including
the time, place and purpose of such meeting. Notice of each such meeting shall be mailed 1o each director,
addressed to him at his residence or usual place of husmcs&:. at least two days before the date on which such

meeting is 1o be held, or shall be sent to him at such place by telegraph, cable, wireless or other form of

A majority of the wtal number of directors then in
office shall be present in person at any meeting of the Board in order to constitute a quorum for the
transaction of business at such meeting, and the vote of a majority of those directors present at any such
meeting at which a quorum is present shall be necessary for the passage of any resolution or act of the Board,
except as otherwise expressly required by law or these Bylaws, In the absence of a quorum for any such
mecting, a majority of the directors present thereat may adjourn such mecting from time to time until a
quorum shall be present.

{fy Organization. At each mecting of the Board, one of the following shall act as chairman
of the meeting and preside thereat, in the following order of precedence:

The Secerctary or, in the case of his absence. an Assistant Secretary, if an Assistant Secretary has been
appointed and is present, or any person whom the chairman of the meeting shall appoint shall act as secretary
of such meeting and keep the minutes thereof,

3.6 Directors' Consent in Liew of Meeting.

Any action required or permitted to be taken at any meeting of the Board may be taken without a
meeting, without prior notice and without a vote, if & consent in writing, setting forth the action so taken.
shall be signed by all of the directors then in office and such consent is filed with the minutes of the
proceedings of the Board,

3.7 Action by Means of Conference Telephone or Similar Communications Eguipment.

OFFICERS

4.1 Executive Officers.

The principal officers of the Corporation shall be, if appointed. & Chairman, CEQ, CFO, COO,
%ccrctarv and Treasurer. and such other officers as the Board may appoint pursuant to Section 4.3 of this
Article IV, Any two or more offices may be held by the same person.

4.2 Authority and Duties.

All officers, as between themselves and the C(‘;rpor:mon shall have such authority and perform
such duties in the management of the Corporation as may be provided in these Bylaws or. to the extent so
provided, by the Board.
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4.3 Other Officers.

The Corporation may have such other officers. agents and employees as the Board may deem
necessary, including one or more Vice Presidents, Assistant Secretaries or Assistant Treasurers. each of
whom shall hold offi ice for such period. have such authority and perform such duties as the Board. Chairman,
CEO, CFO., COO0, or President and Secretary may from time to time determine. The Board may delegate to
any principal officer the power (o appoint and define the authority and duties of. or remove, any such
officers, agents or employees.

4.4 Term of Office, Compensation, Resignation and Removal.

All officers shall be elected or appointed by the Board and shall hold office for such term as may be
pres‘cz'ibcd by the Board. Each officer shall hold office until his successor has heen elected or appointed and
qualified or until his earlier death or resignation or removal in the manner hereinafier provided. The Board
may require any ofTicer to give security for the faithful performance of his duties.

Any officer may resign at any time by <>ivixw writien notice to the Board, Chairman, CEQ. CFO,
COO or Secretary. Such resignation shall take effect at the time specified therein or. if the time be not
specified. at the time it is accepted by action of the Board. Except as aforesaid. the acceptance of such
resignation shall not be necessary ro make it effective,

All officers and agents clected or appointed by the Board shall be subject to removal at any time by
the Board or by the Shareholders with or without cause.

The Founders of the Corporation, Brandon Emmett. frank Berardi. and Shaun Tacke. will act as
initial officers and board, and will run all aspects of the business operations. contributing at least 40 hours
per a week of time exclusively dedicated to the Corporation’s business activities. As such. the Founders are
entitlied to compensation, payment of which will commence once the Corporation has received its licenses
from the state and locality (if applicable) to operate various mari juana establishments. Each founder shall
receive an initial annual salary of $30.000.00 per vear. which will be adjusied sccordingly based on
performance of the Corporation.

4.5 Vacancies.

I the office of Chairman, CEO, CFQ, COO, President or Secretary becomes vacant for any reason.
the Board shall fill such vacancy, and if any other office becomes vacant, the Board may Ul such vacancy.
Any officer so appointed or clected by the Board shall serve only until such time as the unexpired term of his
predecessor shall have expired, unless reefected or reappointed by the Board.

4.6 The Chief Operating Officer.

Subject to the control of the Board and the CEO and CFO the Chief “Operating Officer give counsel
and advice to the Board and the officers of the € orporation on all subjects concerning the welfare of the
Corporation and the conduct of its business and shall perform such other duties as the Board may from time
to time determine. Unless otherwise determined by the Board, he shall preside at meetings of the Board and
of the Sharcholders at which he is present.

4.7 The Chief Executive Officer.

Subject to the control of the Board and the CFO and COO the CEO shall have general and active
management and control of the business and affairs of the Corporation suhuu to the control of the Board
and shall sec that all orders and resolutions of the Board are carried into effect. The CEO shall from time to
time make such reports of the affairs of the Corporation as the Board of Directors may require and shall
perform such other duties as the Board may from time to time determine.
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4.8 The Chief Financial Officer.

Subject to the control of the Board and the CEO and COO shall in general supervise and control the
financial business and affairs of the Corporation.

4.9 The Secretary.

The Secretary shall. to the extent practicable, attend all meetings of the Board and all meetings of
the Sharcholders and shall record all votes and the minutes of all proceedings in a book to be kept for that
purpose. He may give, or cause (o be given, notice of all meetings of the Shareholders and of the Board, and
shall perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board. Chairman. CEQ. CFO. COG under
whose supervision he shall act. He shall keep in safe custody the seal of the Corporation and affix the same
to any duly authorized instrument requiring it and, when so affixed, it shall be attested by his signature or by
the signature of the Treasurer or, if appointed. an Assistant Secretary or an Assistant Treasurer. He shall
keep in safe custody the certificate books and Shareholder records and such other books and records as the
Board may direct, and shall perform all other duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties
as from time to time may be assigned to him by the Board, Chairman, CEQ. CFO. or COO.

4.10 The Treasurer.

The Treasurer shall have the care and custody of the corporate funds and other valuable effects.
including securities. shall keep full and accurate accounts of receipts and disbursements in books belonging
to the Corparation and shall deposit all moneys and other valuable effects in the name and to the credit of the
Corporation in such depositories as may be designated by the Board. The Treasurer shall disburse the funds
of the Corporation as may be ordered by the Board. taking proper vouchers for such dishursements, shall
render to the Chairman, CEQ, CFO, COO and directors, at the regular meetings of the Board or whenever
they may require it, an account of all his transactions as Treasurer and of the financial condition of the
Corporation and shall perform all other duties incident to the office of Treasurer and such other duties as
from time to time may be assigned to him by the Board, Chairman, CEG. CFO, or COO.

ARTICLE V

CONTRACTS, CHECKS, DRAFTS, BANK ACCOUNTS, ETC

5.1 Execution of Documents.

The Board shall designate, by either specific or general resolution. the officers. employees and
agents of the Corporation who shall have the power to execute and deliver deeds, contracts, MOrtgages.
bonds, debentures. checks, drafts and other orders for the pavment of money and other documents for and in
the name of the Corporation. and may authorize such ofTicers, emplovees and agents {o delegate such power
(including authority to redelegate) by written instrument to other officers. employees or agents of the
Corporation. Unless so designated or expressly authorized by these Bylaws. no officer. emplovee or agent
shall have any power or authority to bind the Corporation by any contract or engagement, to pledge its credit
or to render it Hable pecuniarily for any purpose or amount.

3.2 Beposits,

All funds of the Corporation not otherwise employed shall be deposited from time to time to the
credit of the Corporation or otherwise as the Board or Treasurer, or any other officer of the Corporation to
whom power in this respect shall have been given by the Board. shall select.

5.3 Proxies with Respect to Share or Other Securities of Other Corporations.

The Board shall designate the officers of the Corporation who shall have authority from time to

time to appoint an agent or agents of the Corporation to exercise in the name and on behall of the

Corporation the powers and rights which the Corporation may have as the holder of share or other securities
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in any other corporation, and to vote or consent with respect to such share or securities. Such designated
officers may instruct the person or persons so appointed as to the manner of exercising such powers and
rights, and such designated officers may execute or cause to be executed in the name and on behalf of the
Corporation and under its corporate seal or otherwise, such written proxies, powers of attorney or other
instruments as they may deem necessary or proper in order that the Corporation may exercise its powers and
rights.

ARTICLE Vi

SHARES AND THEIR TRANSFER: FIXING RECORD DATE

6.1 Certificates for Shares.

Every owner of share of the Corporation shall be entitied to have a certificate certifying the number
and class of shares owned by him in the Corporation. which shall be in such form as shall be prescribed by
the Board. Certificates shall be numbered and issued in consecutive order and shall be signed by. or in the
name of. the Corporation by the Chairman, CEQ, CFO. COQ. President or any Vice President. and by the
Treasurer (or an Assistant Treasurer, if appointed) or the Secretary (or an Assistant Secretary, if appointed).
In case any officer or officers who shall have signed any such certificate or certificates shall cease to be such
officer or officers of the Corporation, whether because of death. resignation or otherwise, before such
certificate or certificates shall have bheen delivered by the Corporation. such certificate or certificates may
nevertheless be adopted by the Corporation and be issued and delivered as though the person or persons who
signed such certificate had not ceased to be such officer or officers of the Corporation.

6.2 Record.

A record in one or more counterparts shall be kept of the name of the person, firm or corporation
awming the shares represented by each certificate for share of the Corporation issued, the number of shares
represented by cach such certificate, the date thereof and. in the case of cancellation, the date of cancellation.
Except as otherwise expressly required by law, the person in whose name shares of share stand on the share

record of the Corporation shall be deemed the owner thereof for all purposes regarding the Corporation.

Shareholder Records. The Corporation shall keep at its principal executive office or at the office of its
transfer agent or registrar a record of the names and addresses of all shareholders and the number and class
of shares held by cach shareholder.

Corporate Documents and Bylaws. The Corporation shall keep at its principal executive office the original or
a copy of the Articles of Incorporation and  bylaws as amended to which shall be open to inspection by the

sharcholders at all reasonable times during office hours. The Corporation shall, upon the written request of

any sharcholder, furnish to that shareholder a copy of the Articles of Incorporation or bylaws as amended to
date
date.

Minutes and Accounting Records. The minutes of proceedings of the sharcholders, the Board of Directors.
and committees of the Board. and the accounting books and records will be kept at the principal executive
office of the Corporation, or at such other place or places as designated by the Board of Directors. The
minutes will be kept in written form, and the accounting books and records will be kept either in written
form or in a form capable of being converted into written form.

Inspection by Directors. Subject to applicable Alaska law, every director shall have the right at any
reasonable time to inspect all books, records, and documents of every kind and the physical properties of the
Corporation and cach of its subsidiary corporations for purposes relating to his or her status as director. This
inspection by a director may be made in person or by an agent or attorney and the right of inspection
includes the right to copy and make extracts of documents.

Section 6.5. Annual Report to Sharcholders. Subject to the Alaska Business Corporation Act, for as long as

the Corporation has fewer than the number of shareholders specified in the applicable statute, if any, any
requirement of an annual report to shareholders is expressly waived. However. nothing in this provision shall
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be interpreted as prohibiting the Board of Directors from issuing annual or other periodic reports to the
shareholders, as the Board considers appropriate.

