Thank you, I have received and finished reviewing these documents.  Nearly everything in the
Incomplete Notice has been addressed, but I noticed a few things that still need revisions:
 


1. On Form MJ-04, Page 6, Section 8.2, please remove the statement regarding marijuana being
packaged in amounts up to one ounce, since that information was already provided in your
response in 8.1.


2. For both Sections 8.1 and 8.2, sample labels are required that show how the information
required on labels under 3 AAC 306.475 will be portrayed.  Section 8.1 refers to marijuana
packaged for resale at a retail facility without the retailer needing to repackage the marijuana,
while Section 8.2 is specific to marijuana packaged in wholesale packages.


3. On Page 2, Section 4.1 of MJ-04, Room 4’s dimensions are twelve feet by nineteen feet. 
However, Diagrams 1 and 2  identify Room 4’s dimensions as twelve feet by twenty-three
feet.  Which measurement is accurate?  Please correct accordingly.
