Solvent used by the botanical extraction machine will be CO2.  Alcohol will be used as a 
cleaning solvent for this machine.  The device itself is a closed loop, 5L botanical extractor.  
Same used in the cosmetics industry for fragrance and make-up production.   
Alcohol is also used as a solvent in the winterization process to further remove any remaining 
plant material the extraction machine left behind.  Through use of a laboratory vacuum oven, 
nearly all traces of these solvents are removed.  Any trace elements will be tested for and 
noted on product labeling.   
We will also have a Rosin Press, which utilizes heated extraction plates to squish plant matter 
and extract the oils and resins from raw marijuana plant material. 







Marijuana products purchased by Top Hat Concentrates, LLC for purpose of extraction must 
be state tested before purchase and the $15 per oz state tax paid.  Upon arrival of tested 
product, it is weighed and logged into the Metrc system.  From there up to 5lbs of material is 
placed into the canister on the closed loop Co2 extractor.  The extraction machine uses the 
compressed CO2 gas to remove the cannabinoid crystals from the cannabis plant material.  
This process takes anywhere from 6-8 hours on the fully automated machine.  From there 5-8 
ounces of raw extracted cannabinoids are released from the final product canister.  This 
product is then frozen and placed into the vacuum oven to remove any remaining trace Co2. 
 
If shatter or vapor cartridges are being produced the extraction goes through a further process 
known as "winterization".  This process uses a laboratory round bottom and alcohol to stabilize 
and remove any remaining plant material.  After winterization the product is placed in a low 
tempurature (90-110 degrees F) vacuum oven to remove any remaining CO2 or alcohol.  
What's left is an almost clear substance that is cleaner and easily combined with state allowed 
mediums as described in section 3 AAC 306.555. 
 
We will also have a Rosin Press, which utilizes heated extraction plates to squish plant matter 
and extract the oils and resins from raw marijuana plant material.
