THIS OPERATING AGREEME T of Altered State Extractions LLC (the 
"Com pany") is entered into as of the da te set forth on the signa ture page of this 
Agreement by each of the Members listed on Exhibit A of th is Agreement. 


A. The Members have formed the Company as an Alaska limited liability 
company under the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act. The purpose of the 
Compan y is to conduct any lawful business for which limited liabili ty companies may 
be organized under the laws of the state of Alaska. The Members hereby adopt and 
approve the articles of organization of the Company filed with the Alaska Secretary of 
State. 


B. The Members enter into this Agreement to provide for the governance of 
U-,e Company and U1e conduct of its business, and to specify their relative righ ts and 
obliga tions. 


ARTICLE 1: DEFINITIONS 


Capi talized tenns used in this Agreement have the meanings specified in this 
Article 1 or elsewhere in this Agreement and if not so specified, ha e th e meanings set 
for th i.n the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act. 


"Agreement" means iliis Operating Agreement of the Company, as may be 
am ended from time to time. 


"Ca pital Account" means, wiili respect to any Member, an accow1t consisting of 
such Member's Capital Contribution, (1) increased by such Member's allocated share of 
income and gain, (2) decreased by such Member's share of losse and deductions, 
(3) decreased by any distributions made by the Company to such (ember, and 
(4) otherwise adjusted as required in accordance with applicable tax laws. 


"Capital Contribution" means, with respect to any Member, the lotol value of 
(1) cash and the fair market value of property other than cash and (2) erv ice that are 
contributed and / or agreed to be contributed to the Company by such 1 !ember, a 1i Led 
on Exhibit A, as may be updated from time lo time according to the terms of this 
Agreement. 
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"Exhibit" means a document attached to th.is Agreement labeled as " Exhjbit A," 
"Exl "b" B II u _it , and so for th, as such document may be amended, updated, or replaced 


from time to time according to the terms of th.is Agreement. 


. "Manager" means each Person who has authority to manage the business and 
affairs of the Company pursuant to this Agreement; such Persons are listed on 
Exhibit B, as may be updated from time to time according to the terms of th.is 
Agreement. A Manager may be, but is not required to be, a Member. 


"Member" means each Person who acquires Membership Interes t pursuant to 
this Agreement. The Members are listed on Exhibit A, as may be updated from time to 
time according to the terms of this Agreement. Each Member has the rights and 


obligations specified in this Agreement. 


"Membership Interest" means the entire ownership interest of a Member in the 
Company at any particular time, including the right to any and all benefits to which a 
Member may be entitled as provided in this Agreement and under the Alaska Revised 
Limited Liability Company Act, together with the obligations of the Member to comply 


wi th all of the terms and provisions of this Agreement. 


"Ownership Interest" means the Percentage Interest or Un.its, as applicable, 
based on the manner in which relative ownership of the Company is divided. 


"Percentage In terest" means the percentage of ownership in the Company that, 
with respect to each Member, entitles the Member to a Membership Interest and is 


expressed as either: 


A. If ownership in the Company is expressed in tern,s of percentage, the 
percentage set forth opposite the name of each Member on Exhibit A, as may be 
adjusted from time to time pursuant to th.is Agreement; or 


B. If ownership in the Company is expressed in Units, the ratio, expressed as 


a percentage, of:

ARTICLE 2: CAPITAL CONTRIBUTIONS, ADDITIO AL MEMBERS, 
CAPITAL ACCOUNTS AND LIMITED LIABILITY 


2.1 Initial Capital Contributions. The names of all Members and each of their 
respective addresses, initial Capital Contributions, and Ownership Interests must be set 
forth on Exhibit A. Each Member has made or agrees to make the initial Capital 
Contribution set forth next to such Member's name on Exhibit A to become a Member 
of the Company. 


2.2 Subsequent Capital Contributions. Members are not obligated to make 
additional Capital Contributions unless unanimously agreed by all the Members. If 
subsequent Capital Contributions are unanimously agreed by all the Members in a 
consent in writing, the Members may make such additional Capital Contributions on a 
pro rata basis in accordance with each Member's respective Percentage Interest or as 
otherwise unanimously agreed by the Members. 


