sums. No debt or other obligation shall be contracied or liability incurred by or on behalf
of the Company by the Memher;

5.2.4. Subject to approval by a Majority of the Members, 1o hold and own
any Company real and personal property m the name of the Company or others as provided
in this Agreement;

5.2.5. Subject to approval by a Majority of the Mcmbers, to execute on
behalf’ of the Company all instruments and documents, including, without limitation,
checks, drafts, notes, and other negotiable instruments, mortgages, or deeds of trust,
security agreements, financing statements, documents providing for the acquisition,
morlgage, or disposition of the Company’s property, assignments, bills of sale, leases,
partnership agreements, and any other instruments or documents necessary, in the opinion
of the Member, to accomplish the purposes of the Company;

calling the meeting. to each Meinber entitled to vote at such mecting, If mnailed, such notice
shall be deemed to be delivered two (2) days after being deposited in the United States
mail, postage prepaid, addressed to the Member at his or her address as it appears on the
books of the Company. If transmitted by way of electronic mail or facsimile, such notice
shall be deemed to be delivered on the date of such eleetronic mail or facsimile
transmission to the eleetronic mail address or fax number, if any, for the respective Member
which has been supplied by such Member to the Company and identified as such Member’s
eleetronic mail address or facsimile number.

Except as otherwise provided i this Agreement, no Member
shall have the right to withdraw from the Company. Any such withdrawal shall constitute
a material breach of this Agreement and the Company shall have the right to recover
damages fromm the withdrawn member and 1o offset the damages against any amnounts
otherwise distributable 1o such Member under this Agreement.
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7.3.  Option or Death, Bankrupicy or Involuntary Transfer. On the death,
bankruptey, or similar event (whether voluntary or involuntary) of a Member or Interest
Holder, and upon any Involuntary Transfer, the Member or Interest Holder (or such
Person’s estate) shall offer, or shall automaticaily be deemed to have offered, o sell the
Member’s or Interest Holdet's Interest to the Company or its nominee.

Section VIII
Dissolution and Termination

8.1.  Dissolution.

The Company shall not terminate until its
affairs have been wound up and its assets distributed as provided herein. Prompily upon
the dissolution of the Company, the Members shall cause to be executed and filed a Notice
of Winding Up with the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic
Development, and will liquidate the assets of the Company and apply and distribute the
proceeds of such liquidation, or distribute the Company’s assets in kind, as follows and in
the following order:
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8.3.1. Ordinary Debts. To payment of the debts and liabilities of the
Company, including debts owed to Interest Holders, in the order of priority provided by
law; provided that the Company shall first pay, to thc extent permitted by law, liabilitics
with respect to which any Interest Holder 1s or may be personally liable;

8.3.2. Reserves and Distributions. To the setting up of such reserves as the
Members may deem reasonably necessary for any contingent or unforeseen liabilities or
obligations of the Company arising out of or in connection with the Company business;

therefrom.

Section X
Indemnity

10.1.  Indemnity Rights. The Company shall indemnify each Interest Holder who
was or 1s a party or is threatened to be made a party to any threatencd, pending, or
completed action, suit, or proceeding, whether civil, criminal, administrative, or
investigative, by reason of his or her actions as an Interest Holder or by reason of his or her
acts while serving at the request of the Company as a director, officer, employee, or agent
of another coerporation, parinership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise, against
expenses, including attorneys’ fees, and against judgments, fines, and amounts paid in
seltlement actually and reasonably incurred by him or her in conncction with such action,
suit, or procecding, provided that the acts of such Interest Holder were not committed with
gross negligence or willful misconduct, and, with respect to any criminal action or
proceeding, such Intcrest Holder had no reasonable cause to believe his or her conduct was
unlawful. The ternunation of any action, suit, or proceeding by judgment, order, settlement,
or conviction, or upon a plea of no contest or its equivalent, shall not, in and of itself, create
a presumption that the Interest Holder acted with gross negligence or willful misconduct,
or with respect to any criminal action or proceeding, had reasonable cause to believe that
his or her conduct was unlawful.

