Applicants should review Title 17.38 of Alaska
Statutes and Chapter 306 of the Alaska Administrative Code. This form will be used to document how an applicant intends to meet
the requirements of those statutes and regulations. If your business has a formal operating plan, you may include a copy of that
operating plan with your application, but all fields of this form must still be completed per 3 AAC 306.020(c).

Section 2 - Control Plan for Persons Under the Age of 21

2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

The entire cultivation premises will be designated a restricted access area and the facility will not be
open to the public. Signs will be posted stating, "Restricted Access Area" "Visitors Must be
Escorted" as well as signs stating, "No one under 21 years of age allowed." Also, signs stating
"Video and Audio Surveillance in progress." will be placed around the facility. Video surveillance
cameras will be visible throughout the facility as well as around the exterior perimeter of the building

to continuously monitor the premises and to deter any unauthorized individuals from attempting to
access the premises.

Section 3 - Security
Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

Any individual permitted entry to restricted access areas will be required to provide government issued photo identification
(with exception of AMCO, AMCO Enforcement and Local Law Enforcement), and will be given a company-issued visitor
badge to be displayed on their person at all times within the facility. The pre approved visitor will sign into a log indicating
the date, time in and time out of the restricted area, and purpose of the visit. The visitor's log will be kept and stored as
official business records, and will be made available to AMCO and Enforcement upon request. Visitors will be limited to a
ratio of 5 to one per supervising licensee or designated employee. All visitors will be escorted by either a licensee or
designated employee at all times during their visit and must return the visitors badge when leaving the facility. Visitors
must be physically present with their designated escort at all times in the restricted access areas. Facility doors will be
locked at all times. Signs will be posted on the outside of the building saying "Restricted Access only, Visitors must be

Escorted." Cameras will be visible and recording to defer any unwanted attempted access. Only Licensees/Designated
employees/Management will have keys.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

All visitors (with exception of an agent of AMCO, AMCO Enforcement, Law Enforcement or other
duly authorized borough agents) who are granted access to the cultivation facility must sign a
visitors log noting their name, date of visit, the purpose of visit, and the time in and out of the facility.
When visitors are signing in, they will be required to provide valid government issued photo
identification providing that they are at least 21 years of age or older. Each visitor will be issued a
visitor's badge to be worn and clearly displayed the entire time that they are in the facility. A licensee
or designated employee will escort and supervise the visitors at all times never to exceed a ratio of 5
visitors per licensee/employee. The visitor log will be stored along with all other business records.
The visitor logs will be available to AMCO and Enforcement upon request. All visitors must vacate
the premises immediately when the visit concludes.

Security Alarm Systems and Lock Standards (3 AAC 306.715):

3.4. Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement:

Commercial grade weather resistant exterior lighting will be installed against the building and around
the property. The exterior lighting will be positioned in such a way to keep the premises, signs, and
doors well lit and to ensure surveillance cameras can record a clear image of any individual within
20 feet of any entrance to the licensed premises. All exterior lighting fixtures will be installed at an
inaccessible height to deter vandalism and common obstructions. Flood light type of bulbs will be
used to ensure visibility and to deter crime.
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3.5. An alarm system is required for all license types that must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed
premises is closed for business. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises, explain how it will meet all
regulatory requirements, and outline your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or
agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach:

LBS, LLC will contract with a third party security company to install the alarm system, maintain the equipment,
periodically test the devices and continuously monitor the facility at an off-site security monitoring center. The
alarm system will be set up to monitor for intrusions with motion detectors in all areas of the building, active
during closed hours, as well as door sensors on the each entrance/exit door. If triggered, an automatic,
electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring center as well as to the licensees' cell phones and/or the
manager. This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter potential intruders. Licensee and manager will
have access to remotely view the security footage live via their cellular phones. The alarm system will be
active at all times that the facility is closed. The last employee or licensee to leave the cultivation facility each
night will activate the alarm system and the first employee or licensee to arrive in the morning will deactivate
the system. In the event that the alarm system sends an electronic alert to local law enforcement to notify
them of an unauthorized breach, the management team will evacuate the building (if it's safe to do and
necessary) to a pre-determined safe location. A designated employee will take a head count of employees
and any visitors that may have been on the premises to ensure everyone is accounted for. Management will
await instruction from law enforcement and comply with all directives. Once it is safe to do so, employees will
return to the facility and inspect for property damage, theft, take inventory and submit all necessary and
requested documentation to law enforcement officials and to AMCO enforcement. Additionally, any event that
occurs on the licensed premises that involves local law enforcement will be promptly reported to AMCO
Enforcement via email. in the case of the establishments knowledge of evidence or circumstances that
reasonably indicate theft, diversion, or unexplained disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, or
money from the licensed premises; or any unauthorized access to the licensed premises, the licensee's will
notify AMCO and AMCO Enforcement within 24 hours.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

