THIS OPERATING AGREEMENT is made and sntered into effective January 15, 2020, by and among
Mark Ha (collectlvely refened to in this agreement as the'Members').

THE LIMITED LIABILITY GOMPANY


1.1 Formation. Effective January 15, 2020, the Members form a limited liability company under the name
Caribbean Dreams, LLC. (the'Company") on the terms and conditions ln thls Operating Agreement (the


"Agreemenf) and pursuant to the Limited Liability Gompany Act of the State of Alaska (the 'Acf'). The
Members agree to file with the appropriate agency within the State of Alaska charged with processing and
maintaining such records all documentation required for the formatlon of the Company. The rights and
obligations of the parties are as provided in the Act except as othenrvise expressly providod in this
Agreement.


1.2 Name. The business of the Company will be conducted under the name Caribbean Dreams, LLC., or
such other name upon which the Members may unanimously may agree.


1.3 Purpose. The purpose of the Company is to engage in any lawful act or activity for which a Limited
Liability Company may be formed within the State of Alaska.


1.4 Offtm, The Company will maintain its princlpal business office within the State of Alaska at the
following address: 5001 Eagle Street, Anchorage, AK 99517.


1.5 Regrlstered Agent. Mark Ha ls the Company's initial registered agent in the State of Alaska, and the
registered offics is 5001 Eagle Street, Anchorage, AK 99503.


1.6 Term. The term of the Company commences on January 15,2020 and shall continue perpetually
unless sooner terminated as provided in this Agreement.


1.7 Names and Addresses of Members. The Members' names and addressos are attached as Schedule
1 to this Agreement.


1.8 Admlss/o n of Add&onal Mombers. Except as otherwise expressly provided in thls Agreement, no
additional members may be admitted to the Company through issuance by the company of a new interest
in the Company without the prior unanimous written consent of the Members.


sEcTloN 2
CAPITAL GONTRIBUTIONS


2.1 lnttlal Contributions. The Members lnitlally shall contribute to the Company capftal as described in
Schedule 2 attached to this Agreement.


2.2 Additional Contributions. No Member shall be obligated to make any additional contribution to the
Company's capital without the prior unanimous written consent of the Members.
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2.3 No lnterest on Capital Contrtbdbns. Members are not ontitled to interest or other compensation for
or on account of their capital contributions to the Company except to the extent, if any, expressly provided


in this Agreement.


SEGTION 3
ALLOCATION oF PROFITS AND LOSSES; DISTRIBUTIONS


3.1 Profits/Losses. For financial accounting and tax purposes, the Company's not profits or net losses
shall be dEtErmined on an annual basis and shall be allocated to the Members in proportion to each
Membe/s relative capital interest in the Gompany as set forth in Schedule 2 as amended from time to
time in accordance with U.$. Department of the Treasury Regulation 1.704-1.


3.2 Di$rtbuilons. The Members shall determine and distribute available funds annually or at more
fequent intervals as they see fit. Available funds, as refered to herein, shall mean the net cash of the
Company available after appropriate provision for expenses and liabilities, as determined by the
Managors. Distributions in liquidation of the Company or in liquidation of a Membefs interest shall be
madeln accordance with the positive capttal account balances pursuant to U.S. Department of the
Treasury Regulation 1.704.1(b)(2XiiXbX2). To the extent a Member shall have a negative capltal account
balance, thEre shall be a quallfled lncome offset, as set forth in U.S, Department of the Treasury
Regulation 1.704.1 (bXAXiD(d).


