Mercy Tree of Alaska, a standard marijuana cultivation facility, is requesting approval of its updated MJ-01 
and MJ-04 on updated forms. Because of the number of changes, the licensee submitted full updated 
applications but not everything is changing, some things are staying the same as previously approved by 
the board. The licensee submitted a summary of the changes which is attached. 
Licensee is responsible for chemicals used on the plant. Temporary was approved.

Section 2 - Control Plan for Persons Under the Age of 21 


2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the 


licensed premises and marijuana items: 


The entire cultivation premises will be designated a restricted access area and the facility will not be 
open to the public. Signs will be posted stating, "Restricted Access Area" "Visitors Must be 
Escorted" as well as signs stating, "No one under 21 years of age allowed." Also, signs stating 
"Video Surveillance in progress." will be placed around the facility. Video surveillance cameras will 
be visible throughout the facility as well as around the exterior perimeter of the building to 
continuously monitor the premises and to deter any unauthorized individuals from attempting to 
access the premises. 


Section 3 - Security 


Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710): 


3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas: 


Commercial grade locks will limit unescorted members of the public from entering the restricted 
access areas. Only licensee and other authorized employees have keys and the keys are marked 
"do not duplicate" to ensure unauthorized copies are not made. Any individual permitted entry to 
restricted access areas will be required to provide government issued photo identification (with 
exception of AMCO, AMCO Enforcement and Local Law Enforcement), and will be given a 
company-issued visitor badge to be displayed on their person at all times within the facility. Visitors 
will sign into a log indicating the date, time in and time out of the restricted area. The visitor's log will 
be kept and stored as official business records, and will be made available to AMCO and 
Enforcement upon request. All visitors will be escorted by either a licensee or designated employee 
at all times during their visit and must return the visitors badge when leaving the facility. 


3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas: 


All visitors (with exception of an agent of AMCO, AMCO Enforcement, Law Enforcement or other 
duly authorized borough agents) who are granted access to the cultivation facility must sign a 
visitors log noting their name, date of visit, and the time in and out of the facility. When visitors are 
signing in, they will be required to provide valid government issued photo identification providing that 
they are at least 21 years of age or older. Each visitor will be issued a visitor's badge to be worn and 
clearly displayed the entire time that they are in the facility. A licensee or designated employee will 
escort and supervise the visitors, at all times, never to exceed a ratio of 5 visitors per 
licensee/employee. Once the visit it over, the visitor badge is to be returned prior to them exiting the 
facility. The visitor log will be stored along with all other business records. The visitor logs will be 
available to AMCO and Enforcement upon request. All visitors must vacate the premises 
immediately when the visit concludes.

3.4. Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement: 


Commercial grade exterior lighting is installed against the building and around the property. The 
exterior lighting is positioned in such a way to keep the premises, signs, and doors well lit and to 
ensure surveillance cameras can record a clear image of any individual within 20 feet of any 
entrance to the licensed premises. All exterior lighting fixtures are installed at an inaccessible height 
to deter vandalism and common obstructions. Flood light type of bulbs will be used to ensure 
visibility and to deter crime.

3.5. An alarm system is required for all license types that must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed 


premises is closed for business. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises, explain how it will meet all 


regulatory requirements, and outline your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or 


agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach: 


The premises will be actively monitored by a third-party security company. The system will always 
be activated when the facility is closed. Any unauthorized entry attempt will trigger an automatic 
electronic alert to ownership and the managers phone. The first licensee or employee to arrive at 
the facility in the morning will disable the system and check all tapes and cameras to ensure they 
are functioning properly. At closing of daily operations, the last licensee or employee to leave will 
ensure all doors and windows are locked and activate the alarm system. The system will be tested 
every six (6) months (or when otherwise required) to ensure the system is operating properly. 
Licensees and employees will be trained on the security/alarm systems by the security company 
installers. In the event of an unauthorized breach a designated employee will escort all employees 
and visitors to a designated safe location, take a headcount of all individuals that were in the 
building, and contact the licensee (if licensee is not on location). Once it is determined that all 
employees and visitors are accounted for, the licensee or a designated employee will enter the 
facility, take inventory of all marijuana products, cash and supplies etc". All employees will be 
allowed back into the facility once the emergency inventory count is complete. All visitors will be 
signed out of the visitor logs, hand in their visitor badges and vacate the premises. In the event of an 
unauthorized breach, AMCO and Enforcement will be notified electronically within 24 hours 


3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees: 


All marijuana storage, cultivation areas, processing and packaging areas and the office will be under continuous 
video surveillance. Mercy Tree of Alaska has a zero-tolerance policy for theft and diversion by employees. Any 
employee who steals or illegally distributes any amount of marijuana will be reported to law enforcement 
immediately and the company will comply with all directives and provide any necessary information and records. All 
employees will be required to complete training in recognizing theft activity and understanding the importance of 
preventing it. Records will be stored with other business records and available for review to determine any 
discrepancies. Employees will be trained to alert ownership and/or management immediately when theft or 
diversion is suspected. 


