2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

The door to our facility is unlocked by key code only, our greenhouses will be within a locked gate
and fenced area, and only employees will have access. Any visitors willhave to provide a valid form
of identification before accessing the facility. Additionally, there willbe signs posted at the facility and
around the perimeter that state - "No persons under the age of 21 years old are allowed". Our
employees have the right to deny access to any visitors they believe to be under the age of 21. An
ID guide will be kept in the front office area so that employees can correctly identify ID's from other
states

Section 3 - Security
Restricted Access Areas {3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

Restricted access areas will be controlled in accordance with 3 AAC 306.710. We will restrict access to
unescorted members of the public by having a spring hinge, self-locking, keypad enabled locked front
door. This door enters into an entryway where visitors must sign in and get a visitor badge. There will be
another internal door with a spring loaded hinge, self-locking, keypad enabled locked door into the
restricted access facility. The emergency exit door on the east side of the building can only be opened
from the inside and an alarm will sound when opened. Once a visitor is signed in and received a visitor
badge, they will be assigned an escort and will be escorted b that employee at all times until they sign
out of the facility. At no time will there be less than 1 escort per 5 visitors and visitors will remain in direct
eye sight the entire visit. Our outdoor restricted access facility will have a 6 foot tall privacy fence around
it. The fenced area can only be accessed through a locked gate. Visitors will only be escorted to our
greenhouses after completing sign in requirements in our indoor facility.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

All visitors must be approved by a manager prior to being allowed in Restricted Access areas. Once
visitors enter the front office, their ID will be scanned and saved for business records. All visitors
must be at least 21 years of age. They will then sign in on a visitor's log in which the name of the
visitor, time in, time out, date and the purpose of the visit will be noted, along with the escorting
employee's initials. Visitors will receive a visitors badge that they must display around their necks at
all times during the visit. Once they have been assigned an escort, they can then enter the facility
where they must be physically present with that escort for the entirety of their visit, and remain in
direct eyesight of escort. Visitor to escort ratio will not exceed 5:1. Once their visit is over, they will
sign out of the visitor's log and leave the facility immediately. All visitor logs will be kept as an official
business record and be made readily available for AMCO and enforcement upon request. A hard
copy of all visitors logs will be kept on site for a year and will then be saved off site. The visitor log
will also be saved and updated weekly on the cloud.

ThirdState will use exterior floodlights that are motion sensitive. Exterior lighting will be positioned to
allow the surveillance system to clearly see a 20 foot radius around all points of entries and outdoor
restricted access areas. The floodlights will be routinely inspected by employees as part of their
daily rounds. Exterior lighting will also be checked to ensure that they are clear from debris,
vandalism and obstructions.

3.5. An alarm system Is required for all license types that must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed
premises is closed for business. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises, explain how it will meet all
regulatory requirements, and outline your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or
agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach:

A third party security company installed the alarm system, maintains its equipment and tests the devices every
six (6) months. The alarm system will be set up to monitor for intrusions with motion detectors in all areas of the
building during closed hours. When triggered, an electronic alert will be automatically sent to the security
company who will then contact local law enforcement and owners. Each morning, the on-site manager will
disable the overnight alarm system and check the surveillance cameras and recordings to ensure the system is
functioning as expected. The last agent to leave the facility each night will activate the overnight devices and
sensors, and lock all doors that are not self-locking. Sensors are installed and maintained in the front entryway to
monitor for motion, intrusion, or activity when the alarm system is activated. In the event that the electronic
system notifies law enforcement of an unauthorized breach of security during business hours, management will
call 911 and employees and visitors will evacuate the building and collect at a specified rally point away from the
building. While waiting for law enforcement to arrive, the manager will take attendance of employees in the rally
area and talk to employees to see if the breach was accidental or if anyone saw anything. Once law enforcement
ammves, employees will cooperate as needed. Once the threat has passed or law enforcement deems the facility
safe, employees will look for property damages. The manager will take inventory and verify cash is accounted
for. If anything has been stolen or damaged, a police report will be filed and video footage will be handed over to
law enforcement for investigation. The licensees will be the points of contact for law enforcement agencies. If
these events take place after business hours, alerts will be sent to law enforcement, the manager living on the
same property, and the licensee(s). The manager will call law enforcement to verify they are coming, to describe
the situation and follow instructions. The licensee will also contact local law enforcement to ensure that they have
been contacted by the manager, all procedures regarding inventory and property damage checks remain the
same for after hours breach. AMCO and Enforcement will be contacted electronically within 24 hours.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

