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OPERATING AGREEMENT
OF
Alaskan Blooms, LLC
an Alaska limited liability company

TIIIS OPERATING AGREEMENT (this “Agreement™) is entered into to be
effective as of the 7% day of _ﬁfgﬁ,’/ . 20_7 /(the “Iiffective Datc”™), by and among
each of the persons listed on Exhibit A/and exccuting this Agreement, or a counterpart
thereof, as Members of ALASKAN BLOOMS, LLC. an Alaska limited liability company
(the “Company ™).

Section |1
Formation; Name and Office; Purpose

1.1.  Formation. Pursuant to the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act.
A.S. Sections 10.50.010 through 10.50.995 (the “Act™), the parties have formed an Alaska
limited liability company effective upon the filing of the Articles of Organization of this
Company (the *Articles™) with the State of Alaska Department of Commerce, Community.
and Economic Development. The parties have executed this Agreement to serve as the
“Operating Agreement” of the Company, as that term is defined in A.S. section 10.50.095,
and, subject to any applicable restrictions set forth in the Act, the business and affairs of
the Company, and the relationships of the parties to one another. shall be operated in
accordance with and governed by the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement. By
exccuting this Agreement. the Members certify that those executing this Agreement
constitute all of the Members of the Company at the time of its formation. The parlies agree
to execute all amendments of the Articles, and do all filing, publication, and other acts as
may be appropriate [rom time to time hereafter to comply with the requircments of the Act.

1.2. Name and Known Place of Business. 'I'he Company shall be conducted under
the name of ALASKAN BLOOMS. LLC, and the known place of business of the Company
shall be at 2448 Arvilla St.. Fairbanks, AK 99709, or such other place as the Mcmbers may
[rom time to time determine.

1.3. Purpose. The purpose and business of this Company shall be to cultivate,
process, and manufacture marijuana and related products, and any other lawful purpose as
may be determined by the Members. The Company shall have the power to do any and all
acts and things necessary, appropriate, or incidental in furtherance of such purposc.

L4 Treatment as a Partnership. 1t is the intent of the Members that the C ompany
shall always be operated in a manner consistent with its treatment as a partnership for
federal income tax purposcs. but that the Company shall not be operated or treated as a
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partnership for purposes ol the federal Bankruptcy Code. No Member shall take any action
inconsistent with this intent.

Section 1I
Definitions

The following terms shall have the meanings set forth in this Section IT:

“Act” means the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, A.S. Sections
10.50.010 through 10.50.995, as amended from time to time (or any corresponding
provisions of succceding law).

“Affiliate” mecans. with respect to any Interest [older or Member, any Person: (i)
who 1s a member of the Interest Holder's or Member's Family: (ii) which owns more than
ten percent (10%) of the voting or cconomic interests in the Interest Holder or Member:
(iii) in which the Interest Holder or Member owns more than ten percent (10%) of the
voting or economic interests: or (iv) in which more than ten percent (10%) of the voting or
cconomic interests are owned by a Person who has a relationship with the Interest Holder
or Member described in clause (i), (ii). or (iii) above.

“Capital Contribution” means the total amount of cash and the fair market value of
any other assets contributed (or deemed contributed under Regulation Section 1.704-
1(b)(2)(iv)(d)) to the Company by an Interest Holder. net of liabilities sccured by the
contributed Property that the Company is considered 1o assume or take subject to under
Section 752 of the Code.

“Cash Flow™ means all cash funds derived Irom operations of the Company
(including interest received on reserves). without reduction for any noncash charges, but
less cash funds used to pay current operating expenses and to pay or cstablish reasonable
reserves for future expenses, debt payments, capital improyements, and replacements as
determined by the Members. Cash Ilow shall be increased by the reduction of any reserve
previously established.

“Event of Withdrawal " means those events and circumstances listed in Section
10.50.220 and 10.50.225 of the Act provided, however, that following an Event of
Withdrawal described in Section 10.50.220 and 10.50.225(4) ot the Act the Member shall
remain a Member until it ceases to exist as a legal cntity.

“Family” means a Person’s spouse, lineal ancestor, or descendant by birth or
adoption, sibling, and trust for the benefit of such Person or any of the foregoing.
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“Fiscal Year"” or “Annual Period” means the fiscal year of the Company, as
determined under Section V.

“Interest " means a Person’s share of the Prolits and Losses (and specially allocated
items of income, gain, and deduction) of, and the right to receive distributions trom, the
Company.

“Interest Holder " means any Pcrson who holds an Interest. whether as a Member
or as an unadmitted assignee of a Member.

“Involuniary Transfer " shall include, without limitation, any Transfer of a Member
or Interest Ilolder’s Interest pursuant to any order of any court relating to any petition for
divorce, lcgal separation, marital dissolution, or annulment. or any guardianship,
conservatorship, or other protective proceeding.

“Majority in Interest " mecans one or more Members who own, collectively, a simple
majority of the Percentage Intcrests held by Members.

“Majority of the Members™ means one or more of the Members, regardless of the
Percentage Interest held by the Members.

"Member." means each Person signing this Agreement and any Person who
subsequently is admitted as a member of the Company until such time as an Event of
Withdrawal has occurred with respect to such Member.

“Membership Rights” means all of the rights of a Member in the Company,
including a Member's: (i) Interest, (ii) right to inspect the Company’s books and records,
and (iii) right to participate in the management of and vote on matters coming before the
Company.

“Percentage Inlerest” mcans, as to a Member, the percentage set forth after the
Member’s name on Exhibit A, as amended from time to time. and, as to an Interest Holder
who is not a Member. the Percentage of the Member whose Interest has been acquired by
such Interest Holder, to the extent the Interest Holder has succeeded to that Member’s
Interest. 3

“Person” means and includes an individual, corporation, partnership, association,
limited liability company. trust. estate, or other entity.

“Property” means all rcal and personal property (including cash) acquired by the
Company, and any improvements thereto.
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“Transfer” mcans, when used as a noun. any voluntary or involuntary sale,
hypothecation, pledge. assignment, attachment, or other transfer, and. when used as a verb,
means voluntarily or involuntarily to sell. hypothecate, pledge, assign, or otherwise
transfer.

Scction II1
Capital Contributions

3.1.  Capital Contributions.

3.1.1. Initial Capital Contributions. Upon the execution of this Agreement,
the Members have or shall make contributions to the capital of the Company as set forth in
Exhibit A attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.

3.1.2. Additional Capital Contributions. No Member shall be required to
contribute any additional capital to the Company. and no Member shall have any personal
liability for any obligation of the Company.

3.2, Withdrawal or Return of Capital Contributions. Except as specifically
provided in this Agreement, no Interest Holder shall have the right to withdraw or reducc
the Capital Contributions he or she makes to the Company. Upon dissolution of the
Company or liquidation of his or her interest in the Company. each Interest Holder shall
look solely to the assets of the Company for return of his or her Capital Contributions and,
if the Company’s property remaining after the payment or discharge of the debts,
obligations, and liabilities of the Company is insufficient to return the Capital contributions
of each Interest Holder, no Interest Holder shall have any recourse against the Company,

any Interest Holder, or Member except for gross negligence. malfeasance, bad faith, or
fraud.

3.3.  Form of Return of Capital. Under circumstances requiring a return of any
Capital Contributions, no Interest Holder shall have the right to receive property other than
cash except as may be specifically provided herein.

3.4, Salary or Interest. ixcept as otherwise expressly provided in Scetion V of
this Agreement, no Interest IHolder shall receive any- interest, salary. or drawing with
respect to his or her Capital Contributions or his or her Capital Account. or for services
rendered on behalf of the Company. '

3.5, Member Loans. If the Members determine that the Company requires
additional capital to carry out the purposes of the Company. the Members shall have the
right, but not the obligation, to make loans to the Company (a “Member Loan™). Such
Member Loans shall be made by the Members willing to make such Member T.oans Pro
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rata based on their Percentage Interests unless the Members willing to make such Member
Loans agree otherwise.

