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Section 2 - Control Plan for Persons Under the Age of 21 


2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the 


licensed premises and marijuana items: 


The entire facility is a restricted access area. The entrance to the restricted access areas will have 
signs posted of a size of not less than 12"x12" with letters of a size not less than 1/2" that reads "No 
one under 21 years of age Allowed". All doors will remain locked at all times. Any visitors requesting 
access to the facility will be required to provide valid photo ID and sign into the visitor log. Anyone 
not at least 21 years of age or older or not in possession of a valid ID will be denied access to the 
restricted access areas. 


Section 3 - Security 


Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710): 


3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas: 


Entry and exit to the restricted access are is through a controlled access point, where ID is verified 
and access is granted into the facility. Signs that read "No one under 21 years of age Allowed" and 
"Restricted Access Area. Visitors Must Be Escorted", will be posted in clear view at the main access 
point into the facility where only employees with specific access and purpose will be allowed to 
enter. Security alarm systems and video surveillance are in use to monitor all restricted access 
areas. 


3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas: 


All visitors that are approved to tour the facility or conduct business will be required to sign into the 
visitor log. The visitor log will include, at a minimum, the date and time of arrival, the name of the 
visitor, the company or agency name represented by the visitor, the stated purpose of the visit, the 
name of the employee who will be the responsible escort while the visitor is on-site, and the exit 
time. Upon completion of the visitors log by the employee and the acceptance of responsibility by an 
employee, the visitor will be issued a visitor's identification badge, which will be connected to a 
lanyard and is required to be prominently displayed at all times. At no time will there be more than 5 
visitors per supervising employee. At the end of every week, Bonah-fide will scan the visitor log to 
identify anyone who has visited multiple times and verify the visits were necessary for Bonah-fide to 
complete its necessary business.

Exterior lighting will be placed at the entrances of the facility, in a manner to operate with video 


surveillance cameras, to ensure the quality of the image is sufficient for identity purposes of an 
individual who is within 20 feet of an entrance.

inaccessible height with sturdy housings to deter vandalism and common obstructions. All lighting 
will be checked frequently to ensure optimum performance.

agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach: 


The security system will be keypad operated and will be activated by a PIN at the end of each 
business day. Once the system is activated, the employees will exit and lock the door. All exterior 
doors will be equipped with contact sensors and motion detectors will be installed in the interior of 
the building. The alarm system will report system failures and have a UPS (uninterrupted power 
supply) back up power system. The system will be monitored by an off-site security company who 
will provide notifications to the owners and 911 dispatch when necessary. 
Bonah-fide has a detailed security and emergency response plan, each employee will be trained 
and is required to be familiar with these procedures. All exterior access points will be equipped with 
commercial grade locks, all doors will be equipped with contact alarms. Motion detectors will be 
placed throughout the facility and activated and monitored during nonbusiness hours. The on-duty 
manager/owner will have a duress switch that can be activated if necessary. In the event of an 
unauthorized breach, Jonah will ask all employees and any visitors in the facility to vacate 
immediately, once law enforcement gives Jonah the all-clear, visitors will be signed out of the visitor 
log book, return the visitor badge and leave the premises. Jonah will then instruct all employees to 
assist in a facility inspection, take inventory of everything in the facility including equipment and cash 
and report any missing marijuana to AMCO. Regardless whether items go missing or not, AMCO 
will be notified in the event of an unauthorized breach electronically within 24 hours. 


3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees: 


Bonah-fide has instituted several written policies and procedures to prevent diversion of marijuana. These polices 
and procedures are in the Bonah-fide employee manual, and each employee will be trained prior to working in the 
cultivation. Employees performances will be evaluated regularly to determine if additional training is required. The 
manual includes detailed procedures on entering strains/clones/seeds into Metre and transferring final product to 
another facility. We have policies in place that cover employee behavior, a few examples are; no employees may 
bring personal marijuana onto the premises to prevent inversion, employee backpacks and coats must be stored in 
their designated area. All area containing any form of marijuana is under strict 24 hour video surveillance. If a theft 
occurs, Jonah will notify the proper authorities immediately. 


3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering: 


Bonah-fide employees/manager/owner will actively monitor the premises by randomly walking 
outside the facility and viewing the video monitoring system. If someone is found to be loitering 
they will be requested to leave the property, if they refuse, law enforcement will be contacted. 
Vendors who make pick ups, deliveries, or repairs will be escorted and only allowed to be on site 
for the necessary time to complete their business. Employees are not permitted to receive visitors.

Bonah-fide has a video security surveillance system that meets the States requirements. We 
provided drawings of the facility and a copy of the State regulations and completed an in-depth 
review of the requirements. The system that has been proposed meets or exceeds the current 
requirements. Cameras will be placed in a manner that their view is not blocked and provides a 
clear image that is adequate to identify anyone inside the facility. The outside area will be well list 
and entrances will be equipped with low light camera capability of producing images that are clear 
and adequate to identify an individual within 20 feet of the entrance. 


