Einstein Labs will store, manage, and dispose of any solid or liquid waste; including wastewater and 
other waste determined by the Board in compliance with applicable federal, state, and local laws 
and regulations as outlined in 3 AAC 306.740(a). Einstein Labs will ensure that health and safety 
standards and DEC standards regarding food safety are met during the waste disposal process by 
ensuring that personal protective equipment (PPE) is used and reasonable precautions are taken 
while storing, managing, and disposing of solid or liquid waste. To make ground marijuana waste 
unusable, Einstein Labs will mix it with one of the following non compost-able materials: paper 
product, cardboard, or plastic waste. 


Employees are required to follow health standards, as outlined in 3 AAC 306.735, including 
maintaining a clean working environment, maintaining personal hygiene, avoiding contaminating 
areas, and ensuring waste disposal equipment is adequately maintained. 


We anticipate having the following wast by-products from our manufacturing activities: 
1. Waste from spent (processed with solvent) marijuana flowers, trim, and solid plant material
2. Gloves, wipes, paper towels, and other items used during processing that come into contact with 
marijuana
3. Marijuana product that fails to meet quality testing
4. Expired or outdated marijuana or marijuana product
5. Marijuana plant waste including roots, stalks, leaves, and stems.
Solid marijuana waste (not processed}: The product manufacturing facility anticipates little solid 
marijuana waste due to most waste being processed with solvent, small amounts being used for 
testing, ensuring processes are streamlined to avoid unnecessary waste and ensuring products are 
sold before they are expired or outdated. A waste bin will be located in a designated area in the 
kitchen/refinement/packaging room in order to be used throughout the workday for solid waste
(plant matter, expired or outdated marijuana product including edibles and topicals, and items used 
during the process (see 2)). The bin will be labeled as "solid marijuana waste" and will be secured 
with a latched lid that will ensure proper storage and sanitation.
