Polychrome Press anticipates the following marijuana plant and product waste at the manufacturing 
facility; (1) contaminated or infected marijuana or marijuana products (2) marijuana or marijuana 
products (concentrates) deemed by the licensee or a manager as unfit for sale or consumption !or 
any reason (3) marijuana product that fails lab testing (4) marijuana plant waste created during the 
extraction process (5) marijuana or marijuana product that becomes expired (6) other marijuana or 
marijuana product waste as determined by the MCB. Onoe marijuana or marijuana product is 
deemed as waste, it will be separated from all other marijuana and marijuana products and securely 
stored in locked bins on the licensed premises, At least three days prior to rendering the waste 
unusable, the waste will be recorded in Metre and an email notification will be sent to AMCO 
Enforcement on a form prescribed by the board. All solid marijuana plant waste (plant matter waste 
from the extraction process such as plant matter that is pressed/squeezed to extract oil) and 
marijuana product waste will be ground and mixed with other solid compostable or 
non-compostable waste such as paper waste, plastic 
waste, cardboard waste, and soil until the mix1ure is no more than 50% marijuana waste, Liquid 
marijuana waste, such as conr:entrates, will be mixed with at least equal parts of non-marijuana 
waste and stored away from all other marijuana and marijuana products in locked containers inside 
the facility in a locked waste container. The unusable waste will then be transferring to an outside 
waste storage container, which will be picked up by a local waste services truck and taken to the 
landfill. The logged information will be securely stored and will be available, upon request, to AMCO 
at any time.

No persons under the age of 21 shall be allowed to enter the restricted access area and licensed premises 
at any time. The entire premises will be designated as a restricted access area with signage posted on and 
around the building stating "Restricted Access Area : Visitors Must Be Escorted" as well as signs stating, 
"No one Under 21 Years of Age Allowed: and "Video Surveillance in Progress". Employees will check 
identification of every individual seeking to enter the facility to ensure that they are over 21 years of age. 
Employees will verify the identification and conform valid photographic identification showing that person is 
21 years of age or older. A valid form of photographic identification includes an unexpired, unaltered 
passport; and unexpired, unaltered driver's license, instruction permit, or identification card of a state or 
territory of the United States, the Dislrict of Columbia, or a Province or Territory of Canada; an identification 
card ii;i;ued by a federal or state agency authorized to issue a drlvP.r's license or identification card.

Polychrome Press will not be open to the public and will remain locked at all times. Signage will be 
prominently displayed and state that the premises is secured, monitored and that visitors must be 
escorted. The licensed premises will be designated as a restricted access area and will be equipped with 
an alarm system with real time reporting to the licensees and managers cell phones. The exterior of the 
facility is equipped with outdoor lighting to ensure the 24 hour video surveillance system can capture 
individuals approaching the facility and keep signage visible to the public. Non employees will not be 
allowed on the premi"'"'"'· CP.rtain individuals such as licensed retailers (given facility ours for the purpose 
of securing sales), contractors, security personnel and consultants will be allowed escorted access to tile 
property by appointment or pre-arrangement only. All visitors to the facility must be pre-approved and 
pre-scheduled by the licensees or staff managers (this does not apply to AMCO or enforcement). 


3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas: 


All visitors to the facility, aside from emergency personnel, Fairbanks officials, agents of the MCB or 
local law enforcement, must be pre-approved and pre-scheduled by either a licensee nr a designated 
manager before access to the facility will be granted. All visitors to the restricted area must show 
identification as required in 3AAC 306.350. Scheduled visitors will be vetted by the site manager 
before hand for authorized purpose of visit, age and credentials. As  a general practice, individuals will 
not be allowed on the premises except to conduct official business. Visitors will never be allowed into 
quarantine or locked storage areas at any time. The licensee or employee checking the visitors photo 
ID card will create official record that will include purpose of visit (if necessary), company/employer, 
date/time of entry and exit, responsible employee escort and age. All records will be maintained for 
four years. The visitor will then sign into tho visitor log recording their full name. date, time in and out of 
the facility and the purpose for the visit. Visitor will be issued a "Visitor" badge and clip to be visibly 
worn at all times. Responsible employee will escort visitors and do nothing else during the duration of 
the visit. Responsible employee to visitor ratio will not exceed 1 :5. Visitor will conduct business and not 
remain on the premises for longer then required. Upon completion of business, visitors will be escorted 
off the premises, visitor tags will be recovered, and an exit log will be created.

