AMCO has reviewed the documents submitted for the transfer of ownership for the license referenced 
above. This letter is notice under 3 AAC 306.025(e)(2) that your application is incomplete and additional 
items are needed to complete the application. The additional items that need correction or resubmittal 
are listed below—please be sure to read the entire letter. Please note that if the corrections and/or 
additional documents submitted in response to this letter are not found to be complete, your 
application will be returned to you in accordance with 3 AAC 306.025(e)(1), and you will need to file a 
new application and pay a new fee should you wish to continue pursuing licensure.

o There is a discrepancy throughout your application. The MJ-17c shows the transfer is 



going to Mark Ridl at 49% and Maria Elsa Tapia at 51%, but this is the current ownership 
structure. I am going to base this incomplete letter on the rest of the application, which 
shows the license is transferring to Mark Ridl as a sole proprietor at 100% ownership. 
Please let me know if I am mistaken so that I may amend this incomplete letter. 



o Page 1: Since, and again let me know if I am mistaken, this is going from a partnership to 
a sole proprietor, this would be a regular ownership transfer. Please remove the 
checkmark from “Transfer of controlling interest in the licensed entity” and add a 
checkmark to “Regular ownership transfer”.  



o Section 2: You provided your Marijuana License # for your Business License #. Please 
provide the Business License # for Mad Mota with just Mark Ridl as the owner. I believe 
it is #2096878, but it is showing as expired. Please refer to the directions below under 
Entity Documents.  



o Section 3: This section should be submitted, but blank.  
o You do not need to get the MJ-17c re-notarized, unless you prefer to do so.  
o Please refer to the requested corrections below under MJ-07 and MJ-08. 



 
• MJ-00 Application Certifications 



o Page 3 of Mark’s MJ-00: As long as it is accurate, please initial the last statement. 
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• MJ-07 Public Notice Posting Affidavit 
o After correcting the MJ-17c, please repost the MJ-17c at both, the location of the

o The Official Tax Bill and maps submitted are not adequate to show legal right of 
possession for just Mark Ridl (it shows that Mark Ridl and Maria Elsa Tapia have legal right 
of possession).  



o This could be achieved by submitting a legally binding lease showing Mark Ridl as the 
Lessee/Tenant and having legal right of possession of the marijuana cultivation facility 
premises.  
 Along with all the other requirements of a legally binding lease, the lease must 



contain: 
• The disclaimer that the landlord may not take possession of any 



marijuana or marijuana product, and that AMCO will be contacted in the 
event that this is necessary. 
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• Alaska Residency 
o Mark, will you be applying for the Permanent Fund Dividend this year? If so, if you haven’t 



already, is it possible that you can do it right away, and then submit documentation 
showing eligibility for the 2021 Permanent Fund Dividend? If you have not and do not 
intend to apply for the PFD, please let us know. 



 
It is very important that you submit the above corrections and/or documents in a timely manner so that 
AMCO staff has adequate time to review the corrections and/or additional documents which must be 
found to be complete within 90 days of the date of this letter.

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a 
marijuana establishment license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a 
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result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local 
government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a 
place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana 
establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance. 
 
This application will be in front of the Marijuana Control Board at our June 23-24, 2021 meeting.
