Content for Edibles

At the October 2020 meeting, the board opened a regulations project to increase the THC
content limit on single servings and multiple-servings package(s), and sent out the initial draft
for public comment. The draft was out for about 45 days. Many comments were received.

3 AAC 306.005(a)(1) and 3 AAC 306.300(a)(2)(A) are simply updating the range of
applicable provisions under the subsections.

e 3 AAC306.560 is amended to allow for a single serving to contain not more than 10
milligrams of THC, and for a single packaged unit to contain not more than 100
milligrams of THC. The packaged unit still may not exceed 10 servings, each serving may
not exceed a certain amount of THC content.

e 3 AAC 306.645(b)(1)(B)(iii) simply updates the example provided of the 20 percent
variance allowed for THC content in a single serving. The actual math needs to be done
by the manufacturer based on manufacturer’s target.

e 3 AAC306.645(b)(1)(C)(i) is changed from 60 milligrams to 120 milligrams. 120
milligrams would be the maxed allowed THC content in an individually packaged edible
marijuana product within a test lot based on the 20 percent variance.

On behalf of the Department of Health and Social Services, Office of Substance Misuse and Addiction Prevention, we are
respectfully submitting comments in opposition to the proposed regulations 3 AAC 306.560 and 3 AAC
306.645(b)(1)(C)(i) to increase the THC content in both a single serving edible from 5mg to 10mg, and multiple serving
package total THC value from 60 mg to 120mg. Science to date shows a dose-response relationship between THC
concentrationor potency and health and safety consequences —particularly among vulnerable populations including
youth and pregnant women, and individuals at risk for developing mental health disorders. For these reasons, our
position is that the greater the potency of cannabis products, the greater the likelihood of adverse health effects. We
urge the Marijuana Control Board to not consider regulations related to THC potency before there is adequate science
and researchon the health impacts of increasing THC values in regulated products

Young people are particularly vulnerable to negative effects of high potency cannabis as evidenced by poison center call
data relatedto accidentalingestion or over intoxication. Calls to Poison Centers about manufactured cannabis products
areincreasing nationally, and in Alaska about half of marijuana-related poison center calls in 2017 were for Alaskans
under the legal age. The majority of Alaska’s calls (more than 3 out of 4) were for teens ages 13-19.* This proposed
policy change has implications for accidental overdose due to how multiple servings of liquid edible products are
currently regulated under 3 AAC 306.560. Multiple servings of liquid edibles lack intuitive dosing mechanisms, and we
are concerned that if the total THC value for a liquid unit is set at 120 mg, unintentional accidental ingestion may occur.
Therefore, we are also suggesting a regulatory change that all liquid marijuana products be sold in a structure that uses
a single mechanismto achieve both child-resistance and accurate pouring for each liquid serving in increments
consistent with the concentration limits set out in 3 AAC 306.560.

The risk of developing cannabis use disorder or addiction, particularly among adolescents, is greater with use of high
potency cannabis products. Cannabis addiction, known as Cannabis Use Disorder (CUD), is a condition that impairs social
functioning, memory, decision-making, and school/work performance. A growing body of researchsuggeststhat

frequent cannabis use and high potency cannabis increase the chances of experiencing CUD, 234 especiallyin young
people who report more frequent experience of paranoia and memory impairment.>

High potency cannabis use can have lifelong mental health consequences, which often manifest in adolescence or early
adulthood. Daily cannabis use, particularly of high potency products, increases the risk of developing a psychotic
disorder, like schizophrenia, and is relatedto an earlier onset of symptoms compared to people who do not use
cannabis. Among those with a psychotic disorder diagnosis, the use of high potency cannabis exacerbates these
symptoms.®

There is a great need for additional research on THC concentration prior to advancing cannabis policy or regulations,
especiallyas it relates to pregnant or breastfeeding women, as well as impaired driving. Cannabis use during pregnancy
is associated with negative healthimpacts for infants (low birth weight, decreased1Qscores, attention problems)” and
can have socialand legal repercussions for the pregnant woman. Itis unclear to date whether use of cannabis with high
THC concentration during pregnancy poses greater riskfor poor health outcomes among infants. Similarly, while
research supports a link between cannabis consumption and driving impairment, no consensus exists on THC
concentration levels and ensuing impairment. As such, there is a great need for additional research on THC
concentration prior to pursuing regulatory changes toincrease concentration or potency limits.

