Commercial Lease Agreement
This Commercial Lease Agreement ("Lease") is made and effective on Oct. 30, 2019, by and 
between SE Agriculture ("Landlord") and Southeast Staffing & Logistics ("Tenant"). 
Landlord is the owner of land and improvements commonly known and numbered as 3000 & 
3002 West Tongass Narrows, Ketchikan, Alaska, 99901, and legally described as follows 
(the "Property"): Commercial/Industrial buildings. 
Landlord makes available for lease portions of the Property designated as the Commercial  
Area (the "Leased Premises"). 
Landlord desires to lease the Leased Premises to Tenant, and Tenant desires to lease the 
Leased Premises from Landlord for the term, at the rental and upon the covenants, 
conditions and provisions herein set forth. 
THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein, contained and other good 
and valuable consideration, it is agreed: 
1. Term.


A. Landlord hereby leases the Leased Premises to Tenant, and Tenant hereby leases the same
from Landlord, for an "Initial Term" beginning Nov. 1, 2019 and ending Oct. 31, 2024. Landlord
shall use its best efforts to give Tenant possession as nearly as possible at the beginning of the
Lease term. If Landlord is unable to timely provide the Leased Premises, rent shall abate for the
period of delay. Tenant shall make no other claim against Landlord for any such delay.


2. Rental.


A. Tenant shall pay to Landlord during the Term Rental a payment schedule (Attachment A), per
month, payable in monthly installments; Tenant further agrees that there may be large pre-rent
payment installments made, and that any such payments will come off the overall rental amount
(note that the pre-rental payments will be applied to the final months first; i.e. beginning with Oct.

3. Use
Notwithstanding the forgoing, Tenant shall not use the Leased Premises for the purposes of 
storing, manufacturing or selling any explosives, flammables or other inherently dangerous 
substance, chemical, thing or device. 
4. Sublease and Assignment.
Tenant shall have the right without Landlord's consent, to assign this Lease to a corporation with 
which Tenant may merge or consolidate, to any subsidiary of Tenant, to any corporation under 
common control with Tenant, or to a purchaser of substantially all of Tenant's assets. Except as 
set forth above, Tenant shall not sublease all or any part of the Leased Premises, or assign this 
Lease in whole or in part without Landlord's consent, such consent not to be unreasonably 
withheld or delayed. 
5. Repairs.
During the Lease term, Tenant shall make, at Tenant's expense, all necessary repairs to the 
Leased Premises unless previously discussed. Repairs shall include such items as routine 
repairs of floors, walls, ceilings, and other parts of the Leased Premises damaged or worn 
through normal occupancy, except for major mechanical systems or the roof, subject to the 
obligations of the parties otherwise set forth in this Lease. 
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6. Alterations and Improvements.
Tenant, at Tenant's expense, shall have the right following Landlord's consent to remodel, 
redecorate, and make additions, improvements and replacements of and to all or any part of the 
Leased Premises from time to time as Tenant may deem desirable, provided the same are made 
in a workmanlike manner and utilizing good quality materials. Tenant shall have the right to place 
and install personal property, trade fixtures, equipment and other temporary installations in and 
upon the Leased Premises, and fasten the same to the premises. All personal property, 
equipment, machinery, trade fixtures and temporary installations, whether acquired by Tenant at 
the commencement of the Lease term or placed or installed on the Leased Premises by Tenant 
thereafter, shall remain Tenant's property free and clear of any claim by Landlord. Tenant shall 
have the right to remove the same at any time during the term of this Lease provided that all 
damage to the Leased Premises caused by such removal shall be repaired by Tenant at Tenant's 
expense. 
7. Property Taxes.
Landlord shall pay, prior to delinquency, all general real estate taxes and installments of special 
assessments coming due during the Lease term on the Leased Premises, and all personal 
property taxes with respect to Landlord's personal property, if any, on the Leased Premises.

8. Insurance.

9. Utilities.

11. Entry.
Landlord shall have the right to enter upon the Leased Premises at reasonable hours to inspect 
the same, provided Landlord shall not thereby unreasonably interfere with Tenant's business on 
the Leased Premises.

12. Parking.

13. Building Rules.

20. Brokers.
Tenant represents that Tenant was not shown the Premises by any real estate broker or agent 
and that Tenant has not otherwise engaged in, any activity which could form the basis for a claim 
for real estate commission, brokerage fee, finder's fee or other similar charge, in connection with 
this Lease. 
21. Waiver.
No waiver of any default of Landlord or Tenant hereunder shall be implied from any omission to take any 
action on account of such default if such default persists or is repeated, and no express waiver shall affect 
any default other than the default specified in the express waiver and that only for the time and to the extent 
therein stated. One or more waivers by Landlord or Tenant shall not be construed as a waiver of a 
subsequent breach of the same covenant, term or condition.

Marshal, Department of Revenue, and Department of Labor before the transfer to the new ownership can be finalized.  
We must also wait for the criminal history report for each individual licensee who submitted fingerprint card(s).   
 
Your application may be considered by the board while some approvals are still pending. However, the transfer will not 
be finalized or a license issued for the new ownership until all necessary approvals are received and a preliminary 
inspection of your premises by AMCO enforcement staff is completed.  
 
Your application will be scheduled for the August 18-19, 2021 board meeting for Marijuana Control Board consideration. 
The meeting agenda gets posted on our website 7 days before the board meeting. Your appearance at the meeting, via 
Zoom or telephonic, is required.

If the protest is 
a “conditional protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the 
criteria set forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the transfer, but require 
the applicant to show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have 
been met before the director issues the license. 
 
3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a 
marijuana establishment license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a 
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result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local 
government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a 
place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana 
establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.
