On 12-8-20, at about 0950 hours, Interim Director G. Klinkhart reported an odor of marijuana in the vicinity
of E. 77th Ave & Schoon St. At about 1120 hours, Inv. Hamilton arrived in the area. As Hamilton
approached King St. on E. 76th Ave, he rolled down both front windows of his vehicle. Immediately
detectable was the odor of unburnt marijuana. Hamilton then proceeded south on King St. and then east
onto E. 77th Ave. The odor was still detectable. Hamilton then turned south onto Schoon St. The odor
could be detected for only about 50 yards from 77th Ave. Hamilton proceeded south on Schoon St.,
turned west onto E. 80th Ave and then north onto King Street. Hamilton did not detect any odor until
shortly before reaching E. 77th Ave. The odor was confirmed coming from your facility. There was a light
breeze from from the south toward the north.


Please directed your attention to 3AAC 306.430(c)(2) which reads in part (c) A marijuana cultivation
facility shall ensure that any marijuana at the marijuana cultivation facility (2) does not emit an odor that is
detectable by the public from outside the cultivation facility except as specifically allowed by a local
government approval.

The Marijuana Control Board will be considering the renewal of RC Tinderbox 
Cultivation License 10299 at its upcoming meeting. This license has outstanding notices 
of violation that are also the subject of accusations before the Office of Administrative 
Hearings (OAH) and this board.  AMCO is also bringing the renewal of RC Tinderbox 
Manufacturing License 10301 before the board. It has no outstanding notices of violation. 
However, since this license is also subject to this same administrative proceeding, AMCO 
requests the board to address its status as well. 


 
The consideration of these license renewal applications provides the Board the 


opportunity to consider specific issues that will potentially streamline matters for the 
administrative hearing. They are as follows. 


 
Delegated Status of License Transfers.  At the April 2, 2020 MCB meeting, the 


Board approved with delegation the transfer of licenses 10299 and 10301 from RC 
Tinderbox to Great Northern Cultivation, Inc. and Great Northern Manufacturing, Inc., 
respectively. The issue that required delegation – completion of criminal backgrounds – 
has been resolved. However, in light of the outstanding accusations subsequently initiated 
against both licenses, the Director did not complete the transfers. 


 
I am writing to request the Board to permit the Director to complete the pending 


transfers for two reasons. First, Christina and Richard Euscher have, or are soon leaving 
the state. If not an issue in this renewal application, lack of state residency may be a 
concern in future applications. It will create one less future issue with these licenses by 
permitting the transfers (subject to the condition soon discussed) now. Second, both Great 
Northern Cultivation, Inc. and Great Northern Manufacturing, Inc. are still willing to

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perfect the transfer. They will agree in writing that any discipline or sanction – including 
revocation, suspension, and fines – against license 10299 and 10301 will apply to both 
Great Northern entities as successors-in-interest to the RC Tinderbox licenses. 
 


I am requesting that the Board permit the Director to complete the license transfers 
upon receipt of the referenced written acknowledgement.  


 
Accusations Against Christina and Richard Euscher’s Handler Permits. All 


evidence and interviews reviewed by AMCO and my office show that neither Christina 
Euscher nor Richard Euscher played any role in the sample-swapping allegation that is 
the subject of one of the accusations (AM20-1062-1) against License 10299 and 10301. 
While the Director has the enforcement authority to dismiss the accusations against these 
individuals, I have advised the Director to provide the Board notice of the dismissal of 
the actions against the Euscher’s permits in advance of doing so. We are hoping this 
dismissal raises no concern for the Board. 


 
 Resolution of License Reinstatement Matter.  Two of the accusations against 


License 10299 and 10301 concern the late renewal of both of these licenses in 2020, such 
that license reinstatement was required. While the board has rejected settlement of all 
issues, it is our understanding that license reinstatement issue (the subject of Accusations 
AM20-1056 and AM20-1058) was not the Board’s primary concern. The Director has 
discretion under his enforcement authority to permit this matter to resolve, consistent 
with regulations. At issue is whether the Board might object to him doing so, for 
example, by notice of violation and an agreed-upon fine, so long any resolution is 
consistent with statute and regulation.  


 
I respectfully request discussion and resolution of these issues as proposed during 


the Board’s consideration of the license renewal applications.
