THIS LAND LEASE (this "Lease") is made and entered into as of January 9, 2017, by and between
Landlord and Tenant, as described in the following basic lease information. Landlord and Tenant
hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1--BASIC LEASE INFORMATION

2.1 Use. Tenant shall use the Land only for the Permitted Use. Tenant shall not allow the Land to be
used for any unlawful purposes.

ARTICLE 7-GENERAL

Quiet Enjoyment. As long as Tenant performs all covenants and obligations contained in this Lease.
Landlord warrants quiet enjoyment of the Land by Tenant: provided that Tandlord. its agents or
representatives, and any other person authorized by Landlord, may enter upon the Land for the purpose o
inspecting the Land. Any entry onto or inspection of the Land shall not constitute eviction of Tenant in
whole or in part.

Condemnation. In the event of a condemnation or other taking by any governmental agency of all or a
portion of the Land necessary for Tenant's operation of its business thereon, this Lease will terminate
