Liability for Contribution

released with the consent of all remaining Members or as otherwise provided in this Agreement.
If a Member does not make the Capital Contribution when it is due, he is obligated at the option
of any remaining Members to contribute cash equal to the agreed value of the Capital
Contribution.

Additional Contributions

The new Member agrees to be bound by all the covenants, terms, and conditions of this
Agreement, inclusive of all current and future amendments. Further, a new Member will execute
such documents as are needed to affect the admission of the new Member. Any new Member

Voluntary Withdrawal of a Member
Any Member will have the right to voluntarily withdraw from the Company. Written notice of
intention to withdraw must be served upon the remaining Members at least three months prior to

withdrawal.

The voluntary withdrawal of a Member will have no effect upon the continuance of the

Company.

It remains incumbent on the withdrawing Member to exercise this dissociation in good faith and

Involuntary Withdrawal of a Member

Events leading to the involuntary withdrawal of a Member from the Company will include but

2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

The entire Double Eagle Cannabis’ cultivation facility will be designated as a restricted access area and not open to the
public. Signs will be posted stating, "Restricted Access Area" "Visitors Must be Escorted”, as well as signs stating, "No one
under 21 years of age allowed." Double Eagle Cannabis will also have signs on the exterior of the facility stating "Video
Surveillance in Progress". Signage will be at least twelve inches by twelve inches (12"x12"), with letters at least one-half inch
(1/2") tall in high-contrasting color with the signs' background. Video surveillance cameras will be visible throughout the
facility, as well as around the exterior perimeter of the building to continuously monitor the premises and to deter any
unauthorized individuals from attempting to access the premises. Facility visitors must be able to produce valid,
government-issued photo identification to prove they are twenty-one (21) years of age or older in order to access the facility.
The only valid forms of ID are unexpired, unaltered passports; unexpired, unaltered driver's licenses, instruction permits, or ID
cards from any state or territory of the United States, the District of Columbia, or a province in Canada; or ID cards issued by
a federal or state agency authorized to issue driver's licenses or ID cards. Those who cannot produce a valid ID must be
immediately escorted off the premises.

Double Eagle Cannabis will have clear and legible signage indicating that the facility is a restricted
access area. Surveillance cameras will be installed to monitor all areas of the facility inside and
outside. All outer doors will remain locked at all times from outside the facility, but easily opened
from inside the facility in case of an emergency. All employees are required to visibly wear ID
badges and any visitors in the facility are required to visibly wear visitor badges through the duration
of their visit. Visitors must be accompanied by a licensee or designated employees at all times
during their visit. A licensee or designated employee will perform regular (but unscheduled)
perimeter patrols to check for unauthorized persons on the licensed premises, and will request any
said persons to vacate the premises immediately.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

Visitors to Double Eagle Cannabis' facility, aside from emergency personnel, local government
officials, AMCO/AMCO Enforcement, or local law enforcement, must be pre-approved and
pre-scheduled by either a licensee or an authorized employee before access to the facility will be
granted. Once a visitor has been properly approved and scheduled, they will be directed to enter
through the designated entrance to the facility where they will be met by either a licensee or
authorized employee. The visitor will be asked to produce a valid, government-issued photo ID
proving that they are at least twenty-one (21) years of age and confirming their identity. The visitor
will then sign into the visitor log recording their full name, date, time in and out of the facility and the
purpose of their visit (if necessary). The visitor will be given a visitor badge to be clearly displayed
on their person for the duration of the visit and returned upon exiting the facility. A Double Eagle
Cannabis licensee or employee will escort and actively supervise visitors at all times. Visitors shall
never exceed a ratio of five (5) visitors per licensee/employee. When the visit is complete, all visitors
must exit the premises. All visitor logs will be kept and stored as an official business record and will
be readily available to AMCO and AMCO Enforcement upon request.

Double Eagle Cannabis will install commercial grade exterior lighting against the building and
around the property. The exterior lighting will be positioned in such a way to keep the premises,
signs and doors well lit and to ensure surveillance cameras are capable of recording a clear image
of any individual within twenty feet (20 ft.) of any entrance to the licensed premises.

Double Eagle Cannabis will contract with a third-party security company to install the alarm system, manage
the equipment, periodically test the devices and continuously monitor the facility at an off-site security
monitoring center. The alarm system will be set up to monitor for intrusions with motion detectors in all areas
of the facility (activated during closed hours), as well as door sensors on each entrance door. If triggered, an
automatic electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring center, as well as the licensees' cell phones.
This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter potential intruders. Licensees will have access remotely to
view the security footage live via their cell phones or other electronic devices. The alarm system will be active
at all times that the facility is closed. The last employee to leave the cultivation facility each night will activate
the alarm system and the first employee to arrive in the morning will deactivate the system. In the event that
the alarm system sends an electronic alert to local law enforcement to notify them of a security breach, the
licensees, manager (if applicable) or designated employee will evacuate the building (if it's safe to do so and
necessary) to a pre-planned safe location. A designated employee will take a head count of employees and
any visitors that may have been on the premises to ensure everyone is accounted for. Licensees, the
manager (if applicable) or a designated employee will await and comply with all instructions from law
enforcement. Once it is safe to return to the facility, employees will inspect for property damage, theft, take
inventory and submit all necessary and requested documentation to law enforcement officials and to AMCO
Enforcement. Additionally, any event that occurs on the licensed premises that involves local law enforcement
will be promptly reported electronically to AMCO Enforcement. If the facility has knowledge of evidence or
circumstances that reasonably indicate theft, diversion or unexplained disappearance of marijuana or money
from the licensed premises; or any unauthorized access to the licensed premises, the licensees will notify
AMCO and AMCO Enforcement via email within twenty-four (24) hours.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

All marijuana and marijuana product at the licensed premises is inspected to ensure the inventory count |

is accurate before the start and end of each business day and reconciled in Metrc. All inventory counts
will be recorded and kept as business records. All marijuana will be stored in a restricted access area,
which will be under 24-7 video surveillance. Surveillance cameras will have complete coverage of all the
areas where marijuana is present. Any employee who has been caught diverting any form of marijuana
will be dealt with promptly. Law enforcement and AMCO will be contacted immediately and all video
surveillance with proof will be uploaded on an external hard drive as evidence.

3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Double Eagle Cannabis' remote location will aid in the no loitering business policy. The exterior will be
well lit and equipped with 24-hour video surveillance and "No Loitering" signs. Double Eagle Cannabis'
employees will have a noticeable presence around the property to monitor for and deter loitering and
unauthorized entrance. Any individuals found loitering outside the facility will be asked to leave the
premises or law enforcement will be contacted. Once a visitor has completed their visit and no longer has
a purpose on the property, an employee will be tasked with ensuring that the visitor leaves the property
immediately.
