Upon meeting with this company, we were inforimed that they too had a business in the
Industry and were well aware of what the requirements were, We were ensured that their systems were above
the minimum requirements and had been previously approved by the AMCO Board. We in addition paid a
plethora of maney to have this system installed.

On January 2, 2020, we received our initial Inspection for our approval of our license, the investigator that came to
the facility was met with the cwner of the security company in case there were questions regarding the system
that | could not answer. The majority of the inspection was spent en the Security Cameras their coverage and
information. At this inspection we were approved for our license meaning our Security System passed inspection.

I had no reason to believe that with the Security Company ensuring that our equipment was up to the required
standard and the AMCO Investigator passing our inspection we were in fact not in compliance with the regulations.

When the AMCO Investigator contacted myself and requested only seven days of back up recording, | immediately
rasponded with “no problem, let me get my Security Company down to download the required footage”.

Therefore, | thank the board for requesting the video footage as | had no reason to look back that far in the
recordings and | would not have known for wha knows how long that { was not fully in compliance or protected,

itis for the above reasons that aithough 50 Shades of Green LLC was in fact in violation we a?k for leniency on any
fine or repercassion of this violation, as we are just starting our company and have taken this as a learning
opportunity and are now educatad in the vast differences in storage and recording systems, their capabilities, and
their costs.

Commercial Lease Agreement

This Commercial Lease Agreement ("Lease") is made and effective on this day June 1, 2017, by and between Gabrielle Peterson-
Christensen ("Landlord"} and 50 Shades of Green, LLC ("Tenant").

Landlord is the owner of land and improvements commonly known and numbered as: 14481 W. Marginal Access Road, Houston,
Alaska 99694, and legally described as follows: Lot 3 Block 10 Bryant Subdivision. Landlord desires to lease the Leased
Premises to 50 Shades of Green, LLC for the term, at the rental and upon the covenants, conditions and provisions herein set forth.

THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein, contained and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed:

1. TERM

A. Landlord hereby leases the Leased Premises to 50 Skades of Green, LLC, and Tenant hereby leases the same from Landlord, for
an "Initial Term" beginning June 1, 2017 and ending June 1, 2022. Landlord shall use its best efforts to give 50 Shades of Green,
LLC possession as nearly as possible at the beginning of the Lease term. The Landlord understands that this property is to be used
solely for the purpose of Commercial Marijuana Cultivation.

B. 50 Shades of Green, LLC may renew the Lease for an extended term every five (5) years. Such renewal options must be given
written notice to Landlord not less than ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of the Initial Term. The renewal term shall be at the
rental set forth below and otherwise upon the same covenants, conditions and provisions as provided in this Lease unless
otherwise agreed upon by the Landlord and the Tenant,

2. RENTAL

A. 50 Shades of Green, LLC shall pay to Landlord during the Initial Term the costs of monthly property mortgage, utilities,
insurance, property taxes in the Matanuska Susitana Borough, and final purchasing payments of above mentioned property.
Payments will begin November 1, 2017, and be due at the beginning of each month. Each additional installment payment shall be
due in after each harvest.

3. USE
50 Shades of Green, LLC, shall use the Leased Premises for the sole purpose of Commercial Marijuana Cultivation only.
4. SUBLEASE & ASSIGNMENT

50 Shades of Green, LLC, shall not sublease all or any part of the Leased Premises, or assign this Lease in whole or in part without
Landlord'’s consent, such consent not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed.

5. ALTERATIONS AND IMPROVMENTS

During the Lease term, 50 Shades of Green, LLC shall make at their expense, all necessary repairs, upgrades and additions, remodel,
redecorate, improvements and replacements of and to all or any part of the leased premises. This shall include such items as
routine repairs of floors, walls, ceilings, and other parts of the Leased Premises damaged or worn through the term of their
occupancy. Upgrades include making all changes necessary to conduct their commercial cultivation operation. Additions to the
facility include buildings or attachments on to existing structures. Tenant shall have the right to place and install personal
property, trade fixtures, equipment and other temporary installations in and upon the Leased Premises, and fasten the same to the
premises. All personal property, equipment, machinery, trade fixtures and temporary installations, whether acquired by Tenant at
the commencement of the Lease term or placed or installed on the Leased Premises by Tenant thereafter, shall remain Tenant's
property free and clear of any claim by Landlord. Tenant shall have the right to remove the same at any time during the term of this
Lease provided that all damage to the Leased Premises caused by such removal shall be repaired by Tenant at Tenant's expense.
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6. PROPERTY TAXES

Tenant shall pay all general real estate taxes and installments of special assessments coming due during the Lease term on the
Leased Premises, and all personal property taxes with respect to Landlord's personal property, if any, on the Leased Premises.
Tenant shall be responsible for paying all personal property taxes with respect to Tenant's personal property at the Leased
Premises.

7. INSURANCE

A. If the Leased Premises or any other part of the Building is damaged by fire or other casualty resulting from any act or negligence
of Tenant or any of Tenant's agents, employees or invitees, existing agreement shall not be diminished or abated while such
damages are under repair, and Tenant shall be responsible for the costs of repair not covered by insurance.

B. Tenant shall maintain fire and extended coverage insurance on the Building and the Leased Premises in such amounts as deem
appropriate. Tenant shall be responsible, at its expense, for fire and extended coverage insurance on all of its personal property,
including removable trade fixtures, located in the Leased Premises.

8. UTILITIES

Tenant shall pay all charges for water, sewer, gas, electricity, telephone and other services and utilities used on the Leased
Premises during the term of this Lease unless otherwise expressly agreed in writing by Landlord.

9. SIGNS

Per Landlord's consent, 50 Shades of Green, LLC shall have the right to place on the Leased Premises, at locations selected by
Tenant, any signs which are permitted by applicable zoning ordinances and private restrictions. Landlord may refuse consent to
any proposed signage that is in Landlord's opinion too large, deceptive, unattractive or otherwise inconsistent with or
inappropriate to the Leased Premises. Landlord shall assist and cooperate with Tenant in obtaining any necessary permission from
governmental authorities or adjoining owners and occupants for Tenant to place or construct the foregoing signs. Tenant shall
repair all damage to the Leased Premises resulting from the removal of signs installed by Tenant.

10. ENTRY

Landlord shall have the right to enter upon the Leased Premises at reasonable hours to inspect the same, provided Landlord shall
not thereby unreasonably interfere with Tenant's business on the Leased Premises.

11. PARKING

within the Building or in reasonable proximity thereto, for Tenant and Tenant's agents and employees.

12. BUILDING RULES

50 Shades of Green, LLC will comply with the rules of the Board of Directors and the existing By-Laws and Operating Agreement as
set forth for the cultivation facility.

13. DAMAGE AND DESTRUCTION

If Leased Premises or any part thereof or any appurtenance thereto is so damaged by fire, casualty or structural defects that the
same cannot be used for Tenant's purposes, then Tenant shall have the right within ninety (90) days following damage to elect by
notice to Landlord to terminate this Lease as of the date of such damage.






In the event of minor damage to any part of the Leased Premises, and if such damage does not render the Leased Premises
unusable for Tenant's purposes, Tenant shall promptly repair such damage at their cost. The provisions of this paragraph extend
not only to the matters aforesaid, but also to any occurrence which is beyond Tenant's reasonable control and which renders the
Leased Premises, or any appurtenance thereto, inoperable or unfit for occupancy or use, in whole or in part, for Tenant's purposes.

14. DEFAULT

Landlord may declare the term of this Lease ended and terminated by giving Tenant written notice of such intention within ninety
