Landlord agrees to carry fire and hazard related coverage insurance for the
Premises. Tenant agrees to carry public liability insurance that includes the
Landlord as an insured party for personal injury.

XX. Default - If the Tenant defaults on the lease agreement for non--payment
of rent or for any other reason, the Landlord agrees to give notice to the Tenant





giving the Tenant the right to cure the issue(s). If the Tenant does not cure the
issue(s) within the amount of time stated in the notice, then the Landlord has
the right to take legal action by contacting AMCO immediately and notifying said
entity of tenant default.

XXI. Notice of Quiet Enjoyment - During the term of the lease agreement, the
Tenant has the right of quiet enjoyment of the Premises.

XXII. Eminent Domain - The lease automatically becomes void if the Premises are
taken by eminent domain. During the process, the Tenant will have to right to claim:
