(3) any area where marijuana waste is destroyed. Signage will be prominently displayed on
each entrance to a restricted access area that reads "Restricted Access Area. Visitors Must
Be Escorted". Cameras will also be placed conspicuously at each door to deter visitors from
attempting access alone.


All individuals permitted entry to restricted access areas will be required to provide valid photo
identification, and will be given a company-issued visitor badge to be displayed on their person
at all times within the facility. Visitor identification will be photocopied and kept in security
possession the entire time the visitor is within the facility, and returned upon their exit. The
visitor will sign into a log indicating the date, time in and out of the restricted area, and purpose
of the visit. The visitor’s log and copies of all visitor information will be kept and stored as
official business records, and will be made available to the MCB upon request. All visitors will
be escorted by a licensee, employee or agent of the establishment at all times while in the
restricted access areas. Visitors will be limited to 5 per licensee, employee or agent of the
establishment. The visitor badge will be returned to the employee prior to leaving. Visitors
must be physically present with their designated escort at all times in the restricted access
areas, and once the visit has concluded and identification is returned, the visitor must leave
the premises immediately.

Will's World will craft internal policies and procedures that will prevent the diversion of
marijuana. All employees of the facility will be thoroughly trained on the importance of
prevention and will strictly enforce a zero tolerance policy. METRC will be utilized to track all
inventory to ensure no diversion of marijuana by employees occurs.
Additionally, the following areas will be under full video surveillance at all times; (1) area where
concentrate is produced (2) areas where marijuana or marijuana concentrate is stored (3) the
area where marijuana or marijuana concentrate deemed to be waste is rendered unusable and
stored for disposal.


The manufacturing facility will not be open to the public and will have signs prominently posted
that state "No Loitering" and "No Trespassing". Employees will be trained to ask any individual
who appears to be loitering to leave the premises immediately and inform them that law
enforcement will be notified if they do not comply. Will's World will conduct random
walk-arounds of the facility to check for unauthorized individuals.


Motion detector lights will be installed to aid in surveillance of the property. Any breach of the
security alarm system will send an electronic notification to the security company and to Bill
and Dayle's mobile devises as well.

Dry Sift Hash: Dried marijuana plant material will be finely ground either by hand or in a food 
mill. The ground marijuana will then be sifted either by placing it into a nylon mesh cylinder 
within a food grade plastic container rotated with a small electric motor, or by placing it on top 
of flat nylon mesh screens and manually sifting. Hash will then be collected and either stored 
in a loose, powdery state or pressed into “cakes” by hand or with a small hydraulic press.


Bubble Hash: Either ground marijuana or whole marijuana flower is put into buckets lined with 
mesh screens. Ice water or dry ice is then added to the buckets and the mixture is manually 
agitated. Once the ice melts, the screens are removed and the concentrate is manually 
separated from the screens.


Rosin: Marijuana plant material or hash will be placed into mesh bags. The bags will then be 
placed in parchment paper and then onto the press. The heat and pressure will move the 
cannabis oils (rosin) out of the nylon bags and onto the parchment paper where it will be 
collected.


Butane Hash Oil: The facility will utilize a closed loop extraction system where marijuana plant 
matter is combined with a solvent or combination of solvents (N butane, iso butane and/or 
ethanol) which causes the resin glands from the plants to be detached from the plant matter 
and suspended in the solvent solution. To remove wax and residual solvents, the solution is 
distilled and/or winterized, leaving behind concentrated cannabis. The concentrated cannabis 
is then placed into a vacuum oven for 1-10 days in order to achieve the desired finish for a 
particular marijuana concentrate product texture such as shatter, wax or oil.


Shatter: The oil is extracted using a closed loop machine or ethanol extractor, using marijuana 
flower and trim and one or a combination of the following solvents such as; butane, N-butane, 
Iso-butane, Ethanol. Once the oil is extracted, it will either be winterized or placed into a 
vacuum. The winterization process begins by dissolving the BHO in ethanol and then freezing.
