As a limited cultivation facility, and as a security precaution there will be very limited access to the facility.
The cultivation facility is located on a .75 acre parcel directly adjacent to our home, which has security
cameras and motion lights of its own. The limited cultivation facility has no windows and only one steel
entrance door that is locked via a security coded lock. The facility will be locked at all times and only the
owner will have the key codes to enter the building.

An alarm system installed by LORAX will prevent any trespassers and will alert the authorities and the owners
if there is unwarranted access to the facility. There are security warning signs and no trespassing signs
installed at the entrance to the property as well as designated areas on the property.

Both the house and the facility have security systems in place.

All usable Cannabis is tracked using the METRC tracking system as

well as constant surveillance via the security cameras that are installed in the facility. A daily

inventory of usable Cannabis will be performed by either the owner or the manager of the

facility. As a limited cultivation facility there will be a very small staff consisting of just the

owner and one employee at times.

Honey Bees will likely have only 2-4 sales per month and no foot traffic as it may

only sell to retail or a manufacturing facility. Business will be conducted and purchaser will leave
the premises when appropriate to do so.

No one will be allowed on the premises unless they are authorized to do so under AMCOs
regulations. As a limited cultivation center, Honey Bees will not be dealing with the

general public. There will be no visitors other than those that are authorized by management.
