All marijuana and marijuana product will be on display, stored, and dispensed for sale inside the designated restricted access area behind the sales 
counters, inaccessible to customers. There will be signs at all access points leading to behind the counter stating, "Restricted Access Area - 
Visitors Must Be Escorted" (signs will meet all the same dimensions and color contrast as previously mentioned in Section 2.1 of the MJ-01 for this 
retail application). Pre-Packaged Marijuana and marijuana product will be viewable for customers in locked glass display cases, on shelving on the 
wall behind the sales counters, and in a cooler behind the sales counters (for perishable products). All displays will be in direct, clear view of 
continuously operating security cameras at all times. All staff will go through required training for display policies, opening and closing procedures, 
and securing and accounting for all product at all times. Television screen(s) mounted behind the sales counters will list the menu of available 
product. Once customers have decided on their purchasing choices, they will meet an employee at a POS station. Employees will take purchase 
orders and dispense the product for sale from behind the counter. Marijuana Bud/Flower, Edibles and concentrates will be pre-packaged and 
labeled.

3.1 Continued: The employee at the check-in window will not only intensively inspect customer 
IDs, but will also intently monitor for signs of impairment, per Alice's required employee 
trainings and procedures. If a person appears to be intoxicated at any time on the licensed 
premises (whether at the time of entry/ID inspection, product perusal, or purchase), staff will 
refuse all service & sale to said person and escort them safely from the premises. If 
necessary, law enforcement will be contacted to help enforce this policy. Staff will ensure 
impaired individuals escorted off the premises have a ride or taxi arranged for a safe 
departure. Alice's will exercise caution and compliance with sale limits per AMCO regulations. 
A member of management will always be ready to help customer ingress and egress, and to 
ensure there is enough staff on the retail floor. 


5.1 Continued: All Marijuana sales including, but not limited to, Bud/Flower, edibles and 
concentrates will be monitored and in compliance with quantity limits sold per transaction 
regulations and verified using certified scales (in compliance with the Alaska Weights and 
Measures Act). All purchases will be registered in the POS system which automatically 
integrates with Metrc. Employees must ensure that pre-packaged marijuana, marijuana edibles 
and marijuana concentrates are placed inside fully opaque exit packaging (such as a store-
provided bag or the customer's purse, backpack, pocket, etc.) before customers exit the store 
with their purchase.


7 .1 Continued: The employee at the check-in window will closely review customer I Os, 
checking for smooth, uniform edges that do not separate or buckle; foil, holograms, or icons of 
state name, shape or crest that appear when tilted in the light; continuity between the 
customer's face and their ID photo; forgeries, and any other deviations; additionally, 
employees will be given ID guides to help identify IDs from other states and countries. The 
only acceptable forms of ID are unaltered, unexpired passports; unexpired, unaltered driver's 
licenses, instruction permits, or ID cards of any state or territory of the U.S., the District of 
Columbia, or province in Canada; and ID cards issued by a state or federal agency that is 
authorized to issue driver's licenses or ID cards.

This is in response to your requests for comments for a proposed marijuana selling business
location here in Eagle River.


In regard to the sale of drugs, legal or illegal, my family and I all feel the same exact way:  you
are either OK with drugs or you are against drugs.  It is one or the other.  We, all of us, are
AGAINST.  Currently most people will simply turn their heads rather than acknowledge the
situations that tend to go hand-in-hand with drugs.  And unfortunately the Municipality of
Anchorage, hungry if not downright greedy for more tax revenue for the city, is willing to do
the same.


Those of us who live here in Eagle River typically do so because we love it here.  We love the
smaller town feel, sense of community, the friendly neighbors, bigger yards, streets, cul de
sacs and parks where you can let your kids play and not worry about them getting shot in a
drive-by, and if you forget to lock your car overnight when leaving it out in your driveway it
will probably turn out OK.  We are conveniently located halfway between Anchorage and the
Valley so it takes about the same amount of driving time to get to your work and/or whatever
else you need to do for shopping, medical care, etc., if you decide to do so.  Do we have
problems?  Yes, we do, but not near as much as Anchorage.  Eagle River tends to be of a more
conservative-minded community (no crime in that) and yes, we would like to keep it that way. 
We really do not want to see our sweet little Eagle River turned into a pot destination like
Anchorage.


Right now there is a pot shop on almost every corner in Anchorage – they are everywhere –
just like the coffee huts.  I seldom drive into Anchorage and this is just one of the reasons.   I
am constantly amazed how on my maybe-once-a-month sojourn into Anchorage I surprisingly
stumble across one in a neighborhood and there is another one where there previously was
not one.


First of all, we hate weed.  It stinks to high heaven and smells worse than bear shit.  I’m pretty
sure it must taste like shit as well.  It is currently bred and cultivated to be more potent than
ever and its obvious by the odor and behavior of the users.  Last September I was cleaning out
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a flower bed to prepare for winter on the front of my house.  In the meantime my next door
neighbor, a frequent user, was out on his back porch puffing away.  I immediately smelled it as
soon as he lit up and after about 30 minutes of his exhalations I was feeling woozy and got a
headache.  To be clear, we are not right on top of each other – this is at least 125 feet away. 
Further, I am a walker.  I walk outside all year long, including winter, for anywhere from 1 to 2
hours a day.  All winter long I could smell it when someone was smoking weed and either had
a window open or had stepped outside.  Having grown up in Missouri my first thought was
“Gee, that smells just like skunk, but wait –we don’t have skunks in Alaska!”, then I thought it
smelled like bear and/or bear shit and it actually took me a few minutes to figure out it was
weed.  THAT is how bad it smells!  And I know it’s weed because I can walk by the same
houses on a frequent basis and smell it from at least two houses away.  The frequent pot
smokers will say “Oh that was just because of the way the wind was blowing”.  Uh, No.  It’s
because that is how powerful the stench of it is.


