All shipments of marijuana and marijuana product that arrives at the facility will be first inspected by a member of the 
Cultivated Confections management team before it is accepted and added to the facility's inventory. The shipment will 
be reconciled with the transport manifest, shipment labels and packaging labels to ensure consistency. All product will 
be weighed by Cultivated Confections and reconciled with the weight listed on the manifest and labels. Any shipments 
with discrepancies will be rejected. Shipments that pass initial inspection will be accepted into the facility, entered into 
METRC and the point of sale software and added to the store's inventory. All marijuana and marijuana products will be 
tracked from the time it is received, to it's use in a manufactured product or disposal to it's transfer to another licensed 
facility. Cultivated Confections management team will perform daily internal audits by reconciling each transaction to 
another licensed facility with METRC and the inventory on hand to ensure consistency and to resolve discrepancies 
immediately. A random sample of each product manufactured at the facility will be sent to a licensed testing lab before 
being transferred to another licensed facility and the remainder of the production lot will be segregated from all other 
product until the testing results are received. Once passing testing results are received from the testing lab, marijuana 
products will be packaged and labeled in compliance with 3 AAC 306.565 and 306.570. The packaged products will then 
be transported by an agent of Cultivated Confections who holds a valid marijuana handler permit or by a third party 
transport company with valid marijuana handler permits. All transfers will be entered into METRC and a trip manifest will 
be sent with each shipment as well as stored on site as a business record.

Cultivated Confections anticipates the following marijuana plant and product waste at the manufacturing 


facility; (1) contaminated or infected marijuana or marijuana products (2) marijuana or marijuana products 


deemed by the licensee or a manager as unfit for sale or consumption for any reason {3) marijuana product 


that fails testing (4) marijuana plant waste created during the extraction process (5) marijuana or marijuana 


product that becomes expired (6) other marijuana or marijuana product waste as determined by the board 


or director. Once marijuana or marijuana product is deemed as waste, it will be separated from all other 


marijuana and marijuana products and securely stored in locked bins on the licensed premises and an email 


notification will be sent to AMCO Enforcement at least 3 days prior to rendering the waste unusable as well 


as recording the waste in METRC. All solid marijuana plant waste (plant matter waste from the extraction 


process such as plant matter that is pressed/squeezed to extract oil) and marijuana product waste will be 


ground in a grinder and then mixed with other solid compostable or non-compostable waste until the 


mixture is no more than 50% marijuana waste. Liquid marijuana waste such as concentrates, will be mixed 


with at least equal parts of non-marijuana waste and then stored away from all other marijuana and 


marijuana products in locked containers on the premises until it can be disposed of. The municipality waste 


truck will collect the waste mixture and dispose of it at the local waste station. This information will be 


recorded in the waste log and securely stored as a business record, available to AMCO upon request.

A designated employee of Cultivated Confections will collect a random sample from each production lot to 


be sent to a licensed testing facility. The designated employee will sign a statement certifying that the 


sample was taken at random. One copy of the statement will be sent to the testing lab and one will be filed 


on-site as a business record, available to AMCO upon request. The sample will be transported to the testing 


facility by a Cultivated Confections agent who holds a valid marijuana handler permit or by a third party 


transport company holding valid handler permits. The remainder of the production lot will be kept 


separate from all other marijuana and marijuana products until the testing results are received back from 


the testing lab. During this quarantine period, the product will be securely stored on-site and the general 


manager and/or James will ensure the product is kept cool and dry to prevent contamination or loss of 


efficacy. No product will be sold or transferred to another facility until passing testing results are received 


back from the testing lab.
