(B) any civil violation of AS 04, AS 17.38, or this chapter in the previous 


two calendar years; [AND] 


(5)  upon request, provide adequate proof of right to possession of the 


licensed premises, and  


(6)[(5)] declare under penalty of unsworn falsification that 


(A) the application is true, correct and complete; 


(B) the applicant has read and is familiar with AS 17.38 and this chapter; 


and 


(C) the applicant will provide all information the board requires in support 


of the renewal application.

Application Requirement 


At the June 29-30, 2022 meeting, the board sent the project out for public comment. The 


project was out for at least 45 days and it received three comments.