At the annual meeting of shareholders, or the meeting held in lieu thereof, the Corporation shall lay before
the sharcholders a financial statement consisting of’

a} A balance sheet containing a summary of the assets, liabilities, stated capital, it any. and surplus
(showing separately any capital surplus arising from unrealized appreciation of assets. other
capital surplus, and earned surplus) of the Corporation as of the end of the Corporation's most
recent fiscal year, except that, if consolidated financial statements are laid before the shareholders,
the consolidated balance sheet shall show separately or disclose by a note the amount of the
consolidated surplus that does not constitute earned surplus of the Corporation or any of its
subsidiaries and that is not classified as stated capital or capital surplus on the consolidated
balance sheet; and

PA statement of profic and loss and surplus, including a summary of profits, dividends or
distributions paid. and other changes in the surplus accounts of the Corporation for the period
commencing with the date marking the end of the period for which the last preceding statement of
profit and loss required under this Section was made and ending with the date of said balance
sheet, or in the case of the first statement of profit and loss, from the incorporation of the
Corporation to the date of said balance sheet. Financial Statements. The Corporation shall keep a
copy of each annual financial statement, quarterly or other periodic income statement. and
accompanying balance sheets prepared by the Corporation on file in the Corporation's principal
office for 3 years. These documents shall be exhibited at all reasonable times, or copies provided,
to any shareholder within 30 days afier demand of shareholder.

Form of Records. Any records maintained by the Corporation in the regular course of its business, with the
exception of minutes of the proceedings of the shareholders, and of the Board of Directors and its
commitiees, but including the Corporation’s share ledger and books of account, may be kept on. or be in the
form of magnetic tape, photographs, microphotographs or any other information storage device, provided
that the records so kept can be converted into clearly legible form within a reasonable time. The Corporation
shall so convert any records so kept upon the request of any person entitled to inspect the same,

6.3 Transfer and Registration of Share.

Share of' the Corporation is non-transferable without a super-majority approval  from  all
shareholders of the Corporation. The Founders of the Corporation (Shaun Tacke, Brandon FEmmett, and
Frank Berardi) have the first right to purchase share from shareholders. [n the event the Founders do not
exereise their first right of purchase, the share shall be offered to existing sharchalders for purchase. In any
event. nto transter of share shall occur without super-majority approval of alt Corporation shareholders.

Registration of transfers of shares of the Corporation shall be made only on the books of the
Corporation upon request of the registered holder thereof, or of his attorney thereunto authorized by power
of attorney duly exccuted and filed with the Secretary of the Corporation. and upon the surrender of the
certificate or certificates tor such shares property endorsed or accompanied by a share power duly executed.

0.4 Addresses of Shareholders.

Each Shareholder shall designate to the Sceretary an address at which notices of meetings and all
other corporate notices may be served or mailed to him, and, if any Shareholder shall fail to designate such
address. corporate notices may be served upon him by mail directed to him at his post-office address. if any,
as the same appears on the share record books of the Corporation or at his last known post-office address.

6.5 Lost, Destroved and Mutilated Certificates.

The holder of any shares of the Corporation shall immediately notify the Corporation of any loss,
destruction or mutifation of the certificate therefor, and the Board may, in its discretion, cause to be issued to
him a new certificate or certificates for such shares, upon the surrender of the mutilated certificates or, in the
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case of loss or destruction of the certificate, upon satisfactory proof of such loss or destruction. and the
Board may, in its discretion, require the owner of the lost or destroyed certificate or his legal represemtative
to give the Corporation a bond in such sum and with such surety or sureties as it may direct {o indemnify the
Corporation against any claim that may be made against it on account of the alleged loss or destruction of

o

any such certificate,
6.6 Hegulations.

The Board may make such rules and regulations as it may deem expedient, not inconsistent with
these Bylaws, concerning the issue. transfer, restrictions. and registration of certificates for share of the
Corporation.

6.7 Fixing Date for Determination of Sharcholders of Record.

{(a} In order that the Corporation may determine the Shareholders entitled to notice of or to
vote at any meeting of Shareholders or any adjournment thereof, the Board may fix a record date. which
record date shall not precede the date upon which the resolution fixing the record date is adopted by the
Board, and which record date shall be not more than 60 nor less than 10 days before the date of such
meeting. [F no record date is fixed by the Board, the record date for determining Shareholders entitled to
notice of or to vote at a meeting of Shareholders shall be at the close of business on the day next preceding
the day on which notice is given, or, if notice is waived, at the close of business on the day next preceding
the day on which the meeting is held. A determination of Sharcholders of record entitled to notice of or 10
vote at & meeting of Shareholders shall apply to any adjournment of the meeting; provided. however, that the
Board may fix a new record date for the adjourned meeting.

{b) In order that the Corporation may determing the Sharchoiders entitled to consent o
corporate action in writing without a meeting, the Board may fix a record date. which record date shall not
precede the date upon which the resolution fixing the record date is adopted by the Board. and which date
shall be not more than 10 days after the date upon which the resolution fixing the record date is adopted by
the Board. If no record date has been fixed by the Board, the record date for determining Shareholders
entitled to consent to corporate action in writing without a meeting, when no prior action by the Board is
required by the ABCA, shall be the first date on which a signed written consent setting forth the action taken
or proposed Lo be taken is delivered to the Corporation by delivery to its registered office in the State of
Alaska, its principal place of business or an officer or agent of the Corporation having custody of the book in
which proceedings of meetings of Sharcholders are recorded. Delivery made 1o the Corporation's registered
office shall be by hand or by certified or registered mail, return receipt requested. If no record date has been
fixed by the Board and prior action by the Board is required by the ABCA, the record date for determining
Sharcholders entitled to consent to corporate action in writing without a meeting shall be at the close of
business on the day on which the Board adopts the resolution taking such prior action.

{¢) in order that the Corporation may determing the Sharcholders entitled to receive
payment of any dividend or other distribution or allotment of any rights or the Shareholders entitled to
exercise any rights in respect of any change, conversion or exchange of share. or for the purpose of any other
lawful action, the Board may fix a record date, which record date shall not precede the date upon which the
resolution fixing the record date is adopted, and which record date shall be not more than 60 days prior to
such action. If no record date is fixed. the record date for determining Sharcholders for any such purpose
shall be at the close of business on the day on which the Board adopts the resolution relating thereto.

(d) As the Corporation is a “start-up” business, subject to unpredictable regulatory costs
and barriers 1o entry. the Corporation shall automatically re-invest 100% of s profits back into the
Corporation for the first three (3) vears of operation for purposes of solidifying the Corporation’s market
share and expanding the business activities of the Corporation. Thereafter. upon a majority vote of the
sharcholders, the Corporation will commence issuance of dividends to shareholders in an amount to be
determined by the board based on the profit margins and expense of business operations.

ARTICLE Vi

INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE
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7.1 Indemnification.

(a) As provided in the Certificate, to the fullest extent permitted by the ABCA as the same
exists or may hereafter be amended. a director of the Corporation shall not be liable to the C orporation or its
Shareholders for breach of fiduciary duty as a divector.

(b) Without limitation of any right conferred by paragraph (a) of this Section 7.1. cach
person who was or is made a party or is threatened to be made a party to or is otherwise involved in any
threatened. pending or completed action, suit or proceeding. whether civil. criminal. administrative or
investigative (hereinafter a "proceeding”). by reason of the fact that he or she is or was a director. officer or
employee of the Corporation or is or was serving at the request of the Corporation as a director, officer or
employee of another corporation or of a partnership. joint venture, trust or other enterprise, including service
with respect to an employee benefit plan (hereinafier an "indemnitee"), whether the basis of such proceeding
is alleged action in an official capacity while serving as a director, officer or employee or in any other
capacity while serving as a director, officer or employee. shall be indemnified and held harmless by the
Corporation to the fullest extent authorized by the ABCA. as the same exists or may hereafler be amended
(but, in the case of any such amendment, only to the extent that such amendment permits the Corporation to
provide broader indemnification rights than permitted prior thereto), against all expense, lability and loss
(including attorneys' fees, judgments, fines. excise taxes or amounts paid in settlement) reasonably incurred
or suffered by such indemnitee in connection therewith and such indemnification shall continue as to an
indemnitee who has ceased to be a director, officer or employee and shall inure to the benefit of the
indemnitee’s heirs, testators, intestates, executors and administrators: provided, however, that such person
acted i good faith and in a manner he reasonably believed to be in. or not opposed to. the best interests of’
the Corporation, and with respect to a criminal action or proceeding, had no reasonable cause to believe his

conduct was unlawful; provided further. however. that no indemnification shall be made in the case of an
action, suit or proceeding by or in the right of the Corporation in relation to matters as to which it shall be
adjudged in such action, suit or proceeding that such director, officer. employee or agent is lable to the
Corporation, unless a court having jurisdiction shall determine that, despite such adjudication. such person is
fairly and reasonably entitled to indemnification; provided further. however. that, except as provided in
Section 7.1(¢) of this Article VII with respect to proceedings to enforce rights to indemnification, the
Corporation shall indemnify any such indemnitee in connection with a proceeding (or part thereol) initiated
by such indemnitee only if such proceeding (or part thereof) initiated by such indemnitee was authorized by
the Board. The right to indemnification conferred in this Article VII shall be a contract right and shall
include the right o be paid by the Corporation the expenses incurred in defending any such proceeding in
advance of its final disposition (hereinafter an "advancement of expenses"); provided. however, that, if the
ABCA requires, an advancement of expenses incurred by an indemnitee in his or her capacity as a director or
officer (and not in any other capacity in which service was or is rendered by such indemnitee, including,
without fimitation, service to an emplovee benefit plan) shall be made only upon delivery to the Corporation
of'an undertaking (hereinafter an "undertaking”). by or on behalf of such indemnitee.

THIS OPERATING AGREEMENT OF U.N.ME, LLC (the "Operating
Agreement"), is entered into effective as of the Effective Date, by Melissa Cervantes,
the sole Member and Manager of the company.

The undersigned has agreed to organize and operate a limited liability company
in accordance with the terms and subject to the conditions set forth in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency and
receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the undersigned, intending legally to be
bound, agrees as follows:

1. Definitions. Unless the context otherwise specifies or requires,
capitalized terms used in this Operating Agreement shall have the respective meanings
assigned to them in this Section 1 for all purposes of this Operating Agreement (such
definitions to be equally applicable to both the singular and the plural forms of the terms
defined). Unless otherwise specified, all references in this Operating Agreement to
Sections are to Sections of this Operating Agreement.

1.1 "Act" means the Alaska Limited Liability Company Act, Alaska
Statutes § 10.50.010, et seq., as in effect and hereafter amended, and, unless the
context otherwise requires, applicable regulations thereunder. Any reference herein to a
specific section or sections of the Act shall be deemed to include a reference to any
corresponding provisions of future law.

1.2 "Additional Capital Contribution" means any Capital Contribution
made by any Member after the Initial Capital Contribution pursuant to Section 3.2.

1.3  "Articles of Organization" or "Articles" means the Articles of
Organization filed for the Company in accordance with the Act.