2.3 Additional Members. 


A. With the exception of a transfer of interest (1) governed by Article 7 of this 
Agreement or (2) otherwise expressly authorized by this Agreement, additional Persons 
may become Members of the Company and be issued additional Ownership Interests 
only if approved by and on terms determined by a unanimous written agreement 
signed by all of the existing Members. 


B. Before a Person may be admitted as a Member of the Company, that 
Person must sign and deliver to the Company the documents and instrwnents, in the 
form and containing the information required by the Company, that the Managers 
deem necessary or desirable. Membership Interests of new Members will be aJlocated 
according to the terms of th.is Agreement.

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2·4 Capital Accounts . Individual Capital Accow, ts must be maintained for each 
Member, unless (a) th ere is only one Member of the Company and (b) the Company is 
exempt accor~ing to applicable tax law . Capital Accounts mus t be maintained in 
accord ance with all applicable tax laws . 


. 2.5. Interest. o interest will be paid by the Company or otherwise on Cap ital

2.6 Limited Liability; N o Authority . A Member will not be bow,d by, or be 
personally liable for, the expen e , liabilities, debt , contracts, or obliga tions of tl, e 
Company, except as o t11erwise provided in this Agreement or as required by t11e Alaska 
Revised Limited Liability Company Act. Unless expressly provided in this Agreem ent, 
no Member, acting alone, has any aut11ority to undertake or assume any obliga tion, 
debt, or responsibility, or otherwise act on behaJf of, tl,e Company or any other 
Member. 


ARTICLE 3: ALLOCATIO SA D DISTRIBUTIO S 


3.1 Allocations. Unless otherwise agreed to by the w1animous consen t of the 
Members any income, gain, loss, deduction, or credit of U1e Company will be allocated 
for accow1ting and tax purposes on a pro ra ta basis in proportion to U1e respective 
Percen tage Interest held by each Mem ber and in comp liance with applicable ta laws. 


3.2 Distributions. The Company will have the right to make distribu tion of 
cash and property to U1e Members on a pro rata bas is in proportion to the respective 
Percentage Interest held by each Mem ber. The timing and amow1t of dis tribu tions wi11 
be determined by the Managers in accordance with the Alaska Revised Limited 


Liabili ty Company Act. 


3.3 Limitations on Distributions. The Company must not make a d i tribu tion 
to a Mem ber if, after giving effect to the distribution : 


A. The Company would be unable to pay its debts a they become d ue in the 
usua l course of business; or 


B. The fa ir value of the Company's total asse ts would be Jes than the um of 
i ts total liabili ties plus the amount tha t would be needed, if the Company w re lo be 
dissolved at the time of the d istri bution, to sa tis fy the preferen tial right upon 
d issolution of Members, if any, whose preferential righ ts are superior to those of t11 
Members receiving the distribution.

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ARTICLE 4: MANAGEMENT 


4.1 Management. 


. . A. . _{?enerally. Subject to the terms of this Agreement and the Alaska Revised 
Limited L1ab1hty Company Act, the business and affairs of the Company will be 
m anaged by the Board of Managers, as further described below. The Members initially 
nomina te and elect the Person (s) set forth on Exhibit B to serve as the Manager(s) of the 
Company. The Managers will act under the d irection of the Members and may be 
elected or removed at any time, for any reason or no reason, by the Members holding a 
m ajority of the Voting Interest of the Company. Exhibit B must be amended to reflect 


any changes in Managers. 


B. Approval and Action. Unless greater or o ther authorization is required 
p ursuant to this Agreement or under the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company 
Act for the Company to engage in an activity or transaction, all activities or transactions 
m ust be approved by a majority of Managers, to constitute the act of the Company or 
ser ve to bind the Company, but if the Managers cannot reach a m ajority vote, the 
dispute will be submitted to the Members to be resolved by the affirmative vote of th e 
Members holding at least a majority of the Voting Interest of the Company. With such 
approval, the signature of any Managers authorized to sign on behalf of the Company is 
sufficient to bind the Company with respect to the matter or ma tters so approved. 
Without such approval, no Managers acting alone may bind the Company to any 
agreement w ith or obligation lo any third party or represent or claim to have the ability 


to so bind the Compan y. 