10.2. Notice and Defense. Any Interest Holder who is or may be entitled (o
indemuification shall give timely written notice to the Company. the Interest Holders that
a claim has been or is about to be made against him or her, shall permit the Company to
defend him or her through legal counsel of its own choosing, and shall cooperate with the
Company in defending against ihe claim.

11.8. Waiver of Action Jor Partition. Each of the Interest Holders irrevocably
waive any right that he or she may have to maintain any action for partition with respect to
any of the Company Property.

11.9. Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire understanding
between the parties, and supersedes any prior understandings and agreements between or
among them with respect to the subject matter hereof,

11.10. Estoppel Certificate. Each Member shall, within ten (10) days after written

In the
event the parties have not agreed upon an arbitrator within twenty (20) days after either
party has demanded arbitration, either party may file a demand for arbitration with an
Alaska regional office of the American Arbitration Association (“AAA™) and a single
arbitrator shall be appointed in accordance with the then existing Commcreial Arbitration
Rules of the AAA. At all imes during arbitration, the arbitrator shall consider that the
purpose of arbitration is to ptovide for the efficient and inexpensive resolwtion of disputes,
and the arbitrator shall limit discovery whenever appropriate to inswre that this purpose is
pre-served. The dispute between the parties shall be submitted for determination withm
sixty (60) days after the arbitrator has been selected. The decision of the arbitrator shall be
rendered within thirty (30) days after the conclusion of the arbitration hearing. The decision
of the arbitrator shall be in writing and shall spceify the factual and legal basis for the
decision. Upon stipulation of the parties, or upon a showing of good cause by either party,
the arbitrator may lengthen or shorten the time periods set forth herein for conducting the
hearing or for rendering a decision. The decision of the arbitrator shall be final and binding
upon the parties. Judgment to enforce the decision of the arbitrator, whether for legal or
equitable relief, may be entered in any court having juisdiction thereof, and the parties
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hereto expressly and irrevocably consent to the jurisdiction of the Alaska Courts for such
purpose, The arbitrator shall conduct all proceedings pursuant to the then existing
Commercial Arbitration Rules of the AAA, to the extent such rules are not inconsistent
with the provisions of this Article III. The AAA Uniform Rules of Procedwre shall not
apply to any arbitration proceeding relating to the subject matter or terms of the documents.
In the event a dispute is submitted to arbitration pursuant to this Section, the prevailing
party shall be entitled to the payment of its reasonable atlomeys’ fees and costs, as
determined by the arbitrator, Each of the partics shall keep all disputes and arbitration
proceedings strictly confidential, except for disclosures of information required by
applicable law or regulation.

Section XIII
Agreement of Spouses of Members

By exccuting this Agreement, the spouse of gach Interest Holder acknowledges and
consents to the terms and conditions of this Agreement and agrees, for himself or herself
and for the community of himself and herself and the Interest Holder, to be bound hereby.
Each spouse of an Interest Holder, for himself or herself and the community of which he
or she is a member, hereby irrevocably appoints the Interest Holdcr as attorney-in-fact with
an irrevocable proxy coupled with an Interest to vote on any matter to come before the
Members or to agree to and execute any amendments of this Agreement without further
consent or acknowledgment of the spouse and to execute proxies, instruments, or
documents in the spousc’s name as may be required to cffect the same. This power of
attorney is intended to be durable and shall not be atfected by disability of the spouse.

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EXHIBIT B
Tax Matters

1. Definitions. The capitalized words and plwrases used in this Exhibit B shail have
the following meanings:

1.1, “Adjusted Book Value” means with respect to Company Property, the
Property’s Initial Book Value with the adjustments required under this Agreement.

1.2, “Adjusted Capital Account Deficit” means, with respect to any Interest
Holder, the deficit balance, if any, in the Interest Holder’s Capital Account as of the end of
the relevant Fiscal Ycar, after giving cffect to the following adjustments:

1.2.1. the Capital Account shall be increased by the amounts which the
Interest Holder is obligated to restore under this Agreement or is deemed obligated fo
restore pursuant to Regulation Sections 1.704-2(g)(1) and (1)(5) (i.e., the Interest Holder's
share of Minimum Gain and Member Minimum Gain); and

1.2.2. the Capital Account shall be decreased by the itewns described in
Regulation Sections 1.704-1(b}2){ii)(d}(4), (5) and (6).