Video surveillance will continuously monitor all activity inside the facility. A manager or a designated employee will be required to
perform weekly inventory counts to ensure the business records match Metrc records. Weekly counts are documented as
business records. If it is discovered or suspected that theft or diversion has occurred, employees will alert the Licensee or
manager immediately. LBS, LLC has a zero tolerance policy towards theft or diversion/inversion. Employees will complete
mandatory training in identifying theft or diversion. If it has been determined that an employee is caught stealing marijuana the
company will notify local law enforcement immediately, comply with all law enforcement and AMCO directives, and provide the
necessary information and records for a thorough investigation. Once a theft is reported, management will update the product
records in Metrc, and in the business records so as to maintain accurate and complete accounting for all marijuana in the
inventory.

Appropriate signage such as; "No Loitering" will be posted around the facility informing persons that
loitering is prohibited. Persons found loitering will be asked to leave. If they do not, local law
enforcement will be notified. Additionally, bright exterior lighting should discourage loitering.

The perimeter of the building will be equipped with ample lighting and video surveillance cameras as
well as cameras in all interior areas of the facility. Interior video surveillance will provide recordings
of any area where marijuana is grown, cured, processed, and packaged, or where marijuana waste
is destroyed. Interior cameras will be placed to allow for the clear and certain identification, without
obstruction, of a person and activity in these areas at all times. Exterior cameras will be positioned
to provide a clear view adequate to identify any individual within 20 feet any exterior entrance.

3.14. Describe the locked and secure area where video surveillance recording equipment and original copies of surveillance records
will be housed and stored, and how you will ensure the area is accessible only to authorized personnel, law enforcement, or an
agent of the Marijuana Control Board.

All surveillance recording equipment and footage will be stored in the storage and surveillance
equipment room located within the cultivation facility. The office will be accessible only by authorized
employees and the licensees, and will be locked at all times. Recorded data will be stored for a
minimum of forty (40) days. All recordings will be time and date stamped, and archived in a format

that prevents alteration of the recorded image. Recordings and surveillance data will be available to
AMCO and law enforcement upon request.

4.2. A marijuana establishment is required to exercise due diligence in preserving and maintaining all required records. Describe
how you will prevent records and data, including electronically maintained records, from being lost or destroyed:

All required records maintained in paper format will be housed in the secure storage and
surveillance equipment room for a minimum of six (6) months. Older records (at least one year old)
may be housed off-premises.

All electronic records will be maintained on a local hard drive, as well as backed regularly to an
external hard drive or cloud-based document storage site (e.g. Dropbox or Google Drive).

Critical files and documents will be placed in a fire safe cabinet.

Company training will include LBS, LLC internal policies and
procedures, state statutes and regulations, municipal code, diversion prevention, cultivation
techniques, sanitation and hygiene, METRC and safety protocols. Training will be arranged by the
licensee or manager at the beginning of employment and when updates are needed or when issues
arise.

The manifest will document the strain name, type of product, batch number, weight, name of
the transporter and handler's ID, time of departure and expected delivery, and the make, model, and
license plate of the transporting vehicle. The transport vehicle will travel directly between
destinations without making any unnecessary stops, and marijuana will be sealed in not more than
five (5) pound containers inside a locked storage compartment within the vehicle for wholesale
transactions and packages up to one ounce containers for re-sale by retailers without re-packaging.
At no time during transit will marijuana be visible outside the vehicle. Continued pg 11.

The marijuana establishment from which a shipment of marijuana or marijuana product originates will ensure
that any individual transporting marijuana shall have a marijuana handler permit required under 3 AAC 306.700.