3.3 /Vo Right to Demand Retum of Capital. No Member has any right to any return of capital or other
distribution except as expressly provided in this Agreement. No Member has any drawing account in the
Company.


sEcfloN 4
INDEMNIFICATION


The Company shall indemnifiT any person who was or ls a party defendant or is threatened to bo made a
party defendant, pending or completed a6tion, suit or proceeding, whether civil, criminal, adminlstrative,
or lnvestigative (other than an action by or in the rlght of the Company) by reason of the fact that he ls or
was a Member of the Company, Manager, employee or agent of the Company, or is or was serving at the
request of the Company, against expenses (including attorney's fees), judgments, fines, and amounts
paid in settlement actually and reasonably incuned in connection with such actlon, sult or proceeding if
the Members determine that he acted in good faith and in a manner he reasonably believed to be in or
not opposed to the best interest of the Company, and with respect to any criminal action proceeding, has
no reasonable cause to believe his/her conduct was unlawful. The termination of any ac'tion, suit, or
procoeding by judgment, order, settlement, convic'tion, or upon a plea of "no lo Contendere" or its
equivalent, shall not in itself create a presumption that the person did or did not act in good faith and in a
manner which he reasonably believed to be in the best interest of the Company, and, with respect to any
crlminal action or proceeding, had reasonable cause to believe that his/her conduct was lawful


sEcTtoN 5
POWERS AND DUTIES OF MANAGERS


5.1 Managoment of Company.


5.1.1 The Members, within the authority granted by the Act end the terms of this Agreement shall have
the complete power and authority to manage and operate the Company and make all declsions affecting
its business and affairs.


5.1.2 Except as otherwiso provided in thls Agreement, all decisions and documents relating to the
managementand operation of the Company shatl be made and exearted by a Majori$ in lnterest of the
Members.
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5.1.3 Third pafties dealing with the Company shall be entitled to rely conclusively upon the power and
authority of a Majority in lnterest of the Members to manage and operate the business and affairs of the
Company.


5.2 Declsions by Mombors. Whenever in this Agreement reference is made to the decision, consent,
approval, judgm-ent, or action of the Members, unless othenryise expressly prwided in this Agreement,
such declsion, consent, approval, judgment, or action shall mean a Majority of the Members.


5.3 Withdrawal by a Member.A Member has no power to withdraw from the Company, except as
otherwise provided in Section 8.


SEGTION 6
SAI-ARIES, REIMBURSEMENT, AND PAYMENT OF EXPENSES


6.1 Organizatlon Expenses. All expenses incuned in connection with organization of the Company will be
pald by the Company.


6.2 Salary. No salary will be paid to a Member for the performance of his or her duties under this
Agreement unless the salary has been approved in writing by a Majorifl of the Members.


6.3 Legal and Accountingseryices. The Company may obtain legal and accounting services to the
extent reasonably nscessary for the conduct of the Company's business.

BOOKS OFAGCOUNT, ACCOUNTING REPORTS, TAX RETURNS,


FISCALYEAR, BANKING


7.1 Method of Accounting. The Company will use the method of accounting previously determined by the
Members for financial reporting and tax purposes.


7.2 Fiscal Year; Taxable Year. The fiscal year and the taxable year of the Company is the calendar year.


7.3 Capital Accounfs. The Company will maintain a CapitalAccount for each Member on a cumulative
basis in accordance with federal income tax accounting principles.


7.4 Banking. All funds of the Company will be deposited in a separate bank account or in an account or
accounts of a savings and loan association in the name of tho Company as determined by a Majority of
the Members. Company funds will be invested or deposited with an institution, the accounts or deposits of
whlch are insured or guaranteed by an agency of the United States governmant.


sEcTloN I
TRANSFER OF MEMBERSHIP INTEREST


8.1 SaIe or Encumbrance Prohibited. Except as othenrise permitted in this Agreement, no Member may
voluntarily or involuntarily tansfer, sell, convey, encumber, pledge, assign, or otherwise dispose of
(collectlvely, "Transfer') an interest in the Company without the prior written consent of a majortty of the
othEr nontransfenlng Members determined on a p€r caplta basis,


8.2 Right of First Refusal, Notwithstanding Section 8,1, a Member may transfer all or any part of the
Member's interest in the Company (the "lnterest") as follows:


8.2.1 The Member desiring to transfer hls or her lnterest flrst must provide wrltten notice (the "Notice') to
the other Members, specifoing the price and terms on which the Member is prepared to sellthe lnterest
(the'Offefl).
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8.2.2 For a perlod of 30 days after recelpt of the Notice, the Members may acquire all, but not less than
all, of the lnterest at the price and under the terms specified in the Offer. lf the other Members desiring to


acquire the lnterest cannot agree among themselves on the allocation of the lnterest among them, the


allocation will be proportional to the Ownership lnterests of those Membens desiring to acquire the
lnterest.


8.2.3 Closing of the sale of the lnterest will occur as stated in the Offer; provided, however, that the
closing will not be less than 45 days after expiration of the 30-day notice period.


8.2.4 lf the other Members fail or refuse to notifu the transfening Member of their desire to acquire all of
the lnterest proposed to be transfened within the 30-day period following receipt of the Notice, then the
Members witl be doemed to have waived their right to acquiro the lnterest on the terms described ln the
Offer, and the transfening Member may sell and convey the lnterest consistent with the Offer to any other
person or entity; provided, however, that notwithstanding anything in Section 8.2 to the contrary, should
the sale to a third person be at a price or on tsrms that are more favorable to the purchaser than stated in


the Offer, then the transfening Member must reoffer the sale of the lnterest to the remaining Members at
that other price or other terms; provided, further, that if the sale to a third person is not closed within six
months after the expiration of the 30-day period describe above, then the provisions of Section 8.2 will
again apply to the lnterest proposed to be sold or conveyed.


8.2.5 Notwithstanding the foregoing provlsions of Section 8.2, should the sols remaining Member be
entltled to and elect to acquire all the lnterests of the other Members of the Company in accordance wlth
the provisions of Section 8.2, the acquiring Member may assign tho right to acquire the lnterests to a
spouse, lineal descendent, or an affiliated entity if the assignment is reasonably belisved to be necessary
to continue the existence of the Company as a limited liability company.


8.3 Substrtuted Parties. Any transfer in which the Transferee becomes a fully substituted Member is not
permitted unless and untll:


(1) The transferor and assignee execute and dellver to the Company the documents and insfruments of
conveyance necessary or appropriate in the optnion of counsel to the Company to effect the transfer and
to confirm the agreement of the permltted assignee to be bound by the provisions of this Agreement; and


(2) The transferor fumishes to the Company an oplnion of counsel, satisfactory to the Company, that the
transfer will not cause the Company to terminate for federal income tax purposes or that any termination
is not adverse to the Company or the other Members.


8.4 Death, lncompetency, or Bankruptcy of Member. On the death, adjudicated incompetence, or
bankruptcy of a Member, unless the Company exercises its rights under Section 8.5, the successor in
lnterest to the Member (whether an estate, bankruptcy trustee, or otherwise) will receive only the
economic right to recelve dlstrlbutions whenever made by the Company and the Membefs allocable
share of taxable income, gain, loss, deduction, and credit (the "Economic Rights'') unless and until a
majority of the other Members detErmined on a per capita basis admit the transferee as a fully substituted
Member in accordance with the provisions of Section 8.3.


8.4.1 Any transfer of Economic Rights pursuant to Section 8.4 will not include any right to participate ln
management of the Company, including any right to vote, consent to, and will not include any right to
information on the Company or its operations or financial condition. Following any transfer of only the
Economic Rights of a Member's lnterest in the Company, the transfening Membsfs power and right to
vote or consent to any matter submitted to the Members will be eliminated, and the Ownerchip lnterests
of the rcmaining Memberc, for pumoses only of such votes, consents, and participation In management,
will be proportionately increased until such time, if any, as the transferee of the Economic Rights
bEcomes a fully substituted Member.