3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering: 


"No Loitering" signs will be prominently displayed around the premises and will be well lit by exterior 
lighting. If an individual is found loitering outside the facility, they will be informed of the no loitering 
policy and asked to leave immediately. Local law enforcement will be contacted if the individual 
refuses to comply. AMCO will be notified within 24 hours, electronically any time Local Law 
Enforcement is utilized.

Video surveillance cameras are positioned along the exterior of the building with ample lighting. The 
cameras will be checked frequently to ensure there are no obstructions or blockages. All video 
cameras will be placed in such a way to ensure capability of producing a clear facial view of 
individuals inside the facility or within 20 feet of any entrance. Additionally, all restricted access 
areas within the facility will be under 24 hour video surveillance including, but not limited to, 
cultivation areas, packaging, processing, shipping/receiving. Mercy Tree of Alaska will install a 
backup battery system for video surveillance to make sure that the video surveillance continues to 
operate for a minimum of 1/2 hour in the event of a power outage. 


3.14. Describe the locked and secure area where video surveillance recording equipment and original copies of surveillance records 


will be housed and stored, and how you will ensure the area is accessible only to authorized personnel, law enforcement, or an

All surveillance recording equipment will be stored in a secured, locked cabinet. The cabinet will 
only be accessible by authorized personnel.

In case of a pending criminal, 
civil, or administrative investigation, the data has the ability to be uploaded on a separate hard drive 
to maintain records longer. The security system will be accessible by authorized individuals only, to 
ensure there will be no data tampering.

All business records such as operational and regulatory documents, recordings, surveillance, 
financial books, inventory and employment records, logs, manifests, and communications will be 
stored on-site in the facility's office.

The transport vehicle will travel directly between 
destinations without making any unnecessary stops, and marijuana will be sealed in not more than 
ten (10) pound containers inside a locked storage compartment within the vehicle for wholesale 
transactions and packages up to one ounce containers for re-sale by retailers without re-packaging.

8.1 The transport vehicle will travel directly between destinations without making any 
unnecessary stops, and marijuana will be sealed in not more than ten (10) pound containers 
inside a locked storage compartment within the vehicle for wholesale transactions and 
packages up to one ounce containers for re-sale by retailers without re-packaging. At no time 
during transit will marijuana be visible outside the vehicle. The shipping container will have a 
label stating that a licensed testing facility has tested each batch in the shipment, and list: (1) 
the date of final testing; (2) the cannabinoid potency profile, expressed as a range of 
percentages that extends from the lowest percentage to highest percentage of concentration 
for each cannabinoid listed from every test conducted on that strain of marijuana from the 
same marijuana cultivation facility within the last three months; (3) a statement listing the 
results of microbial testing and (4) a statement listing the contaminants for which the marijuana 
was tested, including molds, mildew, filth, herbicides, pesticides, fungicides, and harmful 
chemicals. Any packaging done at the facility will be performed in an area specifically set 
aside for packaging and monitored with 24-hour surveillance. Packaging will be uniform with 
labels secure and prominently displayed. The facility will use certified scales in compliance 
with the Alaska Weights and Measures Act and will maintain registration and inspection 
reports at the facility. After a licensee or designated employee packages marijuana, they will 
be placed in sanitized, air-tight containers, labeled with all compliant labeling information, and 
given a barcode for the inventory control system. Plastic packaging will be heat-sealed without 
an easy-open tab, dimple, corner, or flap. Packaged marijuana will be stored in a secured area 
until ready for transport. Labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the 
cultivation facility; (2) the date the marijuana was harvested; (3) the harvest batch number 
assigned to the marijuana; (4) the net weight and the quantity of usable marijuana packaged in 
a standard of measure compatible with the inventory tracking system; (5) a complete list of all 
pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation of the marijuana. Vehicles that will 
be used for transportation of marijuana will contain a secure and sanitary area affixed to the 
inside of the transportation vehicle that will lock and will ensure the marijuana cannot be seen 
by anyone from outside of the transportation vehicle. Prior to departure, a manager will ensure 
all marijuana is in sealed packages, and locked in the safe and secure storage compartment in 
the transport vehicle. All employees will be trained and will understand that under no 
circumstances (absent instruction from a duly authorized law enforcement officer) shall a 
sealed package containing marijuana be opened during transportation.