To prevent diversion, inventory will be taken every week and stored as official business records.
Security cameras will monitor all areas where marijuana is present. Employees will be trained how to
spot theft and can privately or anonymously report any suspected theft to management. All reports
will be documented and investigated. If it is found that an employee is stealing marijuana. ThirdState
will report to and cooperate with the necessary law enforcement agencies and AMCO. If an
employee is caught inverting unregulated black market cannabis into the facility's inventory, it will be
reported to Enforcement and said employee will be terminated.

3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

The facility is 20 miles outside of town and on a mostly cleared 40 acre parcel of land, the size and
location of this property already deters loiterers. However, "No Trespassing" and "No Solicitors”, and
"Private Property - No Trespassing” signs will be posted at the entrance of the property. Due to the
size and vast openness of the property it will be easy to detect any loiterers. Loiterers will be asked
to leave the property, and will be warded that law enforcement will be contacted if they do not
comply. Law enforcement will be contacted if the problem persists.

The cameras will be placed
at varying heights and angles to show the entirety of restricted access areas. Outdoor cameras and
lights will be placed to ensure cameras can clearly see a 20 foot radius around the entrances of the
facility and greenhouses, the emergency exits and gates into the fenced in areas.

Surveillance recording equipment and records will be kept in the "office” of our facility. This is a
secure room within the indoor facility that is windowless and has only one door leading into it. The
door is a spring-loaded hinged, self-locking, keypad enabled door that only authorized personnel will
know the code. Law enforcement and AMCO can also be granted access to this room as needed.
The security system will be accessed with a password, the recording equipment will be in
designated locked cabinet, and data will be stored on site for 40 days. Data will be uploaded and
saved to a separate hard drive if there is an investigation that requires it to be saved for longer than
40 days.

At its regular meeting of July 14, 2020 the Planning Commission of the Fairbanks North Star
Borough considered your request on behalf of H. E. Holdings LLC to amend their conditional
use permit for a marijuana outdoor limited cultivation facility in the General Use (GU-1)
zoning district on Tract A, White Fireweed Subdivision (Located at 200 Pheasant Farm Road,
South of Chena Hot Springs Rd).

The Commission voted nine (9) in favor, zero (0) opposed, to approve your request.
Further, it adopted the Staff Report and following Conditions and Findings of Fact in support
of its decision:

CONDITIONS

1. The applicant or holder of this permit shall comply with all of the following State of
Alaska requirements:
a. Department of Public Safety (Division of Fire and Safety)
b. Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development (Alcohol and

Marijuana Control Office)

c. Department of Environmental Conservation

2. The applicant or holder of this permit shall submit a revised site plan of their proposed
expansion that conforms to the 50-foot buffer per Title 18.96.240(B)(1). This
conditional use permit shall not be valid until after the FNSB Department of
Community Planning has confirmed that the revised site plan conforms with Title
18.96.240(B)(1).

3. If any modifications are made to the site plan or other FNSB required documents or
operational characteristics, the applicant or holder of this conditional use permit shall

The subject property will continue to access and maintain Pheasant Farm Road
which is classified as a Local Road.

3. The proposed conditional use protects public health, safety, and welfare because the
property complies with Title 18 standards for the GU-1 zone (FNSBC 18.40) as well as
with other applicable land use related laws.

Noise and odor from the expansion is not expected to increase considerable,
since the nearest residences on the adjacent properties are more than 500 feet
away from the proposed facilities and consist of agricultural operations during
the summer.

Both Pheasant Farm Road and the site driveway are maintained by the
applicant.

The proposed expansion will only add four seasonal employees to the current
operations 10 employees.

All marijuana products will be stored indoors in a secured building where the
public does not have access to them.

All lights are angled down in order to prevent the light from crossing property
lines, and security devices are installed and in accordance with the state
surveillance requirements.

This decision may be appealed in writing to the Office of the Borough Clerk within
fifteen (15) days from the date of the decision to the Fairbanks North Star
Borough Board of Adjustment.

Public notice signs must be returned within 10 days. Upon receipt, in good condition, we will
promptly initiate a refund of the sign deposit.