3.6.  Terms of Member Loans. All Member Loans made pursuant to Section 3.5
shall bear interest at the prime rate of interest as reported by the Wall Street Journal -
Western Edition, shall be unsecured, and shall be repaid in full out of available (unds of
the Company before any distribution may be made to any Member. If more than one
Member has made a Member Loan, repayment shall be made to each Member in proportion
to the amount of principal each has advanced.

Section TV
Distributions

4.1.  Distributions. Txcept as otherwise provided in this Agreement, distributions
shall be made to the Interest Holders at such times and in such amounts as determined by
the Members. Distributions will be made 1o Interest Holders pro rata. in proportion 10
their Percentage Interests. Notwithstanding the other provisions of this Section, all Cash
Flow for each Fiscal Year of the Company shall be distributed to the Interest Holders no
later than seventy-five (75) days afier the end of such Fiscal Year.

4.2,  General,

4.2.1. Form of Distribution. In connection with any distribution, no Inicrest
Holder shall have the right to receive Property other than cash except as may be specifically
provided herein, If any assets of the Company are distributed in kind to the Interest Hoelders,
those assets shall be valued on the basis of their fair market value, and any Interest Ilolder
entitled to any interest in those assets shall receive that interest as a tenant-in-common with
all other Interest ITolders so entitled. Unless the Interest Holders otherwise agree, the fair
market value of the assets shall be determined by an independent appraiser who shall be
selected by the Members,

4.2.2. Withholding. All amounts required to be withheld pursuant to Code
Section 1446 or any other provision of federal, state, or local tax law shall be treated as
amounts actually distributed to the affected Interest Holders for all purposes under this
Agreement.

4.2.3. Varying Interests; Distributions in Respect to T ransferred Interests.
If any Interest is sold, assigned, or transferred in compliance with the provisions of this
Agreement, all distributions on or before the date of such transfer shall be made to the
transferor, and all distributions thereafier shall be made to the transferee. Solely for
purposcs ol making distributions, and allocating Profits, Losses, and other items of income,
gain, loss, and deduction pursuant to Exhibit B hereof, the Company shall recognize the
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transfer not later than the end of the calendar month during which it is given notice of such.
provided that if the Company does not receive a notice stating the date such Interest was
trans(erred and such other information as it may reasonably require within thirty (30) days
after the end of the Fiscal Year during which the transter occurs, then all of such items
shall be allocated, and all distributions shall be made. to the person who, according to the
books and records of the Company, on the last day of the Fiscal Year during which the
transfer occurs, was the owner of the Interest. Neither the C ompany nor any Interest Holder
shall incur any liability for making allocations and distributions in accordance with the
provisions of this Section, whether or not any Interest Iolder or the Company has
knowledge of any transfer of ownership of Interest.

Section V
Management

5.1. Management. Subject to the rights under the Act or the provisions of this
Agreement 1o approve certain actions. the business and aftairs of the Company shall be
managed exclusively by its Members. The Members shall direct. manage, and control the
business of the Company to the best of their ability and. subjcct only to those restrictions
set forth in the Act or this Agreement, shall have full and complete authority, power, and
discretion to make any and all decisions and to do any and all things which thc Members
deem appropriate to accomplish the business and objectives of the Company. Each Member
agrees not to incur any liability on behalt of the other Members or otherwise enter into any
transaction or do anything which will subject the other Members to any liability, except in
all instances as contemplated hereby.

52, Certain Management Powers of the Member. Without limiting the gencrality
of Section 5.1, the Members shall have power and authority on behalf of the Company:

3.2.1. In the ordinary course of business. to acquire property from and sell
property Lo any person as the Members may determinc. The fact that a Member is directly
or indirectly affiliated or connected with any such person shall not prohibit dealing with
that Person;

5.2.2. Subject to approval by a Majority of the Members under Scetion 5.3.4,
to use credit facilitics and borrow money for the Company from banks, other lending
institutions, the Intcrest Holders, or Affiliates of the Interest Holders, on such terms as
approved by the Members, and in connection therewith. to hypothecate, encumber. and
grant sccurity interests in the assets of the Company to sccure repayment of the borrowed
sums. No debt or other obligation shall be contracted or liability incurred by or on behalf
of the Company by the Member;
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5.2.3. To purchase liability and other insurance to protect the Members and
the Company’s property and business:

5.2.4. Subject to approval by a Majority of the Members, to hold and own
any Company real and personal property in the name of the Company or others as provided
in this Agreement;

5.2.5. Subject to approval by a Majority of the Mcmbers. to exccute on
behall of the Company all instruments and documents, including, without limitation,
checks, drafts, notes, and other negotiable instruments. mortgages. or deeds of trust,
sccurity agreements, financing statements, documents providing for the acquisition,
mortgage, or disposition of the Company’s property, assignments. bills of sale, leases.
partnership agreements, and any other instruments or documents necessary, in the opinion
of the Member, 10 accomplish the purposes of the Company;

5.2.6. To employ accountants, legal counsel. managing agents, or other
experts to perform services for the Company and compensate them from Company funds;

5.2.77. Except for the agreements described in Section 5.3.4 below, 10 enter
into any and all other agreements on behalf of the Com pany, with any other Person for any
purpose, in such forms as the Member may approve;

5.2.8. To vote any shares or interests in other entitics in which Company
holds an interest;

3.2.9. To do and perform all other acts as may be necessary or appropriate
to accomplish the purposes of the Company; and

5.2.10.To take such other actions as do not expressly require the consent of
any non-managing Members under this Agreement.

A Member may act by a duly authorized attorney-in-fact. Unless authorized to do
so by this Agreement. no Member, agent, or employec of the Company shall have any
power or authority to bind the Company in any way, to pledge its credit, or to render it
liable for any purpose. ;

5.3.  Actions Requiring Approval of the Members. Tn addition to those actions for
which this Agreement specifically requires the consent of the Members, the following
actions require approval by a Majority of the Members:

5.3.1. Amend this Agreement or the Articles, except that any amendments
required under the Act to correct an inaccuracy in the Articles may be filed at any time;
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5.3.2. Authorize the Company to make an assignment for the benefit of
creditors of the Company. file a voluntary petition in bankruptcy, or consent to the
appointment of a receiver for the Company or its assets; or

5.3.3. Approve a plan of merger or consolidation of the Company with or
into one or more business entities:

5.3.4. Borrow money for the Company from banks, other lending
institutions, the Interest Ilolders, Members, or Affiliates of the Interest Holders or 1o
hypothecate, encumber, or grant sceurity interests in the assets of the Company:

5.3.5. Sell or otherwisc dispose of all or substantially all of the assets of the
Company in a single transaction or a series of related transactions: or

5.3.6. Enter into any contract or agreement between the Company and any
Member, Interest Holder. or Affiliate of a Member or Interest Holder without the consent
of a Majority of the Members.

5.4.  Member Has No Exclusive Duty to Company. The Members shall not be
required to manage the Company as the Members™ sole and exclusive function and the
Members may engage in other business and investment activities in addition to those
relating to the Company. Neither the Company nor any Interest Holder shall have any right,
solely by virtue of this Agreement or its relationship to a Member or the Company. to share
or participate in any such other investments or activities of the Members or to the income
or proceeds derived therefrom. Members shall not have any obligation to disclose any such
other. investments or activities to the Interest [olders unless it actually or potentially
adversely aftfects the business or property of the Company.

3.5. Compensation and Expenses. The Company may enter into management or
employment contracts, under such terms and conditions and providing for such
compensation as shall be approved by the Members as provided herein, with one or more
Member or Interest Holders or Persons Affiliated with the Member or Interest Holders.