3.14. Describe the locked and secure area where video surveillance recording equipment and original copies of surveillance records 


will be housed and stored, and how you will ensure the area is accessible only to authorized personnel, law enforcement, or an

The video surveillance recording equipment will be mounted in a telco cabinet that is equipped with 
commercial grade lock and located in a restricted access area behind secure doors. The 
owner/manager will e the only individuals authorized to have keys and grant access to the area. If 
access is necessary the owner or manager will provide access and escort the requesting party i.e; 
law enforcement, AMCO or an agent of the MCB. Records will be secure in a safe in the restricted 
access area which only the owner/manager will have access to. 40 days of video surveillance will be 
maintained on site at all times and can easily be transferred to an external hard drive in the event 
that recordings need to be kept longer for civil, criminal or administrative issues. All video 
surveillance recordings will be time and date stamped and stored in a manner that is easily 
searchable and not given the ability to be edited in any way for easy authenticity.

Bonah-fide will use Metre for marijuana tracking, transaction recording and document management. 
All paper documents related to marijuana will be scanned and stored electronically on a computer 
stored at the site. Bonah-fide will maintain all other electronic and paper records required under 3 
AAC 306.755 related to business operations in a fire proof safe on site. Access to the records will be 
restricted to the owner/manager. Records older than six months may be stored off-site at the 
data/document storage facility that has the proper procedures in place to exercise due diligence in 
preserving and maintaining the records.

The manifest will document the strain name, 
type of product, batch number, weight, name of the transporter and handler's ID, time of departure and expected delivery, and 
the make, model and license plate of the transporting vehicle. The transport vehicle will travel directly between destinations 
without making any unnecessary stops, and marijuana will be sealed in not more than ten (10) pound containers inside a 
locked storage compartment within the vehicle or bed of a truck for wholesale transactions and up to one ounce containers for 
re-sale by retailers without re-packaging. At no time during transit will marijuana be visible outside the vehicle. The shipping 
container will have a label stating that a licensed testing facility has tested each batch in the shipment, and list: (1) the date of 
final testing; (2) the cannabinoid potency profile, expressed as a range of percentages that extends from the lowest 
percentage to highest percentage of concentration for each cannabinoid listed from every test conducted on that strain of 
marijuana from the same marijuana cultivation facility within the last three months; Continued on Page 11 ..

8.1 Continued: ; (3) a statement listing the results of microbial testing; and (4) a statement 
listing the contaminants for which the marijuana was tested, including molds, mildew, filth, 
herbicides, pesticides, fungicides, and harmful chemicals. Any packaging done at the facility 
will be performed in an area specifically set aside for packaging and monitored with 24 hour 
surveillance. Packaging will be uniform with labels secure and prominently displayed. The 
facility will use certified scales in compliance with the Alaska Weights and Measures Act, and 
will maintain registration and inspection reports at the facility. After agents package marijuana 
they will be placed in sanitized, air-tight containers, labeled with all compliant labeling 
information, and given a bar-code for the inventory control system.

Packaged marijuana will be 
stored in a secured area until ready for transport. All packaging will be inspected, accepted or 
rejected, and recorded in the log, and either Jonah or manager will check all final packages to 
ensure that they will secure marijuana from contamination and not impart toxic or deleterious 
substances. Labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the cultivation facility; (2) 
the date the marijuana was harvested; (3) the harvest batch number assigned to the 
marijuana; (4) the date the marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity of 
usable marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible with the inventory tracking 
system; (6) a complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation of 
the marijuana. Bonah-fide may contract with a third-party transport company and will ensure 
they have their marijuana handler permits and follow Bonah-fides transportation policies and 
procedures.

All marijuana cultivated at Bonah-fide will be tracked via Metre from cutting or seed to final sale or destruction. 

Cuttings and seeds will be started in various 
types of starter cubes, and placed in the nursery area of Level 1. When roots appear, seedlings will be transplanted and 
moved to the Veg Area located on the same level in the same room. When the eight-inch height has been reached, 
plants will be tagged, assigned a Metre tracking number and transferred to one of the two flowering rooms located on 
Level 2. When flowering stage has completed, it will be harvested and processed, then transferred to the drying room 
located in Level 2. After drying, the marijuana will be placed in tamper-evident, sealed and locked containers and placed 
in a secured area of the transport vehicle. The containers will not contain more than ten (1 Olbs) pounds of marijuana. A 
Metre transport manifest will accompany all marijuana transfers. The sealed package will be then be sent to the test lab 
for testing.