Polychrome Press has installed exterior lighting fixtures for their co-owned and co-located cultivation 
facility that keeps the premises well lit, and facilitates security surveillance, for a distance of at least 
twenty (20) feet from all outer perimeters of the building. Bright lighting is be used to assist 
surveillance cameras in recording all entry points to the building. The lights are installed with 
protective coverings and at an inaccessible height to discourage vandalism and prevent obstruction. 
The exterior lighting is frequently checked by a Licensee or designated employee to ensure that all 
lights remain operational and undamaged. All exterior lighting has been installed in a manner that 
will not disturb neighbors.

Polychrome Press has a regulatory compliant alarm system installed in the facility on all doors and 
windows. The licensees will set the alarms in the "alarm on state" at the end ol business each day. 
When the system is in an "on state" or a panic button is depressed. The alarm system provided will 
alert to after business hours entry of the restricted access areas and licensed premises. The bright 
exterior lights (4,000 lumen) are on motion detector to facilitate surveillance camera and utilize as a 
security alert. When alarm notification system and/or surveillance camera system alerts the licensee 
(s) to the unauthorized breach of security, the licensee(s) will contact the Alaska State Troopers or
local enforcement agency when necessary. The Licensee(s) shall nolify AMCO as soon as
reasonably practical and in any case not more than 24 hours after any unauthorized access to the
premises or the establishment's knowledge of evidence or circumstances that reasonably indicate
theft, diversion, inversion or unexplained disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, or money
from the licensed premises. The alarm and surveillance cameras systems are on battery back up so
that shutting down the facility power will not disable their functioning. The licensees have been
trained to operate the alarm system but as the company grows, other employees will be trained on
the operation as well.

Employees ()re required to pertorm weekly inventory counts to ensure tne OU5mess records matcn Metre record::;. W4;:t�kly '-,;Uu1 its 
are documented as business records. If it is discovered or suspected that thett, diversion or inversion has occurred, employees 
will alert manage,nent immediately. Polychrome Press has a zero tolerance policy towards thett, inversion and diversion. 
Employees will complete mondatory tcaining in identifying thert o-, inversion/diversion. If it has been determined that an employee 
is caught stealing marijuana, the company will notify local law enforcement immediately, comply with all law enforcement and 
AMCO directives, and provide the necessary information and record for a thorough investigation. Once a theft is reported. 
management will update the product records in Metre, and in the business records so as to maintain accurate and complete 
accounting for all marijuana in the inventory. Documentation related to any thett will be maintained as part of the business 
records for five (5) years and be avai lable to AMCO upon request.

A secure lockable gate will prevent any unauthorized access. "No Trespassing" and "Private Property" signs will be 
prominently posted at the gate and around the property as well as signage stating that the premises is under video 
suNcillance. The residence is in a rural setting at the end of an access road. Polychrome Press will implement a 
daily start up and cfose down procedure that will be followed by the initial and the last licensee or designated 
employee on the the premises. The procedures include monitoring and recording on the checklist of all operational 
systems before work begins and ends, and record on the daily basis. In the event of unauthorized access or 
loitering, the individuals will be told to vacate the property immediately or law enforcement will be contacted.

The video camera will be placed in a way that produces clear view adequate to identify 
any individual inside the licensed premises, or within twenty (20) feet of entrance to the restricted 
access area. During a power outage all video cameras and recording equipment will be run on 
uninterrupted power supply to ensure that they can continue to operate for at least one (1) hour.

The business records for 
Polychrome Press will reside in a locked metal filing cabinet in such office inside the secured facility 
office. The video security system will have password protection to prevent data tampering, and 
recorded surveillance video will be stored for a minimum of 40 days as official business records. 
Recordings will be time and date stamped in each frame and archived in a format that prevents 
alteration of the recording image. Recordings will be made available in a format suitable for review 
by AMCO upon request. The secured office will be monitored at all times as part of the security 
monitoring system to ensure only authorized access is allowed. In the event of the unauthorized 
access to the surveillance room the notification system will be initiated and the security breached 
procedures will be followed by the licensee(s) or site manager.