Based on these concerns for the health and safety of Alaskans, we recommend the Board oppose the proposed
changes to regulations 3 AAC 306.560 and 3 AAC 306.645(b)(1)(C)(i) to increase the THC content in board approved
edible products. Thank you for your time and considerationin supporting the health and safety of all Alaskans.

On behalf of the Alaska Children’s Trust, we are respectfully submitting comments in
opposition to the proposed regulations 3 AAC 306.560 and 3 AAC 306.645(b)(1)(C)(i) to
increase the THC content in both a single serving edible from 5mg to 10mg, and multiple
serving package total THC value from 60 mg to 120mg. Alaska Children’s Trust is the
statewide lead organization focused on the prevention of child abuse and neglect.

Science to date shows a dose-response relationship between THC concentration or
potency and health and safety consequences—particularly among vulnerable populations
including youth and pregnant women, and individuals at risk for developing mental health
disorders. For these reasons, our position is that the greater the potency of cannabis
products, the greater the likelihood of adverse health effects. We urge the Marijuana
Control Board to not consider regulations related to THC potency before there is adequate
science and research on the health impacts of increasing THC values in regulated products.

There is a great need for additional research on THC concentration prior to pursuing
regulatory changes to increase concentration or potency limits. To date, there are still
many unknown factors in how THC concentration affects children and youth in cases of
accidental dosage. We are concerned that this big of a jump in concentration could have
adverse effects on youth — especially teens ages 13-19 - that somehow get ahold of edible
marijuana products. Before we put such potent products out to the public, we believe
more testing and research should be done not only so regular marijuana consumers are
informed, but parents, children, and youth who might come across these products know
the risks and potential side effects of consumption of high concentrations as proposed. We
would hate to see the risk of developing Cannabis Use Disorder (CUD) increase in
adolescents, which has been known to correlate with the use of high potency cannabis
products.

Based on these concerns for the health and safety of children and youth, we recommend
the Board oppose the proposed changes to regulations 3 AAC 306.560 and 3 AAC
306.645(b)(1)(C)(i) to increase the THC content in board approved edible products. Thank
you for your time and consideration in supporting the health and safety of all Alaskans.

Dear Sir/Madam,

I am a US citizen, an Alaskan resident, and a physiology professor affiliated with both
UAA's biological sciences department and the AK WWAMI school of medical education. I
am also the current board president of AK Behavioral Health (formerly Anchorage
Community Mental Health Services).

I am writing in my private capacity, and purely in my private capacity, to express my
opposition to the proposed changes to the state's marijuana regulations that would increase the
amount of THC allowed in a single serving from 5 to 10 mg.

There seems no reason, other than the commercial benefit of the companies that sell
edibles, for this change and the change carries with it the increased risk of accidental
poisoning for naive users who are trying edibles for the first time and more importantly, for
children who happen to mistake edibles for harmless cookies and candies.

The current regulations do not impose any form of hardship on regular users. Regular
users who wish to ingest a higher quantity of THC can already do so by simply eating more
edibles.

The current regulations do, however, help to protect children and naive users from harm.
If the dose per edible cannot exceed 5 mg, a child who eats two or three cannabis infused
gummy bears can, at a maximum, ingest 15 mg of THC. The same child under the proposed
regulations could potentially ingest 30 mg - effectively doubling the severity of the child's
exposure.

By their very nature, edibles are more attractive and pose more of a risk to young
children than any other form of marijuana product.

A six year old child is very unlikely to roll and smoke a joint. A six year old child is,
however, unlikely to have any inhibitions when it comes to gummy bears - or any other cookie
or candy-like edibles.