Secondly, the weed smokers will say “Oh, its perfectly natural.  It is all natural and it is just an
herb”.  Well, so is arsenic. 


Thirdly, I hate to even think of what this is doing to the lungs.  The thought of even having that
shit inside my mouth just grosses me out.  There are a myriad of health and brain issues
associated with marijuana that are now being studied not just in adults but also in regard to
the development of teenage brains.


Fourth:  I am an old woman of almost 69 years old which means I have lived a long time and
observed a lot.  “This is not my first rodeo.”  For decades now I do not know of a single person
that is a frequent marijuana user that does not have either employment problems,
relationship problems (be it spouses, siblings, children, or whomever), financial problems, a
lack of motivation and/or focus, problems with sticking to a regular day/night schedule (as
opposed to becoming totally nocturnal), unable to keep appointments or commitments or
some combination of those if not all.  The more a person smokes weed the harder it seems for
them to keep their act together.  This shit (and “shit” is being kind) is nothing more than
human catnip.


Five:  Do I even need to mention the national statistics issued by insurers for the automobile
industry?  Accidents are up in the states where marijuana has become legal (you can check
this out for yourself with a bit of research) which in turn drives up the cost of auto insurance.  I
really, really resent having to pay more because of idiots that know they are not supposed to
drive around while high yet you know damn well they are going to do it anyway.


Six:  And here is the sad part....In about a 9 month period last year, we lost two members of
our family to death by drugs.  We know FOR A FACT that both of them started out with weed
and then their drug use turned into harder drugs and then there was death.  One was 64 years







old and retired with several retirement incomes and should have known better but he started
in with the weed right after retiring and the other was a 30 year old who would have had a
brilliant professional basketball future if he had not started with the weed right after high
school.  I cannot even begin to tell you the grief and sadness this has brought upon our family
to know they spent their time 24/7 chasing after that first high that they never would obtain. 
Drugs (the weed, the cocaine, the heroine, whatever they could obtain) became more
important than food or even a place to stay.  I’ve seen this happen to other co-workers and
acquaintances as well.  When you become so stoned so often you are lulled into a state where
you just want to remain in that state all the time and lose any coping skills you used to have. 
Here’s the analogy:  If you eat a Reese’s Peanut Butter Cup every single day for weeks and
months and then suddenly you can’t get your hands on another, you will settle for a Snickers
Bar or whatever else you can get your hands on.  But yet the marijuana users will always tell
you its not a gateway drug, it does not necessarily lead to harder drugs, bla, bla, bla.  We say
BULLSHIT because we’ve seen it and know better.


Aside from legitimately diagnosed and prescribed by a physician medical conditions (no
problem with that), we just don’t see how anything good ever came out of the end of a joint.

Hello,  I would like to comment on marijuana license application 29087.  This application should
be rejected.  A marijuana dispensary is not needed, nor wanted in Eagle River.  Eagle River is a
small community and this location is about the only place in Eagle River that one could be. 
Around this location are several schools and housing areas.  Children live very close to the
proposed location and do not need the undue influence that the dispensary would provide. 
They already get enough negative influences about drugs and alcohol in the media.  Marijuana
consumption is shown to be a gateway to other drugs.  According to the American Automobile
Association, there has been a marked increase in automobile accidents and fatalities in states
that have legalized marijuana consumption.  In 2017 and in Washington State, 21.4% of drivers
involved in fatal crashes test positive for THC.   We do not need another intoxicant freely
available in our community causing sorrow and heartache.  This type of establishment does not
belong in Eagle River.

If a person of legal age wants to purchase marijuana, they have options in
Anchorage or the Valley.  Reducing availability in Eagle River will help to keep it out of the hands
of our children.  Just ask any High School teacher if marijuana is a problem.  It most certainly is. 
Not allowing a marijuana establishment in Eagle River is the right choice for me, my family, my
friends, my patients and my community!

3.1 Continued: The employee at the check-in window will not only intensively inspect customer 
IDs, but will also intently monitor for signs of impairment, per Alice's required employee 
trainings and procedures. If a person appears to be intoxicated at any time on the licensed 
premises (whether at the time of entry/ID inspection, product perusal, or purchase), staff will 
refuse all service & sale to said person and escort them safely from the premises. If 
necessary, law enforcement will be contacted to help enforce this policy. Staff will ensure 
impaired individuals escorted off the premises have a ride or taxi arranged for a safe 
departure. Alice's will exercise caution and compliance with sale limits per AMCO regulations. 
A member of management will always be ready to help customer ingress and egress, and to 
ensure there is enough staff on the retail floor.

7 .1 Continued: The employee at the check-in window will closely review customer I Os, 
checking for smooth, uniform edges that do not separate or buckle; foil, holograms, or icons of 
state name, shape or crest that appear when tilted in the light; continuity between the 
customer's face and their ID photo; forgeries, and any other deviations; additionally, 
employees will be given ID guides to help identify IDs from other states and countries. The 
only acceptable forms of ID are unaltered, unexpired passports; unexpired, unaltered driver's 
licenses, instruction permits, or ID cards of any state or territory of the U.S., the District of 
Columbia, or province in Canada; and ID cards issued by a state or federal agency that is 
authorized to issue driver's licenses or ID cards. IDs will be checked again at the POS counter 
upon a customer's purchase. Alice's will refuse entrance or service and escort off the premises 
any individual who cannot produce a valid, government-issued photo ID for thorough 
inspection, regardless of how old they appear or how familiar they are to the employee. Law 
enforcement may be contacted to help enforce this policy.