1.4  "Bankruptcy" means, and a Member shall be deemed "Bankrupt"
upon, (i) the entry of a decree or order for relief of the Member by a court of competent
jurisdiction in any involuntary case involving the Member under any bankruptcy,
insolvency, or other similar law now or hereafter in effect; (ii) the appointment of a
receiver, liquidator, assignee, custodian, trustee, sequestration, or other similar agent
for the Member or for any substantial part of the Member's assets or property; (iii) the
ordering of the winding up or liquidation of the Member's affairs; (iv) the filing with
respect to the Member of a petition in any such involuntary bankruptcy case, which
petition remains undismissed for a period of ninety (90) days or which is dismissed or
suspended pursuant to Section 305 of the Federal Bankruptcy Code (or any
corresponding provision of any future United States bankruptcy law); (v) the
commencement by the Member of a voluntary case under any bankruptcy, insolvency,
or other similar law now or hereafter in effect; (vi) the consent by the Member to the
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entry of an order for relief in an involuntary case under any such law or to the
appointment of or taking possession by a receiver, liquidator, assignee, trustee,
custodian, sequestration, or other similar agent for the Member or for any substantial
part of the Member's assets or property; (vii) the making by the Member of any general
assignment for the benefit of creditors; or (viii) the failure by the Member generally to
pay his or her debts as such debts become due.

1.5 "Capital Account" means the separate account established and
maintained for each Member pursuant to Section 3.3.

1.6  "Capital Contribution" means any property, including cash,
contributed to the Company by or on behalf of a Member.

1.7 "Code" means the Internal Revenue Code, as in effect and
hereafter amended, or any corresponding provision of any succeeding law.

1.8 "Company" means U.N.ME, LLC.
1.9 "Dollars" and "$" mean the lawful money of the United States.

1.10 "Effective Date" means the date of governmental or regulatory
approval of any required licensure of the corporations or business entities in which the
Company possesses shares or other ownership interests.

1.11 "GAAP" means generally accepted accounting principles set forth
in the opinions and pronouncements of the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountants' Accounting Principles Board and Financial Accounting Standards Board or
in such other statements by such other entity as may be in general use by significant
segments of the accounting profession as in effect from time to time.

1.12 "Initial Capital Contribution" means the initial contribution of
capital to the Company made by the Members as set forth in Section 3.1 and on
Exhibit "A" attached hereto and incorporated herein.

1.13 "Manager" means any person or his or her successor as may be
appointed pursuant to the terms of this Operating Agreement.

1.14 "Member" or "Members" means Melissa Cervantes, and any other
Person who shall in the future execute this Operating Agreement pursuant to the
provisions of this Operating Agreement.

1.15 "Membership Interest" means the Percentage Interest of a
Member in the Company.

1.16 "Operating Agreement" means this Operating Agreement, as this
Operating Agreement may be amended or modified from time to time, together with all
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addenda, exhibits, and schedules attached to this Operating Agreement from time to
time.

1.17 "Percentage Interest" means a Member's percentage share of
ownership of the Company, which shall be equal to the percentage that such Member's
Capital Contributions bears to the sum of all Capital Contributions.

1.18 "Person" or "Persons" means any individual, corporation,
association, partnership, limited liability company, joint venture, trust, estate, or other
entity or organization.

2. Organization and Purpose.

21 Name of Company. The name of the Company shall be
U.N.ME, LLC.

2.2 Purpose. The Company is organized to hold shares in other
corporations incorporated under the laws of the State of Alaska, and to conduct any or
all lawful affairs for which a limited liability company is organized under AS 10.50. The
Company shall have the power to do any and all lawful acts for the furtherance of the
purposes of the Company and this Operating Agreement.

2.3 Term. The term of the Company shall begin upon the acceptance
of the Articles of Organization by the State of Alaska, Department of Commerce,
Community, and Economic Development, Corporations Section. The term of the
Company shall continue until terminated pursuant to Section 10 of this Agreement or
the mandatory provisions of the Act.

2.4  Principal Office. The principal office of the Company in the state of
Alaska shall be located at 607 Old Steese Highway, Suite B209, Fairbanks, AK 99701,
or at any other place within the state of Alaska as the Manager determines. The
Manager may, in the Manager’s sole and absolute discretion, establish and maintain
such other offices and additional places of business of the Company, either within or
without the state of Alaska, as the Manager deems appropriate.

2.5 Reqistered Office and Registered Agent. The street address of the
initial registered office of the Company is 607 Old Steese Highway, Suite B209,
Fairbanks, AK 99701, and the Company's registered agent at such address shall be
Melissa Cervantes.

3. Capital.

3.1 Initial Capital Contributions of the Members. Concurrently with the
execution of this Operating Agreement, each Member shall contribute to the Company
property in the form of cash in the amounts set forth on Exhibit “A.” Concurrently with
the Effective Date: (i) the Manager shall cause the Company to purchase fifty
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(50) shares of FSE, Inc. (“Shares”); and (ii) the Members shall agree to assign the
Shares to the Company. The amount of the initial contribution of the Members shall be
recorded as a contribution to the capital of the Company, after such assignment.

3.2  Additional Capital Contributions of the Members. A Member's
share of the total Additional Capital Contribution shall be equal to the product obtained
by multiplying the Member's Percentage and the total Additional Capital Contribution
required.

3.3  Capital Accounts. A separate Capital Account shall be established
and maintained for each Member. The Capital Account of each Member shall be
(i) increased by the amount of any Capital Contributions made to the Company by the
Member, (ii) increased or decreased by items of Net Income or Net Loss allocated to
the Member pursuant to Section 4.1, and (iii) decreased by any distributions made from
the Company to the Member.

3.4 No Interest on Capital Contributions or Capital Accounts. No
Member shall be entitled to receive any interest on such Member’s Capital Contributions
or outstanding Capital Account balance.

3.5 Advances to Company. No Member shall advance funds or make
loans to the Company in excess of the amounts required hereunder to be contributed by
such Member to the capital of the Company without the express written consent of the
Manager. Any such approved advances or loans by a Member shall not result in any
increase in the amount of such Member's Capital Account or entitle such Member to any
increase in its Percentage Interest. The amounts of such advances or loans shall be a
debt of the Company to such Member and shall be payable or collectible only out of the
Company's assets in accordance with terms and conditions agreed upon by the
Manager.

3.6  Liability of Members and Manager. Except as otherwise provided
in the Act, the debts, obligations, and liabilities of the Company, whether arising in
contract, tort, or otherwise, shall be solely the debts, obligations, and liabilities of the
Company, and neither the Members nor the Manager shall be obligated personally for
any such debt, obligation, or liability of the Company solely by reason of being a
Member or the Manager. The failure of the Company to observe any formalities or
requirements relating to the exercise of its powers or management of its business or
affairs under the Act or this Operating Agreement shall not be grounds for imposing
personal liability on the Members or the Manager for debts, obligations, and liabilities of
the Company.

3.7 Return of Capital. Except upon the dissolution of the Company or
as may be specifically provided in this Operating Agreement, no Member shall have the
right to demand, or to receive the return of, all or any part of the Member's Capital
Account or the Member’s Capital Contributions to the Company.
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4. Allocation of Profits and Losses; Distributions: Taxes.

4.1 Allocation of Net Income or Net Loss. Except as otherwise
provided in Section 4.2, the net income or net loss, other items of income, gains, losses,
deductions, and credits, and the taxable income, gains, losses, deductions, and credits
of the Company, if any, for each fiscal year (or portion thereof) shall be allocated to the
Members in proportion to their Percentage Interests.

4.2  Allocation of Income and Loss With Respect to Company Interests
Transferred. If any interest is transferred during any fiscal year, the net income or net
loss (and other items referred to in Section 4.1) attributable to such interest for such
fiscal year shall be allocated between the transferor and the transferee by closing the
books of the Company as of the date of the transfer.

4.3 Distributions. Distributions to the Members may be made at times
and in amounts as are determined by the Manager in the Manager’s sole discretion.
Approved distributions shall be made to the Members in proportion to their Percentage
Interests. Distributions may be made in cash or by distributing property in kind.

4.4 Taxes.

4.4.1 Reports. As soon as practicable after the end of each fiscal
year, the Company shall prepare and mail to each Member a report containing all
information necessary for the Member to include such Member's share of taxable
income or loss (or items thereof) in an income tax return.

4.4.2 Nonrecourse Loans.

(@)  For federal income tax purposes, any loss attributable
to a nonrecourse loan made to the Company by a Member (i.e., any loss that would be
economically borne by such Member in the capacity as lender) shall be allocated to
such Member in accordance with Treas. Reg. §1.704-1(b)(4)(iv)(g). If any allocation of
loss is made pursuant to the preceding sentence, subsequent income and gain of the
Company shall first be allocated to such Member until the amount of income and gain
so allocated equals the amount of loss previously allocated to the Member pursuant to
the preceding sentence.

(b)  For federal income tax purposes, any loss attributable
to a nonrecourse loan made to the Company other than by a Member shall be allocated
pursuant to Treas. Reg. §1.704-1(b)(4)(iv) according to the Percentage Interests in the
Company.

4.4.3 Contributions of Property. In accordance with Section 704(c)
of the Code and the Treasury Regulations thereunder, depreciation, amortization, gain,
and loss, as determined for tax purposes, with respect to any contributed property the
book value of which differs from its adjusted basis for federal income tax purposes,
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shall, for tax purposes, be allocated between the Members so as to take account of any
variation between the adjusted basis of such property to the Company for federal
income tax purposes and its book value.

4.4.4 Purpose of Tax Allocations. Allocations pursuant to this
Section 4.4 are solely for purposes of federal, state, and local taxes and shall not affect,
or in any way be taken into account in computing, the Capital Account of any Member or
such Member's share of profit, loss, other items, or distributions pursuant to any
provision of this Operating Agreement. The provisions of this Section 4.4 relating to
federal income tax treatment of an item shall apply for state and local income tax
purposes to the extent permitted under applicable law. Any elections or other decisions
relating to such allocations shall be made by the Manager pursuant to Section 4.1 of
this Operating Agreement.

4.4.5 Modifications. If the Manager determines that any of the
provisions of this Section 4.4 do not comply with the rules of Treas. Reg. §1.704-1(b)(3)
for allocating income, gain, loss, and deductions of the Company in accordance with the
Percentage Interests in the Company, the Manager may make any modifications
required to cause such provisions to comply with such rules.

5. Management of Company.

5.1 Manager. The Members agree that the Company shall be
managed by a Manager, who initially shall be Melissa Cervantes. The Manager shall
hold office until her resignation, removal from office, or death. Upon the happening of
any of these events, a successor Manager shall be appointed to fill the vacancy by a
majority vote of the Members.

5.2 Management of Company. Except as specifically limited in this
Operating Agreement, or under applicable law, the Manager shall have the sole and
exclusive right to manage, control, and conduct the business and affairs of the
Company. Accordingly, the Manager shall: (i) manage the affairs and business of the
Company; (ii) exercise the authority and powers granted to the Company; and
(iii) otherwise act in all other matters on behalf of the Company. The Manager shall
take all actions necessary or appropriate to accomplish the Company's purposes in
accordance with the terms of this Operating Agreement.