C. Certain Decisions Requiring Greater Authorization. otwithstanding 
clause B above, the following matters require unanimous approval of the Members in a 
consent in writing to constitute an act of the Company: 


(i) A material change in the purposes or the nature of the Comp any's 
business; 


(ii) With the exception of a transfer of interest governed by Article 7 of 
this Agreement, the admission of a new Member or a change in any 
Member's Membership Interest, Ownership Interest, Percentage 
Interest, or Voting Interest in any manner other than in accordance 
with this Agreemen t; 


(ijj) The merger o f the Company w ith any other en tity or the sale o f alJ 
or substantially all of the Company's assets; and

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(iv) The amendment of this Agreement. 


4.2 Meetings of Managers. ReguJar meetings of the Managers are not required 
but may be held at such time and place as the Managers deem necessary or desirable for 
the reasonable management of the Company. Meetings may take place in person, by 
conference call, or by an y other means permitted under the Alaska Revised Limited 
Liability Company Act. In addition, Company actions requiring a vote may be carried 
out w ithout a meeting if all of the Managers consent in writing to approve the action. 


4.3 Officers. The Managers ar e authorized to appoint one or more officers from 
time to time. The officers will have the titles, the authority, exercise the powers, and 
perform the duties that the Managers determine from time to time. Each officer will 
continue to perform and hold office until such time as (a) the officer's successor is 
chosen and appointed by the Managers; or (b) the officer is dismissed or terminated by 
the Managers, which termination will be subject to applicable law and, if an effective 
employment agreement exists between the officer and the Company, the employment 
agreement. Subject to applicable law and the employment agreement (if any), each 
officer will serve a t the direction of Managers, and may be terminated, at any time and 
for any reason, by the Managers. 


ARTICLE 5: ACCOUNTS AND ACCOUNTING 


5.1 Accounts. The Company must maintain complete accounting records of the 
Company's business, including a full and accurate record of each Company transaction. 
The records must be kept at the Company's principal executive office and must be open 
to inspection and copying by Members during normal business hours upon reasonable 
notice by the Members wishing to inspect or copy the records or tl,eir authorized 
representatives, for purposes reasonably related to the Membership Interest of such 
Members. The costs of inspection and copying will be borne by the respective Member. 


5.2 Records. The Managers will keep or cause the Company to keep the 
following business records. 


(i) An up to date lis t of the Members, each of their respective full legal 
names, last known business or residence address, Capital 
Contributions, the amount and terms of an y agreed upon future 
Capital Contribu tions, and Ownership Interests, and Voting 
Interests;

(ii) A copy of the Company's federal, s tate, and local tax infonna tion 
and income tax returns and reports, if any, for the six most recent 
taxable years; 


(iii) A copy of the articles of organization of the Company, as may be 
amended from time to time (" Articles of Organization"); and 


(iv) An original signed copy, which may include counterpart 
signatures, of this Agreement, and any amendments to this 
Agreement, signed by all then-cw:rent Members. 


5.3 Income Tax Returns. Within 45 days after the end of eacl1 taxable year, the 
Company w ill use its best efforts to send each of the Members all in.forma tion necessary 
for the Members to complete their federal and state tax information, returns, and 
reports and a copy of the Company's federal, state, and local tax information or income 
tax returns and reports for such year. 


5.4 Subchapter S Election. The Company may, upon unanimous consent of the 
Members, elect to be treated for income tax purposes as an S Corporation. This 
designation may be changed as permitted under the Internal Revenue Code 
Section 1362(d) and applicable Regulations. 


5.5 Tax Matters Member. Anytime the Company is required to designate or 
select a tax matters partner or partnership representative, pursuant to Section 6223 of 
the Internal Revenue Code and any regulations issued by the Internal Revenue Service, 
the Members must designate one of the Members as the tax matters partner or 
partnership representative of the Company and keep such designation in effect at all 
times. 