This definition of Adjusted Capital Account Deficit is intended to comply with Section
1.704-1(b)(2)(1i}(d) of the Treasury Regulations and shall be interpreted and applied in a
manner consistent with that Regulation.

1.3.  “Capital Account” means the account maintained by the Company for each
Interest Holder in accordance with the following provisions:

1.3.1. An Interest Holder’s Capital Account shall be credited with the

income and gain; and the amount of Company liabilities that are assumed by the Interest
Holder under Regulation Section 1.704-1(b)(2){(iv)(c);

1.3.2. AnIntercst Halder’s Capital Account shall be debited with the amount
of money distributed to the Interest Holder; the fair market value of any Company property
distributed to the Interest Holder (net of liabilities secured by such distributed Property that
the Interest Holder is considered to assume or take subject to under Section 752 of the
Code); the Interest Holder’s allocable share of Loss and items of deduction; and the amount
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of the Interest Holder’s liabilities that are assumed by the Company under Regulation
Section 1.704-1{b)(2)(iv)(c);

1.3.3. If Company Property is distributed to an Interest Holder, the Capital
Accounts of all Interest Holders shall be adjusted as it the distributed Property had been
sold in a taxable disposition for the gross fair market value of such Property on the date of
distribution (taking into account Section 7701 of the Code) and the Profit or Loss from
such disposition allocated to the Interest Holders as provided in this Exhibit B.

1.3.4. If money or other Property {other than a de minimis amount) is (a)
contributed to the Company by a new or existing Interest Holder in exchangc for an interest
in the Company; or (b) distributed by the Company to a retiring or continuing Interest
Holder as consideration for an interest in the Company; then, if the Members deem such
an adjustment to be necessary to reflect the economic interests of the Interest Holders, the
Book Value of the Company’s Property shall be adjusted to equal its gross fair market
value on such date (taking into account Section 7701(g) of the Code) and the Capital
Accounts of all Interest Holders shall be adjusted in the same manner as if all the Company
Property had been sold in a taxable disposition for such amount on such date and the Profit
or Loss allocated to the Interest Holders as provided in this Exbibit B.

1.3.5. To the extent an adjustment to the tax basis of any Company asset

“Initidl Beok Value" means, with respect to Property contributed to the
Company by an Interest Holder, the Property’s fair market value at the time of contribution
and, with respect to all other Property, the Property’s adjusted basis for federal income tax
purposes at the time of acquisition.

1.7. "Member Nonrecourse Debt” has the meaning set forth in Section 1.704-
2(b)(4) of the Treasury Regulations for “partner nonrecourse debt.”

1.8. “"Member Nonrecourse Debt Minimum Gain” has the meaning set forth in
Regulation Section 1.704-2(i) for “partner nonrecourse debt minimum gain.”

1.9.  "Member Nonrecourse Deductions " has the meaning set forth in Regulation
Section 1.704-2(1) for “partner nonrecourse deductions.”

1.10.  “Nonrecourse Deductions” has the meaning set forth in Regulation Section
1.704-2(b)(1). The amount of Nonrecourse Deductions shall be determined according to
the provisions of Regulation Section 1.704-2(c).

1.11. “MNonrecourse Liability” has the meaning set forth in Regulation Section

1.704-2(b)(3).

1.12. "“Profit” and “Loss” means, for cach Fiscal Year of the Company (or other
periad for which Profit or Loss must be computed), the Company’s taxable income or loss
determined in accordance with Code Section 703(a), with the following adjustments:

1.12.1. All items of income, gain, loss, deduction, or credit required to be
stated scparately pursuant to Code Section 703(a)(1) shall be included in computing taxable
income or loss;

1.12.2. Any tax-exempt income of the Company, not otherwise taken into
account in computing Profit or Loss, shall be mcluded in computing Profit or Loss;

1.12.3. Any expenditures of the Company described in Code Section
705(a)2)(B) (or treated as such pursuant to Regulation Section 1.7¢4-1(b)(2)(iv)(1)) and
not otherwise taken into account in computing Profit or Loss, shall be included in
computing Profit or Loss;

1.13, “Treasury Regulations™ or “Regulations™ means the income tax regulations,
mcluding any temporary regulations, promulgated under the Code as such regulations may
be amended from time to time (inciuding corresponding provisions of succeeding
regulations).