The marijuana establishment that originates the transport of any marijuana or marijuana product will use the
marijuana inventory tracking system to record the type, amount, and weight of marijuana or marijuana product
being transported, the name of the transporter, the time of departure and expected delivery, and the make,
model, and license plate number of the transporting vehicle.

The marijuana establishment that originates the transport of any marijuana or marijuana product will ensure that
a complete printed transport manifest on a form prescribed by the board must be kept with the marijuana or
marijuana product at all times during transport.

During transport, any marijuana or marijuana product will be in a sealed package or container in a locked, safe,
and secure storage compartment in the vehicle transporting the marijuana or marijuana product, and the sealed
package will not be opened during transport.

Any vehicle transporting marijuana or marijuana product will travel directly from the shipping marijuana
establishment to the receiving marijuana establishment, and will not make any unnecessary stops in between
except to deliver or pick up marijuana or marijuana product at any other licensed marijuana establishment.

When the marijuana establishment receives marijuana or marijuana product from another licensed marijuana
establishment, the recipient of the shipment will use the marijuana inventory tracking system to report the type,
amount, and weight of marijuana or marijuana product received.

The marijuana establishment will refuse to accept any shipment of marijuana or marijuana product that is not
accompanied by the transport manifest.

3.6 Continued: Documentation related to any theft will be maintained as part of the business
records for up to five (5) yeas and be available to AMCO or law enforcement agency's upon
request. LBS, LLC will take steps to ensure that illegal conduct by any employee or visitor
does not compromise the facilities license, or legitimate business operations. Only designated
personnel will have access to marijuana storage areas. Continuous video surveillance will

record and monitor the marijuana storage areas and individuals entering and exiting these
areas.

8.1 Continued: 8.1 The transport vehicle will travel directly between destinations without
making any unnecessary stops, and marijuana will be sealed in not more than five (5) pound
containers inside a locked storage compartment within the vehicle for wholesale transactions
and packages up to one ounce containers for re-sale by retailers without re-packaging. At no
time during transit will marijuana be visible outside the vehicle. The shipping container will
have a label stating that a licensed testing facility has tested each batch in the shipment, and
list: (1) the date of final testing; (2) the cannabinoid potency profile, expressed as a range of
percentages that extends from the lowest percentage to highest percentage of concentration
for each cannabinoid listed from every test conducted on that strain of marijuana from the
same marijuana cultivation facility within the last three months; (3) a statement listing the
results of microbial testing and (4) a statement listing the contaminants for which the marijuana
was tested, including molds, mildew, filth, herbicides, pesticides, fungicides, and harmful
chemicals. Any packaging done at the facility will be performed in an area specifically set
aside for packaging and monitored with 24-hour surveillance. Packaging will be uniform with
labels secure and prominently displayed. The facility will use certified scales in compliance
with the Alaska Weights and Measures Act and will maintain registration and inspection
reports at the facility. After agent's package marijuana they will be placed in sanitized, air-tight
containers, labeled with all compliant labeling information, and given a barcode for the
inventory control system. Plastic packaging will be heat-sealed without an easy-open tab,
dimple, corner, or flap. Packaged marijuana will be stored in a secured area until ready for
transport. Labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the cultivation facility; (2)

the date the marijuana was harvested; (3) the harvest batch number assigned to the
marijuana; (4) the date the marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity of
usable marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible with the inventory tracking
system; (6) a complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation of
the marijuana. Vehicles that will be used for transportation of marijuana will contain a secure
and sanitary area affixed to the inside of the transportation vehicle that will lock and will ensure
the marijuana cannot be seen by anyone from outside of the transportation vehicle. Prior to
departure, a manager will ensure all marijuana is in sealed packages, and locked in the safe
and secure storage compartment in the transport vehicle. All employees will be trained and will
understand that under no circumstances (absent instruction from a duly authorized law
enforcement officer) shall a sealed package containing marijuana be opened during
transportation. The vehicle storage box will be a large rectangular industrial container mounted
and secured within the vehicle, accessible by a combination or key lock. The structure will be
formed of steel, hard plastic or like materials. LBS, LLC may contract with a third-party
transport company and will ensure they have their marijuana handler permits.