8.5 Death Buy Out. Notwithstanding the foregoing provislon of Section I, the Members covenant and
agree that on the death of any Member, the Company, at its option, by providing written notice to the
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esitate of the decoased Member within 1 80 days of the death of the Member, may purchaso, acquire, and


redeem the Interest of the deceased Member in the Company pursuant to the provision of Section 8.5.


8.8,1 The value of each tvlembefs lnterest in the Company will be determined on the date thls
Agreement is signed, and the value will be endorsed on Schedule 3 attached and made a part of this
A[reement. The value of each Member's lnterest will be redetermined unanlmously by tha Members


annualty, unless the Members unanimously decide to redetermine those values more frequontly. The


Membe-rs will use thelr best efforts to endorse those values on Schedule 3. The purchaso price for a
decedent Membels interest conclusively is the value last determined before the death of such MembeC
provided, however, that if the latest valuation is more than two yoars before the death of the deceased


Member, the provlslons of Section 8.5.2 witl apply in determining the value of the Membe/s lnterest ln the


Company,


8.5.2 lt the Membsrs have failed to value the deceased Membor's lnterest within the priortwo{ear
period, the value of each Member's lnterest in the Company on the date of death, in the first instance, will


be determined by mutual agreement of the surviving Members and the personal repre$entatlve of the
sstate of the deceased Member, lf the parties cannot reach an agreement on the value within 30 days
aftEr the appointment of the personal representative of the deceased Member, then the surviving
Members and the personal representative each must select a qualified appraiserwithin the next
succeeding 30 days. Tho appraisers eo selected must attempt to determlne the value of the Company
lnterest owned by the decedent at the tirne of death based solely on their appraisal of the total value of
the Company's assets and the amount the decedent would have received had tho assets of the Company
been sold at that time for an amount equal to their fair market value and the proceeds (after paymont of
all Company obligations) were dlstributed in the manner contemplated in $ection 8. The appraisal may
not consider and discount for the sale of a minority lnterest in the Company. ln the event the appraisers
cannot agree on the value within 30 days after being selected, the two appraiserc must, within 30 days,
select a third appraiser. The value of the lnterest of the decedent in the Gompany and the purchase price


of it will be the average of the two appraisals nearest in amount to one another. That amount will be final
and binding on all parties and their respectMe successors, assigns, and representatives. The costs and
expenses of the third appraiser and any costs and expenses of the appraiser retained but not paid for by
the estate of the deceased Member will be offset against the purchase price paid for the deceased
Membeds lnterest in the Company.


8.5.3 Closing of the sale of the deceased Membe/s lnterest in the Company will be held at the office of
the Company on a date designated by the Company, not be later than 90 days after agreement with the
personal representative of the decEased Membefs estate on the fair market value of the deceased
Member's lnterest in the Company; provided, however, that if the purchase price are determined by
appraisals as set forth in Section 8.5.2, the olosing will be 30 days after the final appraisal and purchase
price are detemined. lf no personal representiatiye has been appointed within 60 days after the deceased
Membefs death, the surviving Members have the right to apply for and have a perconal representative
appointed.


8,5.4 At closing, the Company will pay the purchase price forthe deceased Membeds lnterest ln the
Company. lf the purchase price is less than $1,000.00, the purchase price will be paid in cash; if the
purchase price is $1,000.00 or more, the purchase price will be paid as follows:


(1) $1,000.00 in cash, bank cashler's check, or certified funds;


(2) The balance of the purchase price by the Company exeorting and delivering its promissory note for
the balance, with interest at the prime interest rate stated by primary banking institution ufllized by the
Company, its successors and assigns, at the time of the deceased MembeCs death. Interest will be
payable monthly, wlth the prlnclpal sum being due and payable in three equalannual installments. The
promissory note will be unseoured and wlll contain provisions that the principal sum may be paid in whole
or in part at any time, without penalty.