All Marijuana cultivated at Mercy Tree of Alaska will be tracked from seed or clone to sale or destruction in METRC. All 
plants that reach eight inches will be tagged and assigned a tracking number. Marijuana will be harvested and grouped 
into batches up to ten pounds of individual strains and will be assigned a METRC harvest batch number. A random 
sample will be collected from each batch and sent to a licensed testing facility. The remainder of the batch will be 
segregated until the testing results are received. A transport manifest generated from METRC will be sent with each 
transfer of marijuana to another licensed facility. Marijuana will be sealed in not more than ten-pound containers inside a 
locked storage compartment within the vehicle for wholesale transactions and up to one once containers for re-sale by 
retailers without re-packaging. Package labels will include, (1) the name and license number cultivation facility, (2) the 
date the marijuana was harvested, (3) the harvest batch number assigned to the marijuana,(4) the date the marijuana 
was packaged, (5) the net weight and the quality of usable marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible 
with the inventory tracking system,(6) a complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation 
of the marijuana.

Security measures will also be in place to include sensors/alarm on all windows and doors. All movemenUtransport of 
marijuana will be discrete, utilizing a designated shipping area, which will ensure discretion when a vehicle is being 
loaded out of sight of the public. All growing, processing, curing, packaging and labeling activities will be done inside 
the facility, not visible from outside.

Mercy Tree of Alaska will be using the following growing mediums: coco pellets, coco coir mixed, peat moss, soil, bio-1, 
canna coco brick, root riot cubes, rockwool, perlite, vermiculite, sphagnum, hardened expanded clay (HEC), mineral 
wool, worm castings, bark mulch, humidified compost, black gold, hydroponics and aeroponics.

Our irrigation technique will be top feed hand-watering drain to waste system to ensure minimal run-off. All run-off will be 
collected in a container for testing to insure adequate nutrition of the plant. All waste water will be put down the drain into 
the facility's holding tank. The holding tank is pumped out and maintained by a 3rd party service company.

Mercy Tree of Alaska will be disposing of: (1) marijuana that is identified as contaminated, infected or is otherwise 
rejected for quality or fails to meet quality testing, (2) waste from marijuana flower, plant material and trimmings, (3) run 
off water from cultivation and processing, (4) any other materials or containers in contact with marijuana that risks 
contamination, (5) any other marijuana deemed as waste by the MCB or director. Marijuana waste will be stored away 
from all other marijuana under video surveillance. A notice via email will be sent out to AMCO enforcement not later than 
three (3) days prior to rendering any waste unusable and will be recorded in METRC. Marijuana waste will be rendered 
unusable by grinding and then mixing with other compostable and non-compostable material such as, food waste, yard 
waste, cardboard, paper and soil; until the resulting mixture is no more than fifty percent (50%) marijuana waste. Mercy 
Tree of Alaska licensees or designated staff member will maintain a log on the status of all marijuana waste, tracking the 
type, date of disposal, reason for disposal, date it was rendered unusable, and final destination. A waste truck or a 
designated staff member will collect the waste mixture and dispose of it at the local waste station. This information will 
be recorded in the disposal log and security stored as a business record, available to AMCO upon request. Mercy Tree 
of Alaska does not anticipate much liquid waste as they will be monitoring watering of plants and most liquid in any drip 
trays will evaporate. If there is any excess water it will be reused or composted. The water contaminants will be 
separated, collected and disposed of as hazardous waste where not re-utilized in the growing system. Records of all 
waste material transfers will be kept for a minimum of three years for view upon request by authorized authorities.

To ensure no marijuana odor is detectable by the public from outside the facility we will implement a multi teared plan 
revolving around fully sealed rooms. Each sealed room will run two carbon filtered air scrubbers with a atmosphere 
exchange rate of 1,500 cfm. The main multi use area of the facility will add redundancy by using carbon filtered exhaust 
in the make up air process.

All harvested marijuana will be processed into harvest batches (batches of the same strain, harvested at the same time). 

The individual 
responsible for collection will prepare a signed statement attesting that each sample was randomly selected, provide a 
signed statement to the testing facility, and maintain a copy as a business record. Mercy Tree of Alaska will transport all 
samples to a licensed testing facility in compliance with the state regulations and the company's.transportation policies. 
The facility will ensure that any individual transporting marijuana has a valid marijuana handler permit issued by AMCO. 
While awaiting the testing results, the remainder of the harvest batch will be segregated in the secured quarantine area.