5.6.  Books and Records. At the expense of the-Company, the Members shall keep
or cause to be kept complete and accurate books and records of the Company and
supporting documentation of transactions with respect to the conduct of the Company’s
business. The books and records shall be maintained in accordance with sound accounting
practices and kept at the Company’s known place of business and such other location or
locations as the Members shall from time to time determine. At 1 minimum the Company

shall keep at its known place of business the following records:
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5.6.1. A current list of the full name and last known business, residence, or
mailing address of each Member;

5.6.2. A copy of the initial Articles and all amendments thereto and
restatements thercof?

5.6.3. Copies of the Company’s federal, state. and local income tax returns
and reports. if any, for the three most recent fiscal vears;

3.6.4. Copies of this Agreement and all amendments hereto or restatements
hereof, including any prior operating agreements no longer in effect;

5.6.5. Copies of any documents relating to a Member’s obligation 10
contribute cash, property, or services to the C ompany:

5.6.6. COpies of any financial statements of the Company for the three (3)
most recent fiscal vears; and

5.6.7.. Copies of minutes of all meetings of the Members and all written
consents obtained from Members for actions taken by Members without a mecting.

5.7.  Financial Accounting / Member Access to Books and Records. The Members
shall prepare and make available a linancial accounting ol the Company no less than once
every sixty (60) days. Within threc (3) calendar days following written notice, which may
be submitted in writing, via facsimile or clectronic mail. each Member shall have the right,
during normal business hours. to inspect and copy. at the Member's expense, the
Company’s books and records.

5.8.  Reports. Within seventy-five (75) days after the end of each Fiscal Year of
the Company, the Members shall cause to be sent to cach Person who was a Member at
any time during the Fiscal Year a complete accounting of the affairs of the Company for
the Fiscal Year then ended. In addition. within seventy-five (75) days after the end of cach
Fiscal Year of the Company. the Mcembers shall cause to be sent 1o each Person who was
an Interest Holder at any time during the Fiscal Year. the tax information concerning the
Company which is nccessary for preparin g the Interest Holder’s income tax returns for that
year. Atthe request of any Member, and at the Member's expensc, the Members shall cause
an audit of the Company’s books and records to be prepared by independent accountants
for the period requested by the Member.

5.9.  Title to Company Property.
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5.9.1. Except as provided in Section 5.9.2, all real and personal property
acquired by the Company shall be acquired and held by the Company in its name.

5.9.2. Ten (10) days alter giving notice, the Members may direct that legal
title to all or any portion of the Company’s property be acquired or held in a name other
than the Company’s name. Without limiting the foregoing, the Members may cause title to
be acquired and held any one Member’s name or in the names of trustecs. nominees, or
straw parties for the Company. It is expressly understood and agreed that the manner of
holding title to the Company’s property (or any part thereof) is solely for the convenience
of the Company and all of that property shall be treated as Company property. The notice
to be given to the Members under this section shall identify the asset or assets to be titled
outside of the Company name, the Person in whom legal title is intended to vest, and the
reason for the proposed transaction. If any Member provides written notice of an objection
to the transaction before the expiration of the ten (10) day period, the transaction shall not
be consummated except upon approval of a Majority of the Members.

Section VI
Members

6.1.  Meetings. Unless otherwise prescribed by the Act, meetings of the Members
may be called, for any purpose or purposes, by a Majority of the Members.

6.2.  Place of Meetings. Whoever calls the meeting may designate any place,
cither within or outside the State of Alaska. as the place of meeting for any meeting of the
Members.

6.3.  Notice of Meetings. Except as provided in this Agreement, written notice
stating the date, time, and place of the meeting, and the purpose or purposes for which the
meeting is called, shall be delivered not less than three (3) nor more than fifty (50) days
belore the date of the meeting, either personally or by mail, electronic mail. facsimile, or
overnight or next-day delivery services by or at the direction of the person or persons
calling the meeting, to each Member entitled to vote at such meeting. If mailed, such notice
shall be deemed to be delivered two (2) days after being deposited in the United States
mail, postage prepaid. addressed to the Member at his or her address as it appears on the
books of the Company. If transmitted by way of electronic mail or facsimile, such notice
shall be deemed to be delivered on the date of such clectronic mail or facsimile
transmission 1o the electronic mail address or fax numbet, il any, for the respective Member
which has been supplied by such Member to the Company and identificd as such Member’s
clectronic mail address or facsimile number. If transmitted by overnight or next-day
delivery, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered on the next business day after deposit
with the delivery service addressed to the Member at his or her address as it appears on the
books of the Company. When a mecting is adjourned to another time or place, notice need
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not be given of the adjourned meeting if the time and place thereof are announced at the
meeting at which the adjournment is taken, unless the adjournment is for more than thirty
(30) days. At the adjourned meeting the Company may transact any business which might
have been transacted at the original meeting.

6.4.  Meeting of All Members. 1f all of the Members shall meet at any time and
place, including by conference telephone call. cither within or outside of the State of
Alaska, and consent to the holding of a meeting at such time and place, such meeting shall
be valid without call or notice.

6.5.  Record Date. For the purpose of determining Members entitled to notice of
or to vote at any meeting of Members or any adjournment thereof, the date on which notice
of the meeting is mailed shall be the record date for such determination of Members. When
a determination of Members entitled to vote at any mecting of Members has been made as
provided in this Section, such determination shall apply 10 any adjournment thercof, unless
notice of the adjourned meeting is required to be given pursuant to Section 6.3.

6.6.  Quorum. A Majority of the Members. represented in person or by proxy,
shall constitute a quorum at any meeting of Members. Business may be conducted once a
quorum is present.

6.7.  Voting Rights of Members. Lach Member shall be entitled to one (1) vote on
all matters stipulated herein. If all of an Interest is transferred to an assignce who does not
become a Member, the Member [rom whom the Interest is transferred shall no longer be
entitled to vote. No withdrawn Member shall be entitled to vote nor shall such Member’s
Interest be considered outstanding for any purpose pertaining to meetings or voting.

_ 6.8.  Manner of Acting. Unless otherwise provided in the Act. the Articles, or this
Agreement, the affirmative vote of a Majority of the Members at a meeting at which a
quorum is present shall be the act of the Members.

6.9. Proxies. At all meetings of Members, a Member may votc in person or by
proxy executed in writing by the Member or by a duly authorized attorney-in-fact. Such
proxy shall be filed with the Company before or at the time of its exercise. No proxy shall
be valid after eleven (11) months from the date of its execution, unless otherwise provided
in the proxy.

6.10. Action by Members without a Meeting. Any action required or permitted to
be taken at a meeting of Members may be taken without a meeting it the action is evidenced
by one or more written consents describing the action taken, circulated to all the Members
with an explanation of the background and reasons for the proposed action., si gncd by that
percentage or number of the Members required to take or approve the action. Any such
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wrillen consent shall be delivered to the Members of the Company for inclusion in the
minutes or for filing with the Company records. Action taken by written consent under this
Section shall be effective on the date the required percentage or number of the Members
have signed and delivered the consent to all Members, unless the consent specifies a
different cffective date. The record date for determining Members entitled to take action
without a meeting shall be the date the written consent is circulated to the Members.

6.11. Telephonic Communication. Members may participate in and hold a meeting
by means of conference telephone or similar communications equipment by mecans of
which all persons participating in the meeting can hear each other, and participation in such
meeting shall constitute attendance and presence in person, except where the Member
participates in the meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of any
business on the ground the meeting is not lawtully called or convened.

6.12. Waiver of Notice. When any notice is required to be given to any Member,
a waiver thereof in writing signed by the Person entitled to such notice, whether before, at,
or after the time stated therein. shall be equivalent to the giving of such notice.