Accordingly, I urge you to reject the proposed changes and to leave the current
regulations unchanged.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide comments on the proposed regulation changes regarding raising the THC
content for edibles.

| remain deeply concerned about the proposal to allowed THC content in a single serving of an edible product from 5
to 10 mg and for a package from 50 to 100 mg of THC total for the following different reasons:

1. Concerns about health. As relayed by the Anchorage Health Department, edible products are the marijuana products
most responsible for increases in marijuana-related poison control calls. Edible products, because of their concentrated
dosages, are products most commonly associated with neurotoxicity from acute exposure. Furthermore, edible
products tend to be more attractive for youth consumption, particularly due to increasingly negative attitudes toward
smoking in general. Positive attitudes toward marijuana usage among youth in Colorado continue to trend upward
following legalization in that state. If the resulting regulation change causes marijuana edible prices to decrease, then |
am further concerned about possibly increasing youth use. The cost of cigarettes tends to be inversely correlated with
a reduction in youth cigarette use. | suspect a similar effect occurs with marijuana use among youth.

2. Concerns about public safety. The Anchorage Police Department has also raised concerns about the impact on
public safety since marijuana is the second-most detected substance in intoxicated drivers. In recent testimony, APD
said that about 30% of drivers involved in traffic fatalities or serious collisions tested positive for THC in their systems.
While marijuana proponents point out that alcohol tends to be a more dangerous substance, what we have seen in the
years since legalization is many users of marijuana also use alcohol at the same time. Increasing the concentration of
THC in edibles, which tend to have a delayed intoxicating effect, is unlikely to have a positive impact on public safety.
3. Impacts on local tax revenues. Local municipalities have benefited from tax revenues generated from marijuana
purchases. | do not feel the board has adequately considered the economic effects that changing THC content in
edibles will have on local tax revenues. If patrons are buying more THC for a lower price, sales tax revenues could be
negatively impacted. Furthermore, like taxes on alcohol and cigarettes, targeted taxes on substances like marijuana are
in part intended to offset increased local costs to government services associated with the use of these products. If
there is an increased public safety risk from higher concentrated THC edible products, the government costs
associated with that increased risk would not equitably passed onto the citizens that a responsible for increasing that
risk.

Dear Marijuana Control Board,

In providing this written testimony on this topic of increasing the amount of THC content in
edible marijuana products, | am giving this testimony as a resident of Eagle River, the
Municipality of Anchorage and the state of Alaska. Though | also serve as a member of the
Anchorage Assembly my testimony does not represent any official opinion or action by the
Anchorage Assembly.

As one of the co-chairs of the Anchorage Assembly’s Community and Economic Development
Committee, | received the notification from our licensing clerk. When | realized that no other
departments in the Municipality receive such notifications, | forwarded it to the Anchorage
Police Department (APD) and to the Anchorage Health Department (AHD) asking for any
comments that they wanted to share on the topic at the committee’s next meeting. Both
agreed to do so right away.

Both APD and AHD responded at the committee meeting opposing the increase. Both
speakers cited the potential for increased risks to public health and safety including increased
incidents of fatal vehicular accidents, drug overdoses due to over consumption, and ingestion
by children or those under the legal age.

At that same committee meeting the members discussed the idea of drafting comments and
sending them to the Marijuana Control Board but in a 5-1 vote decided to wait until the State
actually made that decision and allow the Assembly to decide how to deal with the potential
changes the state might make. That committee decision, however, was made before the
Anchorage Health Department issued an official policy statement that opposes the increase.
The policy states that opposition is based on evidence that says that edible consumption of
marijuana has more health risks including overdosing and poisoning than consumption by
inhalation and carries even more of a health risk to young people. That policy is attached for
your review.

After the AHD issued their official policy statement | offered a resolution to oppose the THC
increase before the entire Assembly but it was postponed so no action was taken in support of
or opposition to the resolution. | recognize there were probably politics involved with the lack
of a formal decision due to connections with campaign funding by the marijuana industry but
the process followed has, at the least, made us all aware of the expected negative impacts of
this potential change.

The week after the postponement of the resolution and during the Assembly’s Public Safety
Committee, of which | am also a co-chair, the Municipal Department of Law stated that, of the
OUI cases they prosecute, half of them are related to marijuana consumption. They stated that
they feared that increasing the THC content in edibles would only serve to increase the number
of cases of OUls.

With two of our safety and health related departments opposing such a change in the state
regulations for marijuana edibles and the Municipal Department of Law stating their concerns, |
am presenting that information to the Board. | share those concerns for public safety and
public health over the potential negative impacts within my community. With that, | am stating
my personal objection to the proposed change.