5.3 Rights and Powers of Manager. In addition to the rights and
powers which the Manager may have in accordance with Section 5.2, and except as
otherwise specifically limited in this Operating Agreement or under applicable law, the
Manager shall have specific rights and powers required for the management of the
business of the Company, including, the right to do the following:

5.3.1 Establish overall policy decisions with respect to the
business and affairs of the Company;
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5.3.2 Review and approve annual budgets and operating
guidelines;

5.3.3 Approve contracts, agreements, and commitments of the
Company in an amount not to exceed the value of the assets then owned by the
Company;

5.3.4 Approve the choice of bank depositories, and approve
arrangements relating to signatories on bank accounts;

5.3.5 Approve the choice of the Company's attorneys,
independent accountants, and any other consultants, including, without limitation,
market consultants, leasing agents, management agents, and advertising and public
relations agents;

5.3.6 Approve any change to the Company's fiscal year;
5.3.7 Approve all distributions to the Members;

5.3.8 Approve the conveyance, sale, transfer, assignment, pledge,
encumbrance, or disposal of, or the granting of a security interest in, any assets of the
Company;

5.3.9 Incur indebtedness or loan or extend credit to any Person in
an amount not to exceed the value of the assets then owned by the Company;

5.3.10 Employ, appoint, and remove any Company employee who
is involved in the day-to-day management or business of the Company;

5.3.11 Change any accounting principles used by the Company,
except to the extent required by GAAP;

5.3.12 Notify entities owned in whole or in part by the Company of
any changes in ownership of the Company; and

5.3.13 Approve any tax elections of the Company.

5.4  Extraordinary Transactions. Notwithstanding anything to the
contrary in this Operating Agreement, the Manager shall not undertake any of the
following without the approval of the Members:

5.4.1 The admission of additional Members to the Company;

5.4.2 Discontinuance of the Company's business;
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5.4.3 Sale of the Company's business or substantial portion
thereof, or the sale, exchange, or other disposition of all, or substantially all, of the
Company's assets;

5.44 Any merger, reorganization, or recapitalization of the
Company;

5.4.5 Settlement or confession of judgment in any legal matter;

5.4.6 Taking or effecting any action that would render the
Company bankrupt or insolvent or, except as expressly provided in this Operating
Agreement, cause the termination, dissolution, liquidation, or winding-up of the
Company; and

5.4.7 Such other matters and decisions as the Members may from
time to time designate.

5.5  Third Party Reliance. Third parties dealing with the Company shall
be entitled to rely upon the power and authority of the Manager as set forth herein.

5.6 Standard of Care. The Manager shall not be liable to the Company
or its Members for monetary damages for breach of fiduciary duty or otherwise liable,
responsible, or accountable to the Company or its Members for monetary damages or
otherwise for any acts performed, or for any failure to act. However, this provision shall
not eliminate or limit the liability of the Manager: (i) for any breach of her duty of loyalty
to the Company or its Members; (ii) for acts or omissions which involve intentional
misconduct or a knowing violation of law, gross negligence, or fraud; (iii) for any
transaction from which the Manager received any improper personal benefit; or (iv) if
proven in court to have knowingly and actively acted against the financial interest of a
Member.

57 Management Fee; Reimbursement of Expenses.

5.7.1 The Manager shall not be compensated for her services
without the consent of the Members.

5.7.2 All expenses incurred by the Manager with respect to the
organization, operation, and management of the Company may be paid or reimbursed
upon submission of a request for reimbursement accompanied by appropriate receipts
and documentation of the business purposes of the expense.

5.8 Conflicts of Interest. The Manager need not devote full time to the
Company's business, but shall devote such time as she in her discretion, deems
necessary to manage the Company's affairs in an efficient manner. Subject to the
limitations of AS 10.50.140, the Manager, at any time, may engage in and possess
interests in other business ventures of any and every type independently or with others,
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with no obligation to offer to the Company or any Member the right to participate therein.
The Company may transact business with any Member or the Manager subject to the
limitations of AS 10.50.140.

5.9 Agents. The Manager may designate one or more individuals as
agents of the Company for any purpose. No agent need be a Member. Each agent
shall have the authority and shall perform the duties designated by the Manager.
Vacancies may be filled or new offices created and filled by the Manager. Any agent
appointed by the Manager may be removed by the Manager whenever, in her sole
judgment, the best interests of the Company would be served. However, such removal
shall be without prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the person so removed.

5.10 Removal and Voluntary Resignation of Manager. The Manager
may be removed by a majority vote of the Members at a meeting of the Members called
for that purpose, provided that notice has been given as required by this Operating
Agreement. The Manager may resign at any time, without prejudice to any rights of the
Company, by giving written notice to the Members.

6. Members.

6.1  Meetings. Meetings of the Members may be called by any Member
or by the Manager. The meeting shall be held at the principal place of business of the
Company or as designated in the notice or waivers of notice of the meeting.

6.2 Notice. Notice of any meeting of the Members shall be given no
fewer than five (5) days and no more than thirty (30) days prior to the date of the
meeting. Notices shall be delivered in the manner set forth in Section 11.3 and shall
specify the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called. The attendance of a
Member at any meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except
where a Member attends a meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the
transaction of any business because the meeting is not lawfully called or convened.

6.3 Quorum. The holders of a majority of the Membership Interests,
present in person or represented by proxy, shall constitute a quorum for transaction of
business at any meeting of the Members, provided that if the holders of less than a
majority of the Membership Interests are present at said meeting, the holders of a
majority of the Membership Interests may adjourn the meeting at any time without
further notice.

6.4 Manner of Acting. The act of the holders of a majority of the
Membership Interests present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the
act of the Members, unless the act of a greater number is required by statute, this
Operating Agreement, or the Articles.

6.5 Action Without Meeting. Any action required to be taken at a
meeting of the Members, or any other action which may be taken at a meeting of the
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Members, may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing, setting forth the action
so taken, shall be signed by the Members having not less than the minimum number of
votes that would be necessary to authorize or take such action at a meeting at which
the Members were present and voting. Prompt notice of the taking of the action without
a meeting by less than unanimous consent shall be given in writing to those Members
who were entitled to vote but did not consent in writing.

6.6 Telephonic Meetings. The Members may participate in and act at
any meeting of the Members through the use of a conference telephone or other
communications equipment by means of which all persons participating in the meeting
can hear each other. Participation in such meeting shall constitute attendance and
presence in person at the meeting of the Person or Persons so participating.

6.7 Proxies. Each Member entitled to vote at a meeting of the
Members, or to express consent or dissent to action in writing without a meeting, may
authorize another Person or Persons to act for such Member by proxy. Such proxy
shall be deposited at the principal offices of the Company not less than forty-eight
(48) hours before a meeting is held or action is taken, but no proxy shall be valid after
eleven (11) months from the date of its execution, unless otherwise provided in the
proxy.

6.8 Voting of Interests. Each Member shall be entitled to vote
according to the Member's Membership Interest in the Company upon each matter
submitted to a vote of the holders thereof.

6.9 Other Activities of Members; Restrictions on Competition. Any
Member, or any affiliate thereof, may have other business interests or may engage in
other business ventures of any nature or description whatsoever, whether currently
existing or hereafter created, and may compete, directly or indirectly, with the business
of the Company, subject to the limitations of AS 10.50.140, to the extent applicable to
such Member. No Member, or affiliate thereof, shall incur any liability to the Company
as a result of his, her, or its pursuit of such other permitted business interests, ventures,
and competitive activity, and neither the Company nor the other Members shall have
any right to participate in such other business ventures or to receive or share in any
income or profits derived therefrom, subject to the limitations of AS 10.50.140, to the
extent applicable to such Member.

6.10 All expenses incurred with respect to the organization or operation
of the Company shall be paid or reimbursed by the Company.

6.11 No Member may participate in the management and operation of
the Company’s business and its investment activities or bind the Company to any
obligation or liability whatsoever; however, a Member may exercise any power
authorized by the Act that a Member may exercise without being considered to be
taking part in the control of the business of the Company.
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7. Indemnification.

7.1 Right of Indemnification. In accordance with the Act and this
Operating Agreement, the Company shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless any
Member, the Manager, or other officers, directors, partners, joint venturers, employees,
or agents of the Company (individually, in each case, an "Indemnitee") to the fullest
extent permitted by law, from and against any and all losses, claims, demands, costs,
damages, liabilities (joint or several), expenses of any nature (including attorneys' fees
and disbursements), judgments, fines, settlements, and other amounts arising from any
and all claims, demands, actions, suits, or proceedings, whether civil, criminal,
administrative, or investigative, in which the Indemnitee may be involved or threatened
to be involved, as a party or otherwise, arising out of or incidental to the business or
activities of or relating to the Company, regardless of whether the Indemnitee continues
to be a Member, Manager, or officer, director, partner, joint venturer, employee, or
agent of the Company, at the time any such liability or expense is paid or incurred;
provided, however, that this provision shall not eliminate or limit the liability of an
Indemnitee (i) for any breach of the Indemnitee's duty of loyalty to the Company or the
Members, (ii) for acts or omissions which involve intentional misconduct or a knowing
violation of law, gross negligence, or fraud, or (iii) for any transaction from which the
Indemnitee received any improper personal benefit.

7.2 Advances of Expenses. Expenses incurred by an Indemnitee in
defending any claim, demand, action, suit, or proceeding subject to this Section 7 shall,
from time to time, upon request by the Indemnitee, be advanced by the Company prior
to the final disposition of such claim, demand, action, suit, or proceeding upon receipt
by the Company of an undertaking by or on behalf of the Indemnitee to repay such
amount if it shall be determined in a judicial proceeding or a binding arbitration that such
Indemnitee is not entitled to be indemnified as authorized in this Section 7.

7.3  Other Rights. The indemnification provided by this Section 7 shall
be in addition to any other rights to which an Indemnitee may be entitled under any
agreement, vote of the Members, as a matter of law or equity, or otherwise, both as to
an action in the Indemnitee's capacity as a Member, officer, or any affiliate thereof, and
as to an action in another capacity, and shall continue as to an Indemnitee who has
ceased to serve in such capacity and shall inure to the benefit of the heirs, successors,
assigns, and legal representatives of the Indemnitee.

7.4 Insurance. The Company may purchase and maintain insurance
on behalf of the Manager, the Members, and such other Persons as the Manager shall
determine, against any liability that may be asserted against or expense that may be
incurred by such Members or Persons in connection with the offering of interests in the
Company or the business or activities of the Company, regardless of whether the
Company would have the power to indemnify such Members or Persons against such
liability under the provisions of this Operating Agreement.

8. Bank Accounts: Books and Records: Taxes; Fiscal Year.
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8.1 Bank Accounts. All funds of the Company shall be deposited in the
Company's name in such checking and savings accounts, time deposits, certificates of
deposit, or other accounts in such Alaska banking or brokerage houses or invested in
such mutual funds or money market instruments as shall be designated by the Manager
from time to time, and the Manager shall arrange for the appropriate conduct of such
account or accounts.

8.2 Books and Records. The Manager shall keep, or cause to be kept,
accurate, full and complete books and accounts, showing assets, liabilities, income,
operations, transactions, and the financial condition of the Company, copies of the
Company's financial statements and the federal, state, and local tax returns of the
Company for at least the last six (6) fiscal years. Such books and accounts shall be
prepared on the accrual basis of accounting. Any Member or its designee shall have
access thereto at any reasonable time during regular business hours and shall have the
right to copy said records at such Member's expense.

8.3 Where Maintained. The books, accounts, and records of the
Company at all times shall be maintained at the Company's principal office.

84 Financial Statements and Information.

8.4.1 Periodic Reports. The Company shall report to the Members
on the significant transactions affecting the Company.

8.4.2 Other Reports. The Company shall provide to the Members
such other reports and information concerning the business and affairs of the Company
as may be required by the Act, other law or regulation of any regulatory body applicable
to the Company or the Members, and this Operating Agreement.