5.6 Banking. All funds of the Company must be deposited in one or m ore bank 
accounts in the nam e of the Company with one or more recognized financial 
institutions. The Managers are authorized to establish such accounts and complete, 
sign, and deliver any ban.king resolutions reasonably required by th e respective 
financial institutions in order to establish an accom1 t. 


ARTICLE 6: MEMBERSHIP - VOTING AND MEETINGS 


6.1 Members and Voting Rights. The Members have the right and power to 
vote on all matters with respect to which the Articles of Organization, th is Agreement, 
or the Alaska Revised Limited Liabil ity Company Act requires or permits. Unless 
otherwise stated in this Agreement (for example, in Section 4.l(c)) or required under the

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Alaska Re:71s_ed Limited Liability Company Act, the vote of the [embers holding at 
leaSt a m a!onty of the Voting Interest of the Company is required to approve or carry 
out an action of the m embers. 


6.2 Meetings of Members. Annual, regular, or special meetings of the Members 
are not required bu t m ay be held at such time and place as the Members deem 
n ecessary or desirable for the reasonable management of the Company. A written notice 
setting forth the d ate, time, and location of a meeting must be sent at least ten (10) days 
but no more than sixty (60) days before the date of the meeting to each Member entitled 
to vote a t the meeting. A Member may waive notice of a meeting by sending a signed 
waiver to the Company's principal executive office or as otherwise provided in the 
Alaska Revised Limited Liabili ty Company Act. In an y instance in which the approval 
of the Members is required under this Agreement, such approval may be obtained in 
any manner permitted by the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, including 
by conference call or similar communications equipment. Any action that could be 
taken at a meeting may be approved by a consent in writing that describes the action to 
be taken and is signed by Members holding the minimum Voting Interest required to 
approve the action. If any action is taken w ithout a meeting and without unanimous 
written consent of the Members, notice of such action must be sent to each Member tha t 


I did not consent to the action. 


ARTICLE 7: WITHDRAWAL AND TRANSFERS OF MEMBERSHIP INTERESTS 


7.1 Withdrawal. Members may w ithdraw from the Company prior to the 
dissolution and w inding up of the Company (a) by transferring or assigning all of their 
respective Membership Interests pursuant to Section 7.2 below, or (b) if all of the 
Members unanimously agree in a written consent. Subject to the provisions of Article 3, 
a Member that withdraws pursuant to this Section 7.1 will be entitled to a dis tribution 
from the Company in an amount equal to such Member's Capital Accow1t. 


7.2 Restrictions on Transfer; Admission of Transferee. A Member may not 
transfer any Membership Interests, whe ther now owned or later acquired, unless 
Members holding a majority of the Percentage Interests n ot subject to transfer consen t 
to such transfer. A person may acquire Membership Interests directly from the 
Company upon the written consent of all Members. A Person tha t acquires Membership 
Interests in accordance with this Section 7.2 w ill be admitted as a Member of the 
Company only after the requi rements of Section 2.3(b) are complied wi th in full.

I don’t have access to a work telephone since I’ve been telecommuting, but I’ll do my best to clarify
by email. 
 
Your advertisements and Public Notice postings were done under the Doing Business As (DBA)
name: Altered States Extractions LLC, although the actual name of your LLC is Altered State
Extractions LLC.  Changing your DBA requires getting a new state business license from the Division
of Corporations.  I know that there’s a fee required to get a new business license, although I’m not
sure what the cost is. 
 
If you want to keep with your current business license (Altered States), then you would not need to
re-advertise or re-post the Public Notice for a period of time, but your application forms would need
to list the current DBA.  If your application was approved by the Board, you would then have the
option of filing a business name change on Form MJ-13, which includes a $250.00 fee.  The form is
available online at
https://www.commerce.alaska.gov/web/Portals/9/pub/MCB/MarijuanaApplication/MJ-13.pdf for
reference.
 
If you do want to correct the DBA right now, then your corrections would include re-posting a
corrected public notice (for five days instead of ten, since the changes are fairly minor), and running
a corrected advertisement one time instead of once a week for three consecutive weeks.