2. Allocarions. After making any special allocations contained in Section 2.5,
remaining Profits and losses shall be allocated for any Fiscal Year in the following
marner:

The Company shall be responsible for any costs incurred by any
Member with respect to a tax audit or tax-reiated administrative or judicial proceeding
against the Member, The Tax Matters Partner shall not compronise any dispute with the
Internal Revenue Service without the approval of the Members.

The Members shall cause the preparation and
timely filing of all tax returns required {o be filed by the Company pursuant to the Codc
and all other tax returns deemed necessary and required in each jurisdiction in which the
Company does business.

2.9, dnnual Accounting Period. The annual accounting period of the Company
shall be its Fiscal Year. The Company’s Fiscal Year shall be selccted by the Members,
subject to the requirements and limitations of the Code.

2.10. Knowledgze. The Interest Holders acknowledge that they understand the
cconomic and income tax consequences of the allocations and distributions under this
Agreement and agree to be bound by the provisions of this Exhibit B in reporting their
taxable income and loss from the Company.

2.11. Amendment. The Members are hercby authorized, upon the advice of the
Company’s tax counsel, 1o amend this Exhibit B to comply with the Code and the
Regulations promulgated under Code Section 704(b); pravided, however, that no
amendment shall materially affect the distributions to an Interest Holder without the
Interest Holder’s prior written consent.

Formula For Determining The Purchase Price Of A Member’s Interest And
Payment Terms Pursuant To Section VII

When required pursuant to Section VIl of this Agreement, the value of an Interest
will be determined by a valuation professional accredited in business valuation by the
AICPA or American Society of Appraisers (“Appraiset™). Such Appraiser shall be jointly
sclected by the Company and the ofiering Member, Interest Holder, or such Person’s estate
(the “Offering Member”) within fiftecn (15) days after the other Members’ actual
knowledge of the Oftering Mcmber’s death or bankruptey. The cost of the Appraiser shall
be borne equally by the Company and the Oftering Member. If a mutvally satisfactory
Appraiser cannot be selected, then the Company and the Offering Member each shall select
and pay for its own Appraiser and the two Appraisers shall atiempt to reconcile their
valuations to arrive at a single valuation. It they are unable to do so, they shall jointly select
a third Appraiser to value the Offering Member’s Interest. The cost of the third Appraiser
shall be borne equally by the Company and the Offering Member. The three Appraisers
shall attempt to reconcile their valuations to arrive at a single valuation. If thcy arc unable
to do so, then the iniddle of the three appraisals shall be used as the valuation. The standard
of value shall be fair market value.

If applicable, each party shall appoint its Appraiser within seven (7) days after the
parties determine they cannot agree on a single Appraiser. The two Appraiscrs appointed
shail sclect a third Appraiser within seven (7) days after they determine they cannot agree
on a single valuation. The Appraisers shall be instructed to provide their valuations within
thirty (30) days after their appointment.

Payment of the Offering Member’s Interest shall be due and payable by the
Company as follows: ten percent (10%) in cash within sixty (60) days after acceptance by
the Company of the offer to purchase the Offering Member’s Interest and the balance in
ten (10} equal semi-annual installments commencing on the six (6) month anniversary of
the initial down payment, together with interest on the unpaid balance from time to time
outstanding until paid at the prime rate of interest reported by The Wall Streer Jouwrnal -
Western Lidition (such rate to be determined and fixed as of the date of the initial payment
hereunder), payable at the same time as and in addition to the installments of principal.

Section V
Management

5.1. Management. Subject to the rights under the Act or the provisions of this Agreement
to approve certain actions, the business and affairs of the Company shall be managed by a
Manager who shall be elected by majority approval of the Members. The Manager need not be a
Member of the Company. The Manager shall direct, manage, and control the business of the
Company to the best of their ability and, subject only to those restrictions set forth in the Act or
this Agreement, shall have full and complete authority, power, and discretion to make any and all
decisions and to do any and all things which the Members deem appropriate to accomplish the
business and objectives of the Company. The Manager shall hold office until their resignation,
removal from office, or death. Upon the happening of any of these events, a successor Manager
shall be appointed to fill the vacancy by majority approval of the Members.