8.5.5 At the closing, the deceased Member's estate or personal representiative must assign to the
Company all of the deceased Membe/s lnterest in the Company free and clear of all liens, claims, and
encumbrances, and, at the request of the Company, the estate or personal representative must execute
all other instruments as may reasonably be necessary to vest in the Company all of the deceased
Momber's right, tifle, and interest in the Company and its assEts. lf either the Company or the dEceased
Member's estate or personal representative fails or refuses to execute any instrument required by this
Agreement, the other party is hereby granted the inevocable power of attomey which, it is agreed, is
coupled with an interest, to execute and deliver on behalf of the failing or refusing party all instruments
required to be executed and delivered by the failing or refusing party.


8,5.6 On completion of the purchase of the deceased lvlembeds lnterest in the Company, the Ownershlp
lnterests of the remaining Members will increase proportionately to their then-existing Ownership
lnterests.


SEGTION 9
DISSOLUTION AND WNDING UP OF THE GOMPANY


9.1 Drssolutrbn. The Company will be dissolved on the happening of any of the following events:


9. 1 .1 Sale, transfer, or other dispositlon of all or substantlally all of the property of the Company;


9,1.2 The agreement of all of the Members:


9.1.3 By operation of law; or


9.1.4 The death, incompotence, expulsion, or bankruptcy of a Member, or the occurrence of any event
that terminates the continued membership of a Momber in the Company, unless there are then remaining
at least the minimum number of Members required by law and all of the remaining Members, wlthin 120
days after ffie date of the event, elect to continue the business of the Company.


9.2 Wnding Up. On the dissolution of the Company (if the Company is not continued), the Members
must take full acspunt of the Company's assets and liabllities, and the assets will be liquidated as
promptly as is consistent with obtaining their fair value, and the proceeds, to the extent sufficient to pay
the Company's obligatlons with respect to the liquidation, will bo applisd and distributed, after any gain or
loss realized in connection with the liquidation has been allocated in accordance with Section 3 of this
Agreement, and the Members'CapitalAccounts have been adjusted to reflect the allocation and all other
transactions through the date of the distribution, in the following order:


9.2.1 To payment and discharge of the expenses of liquidation and of all the Company's debts and
liabilities to persons or organizations other than Members;


9.2.2 To the payment and discharge of any Company debts and liabilities owed to Members; and


9,2.3 To Members in the amount of their respective adjusted Capital Account balances on the date of
distribution; proMded, however, that any then-outstanding Default Advances (with interest and costs of
collection) first must be repaid from diskibutions otheruvise allocable to the Defaulting Momber pursuant to
Section 9.2.3.

Enttre Agreoment; Modification This Agreement constitutes the entire understranding and
agreement between the Members with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement. No agreements,
understandings, restrictions, representations, or warranties exist between or among the members other
than those in this Agreement or referred to or provided for in this Agreement. No modification or
amendment of any provision of this Agreement will be binding on any Member unless in writing and
signed by allthe Members.


10.4 Attomey Fees. ln the event of any suit or action to enforce or interpret any provision of this
Agreement (or that is based on this Agreement), the prevailing party is entitled to recover, in addltlon to
other costs, reasonable attorney fees in connection with the suit, action, or arbitration, and in any
appeals.

We will train our employees on common
pharmaceutica! drug diversion techniques derived from healthcare models focused on
employee and patient safety. Training will address instances of internal and external diversion
practices, covering the marijuana end mar'rjuana product movement process from seed to
sale, And rotating inventory practices to ensure unpredictability and break routine behavior.
Employee education conceming internal diversion threats will include employee theft or
pilferage, operational phase opportunities during the ordering, inventorying, disposal and/or
dispensing of marijuana and marijuana products, and the personnel styles of diversion of
either individual actions or collaborative teamwork.