. Section VII
Transfers and Withdrawals

7.1. Transfers. Except as otherwise provided in this Section VII no Member may
Transfer all, or any portion of, or any interest or rights in, the Membership Rights owned
by the Member, and no Interest Holder may Transfer all, or any portion of, or any interest
or rights in, any Interest without the prior written consent of the other Members, which
consent may be withheld in the Members® sole and absolute discretion. Any sale or
foreclosure of a security interest will itself constitute a Transfer independent of the grant
of security. Each Member hereby acknowledges the reasonableness of this prohibition in
view of the purposes of the Company and the relationship of the Members. The Transfer
of any Membership Rights or Interests in violation of the prohibition contained in this
Section shall be deemed invalid, null, and void, and of no force or effect. Any Person to
whom Membership Rights or an Interest are attempted to be transterred in violation of this
Section shall not be entitled to vote on matters coming before the Members, participate in
the management of the Company. act as an agent of the Company, receive allocations or
distributions from the Company, or have any other: rights in or with respect to the
Membership Rights or Interest.

1.2,  Withdrawal. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, no Member
shall have the right to withdraw from the Company. Any such withdrawal shall constitute
a material breach of this Agreement and the Company shall have the right to recover
damages from the withdrawn member and to offsel the damages against any amounts
otherwise distributable to such Member under this Agreement.
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7.3.  Option on Death, Bankruptcy or Involuntary Transfer. On the death.
bankruptcy, or similar event (whether voluntary or involuntary) of a Member or Interest
Holder, and upon any Involuntary Transfer, the Member or Interest Holder (or such
Person’s estatc) shall offer. or shall automatically be deemed to have offered, to sell the
Member’s or Interest Holder’s Interest to the Company or its nominee. Upon the approval
of a Majority of the Members other than the offering Member, the Company or its nominee
shall have the right and option, within seventy-five (75) days alter the Members™ aclual
knowledge of the death, bankruptey, or similar event. to acquire the Interest, for the
purchase price and on the terms set forth in Exhibit C attached hereto and made a part
hereof. If the Interest is not purchased by the Company or its nominee. the Interest shall be
transferred to the assignee of the Interest but shall remain fi ully subjectto and bound by the
terms of this Agreement.

1.4.  No Transfer of Membership Rights. The Transfer of an Interest shall not
result in the Transfer of any of the Transferring Member’s other Membership Rights, if
any, and unless the transferee is admitted as a Member pursuant to Section VII of this
Agreement, the transferee shall only be entitled to receive, 1o the extent transferred. the
share of distributions, including distributions representing the return of contributions, and
the allocation of Profits and Losses (and other items of income. gain, or deduction), to
which the Transferring Member would have otherwise been entitled with respect 1o the
Transferring Member’s Interest. The transferee shall have no right to participate in the
management of the business and affairs of the Company or to become or to exercise any
rights of a Member.

1.5.  Substitute Members. Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, an assignee of'a Member may only be admitted as a substitute Member upon the
wrillen consent of a Majority of the non-transferring Members, which consent may be
withheld in the Members’ sole and absolute discretion.

1.6.  Additional Members. The Company shall not issuc additional Intercsts after
the date of formation of the Company without the written consent or approval ol'a Majority

of the Members, which consent may be withheld in the Members® sole and absolute
discretion.

7.7.  Expenses. Fxpenses of the Company or of any Interest Holder occasioned by
transfers of Interests shall be reimbursed to the Company or Interest Holder., as the case
may be, by the transferce.

1.8.  Distributions on Withdrawal. Upon the occurrence of an Event of
Withdrawal with respect to a Member, the withdrawn Member shall not be entitled to
receive a withdrawal distribution but the withdrawn Member (or the withdrawn Member’s
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personal representatives, successors, and assigns) shall be entitled to receive the share of
distributions, including distributions representing a return of Capital Contributions, and the
allocation of Profits and Losscs. to which the withdrawn Member otherwise would have
been entitled if the Event of Withdrawal had not occurred, during the continuation of the
business of the Company and during and on completion of winding up. If the Event of
Withdrawal violated this Agreement, the distributions paid to the withdrawn Member shall
be offset by any damages suffered by the Company or its Members as a result of the Event
of Withdrawal,

Section VIII
Dissolution and Termination

8.1.  Dissolution.

8.1.1. Events of Dissolution. The Company will be dissolved upon the
occurrence of any of the following cvents:

8.1.1.1. Upon the written consent of a Majority of the Members;

8.1.1.2. Upon the entry of a decree of dissolution under Section
10.50.405 of the Act or an administrative dissolution under Scction 10.50.408 of the Act;

8.1.1.3. Upon the sale or other disposition of all or substantially all of
the Company’s assets and receipt by the Company of the proceeds therefrom: or

8.1.1.4. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Withdrawal of the last
remaining Member unless within ninety (90) days all assignees of Interests in the Company
consent in writing Lo admit at least onc member to continue the business ol the company.

8.2.  Continuation. An Event of Withdrawal with respect to a Member shall not

cause dissolution, and the Company shall automatically continuc following such an Event
of Withdrawal.

8.3.  Distributions and Other Matters. The Company shall not terminate until its
affairs have been wound up and its assets distributed ds provided herein. Promptly upon
the dissolution of the Company, the Members shall cause to be executed and filed a Notice
of Winding Up with the Alaska Department of Comnierce, Community, and Economic
Development, and will liquidate the assets of the Company and apply and distribute the
proceeds of such liquidation, or distribute the Company’s assets in kind, as follows and in
the following order:
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8.3.1. Ordinary Debts. To payment ol the debts and liabilities of the
Company, including debts owed to Interest Iolders, in the order of priority provided by
law; provided that the Company shall first pay, to the extent permitted by law, liabilities
with respect to which any Interest Holder is or may be personally liable;

8.3.2. Reserves and Distributions. To the setting up of such reserves as the
Members may deem reasonably necessary for any contingent or unforeseen liabilities or
obligations of the Company arising out of or in connection with the Company business;

8.3.3. Remainder. The balance of the proceeds shall be distributed to the
Interest Holders in accordance with the positive balance in their Capital Accounts.
determined as though all of the Company assets were sold for cash at their fair market value
as of the date of distribution. Any such distributions shall be made in accordance with the
timing requirements of Treasury Regulation Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(ii)(b)(2).

8.4.  Deficit Capital Accounts. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this
Agreement, if any Interest Holder’s Capital Account has a deficit balance (taking into
account all contributions, distributions. and allocations for the year in which a liquidation
occurs). the Interest Holder shall not be obligated to make any contribution to the capital
of the Company and the negative balance of such Interest Holder's Capital Account shall
not be considered a debt owed by the Interest Lolder to the Company or to any other person
for any purpose whatsoever.

8.5.  Rights of Interest Holders—Distributions of Property. Except as otherwise
provided in this Agreement, each Interest Holder shall look solely to the assets of the
Company for the return of his or her Capital Contribution and shall have no right or power
to demand or receive property other than cash from the Company. No Interest Holder shall
have priority over any other Interest Holder for the return of his or her Capital
Contributions, distributions. or allocations.

8.6.  Articles of Termination. When all the asscts of the Company have been
distributed as provided herein, the Members shall cause to be executed and filed Articles
of Termination as required by the Act.

Section IX
Other Interests of an Interest Holder

Any Interest Holder may engage in or possess interests in other business ventures
of every nature and description. independently or with others. Neither the Company nor
any Interest Iolder shall have any right to any independent ventures of any other Interest
Holder or to the income or profits derived therefrom. The fact that an Interest Holder, a
member of his or her Family, or an Affiliatc is employed by, or owns, or is otherwise

directly or indirectly interested in or connected with, any person, firm, or corporation
employed or retained by the Company to render or perform services, including without
limitation, management, contracting, mortgage placement, financing, brokerage, or other
services, or from whom the Company may buy property or merchandise, borrow money,
arrange financing, or place securities, or may lease real property to or from the Company,
shall not prohibit the Company from entering into contracts with or employing that person,
{irm, or corporation or otherwise dealing with him or it, and neither the Company nor any

of the Interest Holders as such shall have any rights in or to any income or Profits derived
therefrom.