Policy Recommendation
Amending 3 AAC 306 of the Alaska Administrative Code to increase allowable THC content in
edible marijuana products

Policy:

The Marijuana Control Board has proposed amending the Alaska Administrative Code to allow
marijuana edible product servings to contain not more than 10 mg of tetrahydrocannabinol
(THC)' and a single packaged unit to contain not more than 100mg of THC, an increase over the
current 5mg and 50mg THC content restrictions. The Anchorage Health Department does not
support this proposed change, due to its potential effects on public health.

Justification:

Research suggests that the negative effects of cannabis on the body and brain are primarily due
to THC. Thus, products with higher concentrations of THC are likely to confer greater risks.!
Indeed, consuming marijuana with higher concentrations of THC can cause panic attacks,
paranoia, psychotic episodes, massive vasoconstriction, and cannabinoid hyperemesis
syndrome, which causes vomiting and intense abdominal pain and often requires emergency
treatment.’ Levels of THC exposure are also positively associated with cannabis dependency,"
and available evidence suggests that youth are at particular risk for developing a cannabis use
disorder, particularly if they begin cannabis use earlier in adolescence and use at a high
frequency and magnitude.”

The risk to youth of high-THC products may be greater as perceptions of harm from marijuana
continue to decrease nationwide and in Alaska, where young people are less likely to perceive
marijuana as harmful compared to the national average."' At the same time, about half of the
marijuana-related poison center calls in 2017 in Alaska (n=31) were for people under the age of
20, and over 75% of these were for youth ages 13-19.Y" Furthermore, evidence suggests that
states that have decriminalized cannabis have seen increases in calls to poison control centers
and hospital visits for cannabis-related poisoning of young children, the majority of whom have
ingested an edible product."l Michigan, the state with the highest allowable THC-content in
edibles (50mg/serving), saw an over 600% increase (6 to 46 cases) in the number of poison
control reports for children who ingested a THC edible between 2017 and 2018, when
recreational marijuana sales were legalized in the state. In 2019, that number of calls rose again
to 59, even as overall pediatric calls to poison control fell.* These data suggest that higher
concentrations of THC in edible products could present a greater risk to these young children,
particularly if edibles look like candy or other food products.

Finally, available evidence suggests that edibles can cause greater adverse health outcomes
than inhaled marijuana.* In a 2019 Colorado study, researchers found that edibles were more
likely to cause severe intoxication, acute psychiatric symptoms in people with no history of
psychiatric illness, and cardiovascular problems than inhaled cannabis. While edibles
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represented 0.32% (21.2 million units at 10mg THC/unit) of Colorado’s cannabis sales (by
weight) between 2014-2016, they accounted for about 10.7% (n=219) of cannabis-triggered
visits to the University of Colorado Hospital Emergency Department.X The risk of poisoning or
overdose from an edible can be higher than from smoked cannabis, because ingested
marijuana takes longer to produce a drug effect (peak blood levels in 3 hours) than does
smoked marijuana (peak blood levels in 30 minutes), making it more difficult for the user to
titrate the correct dose.X This risk could be especially high for young people and those who
have less experience with marijuana, if the consumer does not understand the delayed effect of
an edible and consumes an unsafe amount of the product. Moreover, a 2017 study of Canadian
youth found that young people had little to no context for interpreting THC numbers on edible
packaging, a factor that may compound the risk of accidental overdose . This emerging
research indicates that edibles, and particularly edibles with high levels of THC, should be
regulated carefully to mitigate risks to public health.

Scientists who study the effects of marijuana on mental and physical health outcomes
recognize that this is an emerging area of research, and there is much that the scientific
community still does not understand about cannabis.®V In particular, there is a dearth of
evidence on higher THC-containing products and their effects on brain structure, function, and
cognitive performance.* In 2019, for example, the Canadian Medical Association urged the
government of Ottawa to lower the maximum allowable THC level in edibles from 10mg per
serving to 5mg, for these reasons.* This lack of research makes moving forward with this policy
change imprudent at this time.

Complications and Unknowns:

Of the eleven states where recreational marijuana use is legal, ' the great majority have THC
content limits of 10mg per serving and 100mg per package. Only two states — Alaska and
Oregon — have a THC content limit of 5mg per serving and 50mg per retail package.
Massachusetts limits THC content to 5mg per serving, but allows up to 20 servings (100mg THC)
per retail package.