8.5 Accounting Decisions. All decisions as to accounting matters,
except as specifically provided to the contrary in this Operating Agreement, shall be
made by the Manager.

9. Transfer and Conversion of Membership Interests and the Addition,
Substitution, and Withdrawal of Members.

9.1 Transfer of Company Interests.

9.1.1 Definition of Transfer. The term "transfer," when used in this
Section 9 with respect to a Membership Interest, shall include any sale, assignment,
gift, pledge, hypothecation, mortgage, exchange, or other disposition, except that such
term shall not include any pledge, mortgage, or hypothecation of or granting of a
security interest in a Membership Interest in connection with any financing obtained on
behalf of the Company.

9.1.2 Void Transfers. No Membership Interest shall be
transferred, in whole or in part, except in accordance with the terms and conditions set
forth in this Section 9. Any transfer or purported transfer of any Membership Interest
not made in accordance with this Section 9 shall be void ab initio.

9.2 Restrictions of Transfers.

9.2.1 Consent Required. No Member may transfer all or any
portion of such Member's Membership Interest or such Member's Capital Account
without the express written consent of the nontransferring Members.

9.2.2 Substitution. Any transferee of a Membership Interest shall
become a substituted Member upon (i) the express written consent of the
nontransferring Members in the exercise of their sole and absolute discretion; (ii) the
transferee agreeing to be bound by all the terms and conditions of the Certificate and
this Operating Agreement as then in effect; (iii) documentation satisfactory to the
nontransferring Members that the proposed substituted Member is a resident of the
State of Alaska, as defined by any and all applicable Alaska laws, and is otherwise
permitted to own the Membership Interests and have ownership of the Shares pursuant
to Alaska law; and (iv) receipt of any necessary regulatory approvals. Unless and until
a transferee is admitted as a substituted Member, the transferee shall have no right to
exercise any of the powers, rights, and privileges of a Member hereunder. A Member
who has transferred such Member's Membership Interest shall cease to be a Member
upon transfer of the Member's entire Membership Interest and thereafter shall have no
further powers, rights, and privileges as a Member hereunder except as provided in
Section 9.

9.2.3 Dealing with Members. The Company, each Member, and
any other Person or Persons having business with the Company need deal only with
Members who are admitted as Members or as substituted Members of the Company,
and they shall not be required to deal with any other person by reason of transfer by a
Member, except as otherwise provided in this Operating Agreement.

9.3 No Right to Withdraw. No Member shall have any right to resign or
otherwise withdraw from the Company without the express written consent of all the
other Members.

9.4 Admission by Consent of Members. No person, firm, corporation,
trust, partnership, limited liability company, or other legal entity shall be admitted to the
Company as an additional Member without the consent of a majority of all of the
Membership Interests; and documentation satisfactory to the Members that the
proposed additional Member is a resident of the State of Alaska, as defined by any and
all applicable Alaska laws, and is otherwise permitted to own the Membership Interests
and have ownership of the Shares pursuant to Alaska law
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9.4.1 Capital Contributions and Fair Market Value. The fair market
value of any property other than cash or publicly-traded securities to be contributed by
an additional Member as its initial Capital Contribution shall be agreed upon by the
additional Member and the holders of a majority of the Membership Interests before
contribution, or, alternatively, shall be determined by a disinterested appraiser selected
by the Manager.

9.4.2 Limitations. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 9.4.1,
no additional Member shall be admitted until such prospective Member also completes
the following actions: (i) provides evidence satisfactory to the Manager that such an
admission will not violate any applicable securities law or cause a termination of the
Company under applicable provisions of the Code; (ii) pays all reasonable expenses
connected with such admission; and (iii) agrees to be bound by all of the terms and
provisions of this Agreement by becoming a signatory hereto.

9.4.3 Admissions in Violation of this Section. Any admission of an
additional Member in violation of this Section 9 shall be null and void and of no force or
effect whatsoever.

10. Dissolution, Liguidation, and Termination.

10.1 Events Causing Dissolution. The Company shall be dissolved and
shall commence winding up its affairs upon the first to occur of any of the following
events:

10.1.1 The consent in writing to dissolve and wind up the affairs of
the Company by all of the Members;

10.1.2 The sale or other disposition by the Company of all or
substantially all of the Company's assets and the collection of all amounts derived from
any such sale or other disposition, including all amounts payable to the Company under
any promissory notes or other evidence of indebtedness taken by the Company and the
satisfaction of contingent liabilities of the Company in connection with such other
disposition (unless the Members shall elect to distribute such indebtedness to the
Members in liquidation);

10.1.3 The Bankruptcy, dissolution, or liquidation of a Member;

10.1.4 The time fixed in this Operating Agreement or the Articles as
the expiration of the term of the Company; or

10.1.5 The occurrence of any default that, under the Act or other
applicable Alaska laws, would cause the dissolution of the Company or that would make
it unlawful for the business of the Company to be continued.
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10.2 Winding Up. Upon the dissolution of the Company, the Manager,
or, if there is no Manager, the Members, shall wind up the Company's affairs and satisfy
the Company's liabilities. If there is no Manager, the Members shall liquidate all of the
Company property and assets as quickly as possible consistent with obtaining the full
fair market value of said property and assets. During this period, the Members, if there
is no Manager, shall continue to operate the Company property and assets, and all of
the provisions of this Operating Agreement shall remain in effect. The Members, if
there is no Manager, shall notify all known creditors and claimants of the dissolution of
the Company in accordance with the provisions of the Act.

10.3 Final Distribution. The proceeds from the liquidation of the
Company shall be distributed as follows:

10.3.1 First, to creditors, including any Member who is a creditor,
until all of the Company's debts and liabilities are paid and discharged (or provision is
made for payment thereof); and

10.3.2 The balance, if any, to the Members, in proportion to their
Percentage Interests as of the date of such distribution, after giving effect to all
contributions, distributions, and allocations for all periods.

10.4 Distributions in Kind. In connection with the termination and
liquidation of the Company, the Members, if there is no Manager, shall attempt to sell all
of the Company property and assets. To the extent that property or assets are not sold,
each Member will receive such Member’s Percentage Interest of any distribution in kind.
Any property or assets distributed in kind upon liquidation of the Company shall be
valued on the basis of an independent appraisal and treated as though the property or
assets were sold and the cash proceeds distributed.

10.5 No Recourse against the Manager. The Members shall look solely
to the assets of the Company for the return of their investment, and, if the property
remaining after the payment or discharge of the debts and liabilities of the Company is
insufficient to return such investment, the Members shall have no recourse against the
Manager or any other Member.

10.6 Deficit Capital Accounts. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary
contained in this Operating Agreement, and notwithstanding any custom or rule of law
to the contrary, the deficit, if any, in the Capital Account of any Member upon dissolution
of the Company shall not be an asset of the Company, and such Member shall not be
obligated to contribute such amount to the Company to bring the balance of such
Member's Capital Account to zero.

10.7 Articles of Dissolution. On completion of the distribution of
Company property and assets as provided herein, the Company is terminated, and the
Members (or such other Person or Persons as the Act may require or permit) shall file
articles of dissolution with the appropriate state agency, cancel any other filings made
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pursuant to the Act, and take such other actions as may be necessary to terminate the
Company.

11. General Provisions.

11.1  Compliance with Act. The Members agree not to take any action or
fail to take any action which, considered alone or in the aggregate with the other actions
or events, would result in the termination of the Company under the Act.

11.2 Additional Actions and Documents. The Members agree to take, or
cause to be taken, such further actions to execute, acknowledge, deliver, and file, or
cause to be executed, acknowledged, delivered, and filed, such further documents and
instruments, and to use their best efforts to obtain such consents, as may be necessary
or as may be reasonably requested to fully effectuate the purposes, terms, and
conditions of this Operating Agreement, whether before, at, or after the closing of the
transactions contemplated by this Operating Agreement.

11.3 Notices. Any notice hereunder to any Member shall be in writing,
may be sent by facsimile, and shall be effective when actually delivered or when
deposited with a nationally recognized overnight courier or deposited in the United
States mail, first class postage prepaid, and addressed to any Member at the addresses
shown below or at such other address as a Member may have designated by written
notice received by the other Members as the address for this purpose.

If feasible, any such offending provision shall
be deemed to be modified to be within the limits of enforceability or validity; however, if
the offending provision cannot be so modified, it shall be stricken and all other
provisions of this Operating Agreement in all other respects shall remain valid and
enforceable.

11.5 Survival. It is the express intention and agreement of the Members
that all covenants, agreements, statements, representations, warranties, and
indemnities made in this Operating Agreement shall survive the execution and delivery
of this Operating Agreement.

11.6 Waiver. No delay on the part of a Member or the Manager in the
exercise of any right, power, or remedy shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor shall any
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single or partial exercise of any right, power, or remedy preclude other or further
exercise of any other right, power, or remedy.

11.7 Amendments. This Agreement may be amended by a vote of the
majority of the Members. No amendment, or waiver of, or consent with respect to, any
provision of this Operating Agreement shall be effective unless it shall be in writing and
signed and delivered by the Members. The rights and remedies herein expressly
provided are cumulative and not exclusive of any other rights or remedies which a
Member or the Company would otherwise have at law or in equity or otherwise.

11.8 Computations. When the character or amount of any asset,
liability, or item of income or expense is to be determined or any calculation or other
accounting computation is to be made for the purpose of this Operating Agreement, that
determination or calculation, to the extent applicable and except as otherwise specified
in this Operating Agreement, shall be made in accordance with GAAP in effect at the
time.

11.9 Binding Effect. Subject to any provisions hereof restricting
assignment, this Operating Agreement shall be binding upon and shall inure to the
benefit of the Members and their respective successors and assigns.

11.10 Limitation on Benefits of this Operating Agreement. Subject to
Section 9, it is the explicit intention of the Members that no Person other than the
Members and the Company is or shall be entitled to bring any action to enforce any
provision of this Operating Agreement against any Member or the Company, and that
the covenants, undertakings, and agreements set forth in this Operating Agreement
shall be solely for the benefit of, and shall be enforceable only by the Members (or their
respective successors and assigns as permitted hereunder), and the Company.

11.11 Captions. Section captions used in this Operating Agreement are
for convenience only and shall not affect the construction of this Operating Agreement.

11.12 Governing Law. This Operating Agreement is a contract made
under and governed by the laws of the State of Alaska. All obligations and rights of the
parties stated herein shall be in addition to, and not in limitation of, those provided by
applicable law.

11.13 Integration. This Operating Agreement (including the Exhibits
hereto) and the Articles of Organization represent the entire agreement between the
Members with respect to the transactions contemplated herein, and supersedes all prior
oral or written agreements, commitments, or understandings with respect to the matters
provided for herein.