5.1.1. Manager for Retail Store Operations. In addition to the Manager identified
in Section 5.1, the Members may elect one or more Manager For Retail Store Operations
to manage, control, and conduct the business and affairs of any and each Marijuana Retail
Store operated by the Company by majority approval of the Membership Interests. The
Manager for Retail Store Operations need not be a Member of the Company. The term,
salary, duties, rights, and powers of the Retail Store Manager shall be fixed from time to
time by the Members.

5.2.4. Subject to approval by a Majority of the Members, to hold and own any
Company real and personal property in the name of the Company or others as provided in
this Agreement;

5.2.5. Subject to approval by a Majority of the Members, to execute on behalf of
the Company all instruments and documents, including, without limitation, checks,
drafts, notes, and other negotiable instruments, mortgages, or deeds of trust, security
agreements, financing statements, documents providing for the acquisition, mortgage, or
disposition of the Company’s property, assignments, bills of sale, leases, partnership
agreements, and any other instruments or documents necessary, in the opinion of the
Manager, to accomplish the purposes of the Company;

5.2.6. To employ accountants, legal counsel, managing agents, or other experts to
perform services for the Company and compensate them from Company funds;

5.2.7. Except for the agreements described in Section 5.3.6 below, to enter into
any and all other agreements on behalf of the Company, with any other Person for any
purpose, in such forms as the Manager may approve;

5.2.8. To vote any shares or interests in other entities in which Company holds an
interest;

5.2.9. To do and perform all other acts as may be necessary or appropriate to
accomplish the purposes of the Company; and

5.2.10. To take such other actions as do not expressly require the consent of any
non-managing Members under this Agreement.

Unless authorized to do so by this Agreement, no Manager, Member, agent, or
employee of the Company shall have any power or authority to bind the Company in any
way, to pledge its credit, or to render it liable for any purpose.

OPERATING AGREEMENT

The following document is the operating agreement of:
Pakalolo Management Services, LLC
Hereafter referred to in this document as “The Company.”
The Company was formed on August 24, 2018 when articles of organization were
filed with the state of Alaska. A copy of this document has been placed in The Company
record book. All members of The Company hereby agree with its provisions. The

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Ownership Percentage—A member’s ownership interest in The Company shall
be calculated as a percentage based on the member’s contribution. A member’s

percentage in The Company may only take place upon approval of a majority of the
members.

Voting—Each member shall be entitled to vote on matters affecting The
Company at a meeting held to discuss such matters.

Compensation—Members will not be paid for their time in managing The
Company. Members may, however, receive compensation in the form of salaries,
bonuses, or any other gratuity allowed by law for services rendered to The Company as
an employee, officer, or independent contractor.

Minutes of all meetings shall be taken and a copy provided to all members. A
copy shall also be placed in the Company minute book.

FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

Tax Classification—The members intend for The Company to be taxed as a S
Corporation. Officers are hereby granted authority to do whatever necessary to retain “S
Corporation” tax status with State and Federal agencies.

Accounting—The Company shall have a tax year beginning January 1 and
ending December 31 of each year. Accordingly, The Company shall be known as a
calendar year taxpayer. The books of the Company shall be maintained on a cash basis.

Tax Matters Partner—The Company shall appoint a representative to handle tax
and accounting matters. This person shall be the Secretary of The Company, and if the
Secretary is unable to act in this position, then the President shall act instead.

Banking—The President and/or Secretary of The Company shall establish bank
account(s) with a bank that meets the approval of all members if available for the entity.
The President and Secretary shall sign on the account and have the authority to draft
funds from said accounts for payment of company obligations. No officer of The
Company shall have the authority to borrow money or obtain lines of credit without
express written approval of all members. This does not, however, apply to credit accounts
opened with suppliers. The officers may obtain credit from suppliers in due course of
operating the business. Bank statements shall be available to all members at any time
upon their request either verbally or in writing.

Property—Title to all property purchased or leased for The Company shall be
titled in the name of The Company.