3.1 Continued: . All employees will be required to pass a marijuana handlers course and
receive a marijuana handler card before starting employment. Additionally,
employees will receive training that will describe in depth our security protocols, and our
security operating procedures. Employees will receive handbooks and other written or
downloadable resources specific to their position which include ways to identifu impaired
individuals and the steps to take once an impaired person is suspected or recognized. All
customers entering in to our Retail Store will have interactions with at least two people, This
not only gives a very personal, one on one experience it also allows employees to
recognize and evaluate any abnormal behaviors such as impairment.


Once a customer enters through the main entrance they will be greeted by the receptionist in


our lobby. The receptionist will check approved govemment issued lDs and visually assess
customers for signs of impairment. Customers will then be escorted by a budtender or another
employee to the retail floor. lf the receptionist suspects or identifies that a person is
under the influence an alcoholic beverage, inhalant, or controlled substance, they will ask the
person to leave the premises and the on duty Retail Manager will be notified immediately. lf a
retail budtender recognizes visual signs of impairment they will also be instructed to ask the
customer to leave and will escort them out of the building, and the retail manager on duty will
be notified immediately.


5.1 Continued: All products will be labeled and packaged in according to AAC 306.345,
306.470, 306.475, 306.565 and 306.570. Gustomers will have the option to either purchase
pre-weighed marijuana in labeled containers or purchase marijuana deli style. Prepacked
marijuana will be in secured cabinets only accessible by authorized employees. Deli style
containers will be only accessible by authorized employees. Deli style orders will be weighed
on a certified scale before transfening to a labeled container. Each budtender station will have
a POS terminal. All marijuana and marijuana products will leave the store in opaque,
re-sealable, and child resistant packaging. Edibles or other products requiring refrigeration will
be on display in refrigerators behind the service counter only accessible by authorized
employees. Budtenders will ensure each customer leaves with compliant packaged ggods and
labels describing items purchased.


6.1 Continued: \A/hen receiving marijuana from cultivators, employees will inspect the
order and the transport manifest. Packages received fom manufacturers will not exceed Smg
of THC per serving and will not exceed 10 servings per package. The employee checking in
the order will veriff none of the packaging has printed images, including cartoon characters,
that specifically target persons under 21 years of age. Additionally, the packaging will be
inspected to veriff the product is protected from contamination and may not impart any toxic or
damaging substance to the marijuana. All product aniving at the Retail Store will be in sealed,
tamper-evident shipping container.

6.1 Continued: When receiving a wholesale order from a cultivation employee willveriff that
there is documentation provided by the cultivator containing:


1. each soil amendment, fertilizer, and other crop production aid applied to the growing
medium or marijuana plant included in the batch, including any pesticide, herbicide, or
fungicide that was used.
2. the name of the licensed marijuana testing facility that pefformed any required laboratory
test and the results of each required laboratory test.


Employees will verifr7 that the labels on the shipping container indicated a licensed marijuana
testing facility has tested each harvest batch in the shipment as provided in 3 AAC 306.645.
The label must report the test result, including:


1. a cannabinoid potency profile expressed as a range of percentages that extends from the
lowest percentage to highest percentage of concentration for each cannabinoid listed from
every test conducted on that strain of marijuana from the same marijuana cultivation facility
within the last three months.
2. a statement listing the results of microbialtesting required under 3 AAC 306.M5(bX2).
3. a statement listing the results of residual solvent testing required under 3 AAC 306.645(b)
(3), if applicable.
4. a statement listing any contaminants for which the product was tested in addition to


ntaminants for which 3 AAC 306.645(b) requires testing; any additionally tested
contaminants include molds, mildew, and filth; herbicides, pesticides, and fungicides; and
harmful chemicals.


7.1 Continued: Forms of valid identification included: An unexpired, unaltered passport; An
unexpired, an unaltered drive/s license, instruction permit, or identification of any state or
tenitory of the United States, the District of Columbia, or a province or territory of Canada; or
identification issued by a federal or state agency authorized to issue a drive/s license or
identification card.