Section X
Indemnity

10.1.  Indemnity Rights. The Company shall indemnity ecach Interest Tlolder who
was or is a parly or is threatened to be made a party to any threatened. pending, or
completed action, suit, or proceeding. whether civil, criminal, administrative, or
investigativc, by reason of his or her actions as an Interest Holder or by reason of his or her
acts while serving at the request of the Company as a director, officer, employee, or agent
ol another corporation. partnm ship, joint venture. trust, or other enterprise, against
expenses, including attorneys” fees, and against judgments, fines, and amounts paid in
scttlement actually and reasonably incurred by him or her in connection with such action,
suit, or proceeding, provided that the acts of such Interest Holder were not committed with
gross negligence or willful misconduct, and. with respect to any criminal action or
proceeding. such Interest Holder had no reasonable cause to believe his or her conduct was
unlawful. The termination ot any action, suit, or proceeding by judgment, order, settlement,
or conviction, or upon a plea of no contest or its equivalent, shall not, in and of itself, create
a presumption that the Tnterest Holder acted with gross negligence or willful misconduct.
or with respect to any criminal action or proceeding, had reasonable cause to believe that
his or her conduct was unlawtul.

10.2. Notice and Defense. Any Interest Holder who is or may be entitled to
indemnification shall give timely written notice to the Company, the Interest Holders that
a claim has been or is about to be made against him or her, shall permit the Company to
defend him or her through legal counscl of its own choosing, and shall cooperate with the
Company in defending against the claim. The Interest ITolder shall have the sole power and
authority to determine the terms and conditions of any settlement of the claim.

10.3. Other Sources. The indemnification provided for herein shall apply only in
the event, and to the extent that, the person is not entitled to indemnification, or other
payment, from any other source (including insurance), and the Company’s indemnity

If mailed, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered two (2) days afier being deposited
in the United States mail. postage prepaid, addressed to the person at his or her address as
it appears on the books of the Company. If transmitted by way of electronic mail or
facsimile, such notice shall be deemed 1o be delivered on the date of such electronic mail
or facsimile transmission to the electronic mail address or tacsimile number. if any, tor the
person which has been supplied by such person and identified as such person’s clectronic
mail address or facsimile number. If transmitted by overnight or next-day delivery, such
notice shall be deemed 10 be delivered on the next business day alter deposit with the
delivery service addressed to the person at his or her address as it appears on the books of
the Company.

11.2. Bank Accounts. All funds of the Company shall be deposited in a bank
account or accounts opened in the Company’s name. The Members shall determine the
institution or institutions at which the accounts will be opened and maintained, the types
of"accounts, and the Persons who will have authority with respect to the accounts and the
funds therein.

I1.3. Partial Invalidity. The invalidity of any portion of this Agreement will not
affect the validity of the remainder hercof.

11.4. Governing Law, Parties in Interest. This Agreement will be governed by
and construed according (o the laws of the State of Alaska without regard to conflicts of
law principles and will bind and inure to the benefit of the heirs, successors, assigns, and
personal representatives of the parties. - '

11.5. Execution in Counterparts. This Agreement may be exceuted in counterparts,
all of which taken together shall be deemed one original.

11.6. Titles and Captions. Al article, scction, or paragraph titles or captions
contained in this Agreement arc for convenience only and are not deemed part of the
context thereof.,
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11.7. Pronouns and Plurals. All pronouns and any variations thereot are deemed
to refer to the masculine, feminine, neuter, singular, or plural as the identity of the person
Or persons may require.

11.8. Waiver of Action for Partition. Each of the Interest [lolders irrevocably
waive any right that he or she may have to maintain any action for partition with respect to
any of the Company Property.

11.9. Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire understanding
between the parties, and supersedes any prior understandings and agreements between or
among them with respect to the subject matter hereof.

11.10. Estoppel Certificate. Each Member shall, within ten (10) days after written
request by any Member or the Members, deliver to the requesting Person a certificate
stating, to the Member’s knowledge, that: (a) this Agreement is in full force and etfect; (b)
this Agreement has not been modified except by any instrument or instruments identified
in the certificate: and (c) there is no default hereunder by the requesting Person, or if there
is a default, the nature and extent thereof.

Section XI11
Arbitration

If the parties are unable to resolve any dispute arising out of this Agreement either
during or after its term informally, including the question as to whether any particular
matter is arbitrable, the partics agree to submit the matter to binding arbitration. In the
event the parties have not agreed upon an arbitrator within twenty (20) days after either
party has demanded arbitration, either parly may f[ile a demand for arbitration with an
Alaska regional office of the American Arbitration Association (“AAA™) and a single
arbitrator shall be appointed in accordance with the then existing Commercial Arbitration
Rules of the AAA. At all times during arbitration, the arbitrator shall consider that the
purpose of arbitration is to provide for the efficient and inexpensive resolution of disputes,
and the arbitrator shall limit discovery whenever appropriate to insure that this purpose is
pre-served. The dispute between the partics shall be submitied for determination within
sixty (60) days after the arbitrator has been selected. The decision of the arbitrator shall be
rendered within thirty (30) days after the conclusion of the arbitration hearing. The decision
of the arbitrator shall be in writing and shall specify the factual and legal basis for the
decision. Upon stipulation of the parties, or upon a showing of good cause by eilher party,
the arbitrator may lengthen or shorten the time periods set forth herein for conducting the
hearing or for rendering a decision. The decision of the arbitrator shall be tinal and binding
upon the parties. Judgment to enforce the decision of the arbitrator, whether tor legal or
equitable relief, may be entered in any court having jurisdiction thereof, and the parties
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hereto expressly and irrevocably consent to the jurisdiction of the Alaska Courts for such
purpose. The arbitrator shall conduct all proceedings pursuant to the then existing
Commcrcial Arbitration Rules of the AAA. to the extent such rules are not inconsistent
with the provisions of this Article lIl. The AAA Unilorm Rules of Procedure shall not
apply to any arbitration proceeding relating to the subject matter or terms of the documents.
In the event a dispute is submitted to arbitration pursuant to this Section. the prevailing
party shall be entitled 1o the payment of its reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs, as
determined by the arbitrator. Each of the parties shall keep all disputes and arbitration
proceedings strictly confidential, except for disclosures of information required by
applicable law or regulation.

Section XI1I
Agreement of Spouses of Members

By executing this Agreement, the spouse of cach Interest Holder acknowledges and
consents to the terms and conditions of this Agreement and agrees, for himself or herself
and for the community of himself and herself and the Interest Holder, to be bound hereby.
Each spouse of an Interest Holder, for himself or herself and the community of which he
or she is a member, hereby irrevocably appoints the Interest Holder as attorney-in-fact with
an irrevocable proxy coupled with an Interest to vote on any matter to come before the
Members or to agree (o and execute any amendments of this Agreement without [urther
consent or acknowledgment of the spouse and to execute proxies, instruments, or
documents in the spousc’s name as may be required to cffect the same. This power of
attorney is intended to be durable and shall not be affected by disability of the spouse.

Section XIV
Representation

The parties hereby acknowledge that (i) JDW, LLC (the “Firm”) has represented
Alaskan Blooms, LLL.C in connection with the drafting ol this Operating Agreement; (ii)
that each of the signatories has been advised to seek independent counsel in connection
with such matters: and (iii) that the Firm does not represent any Member individually either
directly or indirectly, but rather represents the Company. Payment of the Firm's fees by
the Company shall not alter or amend any of the rclationships.

Holder, the deficit balance, if any, in the Interest Holder's Capital Account as of the end of
the relevant I'iscal Year. after giving cffect to the following adjustments:

1.2.1. the Capital Account shall be increased by the amounts which the
Interest Ilolder is obligated to restore under this Agreement or is deemed obligated to
restore pursuant to Regulation Sections 1.704-2(g)(1) and (i)(5) (i.e., the Interest Holder’s
share of Minimum Gain and Member Minimum Gain); and

Regulation Sections 1.704-1(b)(2)(ii)(d)(4). (5) and (6).