It is notable that most states that have legalized recreational use of marijuana have set the THC
limit for edibles at 10mg per serving. That said, as evidenced by the date of legalization for each
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state (which often precedes actual implementation of the law by a year or more), these are
relatively new policies. Thus, it may prove challenging to draw firm conclusions regarding the
public health impact of these policies.

I write today representing my company, Top Hat Concentrates (product manufacturing) in full
support of the proposal to increase the edible THC content limit from 5mg/50mg to
10mg/100mg respectively.

Making this change would bring Alaska’s market in line with national regulatory standards
and acceptable societal norms. It could also serve to significantly decrease the cost to produce,
therefore acting as an economic multiplier.

Under current rules, if a person seeks 100mg of THC they simply buy two packages. Under
this change, they would buy one package, saving themselves money (economic multiplier #1),
and the manufacturer is going to have spent less in additional ingredients, packaging and
labor, to get the customer what they ultimately are getting anyways (economic multiplier #2).

Simply put, this saves money for the consumer, and saves money for the manufacturer, a
double win.

If there is a concern about overuse, public health or public safety outcomes, I would remind
this board that consumers can get ingestible THC on the legal market in way higher doses than
50mg right now, just not in a regulated edible. This dynamic forces those who seek higher
doses to the Black Market, where their product is not tested or taxed, and that market place is
the real public health and safety concern.

For the reasons outlined above, I want to reiterate my support of this regulation being adopted
as written.

The Marijuana Control Board proposes to adopt regulation changes in 3 AAC.306.005(a)(1) and 3
AAC.306.300(a)(2)(A) as well as 3 AAC 306.560 and 3 AAC 306.645(b)(1)(B)(iii)-3 AAC
306.645(b)(1)(C)(i).

We support this regulation change as written.

We believe that a THC content increase in edibles will have two main positive effects for the
legal market, including: 1) decreasing production costs and retail pricing of edibles, and 2)
increasing the utility of legal market edibles to consumers who seek higher doses of THC and
other cannabinoids.

1) Decrease production costs and retail pricing:

Consumers who purchase edibles in the legal market are effectively purchasing milligrams of THC.
Manufacturers will be able to provide a better price point per milligrams of THC if there is an
increase in dose and package limits. This is because there will be a decrease in production cost on
the “per milligram of THC” basis given the input costs beyond the increase in THC input (non-
cannabis ingredients, labor, packaging, etc.) are about the same regardless of THC. Manufacturers
will then be able to pass this savings on to the retailer, who can pass on the savings to the
consumer. This decrease in price also dovetails with an increase in utility to consumers.

2) Increase in utility to consumers:

Many consumers, especially those who use cannabis for medical purposes, seek high doses of
THC and other cannabinoids to achieve the desired effect. For these consumers, the THC limits of
5mg/serving and 50mg/package makes purchasing legal market edibles impractical. This is
because, in order to achieve the desired dose, these consumers would have to consume an
impractical amount of edibles that are sold at a high price point. Regular consumers, including
medical users, generally seek a higher dose than 5mg, often orders of magnitude higher (e.g. 50-
200mg dose). Rather than eating or drinking impractical amounts of the physical edible purchased
at a high price point, these consumers are forced to either make their own edibles or purchase
higher dosed edibles from the black market. By raising the dose and package limits, the legal
industry can provide for these consumers with a practical option which would allow the legal
market to be more competitive with the black-market edibles sales.





The AMIA would like to provide a simple comparison summary of what the limits are in other
legalized states to illustrate that bringing Alaska to the 10/100mg level would not be doing
anything more than bringing us in line with the average/most commonly acceptable potency limit
nationwide.

Dear Marijuana Control Board Members,

| support changing 3 AAC 306 to allow Marijuana edibles to contain 10mg THC per serving and 100mg per
package. As you saw from Jane Sawyer’s report, these limits are used in numerous other states. Approving this increase
would have benefits from an Economic, Environmental, and Policy perspective.