The manufacturing facility will be designated as a restricted access area with signage posted on and around the building
stating "Restricted Access Area: Visitors Must Be Escorted" as well as signs stating, "Video and Audio Surveillance in
Progress". Video surveillance cameras will be visible throughout the facility as well as around the exterior perimeter of the
building to continuously monitor the premises and to deter unauthorized individuals from attempting to access the
premises. There will be one main entrance for employees which will always remain locked. The door will also be equipped
with a door sensor, connected to the security alarm system, that will be triggered if an attempted intrusion occurs. If
triggered, both an audible alarm and electronic notification to the third-party off-site monitoring center as well as to
ownerships' mobile phones. All employees will be required to clearly display an employee ID badge bearing their
photograph while on the licensed premises. Employees will also be required to either keep their marijuana handler permit
during working hours or filed on-site. All visitors will be required to provide a valid government issued ID and sign the
visitor log. Visitor badges are always to be clearly displayed on their person while on the premises. This will help everyone
to easily identify individuals that have been authorized to access the premises.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

In order to be allowed into the Manufacturing facility, a visitor must be pre-scheduled by ownership, except
for AMCO and duly authorized law enforcement agents. Each visitor will sign into the visitor's log indicating
their name, date, time in and out of the restricted access area, and purpose of the visit. All visitors will be
required to sign in, and to provide valid, government issued, photo identification. Each visitor (except for law
enforcement, AMCO Enforcement or other duly authorized agents) will be issued a visitor badge and will
always be instructed to clearly display it on their person while on the licensed premises and return the
badge upon exit. At this time, the employee or ownership will brief the visitor on the company's policies
regarding hygiene, safety, regulatory compliance and any other pertinent information the visitor should be
aware of while inside the restricted access areas. A member of ownership or a designated employee will
escort and actively supervise the visitor(s) during the entire visit. At no time will there be more than 5
visitors per supervising employee or licensee on the premises. Once the visit has concluded, all visitors will
be required to exit the premises and return their visitor badges. The visitors log will be kept and stored
on-site as an official business record. The visitors will be escorted by an employee while in the
manufacturing facility. The escorting employee will record all information related to the visitor's presence,
including any reportable activity or behavior during the visit. This visitor log will be made available to AMCO
upon request. After 7 years the hard copy may be destroyed.

Good Titrations will contract with a third-party security company to install the alarm system, maintain the
equipment, periodically test the devices and continuously monitor the facility at an off-site security monitoring
center. The alarm system will be set up to monitor for intrusions with motion detectors in all areas of the building,
active during closed hours, as well as a door sensor on the exterior door and glass break sensors on each
exterior window. If triggered, an automatic, electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring center as well as
to ownership cell phones and/or the general manager. This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter
potential intruders. Live security footage will also be accessible to ownership and/or the general manager via
their cellular phones so they may keep an eye on the facility even when they are away. The alarm system will
always be active when the store is closed. The last employee or ownership to leave the store each night will
activate the alarm system and the first employee to arrive in the morning will deactivate the system. If the alarm
system sends an electronic alert to local law enforcement to notify them of an unauthorized breach, the
management team will evacuate the building (if it's safe to do and necessary) to a pre-determined safe location.
A designated employee will take a head count of employees and any visitors that may have been on the
premises to ensure everyone is accounted for. Licensees or management will await instruction from law
enforcement and comply with all directives. Once it is safe to do so, employees will return to the facility and
inspect for property damage, theft, take inventory and submit all necessary and requested documentation to law
enforcement officials and to AMCO enforcement. Additionally, any event that occurs on the licensed premises
that involves local law enforcement will be promptly reported to AMCO Enforcement via email. In the case of the
establishment’'s knowledge of evidence or circumstances that reasonably indicate theft, diversion. or unexplained
disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, or money from the licensed premises; or any unauthorized
access to the licensed premises, the licensees will notify AMCO and AMCO Enforcement electronically within 24
hours.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

Good Titrations will implement a security and anti-diversion plan that will encompass training, surveillance and mandated
operating procedures. First, all employees will be taught about methods of diversion, and how to detect them. They will be trained
in the company's standard operating procedures for handling marijuana products including the label tags placed on every
marijuana product, and how to insure they are in the database inventory. All adjustments to inventory will require a manager's
code, which is recorded in a file that tell who logged on, what adjustments were made, and will also time stamp it. Beyond the
electronic record keeping, visual verification will be done by managers on each shift, and all parts of the facility will be monitored
by surveillance cameras. Employee's will be taught how diversion could take place including: employee theft, customer theft at
the place of delivery, outside theft (robbery), or a combination of all of the above. Employees will be taught not just detection, but
the appropriate responses to ensure the safety of our fellow employees, customers, the public, and the facility itself.

Good Titrations will have a "No Loitering" sign clearly posted on the exterior of the facility. Loitering
outside the establishment will be met with a request from company agents to leave the premises.
The loitering individual will be given a verbal warning that law enforcement will be notified if they do
not comply. The last resort will be to reach out to law enforcement personnel for assistance. In the
retail and display area, agents will be constantly interacting with customers.

COMMERICAL LEASE

1. PARTIES. This Commercial Lease (this “Lease®), dated, for reference purposes
only, June 1%, 2019, is made by and between Happy Pepper, LLC (“Landlord”) and FSE, Inc.,
(the “Tenant).

2. PREMISES. Landlord hereby leases to Tenant and Tenant hereby leases from
Landlord, for the term, at the rental and upon all the conditions set forth herein, the premises
located at 506 Merhar Ave., Fairbanks, AK 99701 (see Exhibit A for space leased identification).

3. TERM.

3.1 INITIAL TERM. The Lease term shall commence on July 1%, 2019
and shall continue for 60 months.

32 OPTION TO RENEW. Provided that Tenant is not in default in any
manner of the Lease agreement, the Tenant shall have the option to renew the Lease for an
additional period of five (5) years so long as Tenant shall provide Landlord with written notice of
their election to renew at least 90 days prior to the expiration of the term hereof and so long as
Tenant is current as to all obligations contained herein and is not in default under the terms and
conditions setout within this Lease. Tenant shall have a second option to renew, provided that
Tenant is not in default of any provision of this Lease, for an additional five (5) years, provided
Tenant provides at least 90 days’ notice to Landlord (written) notifying Landlord of its election
to exercise the option to renew. For each five-year renewal term, the Rent shall increase by 3%.

4. RENT.

4.1 Commencement of Rent in the sum of Twenty-two thousand dollars ($22,000) per month.
Rental payment under this lease shall commence on the st day of July, 2019.

4.3 Security Deposit. Simultaneously with the execution of this Lease
Tenant has deposited with Landlord the sum of $44,000. Said sum shall be held by Landlord as
security for the faithful performance by Tenant of all the terms, covenants and conditions of this
Lease to be kept and performed by Tenant during the term hereof. If Tenant defaults with
respect to any provision of this Lease, including but not limited to the provisions relating to the
payment of rent, Landlord may (but shall not be required to) use, apply or retain all or any part of
the Security Deposit for the payment of any rent or any other sum in default or for the payment
of any amount which Landlord may spend or become obligated to spend by reason of Tenant’s
default. If any portion of said deposit is so used or applied, Tenant shall, within ten (10) days
after written demand therefor, deposit cash with Landlord in an amount equal to the amount used
or applied, and Tenant’s failure to do so shall be a default under this Lease. Landlord shall not
be required to keep this security deposit separate from its general funds, and Tenant shall not be
entitled to interest on such deposit. If Tenant shall fully and faithfully perform every provision
of this Lease to be performed by it, the security deposit or any balance thereof shall be returned
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to Tenant within thirty (30) days following expiration of the Lease term. In the event of
termination of Landlord’s interest in this Lease, Landlord shall transfer said deposit to
Landlord’s successor in interest.

44  Late Charge. If any payment is not paid within five (5) days of the due
date, then there shall be added as additional rent an amount equal to 10 percent (10%) of the
delinquent payment for the month or portion thereof after the date it was due, provided, however,
if such sum and late charges are not paid in full on or before the tenth (10'") day of the month,
such sum shall commence to bear interest at the rate of ten and one-half percent (10.5%) per
annum until paid in full.

4.5 Payment of Rent.  All rent payments shall be sent to Landlord at the
following address 1770 Donald Ave, Suite B, Fairbanks, AK 99701 or to such other address as
Landlord may from time to time designate.

5. CONSTRUCTION OF IMPROVEMENTS.

5.1 Tenant understands that it is responsible for the quality, design, expense,
compliance, and all permits necessary to buildout the Premises for its intended use.

5.2 Tenant shall be responsible for cost of all buildout expenses, permit fees,
inspections, compliance with all applicable codes, signage, permits, maintenance and
installation. Tenant understands and agrees that it must utilize bonded and insured contractors
and engineers for its buildout. All buildout plans, designed, and signage must be approved by
Landlord, said approval shall not be unreasonably withheld. All signage & buildout and related
improvements shall comply to all municipal and governmental codes.

Tenant shall be responsible for the design, construction and installation of Tenant’s own
leasehold improvements, trade fixtures, including, but not limited to all lights, branch wiring
beyond the panel, floor coverings, parking lot and landscapin g improvements required due to the
Municipality’s change of use permit, dumpster enclosure, interior partitioning, decor, shelves,
racks and counters, provided that the design and decor shall be subject to the reasonable prior
written approval of Landlord, and Tenant shall provide Landlord with appropriate design
drawings for approval prior to the construction and installation of Tenant’s leasehold
improvements.

Tenant shall not do or directly contract for anything to be done causing the Premises to be
encumbered by liens of any nature, and shall, whenever and as often as any lien is recorded
against said property, purporting to be for labor or materials furnished or to be furnished to
Tenant, discharge the same of record within 10 days of the date the lien is recorded by recording
the bond contemplated is A.S. 34.35.072 or otherwise appropriately satisfy the subject lien in
full. Failure to do so by Tenant results in a material breach of this Lease.

Tenant shall obtain waivers of lien rights and releases of claims from contractors,

subcontractors, and suppliers in connection with Tenant’s leasehold improvements and
shall indemnify and hold Landlord harmless from the same.
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Landlord shall not be liable for any labor or materials furnished or to be furnished to
Tenant upon credit. Tenant shall have no authority, express or implied, to create or place any
lien or encumbrance of any kind or nature whatsoever upon, or in any manner to bind, the
interest of Landlord in the Premises or to charge the rentals payable hereunder for any claim in
favor of any person dealing with Tenant, including those who may furnish materials or perform
labor for any construction or repairs, and each such claim shall affect and each such lien shall
attach to, if at all, only the leasehold interest granted to Tenant by this instrument. At least ten
(10) days before commencing or causing to be commenced any work that is or may be the
subject of a lien for work done or materials furnished to the Premises, Tenant shall notify
Landlord in writing thereof, to allow Landlord, if it desires, to post and record notices of non-
responsibility or to take any other steps the Landlord deems appropriate to protect its interest.

Upon completion of construction the Tenant shall provide to Landlord valid lien releases
and satisfactory proof of payment of all liens, claims based on notices of right to lien, and other
claims against the Premises, and a Certificate of Occupancy for the Premises from the City of
Fairbanks. If the Tenant’s improvements are less than $5,000 Landlord shall not require a
Certificate of Occupancy.

6. ADDITIONAL CHARGES.In addition to the rent provided for hereunder, and
commencing at the same time as any rental commenced under this Lease, Tenant shall be
responsible for pro-rated share real estate taxes and insurance. Tenant agrees to reimburse
Landlord it’s prorated cost for the (1) real property taxes assessed against the property, (2) the
property insurance premium. Tenant shall pay to landlord monthly as additional rent upon notice
from Landlord that property taxes were assessed and that Tenant’s pro rated portion is due.

7. UTILITIES. Effective Upon Signature, Tenant shall be responsible for
obtaining service and paying all charges for its own gas, electric, dumpster, water, sewer, refuse,
telephones, janitorial and parking lot maintenance to include snow plowing, sanding, application
of ice melt and clearin g of sidewalks.