The receptionist will veriflt the authenticity of the lD by checking for alterations and by
establishing lD ownership. This can be done by asking a question related to lD information, i.e.
"How is the weather in (State of issued lD)?" Asking the prospective customer to verify the
signature on the lD. All employees will be instructed to confiscate fake or fraudulent lD's. lf an
lD is to be confiscated, employees will remain calm and polite and it will be turned in to the
police within 72hours. Before initiating any sale, budtenders will ask the customer for their lD
a second time as a redundant security measure.


8.1 Continued: Other compostable and non-compostable materials that will consider using to
mix with marijuana waste are solid, spent mediums such as coco coir and soils. The resulting
mixture will be at least 50% non-mar'rjuana material. Liquid marijuana products such as drinks
will be mixed with at least 50% water and disposed of in our sink.

COMMERCIAL LEASE AGREEMENT


THIS COMMERCIAL LEASE (the "Lease') is made and entered into this 3d day of
February, 2020, by and between Jay Yuk. ("Landlord"), and Caribbean Dreams, LLC.
("Tenant').


1. PREMISE$ Landlord does hereby lease to Tenant, and Tenant does hereby
lease from Landlord, those certain premises encompassing approximately 1500 sq. ft.
located on the entire 1*tfloor at 101 E. lntemational Airport Road, in the City of
Anchorage, State of Alaska, described further in Exhibit 'A" (the "Premises").


2. BUSINESS PURPOSE. The Premises are to be used fsr the purpose of
conducting a wholesale, retall, logistics and dlstrlbutlon operatlon therein, or for any
other lawful purpose. Landlord warrants that the Premises are presently zoned so that
they may be used for the intended purpose.


3. TERM. The term of this Lease shall be for Ten (10) years and shall commence on
the 1st day of April, 2020 and expire on the 31"r day of March, 2030, inclusive. Tenant
shall have the right to occupy the Premises upon commencement of the lease agreement
and shall be billed for any utility or maintenance costs according to the terms of the lease.
Tenant shall have a total of 6 months of abated rent starting from April 1, 2020 to
commence with construction activities.


4. RENT. Tenant shall deposit with Landlord the rental amount due for the first
month's Minimum Rent ($5,000.00) upon execution of this Lease. Tenant shall pay to
Landlord as base rent for the Premises as follows:


a. April 1,2020 to September 30, 2020: 50% Abated
b. October 1,2020 to March 31,2021: $3,500.00 Per Month.


Rents shall be escalated ZYo of the previous lease rate for each year. Upon the
expiration of this lease period, Tenant shall be entitled to a unilateral option to extend
fortwo (2) more five (5) year periods"


The said monthly rent shall be payable in advance, on the tirst (1ut) day of each month.
Rent for any period which is for less than one (1) month shall be a pro-rata portion of the
monthly installment. Rent shall be payable, without notice or demand and without
deduction, offset or abatement, to Landlord at the following address:

Payment after
the 5h day of the month shall accrue a late-fee of 5% of the monthly rent due. Anearages
shall accrue interest in addition to the late'fee of 1.5o/o per month startlng from the due-
date unUl paid.
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5. SECURITY DEPOSIT Simultaneously with the execution of this Lease Tenant has
deposited with Landloid the sum of Three Thousand Flve Hundred and 00/100
($3,500.00). $aid sum shall be held by Landlord as security for the faithful performance


by Tenant of all the terms, covenants and conditions of this Lease to be kept and
p6rtormeO by Tenant during the term hereof. If Tenant defaults with respect to any
provision of this Lease, including but not limited to the provisions relating to the payment


of rent, Landlord may (but shall not be required to) use, apply or retain all or any part of
the Securifi Deposit for the payment of any rent or any other sum in default or for the
payment of any amount which Landlord may spend or become obligated to spend by
reason of Tenant's default. lf any portion of said deposit is so used or applied, Tenant
shall, within ten (10) days after wriften demand therefore, deposit cash with Landlord in


an amount equal to the amount used or applied, and Tenanfs failure to do so shall be a
defautt under this Lease. Landlord shall not be required to keep this security deposit
separate from its general funds, and Tenant shall not be entitled to interest on such
deposit. lf Tenant shall fully and faithfully perform every provision of this Lease to be
performed by it, the security deposit or any balance thereof shall be retumed to Tenant
within fiirty (30) days following expiration of the Lease term. ln the event of termination
of Landlord's interest in this Lease, Landlord shall transfer said deposit to Landlord's
successor in interest.