This definition of Adjusted Capital Account Deficit is intended to comply with Section
1.704-1(b)(2)(ii)(d) of the Treasury Regulations and shall be interpreted and applied in a
manner consistent with that Regulation.

1.3, “Capital Account™ means the account maintained by the Company for cach
[nterest Holder in accordance with the following provisions:

1.3.1. An Interest Holder’s Capital Account shall be credited with the
amount of money contributed by the Interest Holder o the Company; the [air market value
of the Property contributed by the Interest Holder to the Company (net of liabilities secured
by such contributed Property that the Company is considered to assume or take subject to
under Section 752 of the Code): the Interest Ilolder’s allocable share of Profit and items of
income and gain; and the amount of Company liabilities that are assumed by the Interest
Holder under Regulation Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(iv)(¢);

1.3.2. An Interest Holder’s Capital Account shall be debited with the amount
of money distributed to the Interest Holder: the lair market value of any Company property
distributed to the Interest Holder (net of liabilities secured by such distributed Property that
the Interest llolder is considered Lo assume or take subject to under Section 752 of the
Code): the Interest Holder’s allocable share of oss and items of deduction: and the amount
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of the Interest Holder’s liabilities that arc assumed by the Company under Regulation
Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(iv)(c);

1.3.3. If Company Property is distributed to an Interest llolder. the Capital
Accounts of all Interest Holders shall be adjusted as if the distributed Property had been
sold in a taxable disposition for the gross fair market value of such Property on the date of
distribution (taking into account Section 7701 of the Code) and the Profit or Loss from
such disposition allocated to the Interest I1olders as provided in this Exhibit B.

3.4. If money or other Property (other than a de minimis amount) is (a)
contributed to the Company by a new or e\isting > Interest Holder in exchange for an interest
in the Company; or (b) distributed by the Company 1o a retiring or continuing Interest
Holder as consideration for an interest in the Company: then, if the Members deem such
an adjustment to be necessary to reflect the economic interests of the Interest IToldcrs, the
Book Value of the Company’s Property shall be adjusted to equal its gross fair market
value on such date (taking into account Section 7701(g) of the Code) and the Capital
Accounts of all Interest Holders shall be adjusted in the same manner as if all the Company
Property had been sold in a taxable disposition for such amount on such date and the Profit
or Loss allocated to the Interest ITolders as provided in this Exhibit B.

1.3.5. To the extent an adjustment to the tax basis of any Company assel
pursuant to Code Section 734(b) or Code Section 743(b) is required. pursuant to Regulation
Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(iv)(m), to be taken into account in determining Capital Accounts,
the Book Value of the Company’s Property and the Capital Account of the Interest Holders
shall be adjusted in a manner consistent with the manner in which the Capital Accounts are
required to be adjusted pursuant to that Section of the Regulations.

1.3.6. Il any Interest is transferred pursuant to the terms of this Agreement,
1he transterec shall succeed to the Capital Account of the transferor to the extent the Capital
Account is attributable to the transferred Interest.

“Initial Book Value” mecans, with respect to Property contributed to the
Company by an Intercst Holder, the Property’s fair market value at the time of contribution
and, with respect to all other Property. the Property’s adjusted basis for (ederal income tax
purposes at the time of acquisition.

1.7. “Member Nonrecourse Debt"” has the meaning set forth in Section 1.704-
2(b)(4) of the Treasury Regulations for “partner nonrecourse debt.”

1.8.  “Member Nonrecourse Debt Minimum Gain" has the meaning set forth in
Regulation Section 1.704-2(i) [or “partner nonrecourse debt minimum gain.”

1.9. “"Member Nonrecourse Deductions " has the meaning set-forth in Regulation
Scction 1.704-2(i) for “partner nonrecourse deductions.”

1.10.  “Nonrecourse Deductions" has the meaning set forth in Regulation Section
1.704-2(b)(1). The amount of Nonrecourse Deductions shall be determined according to
the provisions of Regulation Section 1.704-2(c).

I.11. “Nonrecourse Liability” has the¢ mecaning set forth in Regulation Section
1.704-2(b)(3).

1.12. “Profit” and “Loss” means, for cach Fiscal Year of the Company (or other
period for which Profit or Loss must be computed). the Company s taxable income or 1oss
determined in accordance with Code Section 703(a), with the following adjustments:

1.12.1. All items of income, gain, loss, deduction, or credit required to be
stated separately pursuant to Code Section 703(a)(1) shall be included in computing taxable
income or loss:

1.12.2. Any tax-exempt income of the Company. not otherwise taken into
account in computing Profit or 1.oss, shall be included in computing Profit or Loss:

1.12.3. Any expenditures of the Company described in Code Section
705(a)(2)(B) (or treated as such pursuant to Regulation Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(iv)(i)) and
not otherwise taken into account in computing Profit or Loss, shall be included in
computing Profit or Loss;

1.12.4. I the Adjusted Book Value of Company Property difters from its
adjusted basis for federal income tax purposes, then gain or loss resulting from any taxable
disposition of Company property shall be computed by reference to the Adjusted Book
Value of the Property disposed of rather than the adjusted basis of the property for federal
income tax purposes;
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1.12.5. If the Adjusted Book Value of Company Property differs from its
adjusted basis for [ecderal income tax purposes, then in lieu of the depreciation,
amortization. or cost recovery deductions allowable in computing taxable income or loss,
the depreciation, amortization (or other cost recovery deduction) shall be an amount that
bears the same ratio fo the Adjusted Book Value of such Property as depreciation,
amortization (or other cost recovery deduction) computed for federal income tax purposes
for such period bears to the adjusicd tax basis of such Property. If the Property has a zero
adjusted tax basis. the depreciation, amortization (or other cost recovery deduction) of such

1.12.6. Any items that are specially allocated pursuant to Sections 2.3 and
2.4 hereof shall not be taken into account in computing Profit or Loss.

1.13. “Treasury Regulations™ or “Regulations™ means the income tax regulations,
including any temporary regulations. promulgated under the Code as such regulations may
be amended [rom time to time (including corresponding provisions of succeeding
regulations).

2. Allocations.  After making any special allocations contained in Section 2.5,

remaining Profits and Losses shall be allocated for any Fiscal Year in the following
manner:

2.1,  Profits.

2.1.1. First, Profits shall be allocated among the Interest Holders in
proportion to the cumulative Losses previously allocated to the Interest Holder under
Section 2.2.3 until the cumulative Profits allocated to each Interest 1Tolder under this

subparagraph equal the cumulative Losses previously allocated to each Interest Holder
under Section 2.2.3:

2.1.2. Second, Profits shall be allocated proportionately among the Interest
Holders until the cumulative Profits allocated to each Interest Holder under this
subparagraph equal the cumulative Priority Return each Interest Ilolder has reccived
through the end of the Fiscal Year plus Losses, if any, allocated to the Interest Holder under
Section 2.2.2; and

2.1.3. Third. Profits shall be allocated to the Interest Holders in accordance
with their Percentage Interests.

2.2. Losses.
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2.2.1. First, Lossces shall be allocated to the Interest 1lolders in proportion to
the cumulative Profits previously allocated to the Interest I lolders under Section 2.1.3 until
the cumulative Losses allocated pursuant to this subparagraph to cach Interest Holder are

equal to the cumulative Profits previously allocated to cach Interest Holder under Section
2003

2.2.2. Second, Losses shall be allocated 1o the Interest Holders in proportion
to the cumulative Profits previously allocated to the Interest Holders under Section 2.1.2
until the cumulative Losses allocated pursuant to this subparagraph to each Interest Holder

are equal to the cumulative Profits previously allocated to each Interest Holder under
Section 2.1.2: and

2.2.3. Third. Losses shall be allocated to the Interest Holders in accordance
with their Percentage Interests.

2.3.  Loss Limitations.

2.3.1. Adjusted Capital Account Deficit. No Losses shall be allocated to any
Interest Holder pursuant to Section 2.1 if the allocation causes the Interest Holder to have
an Adjusted Capital Account Deficit or increases the Interest Holder's Capital Account
Deficit. All Losses in excess of the limitations set forth in this Subsection shall be allocated
to the other Interest Holders in accordance with the other Interest Holders® Percentage
Interests until all Interest Holders are subject to the limitation of this Subsection, and
thereafier, in accordance with the Interest Holders® interest in the Company as determined
by the Members. If any Losses are allocated to an Interest Holder because of this
Subsection, then notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, all subsequent
Profits shall be allocated to the Interest Holders pro rata based on Losses allocated to them
pursuant to this Subsection until each Interest Holder has been allocated an amount of
Profits pursuant to this Subsection equal to the Losses previously allocated to that Interest
Holder under this Subsection.