The people of Alaska are, in effect, purchasing milligrams of THC when they purchase a marijuana edible. No
Alaskan would buy a marijuana edible product at its current price point if there were no THC within that product. The
economics surrounding edibles would improve under this proposed change due to reduced labor cost, testing cost, and
packaging cost per milligram of THC. A larger THC milligram limit would produce higher efficiencies in the labor cost to
milligram ratio. This would improve both the pricing for consumers and the margins for manufacturers and retailers. For
example, a batch of 100 cookies that contain 1000 mg of THC takes the same labor as 100 cookies that contain 500 mg
THC. Next, testing is a large cost in edible production due to the 11 tests needing to be conducted for each batch of
edibles. Increasing the potency limits would allow the manufacturer to spread out the testing costs per batch over more
milligrams of THC, therefore reducing the testing cost per milligram. Finally, the packaging cost per milligram would be
reduced. These economic upsides could aid Alaskan owned businesses, and ultimately provide savings and convenience
for the Alaskan consumers.

The environmental impact of the marijuana industry due to the ASTM requirements is no secret. By increasing
the potency limit on edibles, there could be a reduction in plastic and other solid packaging waste by nearly two-fold.
For example, a customer who normally purchases 4 packs of cookies could now come in and buy the same amount of
THC in two packages. Halving the packaging waste of even a portion of the marijuana industry would be a great
improvement. This is especially pertinent considering recycling options are limited across Alaska, and there are many
isolated Alaskan communities facing serious challenges with waste disposal.

Lastly, marijuana users in the state desire more than 5 mg in a serving, and it is driving those individuals to the
black market. A common complaint from consumers at retail stores is the low amount of THC in edibles. For many
consumers, especially those who dose with cannabis daily for medical purposes, the low dose of THC per serving is
insufficient to achieve the desired effect without having to consume a large quantity of edible product. For example, a
consumer that requires a 100 mg dose to achieve the desired effect, a dose that is not unusual for medical patients,
would have to eat twenty 5mg cookies from the legal market. This is obviously not practical, not only because it is
prohibitively expensive, but also due to the sheer bulk of edible that needs to be consumed. This issue leads consumers
to search elsewhere for higher dosed edibles that are not tested, regulated, or taxed. We should be continually trying to
make the regulated market more competitive against the black market — raising the edibles dose limit achieves this goal.

. When weighing the risks you may perceive as being linked to this change, please take into account the
economic, environmental, and policy impact that this change could produce.

Almost every other
legalized state has been successfully using the 10 milligram limit for years without incident.
Although it is an increase for us, it is most certainly the standard in other areas of the country.

Marijuana edibles are considered by many to be the safest method of consuming cannabis yet
because of packaging and testing regulations, cost the most to create and produce so much
additional packaging. By doubling the limits you are voting to half the amount of additional
packaging material used which is certainly a step in a positive direction.

By increasing the limits you are also helping to keep consumers buying on the legal market.
The legal market means the product is created in a DEC certified kitchen with a certified food
manager on site along with food handler certified/marijuana handler card carrying
professionals. This crew is then only working with batches of Alaskan legally tested seed to
sale marijuana. This generates a safer and regulated product and revenue to multiple state
agencies on top of the usual taxes. This also means the products created have passed testing
for both proper dosage and homogeneity. Illegally produced edibles obviously have no
oversight for consumer safety and produce no state revenue.

As a reminder, with today’s regulations you can buy more than 1000 pieces of legal edibles
per day (5600mg).

Dear Honorable Members of the Alaska Marijuana Control Board:

Please accept this letter in support of the proposed regulation changes to 3 AAC 306.005,
300, .560, and .645 dealing with the THC limits on marijuana edible products.

Currently, marijuana edible products are limited to 5 milligrams per serving, with no more
than 10 servings per container, for a total of 50 milligrams per package. The proposed regulations
would double that limit, increasing the maximum serving size to 10 milligrams per serving, for a
total of 100 milligrams per package.

The vast majority of edible marijuana products for sale in Alaskan retail stores are 5
milligrams per serving, with a majority of packages containing 10 servings.

Edibles are vastly more expensive than other commonly purchased forms of marijuana,
even when compared to other labor-intensive marijuana products.

Most other recreational marijuana states have either set no edible potency limit, or cap
potency at 10mg per serving. Colorado, Washington, Michigan, California, Maine, Arizona,
Nevada all set their recreational single serving limits at 10 milligrams. In order for Alaska to
compete with other states’ markets and attract canna-tourism, we need to expand our regulations
on marijuana edibles.