8. USE. The Premises shall be used and occupied only for the purpose of Cannabis
Retail, Cultivation, and Manufacturing Establishments. Tenant will not commit or allow to be
committed any waste upon the Premises or any public, private, or mixed nuisance or other act or
thing which disturbs the quiet enjoyment of any other tenants in the Building. Tenant shall
comply with all laws relating to its use of the Premises and shall observe such reasonable rules
and regulations as may be adopted and published by Landlord for the safety, care and cleanliness
of not only the Premises but also the Building and for the preservation of good order therein.
Tenant, with Landlord’s written consent which may be withheld in Landlord’s sole discretion,
may sublease all or part of the premises.

9. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS AND ALTERATIONS.

9.1 Landlord’s Obligations. Subject to any damage caused by the
negligence or intentional act or omission of tenant or tenant’s agents employees or invitees, or
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Tenant’s contractors, Landlord, at Landlords expense, shall keep in good order, condition and
repair the foundation and structural portions of the exterior walls and exterior roof of the
building. Tenant shall install odor control filtration system if marijuana odor is detected outside
the building or on the upper level of the building.

9.2 Tenant’s Obligations. Subject to the provisions of Section 9.1 and
Section 11, Tenant, at Tenant’s expense, shall keep in good order, condition and repair the
Premises and every part thereof, including but not limited to the light bulb replacement,
plumbing, any mechanical or electrical apparatus, doors, window frames, hardware, glass and
nonstructural ceilings and walls. Tenant shall, at the expiration or termination of this Lease,
surrender and deliver up the Premises to Landlord in as good condition as when received by
Tenant from Landlord or as thereafter improved, reasonable use, wear and tear excepted. Tenant
shall repair any damage to the Premises or the Building occasioned by its use thereof or by the
removal of Tenant’s trade fixtures, furnishings and equipment, which repair shall include the
patching and filling of holes and repair of structural damage and re-constructing all walls,
lighting, and office spaces to the original condition pre-tenant occupancy.

93 Landlord’s Rights. If Tenant fails to perform Tenant’s obligations
under this Section 9, Landlord may (but shall not be required to) enter upon the Premises after
ten (10) days prior written notice to Tenant and put the same in good order, condition and repair
or otherwise cure the default, and the cost of such action plus fifteen percent (15%) thereof shall
become due and payable as additional rent to Landlord together with Tenant’s next rental
installment.

9.4  Alterations and Additions. Tenant shall not, without Landlord’s prior
written consent, make any alterations, additions or improvements in the Premises. As a
condition to giving such consent, Landlord may require that Tenant remove any such alterations,
improvements, additions or utility installations at the expiration of the term and restore the
Premises to their prior condition. Tenant shall not permit any mechanics or material men’s liens
to be filed against the Premises and shall hold Landlord harmless from any damage, loss or
expense arising out of any such work. All work on the Premises shall be done in compliance
with all applicable governmental codes and regulations. At Landlord’s option, all alterations,
improvements or additions which may be made on the Premises shall become the property of
Landlord and remain upon and be surrendered with the Premises at the expiration of the term.
Tenant’s machinery, equipment and trade fixtures other than those which are affixed to the
Premises so that they cannot be removed without material damage to the Premises shall remain
the property of Tenant and may be removed by Tenant, subject to the provisions of Section 9.2.

10. INSURANCE: INDEMNITY.

10.1  Liability Insurance. Tenant shall maintain in force during the term of
this Lease a policy of comprehensive public liability insurance issued by a company acceptable
to Landlord and insuring Tenant and Landlord against any liability, including without limitation
damage to other portions of the Building, arising out of the ownership, use, occupancy or
maintenance of the Premises and all areas appurtenant thereto, such insurance shall be in an
amount of not less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) General Aggregate and One
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Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for each occurrence. The limits of said insurance shall not,
however, limit the liability of Tenant hereunder. Such policies shall name Landlord and
Landlord’s agents as additional insured and shall provide that they may not be cancelled without
thirty (30) days prior written notice to Landlord. Landlord shall be furnished with a certificate
evidencin: issuance of such policy of liability insurance, and such certificate shall recite that said
policy may not be cancelled without thirty (30) days prior written notice to Landlord. If Tenant
shall fail to maintain said insurance, Landlord may but shall not be required to procure and
maintain the same, at the expense of Tenant. Tenant shall provide Landlord with such
certificate prior to entering the Premises or starting tenant improvement work.

10.2  Personal Property Insurance. Tenant shall be responsible for
obtaining and maintaining insurance on all its personal property and property of others stored
and located at, about or upon the Premises to cover such personal property for damage, theft,
destruction and other forms of loss in amounts sufficient for the replacement thereof in the event
loss.

10.3  Property Insurance. Tenant shall maintain in force during the term of
this Lease, a policy of insurance of an amount not less than $1,000,000.00, issued by a company
authorized to engage in the insurance business in the State of Alaska, insuring the Building
against damage or destruction by fire and/or by perils covered by the standard form of extended
coverage endorsements to fire insurance policies in the State of Alaska in effiect at the time when
the policies are obtained to include limits that cover the full replacement of the building. Tenant
shall provide proof of said insurance.

10.4 Hold Harmless. Tenant shall indemnify, defend and hold Landlord
harmless from and against any and all claims arising from Tenant’s use of the Premises or from
the conduct of its business or from any activity, work or thing which may be permitted or
suffiered by Tenant in or about the Premises and shall further indemnify, defend and hold
Landlord harmless from and against any and all claims arising from any breach or default in the
performance of any obligation on Tenant’s part to be performed under the provisions of this
Lease or arising from any negligence of Tenant or any of its agents, contractors, employees or
invitees and from any and all costs, attorneys’ fees, expenses and liabilities incurred in the
defense of any such claim or any action or proceeding brought thereon. Tenant hereby assumes
all risk of damage to property or injury to persons in or about the Premises from any cause, and
Tenant hereby waives all claims in respect thereof against Landlord, excepting where said
damage arises solely out of the negligence of Landlord.

10.5 Exemption of Landlord from Liability. Landlord shall not be liable
for injury to Tenant’s business or any loss of income therefrom or for damage to the goods,
wares, merchandise or other property of Tenant, Tenant’s employees, invitees or customers or
any other person in or about the Premises; nor, unless caused solely by its negligence, shall
Landlord be liable for personal injury to Tenant or Tenant’s employees, agents, contractors and
invitees, whether said damage or injury results from conditions arising upon the Premises or
upon other portions of the Building of which the Premises are a part or from other sources or
places, and regardless of whether the cause of such damage or injury or the means of repairing
the same is inaccessible to Landlord or Tenant. Landlord shall not be liable for any damages
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arising from any act or neglect of any other tenant, if any, of the Building in which the Premises
are located.

11. DAMAGE OR DESTRUCTION. In the event the Premises are
damaged to such an extent as to render the same un-tenantable in whole or in a substantial part
thereof or are destroyed, it shall be optional with Landlord to have Tenant repair or rebuild the
same; and after the happening of any such event, Tenant shall give Landlord or Landlord’s agent
immediate written notice thereof. Landlord shall have not more than (30) days after date of such
notification to notify Tenant in writing of Landlord’s option for Tenant to repair or rebuild said
Premises or the part so damaged as aforesaid, and if Landlord elects Tenant to repair or rebuild
said Premises, Tenant shall prosecute the work of such repairing or rebuilding without
unnecessary delay.

In the event the Building in which Premises are located shall be damaged (even though
the Premises hereby leased shall not be damaged thereby) to such extent that, in the opinion of
Landlord, it shall not be practicable to repair or rebuild, or is destroyed, then it shall be optional
with Landlord to terminate this Lease by written notice served on Tenant within thirty (30) days
after such damage or destruction.

12 RULES AND REGULATIONS. Tenant shall faithfully observe and comply
with the rules and regulations as may be adopted and published which Landlord may from time
to time promulgate and/or modify. Landlord shall not be responsible to Tenant for the
nonperformance of any of said rules and regulations by any other tenants or occupants.

13.  LIENS AND INSOLVENCY. Tenant shall keep the Premises and the
Building free from any liens arising out of any work performed, materials ordered, or obligations
incurred by Tenant. If Tenant becomes insolvent or voluntarily or involuntarily bankrupt or if a
receiver, assignee or other liquidating officer is appointed for the business of Tenant and if the
receivership, assignment or other liquidating action is not terminated within thirty (30) days of
any such appointment, then Landlord may terminate this Lease and Tenant’s right of possession
under this Lease, at Landlord’s option. Tenant shall have no authority, express or implied, to
create or place any lien or encumbrance of any kind or nature whatsoever upon, or in any manner
to bind, the interest of Landlord in the Premises or to charge the rentals payable hereunder for
any claim in favor of any person dealing with Tenant, including those who may furnish materials
or perform labor for any construction or repairs, and each such claim shall affect and each such
lien shall attach to, if at all, the leasehold interest granted to Tenant by this instrument.

14. DEFAULTS. In the event of a default or abandonment by Tenant, Landlord shall
contact AMCO Enforcement to remove all marijuana or marijuana product — Landlord shall not
take possession of any marijuana/marijuana product. The occurrence of any one or more or the
following events shall constitute a default and breach of this Lease by Tenant:

14.1  Vacation of Premises. The vacating or abandonment of the Premises by
Tenant, refer to Section 22.
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14.2  Failure to Provide Rent.  The failure by Tenant to provide rent as
described in Section 4.1 or any other payment required to be made by Tenant hereunder as and
when due, where such failure shall continue for a period of ten (10) days after written notice
thereof by Landlord to Tenant;

14.3  Failure to Perform Covenants. The failure by Tenant to observe or
perform any of the covenants, conditions, or provisions of this Lease to be observed or
performed by Tenant, other than described in Section 16.2 above, where such failure shall
continue for a period of ten (10) days after written notice thereof by Landlord to Tenant
provided, however, that if the nature of Tenant’s default is such that more than ten (10) days are
reasonably required for its cure, then Tenant shall not be deemed to be in default if Tenant
commences such cure within said ten (10) day period and thereafter diligently prosecutes such
cure to completion; and

144 Renewed Default. The commission by Tenant of any default described
above a second time and within two (2) months following the time when Tenant has been given
notice of such a default under Section 16.2 or Section 16.3 and has cured the same within the
permitted time.