6. ADDITIOIIAL IEEntrS. Tenant is responsible for interior and exterior maintenance
of it's premises.


7. UTILITIES. Tenant shall pay for it's own metered utilities and Landlord shall
provide billing for any unmetered services or expenses at the facility.


8. INDEMNIFICATiON. Atl personal property on the Premises shall be at the risk of
Tenant; Landlord or Landlord's agents shall not be liable for any damage, either to person
or property, sustained by Tenant or others caused by the negligent or willful misconduct
of Tenant. Tenant agrees to defend and hold Landlord and Landlord's agents harmless
from any and all claims for damages suffered or alleged to be suffered in or about the
Premises by any person, firm or corporation. This clause shall not apply if the damage or
alleged damage to person or property is caused by or arises from the gross negligence or
willful misconduct of Landlord or Landlord's agents, employees, or contractors.


9. !-lABlLlTY INSURANCE. Tenant shall maintain in force during the term of this
Lease a policy of comprehensive public liabilig insurance issued by a company
acceptable to Landlord and insuring Tenant and Landlord against any liability, including,
without limitation, damages to other portions of the building arising out of the ownership,
use, occupancy or maintenance of the Leased Premises and all areas appurtenant
thereto. Such insurance shall be in an amount of not less than One Million Dollars
($1,000,000.00). Such policy shall name Landlord and Landlord's agent as additional
insureds and shall provide that they may not be canceled without ten days' prior written
notice to Landlord. Landlord shall be furnished with a certificate evidencing issuance of
such policy of liability insurance and such certificate shall recite that said policy may not
be canceled without thirty (30) days prior written notice to Landlord. lf Tenant shall fail
to mairrtain said insurance, Landlord may, but shall not be required to, procure and
maintain the same at the expense of Tenant.


Landlord shall maintain in force during the term of this Lease a policy of insurance issued
by a company authorized to engage in the insurance business against damage or
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destruction by fire and/or by perils covered by the standard form of extended coverage
endorsementi to fire insurdnce policies in the State of Alaska in effect at the time the
policies are obtained.


Tenant shall be responsible for any increases in insurance premiums that may be


increased due to Tenant's activities on the Premises; provided, however, that in the event
of an increase refened to in the preceding sentence, Landlord and Tenant shall cooperate
in good faith to find alternative insurance policies or progmms that may provide suitable
coverage.


10. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. So long as their respective insurers so permit,


each of Tenant and Landlord waives any and all rights of recovery against the other, or
against the officers, employees, agent and representatives of the other, for loss of or
damage to such waiving party or its propefi or the property of others under its control, for
such loss or damages insured against under any insurance policy in force at the time of
such loss or damage


11. CARE OF PREMISES. During the term of this Lease, Landlord shall repair and
maintain the huilding structure, including the foundation and supporting walls, structural
supports and exterior and support walls, roof and all utility systems up to the point of entry
into the Premises, and the parking lot, in good condition and repair. Tenant shall, at all
times throughout the term of the Lease, at its sole cost and expense, keep and maintain
the Premises in a good, clean and sanitary condition and state of repair. Tcnant shall be
responsible for maintaining and repairing the exterior doors to the unit's entrances, the
interior doors and allwindows.

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a new license if 
the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 
17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed 
licensed premises are located in a place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the 
marijuana establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.