2.3.2. Cash Method Limitation. 1f the Company is on the cash method of
accounting and more than 35% of the Company s Losses in any vear would be allocable to

The security alarm system will have contacts on all exterior
doors and windows, point of entry, point of exit and the alarm system will work in tandem with all of the security cameras
utilized for facility surveillance.

The licensed facility will have:

a) Honeywell Intrusion security package consisting of the following equipment: 1-6160 keypad at front entrance, Aurora
PIR Motion Detectors, Wave 2 2-Tone Sound, 467 Battery, 620 Jack and Cord.

b) Honeywell sensors with advanced ASIC based processing, split zone optics technology, totally silent relay operation,
immune to pets up to 40 pounds, tamper proof design, PIR motion sensor with an ultra low current.

c) Security systems will be monitored by a third party monitoring agency that is staffed 24/7. In the event of an alarm
activation local law enforcement and the business owners will be notified.

During non-business hours monitoring of all devices (motion detectors, door contacts, glass break detectors) within the
system will be activated and monitored. In the event of a security breach of the licensed premises an exterior as well as an
interior sounder will be activated immediately, an alarm signal will be received by the monitoring center who will notify
security, local law enforcement and the licensee.

Doors with entrance and exit access to property will be monitored with Honeywell Door Contacts that will tri p the system in
the event the door contact is activated. Doors, windows and other exterior points of entry will have commercial grade
non-residential locks. These locks will be in use at any time the entry point is not being actively utilized. 3ACC 306.715

All exterior doors are reinforced commercial grade exterior doors,

All windows and doors will be equipped with alarm contacts that will be active and secured to prevent unauthorized
access.

There is a 6 foot security fence around the licensed premise that remains locked at all times unless a specific delivery is to
be made to or from the facility. AMCO will be notified in the event that an alarm is tripped, and law enforcement is involved.

Marijuana and marijuana products will be stored in a secured, locked area at all times. The area is restricted access and permission
is only given for specific personnel to be in these locked areas. On site security and video surveillance will continuously monitor
storage and packing areas. Mandatory inventory counts will be done on a weekly basis and kept with all business records. Al
employees will receive mandatory training to detect any diversion activity and are required to contact management if they suspect
such activity is occurring. In the event that an employee is caught stealing or diverting marijuana, Alaskan Blooms will notify local law
enforcement immediately and lend their full and complete cooperation towards the investigation.

UTILITIES. The Lessee shall be responsible for any and all utilities to the Premises in relation to
the total property area.

SECURITY DEPOSIT. A security deposit shall not be required in advance upon the signing of this
Lease.

FURNISHINGS. The Lessor will not be provided with any furnishings to the Lessee under this
Lease.

PARKING. There shall not be any parking provided to the Lessee.

RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL. Lessor grants to Lessee throughout the Initial Term, along with
any renewal periods, a right of first refusal to purchase the Premises pursuant to any offer received
and accepted by the Lessor. Lessor must notify Lessee in writing and offer to purchase all or part of
the Premises with Lessee having 90 calendar days after receipt of the notice to exercise its right of
first refusal and notify Lessor of its decision whether or not to purchase the Premises under the
same or similar terms under the offer accepted by the Lessor.

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If financing is needed by the Lessee, the Lessee will be allowed the time-frame as stated in the offer
accepted that was accepted by the Lessor. If the offer accepted by the Lessor is not contingent on
financing then the Lessee shall be granted a maximum of 30 days to secure financing for the
purchase of the Premises.

LEASEHOLD IMPROVEMENTS. The Lessee agrees that no leasehold improvements,
alterations or changes of any nature, (except for those listed on any attached addenda) shall be made
to the leasehold Premises or the exterior of the building without first obtaining the consent of the
Lessor in writing, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, and thereafter, any and all
leasehold improvements made to the Premises which become affixed or attached to the leasehold
Premises shall remain the property of the Lessor at the expiration or termination of this Leage
Agreement. Furthermore, any leasehold improvements shall be made only in accordance with
applicable federal, state or local codes, ordinances or regulations, having due regard for the type of
construction of the building housing the subject leasehold Premises. If the Lessee makes any
improvements to the Premises the Iessep shall be responsible payment.

Nothing in the Lease shall be construed to authorize the Lessee or any other person acting for the
Lessee to encumber the rents of the Premises or the interest of the Lessee in the Premises or any
person under and through whom the Lessee has acquired its interest in the Premises with a
mechanic’s lien or any other type of encumbrance. Under no circumstance shall the Lessee be
construed to be the agent, employee or representative of Lessor. In the event a lien is placed against
the Premises, through actions of the Lessee, Lessee will promptly pay the same or bond agains the
same and take steps immediately to have such lien removed. If the Lessee fails to have the Lien
removed, the Lessor shall take steps to remove the lien and the Lessee shall pay Lessor for all
expenses related to the Lien and removal thereof and shall be in default of this Lease.

LICENSES AND PERMITS. A copy of any and all local, state or federal permits acquired by the
Lessee which are required for the use of the Premises shall be kept on site at all times and shall be
readily accessible and produced to the Lessor and/or their agents or any local, state, or federal
officials upon demand,

MAINTENANCE. The Lessor shall be responsible for all repairs and maintenance due to normal
wear and tear on the Premises. Particularly items which need immediate attention including but not
limited to, the replacement of light bulbs, as well as the normal repair and cleaning of windows,
cleaning of bathrooms, clearing of toilets, etc. The Lessor shall properly maintain the premises in a
good, safe and clean condition and shall properly and promptly remove all rubbish and hazardous
wastes and see that the same are properly disposed of according to all local, state or federal laws,
rules regulations or ordinances,

In the event the building housing the leased premises is damaged as a result of any neglect or
negligence of Lessee, his employees, agents, business invitees, or any inde pendent contractors
serving the Lessee or in any way as a result of Lessee’s use and occupancy of the premises, then the
Lessee shall be primarily responsible for seeing that the proper claims are placed with the Lessee’s
insurance company, or the damaging party's insurance company, and shall furthermore be
responsible for seeing that the building is safeguarded with respect to said damage and that all
proper notices with respect to said damage, are made in a timely fashion, including notice to the
Lessor, and the party or parties causing said damage.

SALE OF PROPERTY. Lessee shall, in the event of the sale or assignment of Lessor's interest in

the building of which the premises form a part, or in the event of any proceedings brought for the
foreclosure of, or in the event of exercise of the power of sale under any mortgage made by Lessor
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covering the premises, attorn to the purchaser and recognize such purchaser as Lessor under this
Lease.

HVAC MAINTENANCE. Lessor will provide or engage a reputable and experienced firm for the
purpose of periodically inspecting and maintaining the heating ventilating, and air condition ing
equipment located on the Premises exclusive of any such equipment or part thereof which may
exclusively serve the Ieased Premises, in which case the Lessee shall be responsible for such
maintenance. Lessee shall reimburse the Lessor, as Additional Rent, for Lessee's Percentage of the
amount by which the cost of such maintenance and inspection.