The new proposed regulations will not negatively affect public health or safety, as this
measure simply gives recreational consumers more options when consuming marijuana and will
not lead to a substantial increase in over-consumption. Most marijuana consumers know their
limits, retail store employees are trained to ask customers about their tolerance levels, day to day
usage etc. Consumers should have the option to purchase products at an affordable price and should
also be given the benefit of the doubt that they are responsible enough to make decisions on the
amount of marijuana to consume.

Hello,

Oregon allows for single serving edibles of up to 50 mg THC. Alaska could do the same and simply require specialty
molds or indelible marking on edibles that are more than 10 mg THC to ensure the consumer is aware of the higher
potency. This would be a welcome alternative to many consumers who smoke to achieve their desired effect.

Cannacaps should also be allowed to be sold in packages of up to 300 mg THC, with individual capsules of up to 50 mg.
Again, simply require branded or specially printed capsules for any product more than 10 mg THC per serving. While
Alaska does not regulate medical marijuana, those who use cannabis as medicine shop at recreational stores.

Please also consider allowing single bottle drink products of up to 150 mg THC per 750 ml. This is in line with current
drink products that contain 50 mg/8oz. This would allow manufacturers to create a specialty product in a bottle size that
is commonly used in the alcohol industry.

Hi my name is Sinia Maile | live in Kodiak Alaska and | approve of the regulation changes to 3 AAC 306 of the Alaska
Administrative Code, dealing with THC content for edibles, including the following:

3 AAC 306.005(a)(1) and 3 AAC 306.300(a)(2)(A) are amended to update the range of applicable provisions

3 AAC 306.560 is amended to allow for a single serving to contain not more than 10 milligrams of THC, and for a single
packaged unit to contain not more than 100 milligrams of THC. The packaged unit still may not exceed 10 servings, each
serving may not exceed a specific range of THC content.

3 AAC 306.645(b)(1)(B)(iii) is amended to update the example provided of the 20 percent variance allowed for THC
content in a single serving.

As an Alaskan resident and high level manager of a longstanding cannabis
company, | believe that the current 5mg THC content in edibles should be
increased a 10mg serving per unit. This change to the 10mg per serving/100mg
level for packaging would bring us in line with the average/most commonly
acceptable potency limit nationwide; 8 out of 12 states have a THC limit of
10mg per serving. | believe the positive

effects of this change would:

1. Decrease production costs for producing edibles which would reduce
overall costs to the manufacturer, passing the savings onto the customer.

2. Increase utility of products to consumers. Many customers need to
consume an inordinate amount of physical edible (in many cases eating
impractical amounts of sugar and other delivery products) to reach the
desired effect. This manner of delivery is costly, and in many cases
counterproductive to the purpose of using cannabis.

Enlighten Alaska has been operating for four years in the retail market in
Anchorage. As our customers learn more about ingesting cannabis through
edibles, we have received more requests for at least a 5mg increase to the
current regulation. Interestingly, most of those individuals are seniors who are
discovering a more benign form of relief from the plant. | appreciate all the
work that AMCO provides to the industry.

Kindly, please adopt the new proposed regulation changes below:

e 3 AAC 306.005(2)(1) and 3 AAC 306.300(a)(2)(A) are amended to update the range of applicable provisions

e 3 AAC 306.560 is amended to allow for a single serving to contain not more than 10 milligrams of THC, and
for a single packaged unit to contain not more than 100 milligrams of THC. The packaged unit still may not
exceed 10 servings, each serving may not exceed a specific range of THC content.

e 3 AAC 3006.645(b)(1)(B)(iii) is amended to update the example provided of the 20 percent variance allowed for
THC content in a single serving.

e 3 AAC 306.645(b)(1)(C)() is changed from 60 milligrams to 120 milligrams based on the 20 percent variance.

Greetings Board Members,

| am writing to you today to implore you to adopt the proposed changes to 3 AAC 306
to allow Marijuana edibles to contain 10mg THC per serving and 100mg per package.

1) Marijuana edibles of this dosage are safe. Alaska's experience with legal, edible
cannabis products has shown us that accidental overdose of THC is exceedingly rare.
The fear of children becoming intoxicated or harmed by edibles simply has not
occured. Alaska has not seen a statistically significant increase in hospitalizations or
drugged driving deaths.