15. REMEDIES IN DEFAULT. In the event of any such default or breach by
Tenant, Landlord may, at any time thereafter, in its sole discretion, with or without notice or
demand and without limiting Landlord in the exercise of a right or remedy which Landlord may
have by reason of such default or breach:

15.1 Termination. Terminate Tenant’s right to possession of the Premises by
any lawful means, in which case this Lease shall terminate, and Tenant shall immediately
surrender possession of the Premises to Landlord. In such event, Landlord shall be entitled to
recover from Tenant all damages incurred by Landlord by reason of Tenant’s default, including
but not limited to the cost of recovering possession of the Premises; expenses of reletting,
including necessary renovation and alteration of the Premises; reasonable attorneys’ fees; the
worth at the time of award by the court having jurisdiction thereof of the amount by which the
unpaid rent and other charges and Additional Charges called for herein for the balance of the
term after the time of such award exceeds the amount of such loss for the same period that
Tenant proves could be reasonably avoided; and that portion of any leasing commission or tenant
improvement, if applicable, paid by Landlord and applicable to the unexpired term of this Lease.
Unpaid installments of rent or other sums shall bear interest from the date due at the maximum
legal rate;

15.2  Enforce Rights. Maintain Tenant’s right to possession, in which case
this Lease shall continue in effect whether or not Tenant shall have abandoned the Premises. In
such event, Landlord shall be entitled to enforce all of Landlord’s rights and remedies under this
Lease, including the right to recover the rent and any other charges and Additional Charges as
may become due hereunder; or

15.3  Other Remedies. Pursue any other remedy now or hereafter available
to Landlord under the laws or judicial decisions of the state in which the Premises are located.
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16.  PRIORITY. Tenant agrees that this Lease shall be subordinate to any mortgages
or deeds of trust now or at any time hereafter constituting a lien upon the Premises or the
Building containing the same, to any and all advances to be made thereunder, and to the interest
thereon, and to all renewals, replacements and extensions thereof; provided that the mortgagees
or the beneficiaries named in said mortgages or deeds of trust shall agree to recognize this Lease
in the event of foreclosure if Tenant is not in default hereunder and if Tenant attorns to the
mortgagee. Within five (5) days after written request from Landlord, Tenant shall execute any
documents that may be necessary or desirable to effectuate the subordination of this Lease to any
such mortgages or deeds of trust and shall execute estoppel certificates as requested by Landlord
from time to time in the standard form of any such mortgagee or beneficiary.

17. CONDEMNATION. If all of the Premises or any portion of the Building
as may be required for the reasonable use of the Premises shall be taken by eminent domain (or
by a voluntary conveyance made in lieu of a taking by eminent domain), this Lease shall
automatically terminate as of the date Tenant is required to vacate or will be deprived of the
reasonable use of the Premises, and all rentals shall be paid to that date. In the case of taking of
a part of the Premises, Tenant may, at it’s election, terminate this Lease by notice in writing to
Landlord within (10) days after the receipt by Tenant of written notice of the proposed taking,
and with any such notice by Tenant to Landlord to be effective on a date which shall be specified
by Tenant in the notice but shall be no later than thirty (30) days after the date of the giving of
notice. If within said thirty (30) day period Tenant does not exercise its right to terminate this
Lease because of a taking of a part of the Premises this Lease shall continue in full force and
effect, and the rental shall be equitably reduced based on the proportion by which the floor area
of the Premises is reduced, such rent reduction to be effective as of the date when possession of
such portion is delivered to the condemning authority. Landlord reserves all rights to damages to
the Premises for any taking by eminent domain, and Tenant hereby assigns to Landlord any right
Tenant may have to such damages or award, and Tenant shall make no claim against Landlord
for damages for termination of the leasehold interest or for interference with Tenant’s business.
Tenant shall have the right, however, to claim and recover from the condemning authority
compensation for any loss to which Tenant may be put for Tenant’s moving expenses and for the
interruption of or damage to Tenant’s business; provided that such damages may be claimed only
if they are awarded separately in the eminent domain proceeding and not as part of the damages
recoverable by Landlord.

18. PARKINGAND COMMON AREAS.

18.1 Landlord’s Obligations and Rights. Landlord covenants that there
shall be an area for common areas and parking areas for the nonexclusive use of Tenant during
the full term of this Lease; provided that the condemnation or other taking by any public
authority or sale in lieu of condemnation of any or all of such common and parking areas shall
not constitute a violation of this covenant.

Notwithstanding anything herein contained to the contrary, Landlord shall be entitled to
alter the Building services or facilities and the location of driveways, sidewalks or other common
areas and to extend existing buildings or erect new buildings or extend existing building(s) above
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the Premises or other rentable Premises or common areas of the Premises or add new common
areas to or on the Premises; and upon any alteration of the common areas or upon
commencement of construction of any addition or additions to the Premises and upon any
addition of the new common areas, Landlord and Tenant shall execute such further and other
documents as may be required to reflect such alterations of the common areas to exclude areas
taken for construction of additional buildings or to include arcas added as new common areas, as
the case may be.

18.2  Tenant’s Rights. Tenant, for the use and benefit of itself and
its agent, employees, customers, and licensees, shall have the nonexclusive right in common with
Landlord and other present and future owners and tenants and their agents, employees,
customers, and licensees to use said common and parking areas during the entire term of this
Lease for ingress, egress and automobile parking.

18.3  Rules and Regulations. Tenant, in the use of said common and
parking areas, agrees to comply with such reasonable rules, regulations and charges for parking
as Landlord may adopt from time to time for the orderly and proper operation of said common
and parking areas. Such rules may include but shall not be limited to the following: (1) the
restricting of employee parking to a limited, designated area or areas; and (2) the regulation of
the removal, storage and disposal of Tenant’s refuse and other rubbish.

19.  ENERGY CONSERVATION LEGISLATION. In the event that any
legislative enactment or decree of governmental authority shall require fundamental changes in
the heating, lighting and electrical systems or the fuel or power source utilized by such systems,
Landlord reserves the right, at any time and from time to time, to make changes in, additions to,
subtractions from or rearrangements of the Premises and the common areas of the Premises to
accommodate the required changes to the said systems or conversion to a diffierent fuel or power
source; and Landlord reserves the right to install a central heating system to serve all Premises
and to erect, use and maintain wiring, mains, pipes, conduits and other means of distributing heat
to the Premises and in and through the Premises for the benefit of other portions of the Premises;
and Landlord and all persons authorized by it shall have the right, from time to time, to enter
upon the Premises for the purpose of access thereto for installation, maintenance and repair, and
such entry shall not be deemed to be an interference with Tenant’s possession under this Lease.
In the event Landlord is obligated to carry out such conversion, Tenant agrees to reimburse
Landlord for its proportionate share of the costs of operating said central heating systems and to
utilize the said central heating system in the place and stead of Landlord’s existing heating
system. Such repairs, alterations, additions or improvements shall be affiected at such times and
in such manner as to cause as little interruption to Tenant as possible. So long as Landlord shall
not interfere with Tenant’s business in the Premises more than is reasonably necessary in the
conduct of such repairs, changes, improvements and alterations, Tenant shall not have any right
to object. All of the alterations, improvements, repairs or additions mentioned in this paragraph
made in compliance with and by reason of legislative enactment or decree of governmental
authority shall be made without any claim for damages or indemnification against Landlord or
diminution or abatement of rent.
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20. NONWAIVER. Waiver by Landlord of any breach of any term, covenant or
condition herein contained shall not be deemed to be a waiver of such term, covenant or
condition or of any subsequent breach of the same or any other term, covenant or condition
herein contained. The subsequent acceptance of rent hereunder by Landlord shall not be deemed
to be a waiver of any preceding breach by Tenant of any term, covenant or condition of this
Lease, other than the failure of Tenant to pay the particular rental so accepted, regardless of
Landlord’s knowledge of such preceding breach at the time of acceptance of such rent.

21. SURRENDER OF POSSESSION. Upon expiration of the term of this Lease,
whether by lapse of time or otherwise, Tenant shall promptly and peacefully surrender the
Premises to Landlord.

22. HOLDING OVER. If Tenant shall, with the written consent of Landlord, hold
over after the expiration of the term of this Lease, such tenancy shall be for an indefinite period
of time on a month-to-month tenancy, which tenancy may be terminated as provided by the laws
of the State of Alaska. During such tenancy, Tenant agrees to pay Landlord rent at the rate of
One Hundred Fifty percent (150%) of the rental as set forth herein, unless a diffierent rate shall be
agreed upon, and to be bound by all of the terms, covenants and conditions herein specified, so
far as applicable.

23. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING. Tenant shall not assign this Lease or
sublet the said premises, or any part thereof, or any right or privilege appurtenant thereto or
suffer any other person to use or occupy said premises for any portion except to a firm that the
Tenant has an interest in, without the written consent of Landlord first had and obtained, which
consent shall not be unreasonably withheld; and consent to one assignment, subletting,
occupation or use by any other person shall not be deemed to be a consent to any subsequent
assignment, subletting, occupation or use by another person; any assignment or subletting which
is consented to by the Landlord shall not relieve the Tenant herein of responsibility under this
Lease.

The Landlord shall have the right to assign this Lease at any time without consent of the
Tenant, and the assignee or assignees, if any, of the Landlord shall take subject to all the terms
and conditions of this Lease.

Tenant’s interest in all sub-Leases shall be assigned to Landlord as security for payment
of rents and performance of covenants herein required.

24, NOTICES. All notices under this Lease shall be in writing and delivered in
person or sent by registered mail, return receipt requested, to Landlord at the same place rent
payments are made and to Tenant at the Premises or to such other respective addresses as may
hereafter be designated by either party in writing. Notices mailed as aforesaid shall be deemed
given on the date of such mailing.

25. COSTS AND ATTORNEYS’FEES. If by reason of any default on the
part of Tenant it becomes necessary for Landlord to employ an attorney, or in case Landlord
shall bring suit to recover any rent due hereunder or for breach of any provision of this Lease or
to recover possession of the Premises, or if Landlord shall bring an action for any relief against
Tenant, declaratory or otherwise, arising out of this Lease, and Landlord shall prevail in such
action, then and in any such events Tenant shall pay Landlord a reasonable attorneys’ fee and all
costs and expenses expended or incurred by Landlord in connection with such default or action.

26. LANDLORD’S ACCESS. Landlord and its agent shall have the right to enter
the Premises at reasonable times for the purpose of inspecting it, showing it to prospective
purchasers or lenders and making such repairs as Landlord may deem necessary or desirable.
Landlord may, at any time, place on or about the Building any ordinary “For Lease” signs and
may, during the last ninety (90) days of the term of this Lease, place on or about the Premises
any ordinary “For Sale or Lease® signs, without rebate of rent or liability to Tenant.

(1980), and as those terms are defined in any applicable state or
local laws, or regulations. Tenant agrees to fully indemnify and hold harmless Landlord against
any and all claims and losses resulting from a breach of this provision of this Lease. This
obligation to inde mnify shall survive the payment of all rents and the termination of this Lease.

35. FORUM SELECTION. This Lease shall be construed in accordance with
the laws of the State of Alaska. Should any legal proceeding be necessary under this Lease, the
same shall be commenced in the Superior Court for the State of Alaska, Third Judicial District at
Anchorage, Alaska. Tenants agree specifically that venue and jurisdiction in that court is proper,
and further agree to submit themselves to the jurisdiction of that court. Tenants shall not claim
that said forum is an inconvenient forum.

36. EXECUTION AUTHORITY. Landlord and Tenant, by their signatures
below, warrant that they have read and understand this Lease and that the terms and conditions
contained herein represent the full and complete agreement of the parties. If Tenant is a
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corporation or limited liability company, each individual executing this Lease on behalf of the
corporation represents that they are duly authorized to execute and deliver this Lease on behalf
of the corporation or limited liability company, in accordance with duly adopted resolutions of
the board of directors of the corporation or limited liability company, that such action and
execution is in accordance with the bylaws of the corporation or limited liability company, and
that the Lease is binding upon the corporation or limited liability company in accordance with its
terms. Landlord represents that she is in sole title to the Premises and has unchallenged authority
to enter into this Lease and to be bound by the terms contained herein.

37. AMBIGUITIES. Landlord and Tenant will have the opportunity and are
encouraged to have their own attorneys review this Agreement prior to signing and thus this
Agreement when executed shall represent the agreement of the parties and the rule of
construction that ambiguities are construed against the drafter shall not apply.