INSURANCE, In the event Lessee shall fail to obtain insurance required hereunder and fails to
maintain the same in force continuously during the term, Lessor may, but shall not be required to,
obtain the same and charge the Lessee for same as additional rent. Furthermore, Lessee agrees not
to keep upon the premises any articles or goods which may be prohibited by the standard form of
fire insurance policy, and in the event the Insurance rates applicable to fire and extended coverage
covering the premises shall be increased by reason of any use of the premises made by Lessee, then
Lessee shall pay to Lessor, upon demand, such increase in insurance premium as shall be caused by
said use or Lessee’s proportionate share of any such increase.

SUBLET/ASSIGNMENT. The Lessee may not transfer or assign this Lease, or any right or
interest hereunder or sublet said leased premises or any part thereof.

DAMAGE TO LEASED PREMISES. In the event the building housing the leased premises shall
be destroyed or damaged as a result of any fire or other casualty which is not the result of the
intentional acts or neglect of Lessee and which precludes or adversely affects the Lessee’s
occupancy of the leased premises, then in every such cause, the rent herein set forth shall be abated
or adjusted according to the extent to which the Premises have been rendered unfit for use and
occupation by the Lessee and until the demised premises have been put in a condition at the
expense of the Lessor, at least to the extent of the value and as nearly as possible to the condition of
the premises existing immediately prior to such dama ge. It is understood, however, in the event of
total or substantial destruction to the Premises (hal in no event shall the Lessor's obligation to
restore, replace or rebuild exceed an amount equal to the sum of the insurance proceeds available
for reconstruction with respect to said damage,

The Lessee shall, during the term of thig Lease, and in the renewal thereof, at its sole expense, keep
the interior of the leased premises in as good a condition and repair as it is at the date of this Lease,
reasonable wear and use excepted. This obligation would include the obligation to replace any plate
glass damaged as a result of the neglect or acts of Lessce or her guests or invitees. Furthermore, the
Lessee shall not knowingly commit nor permit to be committed any act or thing contrary to the
rules and regulations prescribed from i me to time by any federal, state or local authorities and shall
expressly not be allowed (o keep or maintain any hazardous waste materials or contaminates on the
premises. Lessee shall also be responsible for the cost, if any, which would be incurred to bring her
contemplated operation and business activity into compliance with any law or regulation of a
federal, state or local authority.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS LAWS. Shall mean any and all federal, state, or local laws,
ordinances, rules, decrees, orders, regulations, or court decisions rel ating to hazardous substances,
hazardous materials, hazardous waste, toxic substances, environmental conditions on, under, or
about the Premises, the Building, or the Property, or soil and ground water conditions, including,
but not limited to, the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of
1980 (CERCLA), the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), the Hazardous Materials
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Transportation Act, any other law or legal requirement concerning hazardous or toxic substances,
and any amendments to the foregoing.

LESSEE'S DEFAULT AND POSSESSION . In the event that the Lessee shall fail to pay said rent
and expenses as set forth herein, or any part thereof, when the same are due and payable, or shall
otherwise be in default of any other terms of said Lease for a period of more than 90 days, after
receiving notice of said default, then the parties hereto expressly agree and covenant that the Lessor
may declare the Lease terminated and may immediately re-enter said premises and take possession
of the same together with any of Lessee’s personal property, equipment or fixtures left on the
premises which items may be held by the Lessor as security for the Lessee’s eventual payment
and/or satisfaction of rental defaults or other defaults of I.essee under the Lease. Tt ig further agreed,

its interest in the personal property and equipment, to prevent the unauthorized removal of said
property or equipment which threatened action would be deemed to constitute irreparable harm and
injury to the Lessor in violation of its Securily interest in said items of personal property.
Furthermore, in the event of default, the Lessor may expressly undertake all reasonable preparations
and efforts to release the Premises including, but not limited to, the removal of all inventory,
equipment or leasehold improvements of the Lessee ’s, at the Lessee’s expense, without the need to
first procure an order of any court to do so, although obligated in the interim to undertake
reasonable steps and procedures to safeguard the value of Lessee’s property, including the storage
of the same, under reasonable terms and conditions at Lessee’s expense, and, in addition, it is
understood that the Lessor may suc the Lessee for any damages or past rents due and owing and
may undertake all and additional legal remedies then available.

LESSOR'S DEFAULT. The Lessee ma y send written notice to the Lessor stating duties or
obligations that have not been fulfilled under the full performance of this Leage Agreement. If said
duties or obligations have not been cured within 30 days from receiving such notice, unless the
Lessor needs to more time to cure or remedy such issue in accordance with standard industry
protocol, then the Lessor shall be in default of this Lease Agreement.

If the Lessor should be in default the Lessee shall have the option to terminate this Lease
Agreement and be held harmless against any of its terms or obligations.

DISPUTES. If any dispute should arise in relation to this Lease Agreement the Lessor and Lessee
shall first negotiate amongst themselves in "good faith." Afterwards, if the dispute is not resolved
then the Lessor and Lessee shall seek mediation in accordance with the laws in the State of Alaska.
If the Lessor and Lessee fail to resolve the dispute through mediation then the American Arbitration
Association shall be used in accordance with their rules. Lessor and Lessee agree to the binding
effect of any ruling or judgment made by the American Arbitration Association.

INDEMNIFICATION. The Lessee hereby covenants and agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the
Lessor harmless from any and all claims or liabilities which may arise from any cause whatsoever
as a result of Lessee’s use and occupancy of the premises, and further shall indemnify the Lessor for
any losses which the Lessor may suffer in connection with the Lessee’s use and occupancy or care,
custody and control of the premises. The Lessee also hereby covenants and agrees to indemnify and
hold harmless the Lessor from any and all claims or liabilities which ma y arise from any latent

defects in the subject premises that the Lessor is not aware of at the signing of the lease or at any
time during the lease term.

BANKRUPTCY - INSOLVENCY. The Lessee agrees that in the event all or a substantial portion

of the Lessee’s assets are placed in the hands of a receiver or a Trustee, and such status continues
for a period of 30 days, or should the Lessee make an assignment for the benefit of creditors or be
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adjudicated bankrupt, or should the Lessee institute any proceedings under the bankruptcy act or
any amendment thereto, then such Lease or interest in and to the leased premises shall not become
an asset in any such proceedings and, in such event, and in addition to any and all other remedies of
the Lessor hereunder or by law provided, it shall be lawful for the Lessor to declare the term hereof
ended and to re-enter the leased land and take possession thereof and all improvements thereon and
to remove all persons therefrom and the Lessee shall have no further claim thereon.

SUBORDINATION AND ATTORNMENT. Upon request of the Lessor, Lessee will subordinate
its rights hereunder to the lien of any mortgage now or hereafter in force against the property or any
portion thereof, and to all advances made or hereafter to be made upon the security thereof, and to
any ground or underlying lease of the property provided, however, that in such case the holder of
such mortgage, or the Lessor under such Lease shall agree that this Lease shall not be divested or in
any way affected by foreclosure, or other default proceedings under said mortgage, obligation
secured thereby, or Lease, so long as the Lessee shall not be in default under the terms of this Lease.

of the date hereof.
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AMERICANS WITH DISABILITY ACT. Per 42 U.S. Code § 12183 if the Lessee is using the
Premises as a public accommodation (e.g. restaurants, shopping centers, office buildings) or there
are more than 15 employees the Premises must provide accommodations and access to persons with
disabilities that is equal or similar to that available to the general public. Owners, operators, lessors,
and lessees of commercial properties are all responsible for ADA compliance.

this Lease and, if so, specifying each such default.

HOLDOVER PERIOD. Should the Lessee remain in possession of the Premises after the
cancellation, expiration or sooner termination of the Lease, or any renewal thereof, without the
execution of a new Lease or addendum, such holding over in the absence of a written agreement to
the contrary shall be deemed to have created and be construed to be a tenancy from month to month

with the Rent to be due and payable in the same amount as the previous month, terminable upon 30
days' notice by either party.

WAIVER. Waiver by Lessor of a default under this Lease shall not constitute a waiver of a
subsequent default of any nature.