2) Marijuana edibles consumers desire higher doses than 50mg per package. Most
consumers must purchase multiple packages to achieve their desired dose of 100 -
300 mg of THC. Manufacturers have fixed costs for ingredients and packaging and

thus must charge consumers higher prices per milligram for multiple packages. This
creates financial incentives for consumers to purchase from the black market.

3) Exceedingly low limits create unnecessary waste. The marijuana industry produces
a great deal of plastic waste due to strict child safety requirements. More waste
results in greater costs to both society and the environment.

Dear Honorable Marijuana Control Board Member

The Marijuana Control Board proposes to adopt regulation changes in 3
AAC.306.005(a)(1) and 3 AAC.306.300(a)(2)(A) as well as 3 AAC 306.560
and 3 AAC 306.645(b)(1)(B)(ii1)-3 AAC 306.645(b)(1)(C)(1).

We support this regulation change as written.

We, the owners of Enlighten Alaska, believe that the current Smg THC
content in edibles should be increased a 10mg serving per unit. This change
to the 10mg per serving/100mg level for packaging would bring us in line
with the average/most commonly acceptable potency limit nationwide; 8 out
of 12 states have a THC limit of 10mg per serving. We believe the positive
effects of this change would:

1. Decrease production costs for producing edibles which would reduce
overall costs to the manufacturer, passing the savings onto the customer, and
2. Increase utility of products to consumers. Many customers need to
consume an inordinate amount of physical edible (in many cases eating
impractical amounts of sugar and other delivery products) to reach the
desired effect. This manner of delivery is costly, and in many cases
counterproductive to the purpose of using cannabis.

Enlighten Alaska has been operating for four years in the retail market in
Anchorage. As our customers learn more about ingesting cannabis through
edibles, we have received more requests for at least a Smg increase to the
current regulation. Interestingly, most of those individuals are seniors who
are discovering a more benign form of relief from the plant.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide comments on the proposed regulation changes regarding raising the THC
content for edibles.

| remain deeply concerned about the proposal to allowed THC content in a single serving of an edible product from §
to 10 mg and for a package from 50 to 100 mg of THC total for the following different reasons:

1. Concerns about health. As relayed by the Anchorage Health Department, edible products are the marijuana products
most responsible for increases in marijuana-related poison control calls. Edible products, because of their concentrated
dosages, are products most commonly associated with neurotoxicity from acute exposure. Furthermore, edible
products tend to be more attractive for youth consumption, particularly due to increasingly negative attitudes toward
smoking in general. Positive attitudes toward marijuana usage among youth in Colorado continue to trend upward
following legalization in that state. If the resulting regulation change causes marijuana edible prices to decrease, then |
am further concerned about possibly increasing youth use. The cost of cigarettes tends to be inversely correlated with
a reduction in youth cigarette use. | suspect a similar effect occurs with marijuana use among youth.

2. Concerns about public safety. The Anchorage Police Department has also raised concerns about the impact on
public safety since marijuana is the second-most detected substance in intoxicated drivers. In recent testimony, APD
said that about 30% of drivers involved in traffic fatalities or serious collisions tested positive for THC in their systems.
While marijuana proponents point out that alcohol tends to be a more dangerous substance, what we have seen in the
years since legalization is many users of marijuana also use alcohol at the same time. Increasing the concentration of
THC in edibles, which tend to have a delayed intoxicating effect, is unlikely to have a positive impact on public safety.
3. Impacts on local tax revenues. Local municipalities have benefited from tax revenues generated from marijuana
purchases. | do not feel the board has adequately considered the economic effects that changing THC content in
edibles will have on local tax revenues. If patrons are buying more THC for a lower price, sales tax revenues could be
negatively impacted. Furthermore, like taxes on alcohol and cigarettes, targeted taxes on substances like marijuana are
in part intended to offset increased local costs to government services associated with the use of these products. If
there is an increased public safety risk from higher concentrated THC edible products, the government costs
associated with that increased risk would not equitably passed onto the citizens that a responsible for increasing that
risk.

| urge the board to reconsider this proposal in light of these concerns and not move forward with increasing the
allowable THC content levels in edible products.
