OPERATING AGREEMENT
OF
TOK HARVEST COMPANY, LLC

This Operating Agreement (“Agreement”) of Tok Harvest Company, LLC, an Alaska limited
liability company (“Company™), is made by the Member to provide for the governance and
operations of the Company. The Member shall serve as the sole Member of the Company. This
Agreement is effective on February 17, 2020 and will apply to any Additional Member admitted
in accordance with its terms.

ARTICLE ONE
DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION

Section 1.01 Definitions
For purposes of this Agreement, the following terms have the following meanings.
(a) Act
“Act” means the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, as amended from time to
time.
(b) Additional Member

“Additional Member” means any person not previously a Member who acquires a Membership
Interest and is admitted as a Member.

(c) Agreement ‘
“Agreement” means this Operating Agreement, as amended from time to time.
(d) Applicable Law

“Applicable Law” means the Act, the Code, the Securities Act, all pertinent provisions of any
agreements with any Governmental Authority and all pertinent provisions of any
Governmental Authority’s:

constitutions, treaties, statutes, laws, common law, rules, regulations, decrees, ordinances,
codes, proclamations, declarations, or orders;

consents or approvals; and
orders, decisions, advisory opinions, interpretative opinions, injunctions, judgments,
awards, and decrees.
(e) Articles of Organization
“drticles of Organization” means the Articles of Organization filed with the Alaska
Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development as required by the Act,
or any other similar instrument required to be filed by the laws of any other state in which the
Company intends to conduct business.
(f) Assignee

“Assignee” means the recipient of a Membership Interest by assignment.
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(g) Capital Contribution

“Capital Contribution” means the total cash and other consideration contributed and agreed
to be contributed to the Company by the Member. “Additional Capital Contribution” means
the total cash and other consideration contributed to the Company by the Member (including
any Additional Member) other than the initial Capital Contribution. Any reference in this
Agreement to the Capital Contribution of a current Member includes any Capital Contribution
previously made by any prior Member regarding that Member’s Membership Interest. The
value of a Member’s Capital Contribution is the amount of cash plus the Fair Market Value of
other property contributed to the Company.

(h) Code

References to the “Code” or to its provisions are to the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended from time to time, and any corresponding Treasury Regulations. References to the
“Treasury Regulations” are to the Treasury Regulations under the Code in effect. If a
particular provision of the Code is renumbered or a subsequent federal tax law supersedes the
Code, any reference is to the renumbered provision or to the corresponding provision of the
subsequent law, unless the result would be clearly contrary to the Member’s intent as expressed
in this Agreement. The same rule applies to Treasury Regulations references.

(i) Company

“Company” means Tok Harvest Company, LLC, an Alaska limited liability company.
(j) Fair Market Value

“Fair Market Value” is defined in Section 10.12.

(k) Governmental Authority

“Governmental Authority” means any local, state, federal, or foreign government or its
political subdivision; any agency or instrumentality of a government or its political
subdivision; or any self-regulated organization or other nongovernmental regulatory authority
or quasi-Governmental Authority whose rules, regulations, or orders have the force of law.
Governmental Authority also means any arbitrator, court, or tribunal of competent jurisdiction.

() Majority Vote

“Majority Vote” means a ratio of more than 50 votes out of every 100 votes that may be cast
will determine the matter subject to the vote.

(m) Manager

“Manager” means any individual or individuals or legal entity designated in this Agreement

as a Manager. A Manager conducts the business of the Company and is authorized to exercise
the powers and duties of Manager detailed in this Agreement.

(n) Member

“Member” means any person designated in this Agreement as a Member or any person who
becomes a Member under this Agreement.

(0) Membership Interest

“Membership Interest” means the ownership interest and rights of a Member in the Company,
including the Member’s right to a distributive share of the profits and losses, the distributions,
and the property of the Company and the right to consent or approve Company actions. All
Membership Interests are subject to the restrictions on transfer imposed by this Agreement.
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Each Member’s Membership Interest is personal property and no Member will acquire any
interest in any of the assets of the Company.

(p) Protected Person
“Protected Person” means:

the Member;

the Member’s employees or agents; and

each of the Company’s Managers, employees, and agents.
(q) Qualified Appraiser and Qualified Appraisal

A “Qualified Appraiser” means an appraiser who is a member of the American Society of
Appraisers, Business Valuations Division, and accredited to perform business appraisals or
valuations by this organization; or, alternatively, a certified public accountant accredited in
business valuation by the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants. A “Qualified
Appraisal” means any appraisal performed by a Qualified Appraiser.
(r) Securities Act
“Securities Act” refers to the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, or any successor federal
statute, and the rules and regulations under it that are in effect at the time.
(s) Taxable Year
“Taxable Year” means the calendar year or any other accounting period selected by the
Manager. Taxable Year is synonymous with fiscal year for all purposes of this Agreement.
(t) Unprotected Act
“Unprotected Act” means any act, omission, or forbearance by a Protected Person that:
is not in good faith or is not in a manner believed by the Protected Person to be in, or not
opposed to, the Company’s best interests;
with respect to any criminal proceeding, the Protected Person would have reasonable cause
to believe was unlawful; or

constitutes fraud or willful misconduct.
Section 1.02 Interpretation
The following general provisions and rules of construction apply to this Agreement.

(a) Singular and Plural; Gender

Unless the context requires otherwise, words denoting the singular may be construed as plural
and words of the plural may be construed as denoting the singular. Words of one gender may
be construed as denoting another gender as is appropriate within the context. The word or,
when used in a list of more than two items, may function as both a conjunction and a
disjunction as the context requires or permits.

(b) Headings of Articles, Sections, and Subsections

The headings of Articles, Sections, and Subsections used within this Agreement are included
solely for the reader’s convenience and reference. They have no significance in the
interpretation or construction of this Agreement.
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(¢) Include, Includes, and Including

In this Agreement, the words include, includes, and including mean include without limitation,
includes without limitation, and including without limitation, respectively. Include, includes,
and including are words of illustration and enlargement, not words of limitation or exclusivity.
(d) Words of Obligation and Discretion

Unless otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement or by the context in which used, the
word shall is used to impose a duty, to command, to direct, or to require. Terms such as may,
is authorized fo, is permitted to, is allowed to, has the right to, or any variation or other words
of discretion are used to allow, to permit, or to provide the discretion to choose what should be
done in a particular situation, without any other requirement. Unless the decision of another
party is expressly required by this Agreement, words of permission give the decision-maker
the sole and absolute discretion to make the decision required in the context.

(¢) No Presumption against Drafting Party

This Agreement is to be construed without giving force to any presumption or rule requiring
construction or interpretation against the drafting party. No party may claim that an ambiguity
in this Agreement should be construed against any other party or that there was any coercion,
duress (economic or otherwise), negligent misrepresentation, or fraud (including fraud in the
inducement) affecting the validity or enforcement of this Agreement.

ARTICLE TWO
ORGANIZATIONAL MATTERS

Section 2.01 Company Formation

The Company became a limited liability company under the laws of the State of Alaska, and
specifically under the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, upon filing the Articles of
Organization as required by the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act on January 5,
2016.

Section 2.02 Company’s Name

The Company’s name is Tok Harvest Company, LLC. The Manager may change the name of the
Company, subject to the terms of this Agreement and Applicable Law.

Section 2.03 Company’s Purpose

The Company’s primary purpose is to operate a cannabis cultivation and retail business. The
Company may also engage in any lawful act or activity for which limited liability companies may
be formed under the Act and all activities necessary or incidental to that purpose. The Company
has all the powers necessary or convenient to carry out its purposes, including the powers granted
by the Act.

Section 2.04 Company’s Principal Office and Location of Records

The street address of the principal office in the United States where the Company maintains its
records is Milepost 1308 Alaska Highway, Tok, Alaska 99780.
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Section 2.05 Registered Agent and Registered Office

The Company’s initial Registered Agent is Patricia Young, and the Company’s initial registered
office is located at Milepost 1308 Alaska Highway, Tok, Alaska 99780. The mailing address for
the Registered Agent is P.O. Box 70, Tok, Alaska 99780.

Section 2.06 Company’s Term

The Company’s duration is perpetual. The Company began on the date the Articles of
Organization were filed with the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic
Development and will continue until terminated or dissolved as provided in this Agreement.

Section 2.07 Taxation as a Disregarded Entity

As long as the Company has only one Member, the Company will be classified as a disregarded
entity for income tax purposes unless the Member has elected to classify the Company as an
association taxable as a corporation. All of the Company’s income, losses, and other tax items
will be treated as those of the Member.

Section 2.08 Member’s Capital Contributions

The Member has made a Capital Contribution to the Company in exchange for an interest in the
Company. The Member is the sole Member of the Company and owns all of the Membership
Interest in the Company. The Member may make voluntary Capital Contributions to the Company.

Section 2.09 Admitting New Members

Subject to the requirements of Article Seven, Additional Members may be admitted when the
Company issues new Membership Interests or the Member transfers its Membership Interest.
Upon compliance with Article Seven, a person will be admitted as an Additional Member, listed
as such on the Company’s books, and issued the Membership Interest.

The Manager may adopt and revise rules, conventions, and procedures as the Manager determines
appropriate regarding the admission of Additional Members to reflect the Membership Interests at
the end of the calendar year in accordance with the Member’s intentions.

Section 2.10 Transferability of Membership Interest
The transferability of the Member’s Membership Interest is restricted by Article Seven.
Section 2.11 Mandatory Additional Capital Contributions Prohibited

The Manager has no authority to require additional Capital Contributions.

ARTICLE THREE
DISTRIBUTIONS

Section 3.01 Distributions to Member

Subject to Section 3.02, the Manager may determine the amounts and timing of distributions to
the Member.
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Section 3.02 No Unlawful Distributions

Despite any provision to the contrary in this Agreement, the Company must not make any
distribution that would violate any contract or agreement to which the Company is then a party or
any law, rule, regulation, order or directive of any Governmental Authority then applicable to the
Company.

ARTICLE FOUR
COMPANY MANAGEMENT

Section 4.01 Management by Manager

The Company is managed by the Manager appointed under Section 4.02. The Manager shall
manage and administer the Company’s property and perform all other duties prescribed for a
Manager by the Act. The Manager may take all actions necessary, useful, or appropriate for the
ordinary management and conduct of the Company’s business. The Manager have the exclusive
authority to manage the operations and affairs of the Company, subject in all cases to the
requirements of Applicable Law.

Section 4.02 Appointing or Removing Manager

Any person (including the Member) may be appointed as Manager. The Manager may be
appointed or removed by the Member. Additional Managers may be appointed at any time by the
Member. The initial Manager of the Company is Patricia Young.

Section 4.03 Manager’s Fiduciary Duties

This Agreement does not create or impose any fiduciary duty on any Manager. The Member and
the Company waive all fiduciary duties that, absent this waiver, may be implied by Applicable
Law. The provisions of this Agreement that restrict the Manager’s duties and liabilities replace
any duties and liabilities otherwise existing at law or in equity.

Section 4.04 No Personal Liability for Capital Contributions

No Manager is personally liable for the return of any portion of the Member’s Capital Contribution.
Any return of capital will only be made from available assets of the Company.

Section 4.05 Majority Vote of Managers Required to Control

If more than one Manager is serving, each Manager has one vote on all matters pertaining to the
Company’s administration. With respect to any matter on which the Managers are entitled to vote,
an act approved by Majority Vote of the Managers is an act of the Company. When only two
Managers are acting, the concurrence and joinder of both is required.

Section 4.06 Manager’s Agency Authority

The Manager has the authority to bind the Company in contracts and other dealings with Third
Parties in the ordinary course of the Company’s business. No Manager has the authority to bind
the Company with respect to any matter outside the ordinary course of the Company’s business
without the concurrence of the Member. Except with the vote of the Member, no Manager may
make any representation about the Company that is likely to have a material impact on the
Company’s business or reputation.
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ARTICLE FIVE
MEMBER RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS

Section 5.01 Limited Liability of Member

Except as required by Applicable Law, a Member’s status as a Member does not personally
obligate the Member for any debt, obligation, or liability of the Company whether arising in
contract, tort, or otherwise.

Section 5.02 No Right to Participate in Management

Except as expressly provided in this Agreement, the Member may not participate in the
management and operation of the Company’s business and investment activities or bind the
Company to any obligation or liability whatsoever.

Section 5.03 Member’s Agency Authority

The Member does not have the right or authority to bind the Company in contracts and other
dealings with Third Parties. The Member may not make any representation concerning the
Company that is likely to have a material impact on the Company’s business or reputation.

Section 5.04 Restrictions on Withdrawal or Dissociation Rights

A Member does not dissociate, withdraw, or otherwise cease to be a Member because of the
Member’s bankruptcy or because of any event specified in the Act.

Section 5.05 Company Continues after the Member’s Death
A Member’s death will not cause the Company to dissolve.
Section 5.06 No Partition Rights

Title to the Company’s assets is vested solely in the Company and not owned by any Member.
Each Member, individually and on behalf of the Member’s successors and assigns, expressly
waives any right to have any Company property partitioned.

Section 5.07 Member Expulsion

The Company may not expel a Member under any circumstances.

ARTICLE SIX
BOOKS, RECORDS, AND BANK ACCOUNTS

Section 6.01 Books and Records

The Manager shall keep books of account regarding the operation of the Company at the principal
office of the Company or at any other place the Manager determines.

Section 6.02 Accounting and Taxable Year

The Manager shall keep books of account consistent with any method authorized or required by
the Code and as determined by the Manager. The Manager shall close and balance the books at
the end of each Taxable Year. The Member may choose any period authorized or required by the
Code for the Company’s Taxable Year.
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Section 6.03 Reports

Within a reasonable time after each Taxable Year ends, the Manager shall provide the information
required to prepare and file individual tax returns to the Member. The Manager shall prepare these
financial statements at the Company’s expense.

Section 6.04 Member’s Inspection Rights

Upon reasonable notice from a Member, the Company shall—and shall cause its Manager,
officers, and employees to—provide reasonable access to each Member to Company Information
during normal business hours.

ARTICLE SEVEN
TRANSFER OF MEMBERSHIP INTERESTS

Section 7.01 Transferability of Membership Interests
The Member may voluntarily transfer its Membership Interest.

The transferee of a voluntary transfer of Membership Interest permitted by this Section will be
admitted as an Additional Member only in compliance with Section 7.04.

Section 7.02 Transferee Treated as an Assignee until Admitted as an Additional Member

The transferee of a Membership Interest will hold the interest only as an Assignee until the
transferee satisfies all the requirements of Section 7.01 to become an Additional Member. As an
Assignee, the transferee will have only those rights in Section 7.03.

Section 7.03 Assignee’s Rights, Limitations, and Obligations

The transferee of any involuntary transfer of a Member’s Membership Interest will be treated as
an Assignee. An Assignee may receive distributions from the Company to the same extent that
the transferring Member would receive distributions under this Agreement, but otherwise has
substantially fewer rights than a Member. An Assignee only holds a right to receive economic
benefits when actually distributed by the Company in respect to the assigned Membership Interest.
Regardless of whether an Assignee is admitted as a Member, an Assignee is subject to all of the
obligations of a Member.

Section 7.04 Requirements to Become an Additional Member

An Assignee or other prospective Additional Member will not become an Additional Member and
will not have any rights as a Member without the unanimous written consent of all Member. The
prospective Additional Member must sign all agreements and instruments requested by the
Manager. Any attempt to admit a Member that violates this Article will be null and void ab initio.

ARTICLE EIGHT
DISSOLUTION AND LIQUIDATION

Section 8.01 Dissolution Events

The Company may only be dissolved by the Member, subject to any special vote required by the
Operating Agreement or by a court. After dissolution, the Company may only conduct activities
necessary to wind up its affairs.
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Section 8.02 Liquidation

After dissolution, the Company will pay outstanding debts, set up any reserves required for
anticipated future expenses, and distribute any remaining assets to the Member.

Section 8.03 Company Property Sole Source

Company property is the sole source for the payment of any debts or liabilities owed by the
Company. Any return of Capital Contributions or liquidation amounts to the Member will be
satisfied only to the extent that the Company has adequate assets.

ARTICLE NINE
EXCULPATION AND INDEMNIFICATION

Section 9.01 Exculpation of Protected Persons

No Protected Person is liable to the Company or any other Protected Person for any loss, damage,
or claim incurred because of any action taken or not taken by the Protected Person in good-faith
reliance on the provisions of this Agreement.

Section 9.02 Indemnification of Protected Persons

The Company shall indemnify, hold harmless, defend, pay, and reimburse any Protected Person
against all losses, claims, damages, judgments, fines, or liabilities, including reasonable legal fees
or other expenses incurred in their investigation or defense, that arise in connection with any actual
or alleged act, omission, or forbearance performed or omitted on behalf of the Company or the
Member in connection with the Company’s business.

Section 9.03 Unprotected Acts

The exculpation and indemnification provisions of this Article are only effective if the action or
omission is not an Unprotected Act.

Section 9.04 Other Rights

The exculpation and indemnification provisions of this Article are not exclusive of any other rights
to a Protected Person may be entitled under any other instrument or by reason of any other action
or otherwise.

ARTICLE TEN
GENERAL MATTERS

Section 10.01 Expenses

Except as otherwise expressly provided in this Agreement, the Company must pay all expenses
(including fees and disbursements of counsel, financial advisors, and accountants) incurred in
preparing and executing this Agreement, making any amendment or waiver to it, and completing
the transactions contemplated by it.

Section 10.02 Binding Effect

Subject to the restrictions on transfer in this Agreement, this Agreement binds and inures to the
benefit of the Member and to its respective successors, personal representatives, heirs, and assigns.
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Section 10.03 Further Assurances

In connection with this Agreement and the transactions contemplated by it, the Company and the
Member agree to provide further assurances if requested by the Company or any other Member.
These further assurances include signing and delivering any additional documents, instruments,
conveyances, and other assurances or taking any further actions necessary to carry out the
provisions of or transactions contemplated by this Agreement.

Section 10.04 No Waiver

Any Member’s failure to insist upon strict performance of any provision or obligation of this
Agreement for any period is not a waiver of that Member’s right to demand strict compliance in
the future. An express or implied consent to or waiver of any breach or default in the performance
of any obligations under this Agreement is not a consent to or waiver of any other breach or default
in the performance of the same or of any other obligation.

Section 10.05 Governing Law

This Agreement is governed, construed, and administered according to the laws of Alaska, as from
time to time amended, and any applicable federal law. No effect is given to any choice-of-law or
conflict-of-law provision or rule (whether of the State of Alaska or any other jurisdiction) that
would cause the application of the law of any jurisdiction other than those of the State of Alaska.

Section 10.06 Attorneys’ Fees

If any party to this Agreement institutes any legal cause of action—including arbitration—against
another party arising out of or relating to this Agreement, the prevailing party will be entitled to
the costs incurred in conducting the cause of action, including reasonable attorneys’ fees and
expenses and court costs.

Section 10.07 Remedies Cumulative

Except to the extent this Agreement expressly provides otherwise, the rights and remedies under
this Agreement are cumulative and are in addition to and not in substitution for any other rights
and remedies available at law, in equity, or otherwise.

Section 10.08 Notices

All notices provided for in this Agreement must be in writing, duly signed by the party giving the
notice, and must be delivered, telecopied or mailed by registered or certified mail, as follows:

if given to the Company, to the Company’s principal place of business;
if given to any Member, to the Member’s address as reflected in the Company’s books or at
any other address the Member may later designate in writing.

Section 10.09 Severability

The invalidity or unenforceability of any provision of this Agreement does not affect the validity
or enforceability of any other provision of this Agreement. If a court of competent jurisdiction
determines that any provision is invalid, the remaining provisions of this Agreement are to be
construed as if the invalid provision had never been included in this Agreement.
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Section 10.10 Amendments

No provision of this Agreement may be amended or modified except by a written instrument
executed by the Member.

Section 10.11 Multiple Originals; Validity of Copies

This Agreement may be signed in any number of counterparts, each of which will be deemed an
original. Any person may rely on a copy of this Agreement that any Manager certifies to be a true
copy to the same effect as if it were an original.

Section 10.12 Determination of Fair Market Value

The Fair Market Value of any asset is the purchase price that a willing buyer having reasonable
knowledge of relevant facts would pay a willing seller for that asset in an arm’s length transaction
on any date, without time constraints and without being under any compulsion to buy or sell. Fair
Market Value is a good-faith determination made by the Manager based on factors the Manager,
in its reasonable business judgment, considers relevant.

With respect to any other transfer of a Member’s Membership Interest to the Company under this
Agreement, the Fair Market Value will be the amount agreed upon by the Company and the
transferring Member. If the Company and the transferring Member are unable to agree about the
Fair Market Value, they shall attempt to agree upon an appraiser and, if an appraiser is agreed
upon in writing, the value as determined by that appraiser will be final and binding. If the
Company and the transferring Member are unable to agree about the Fair Market Value or an
appraiser within 30 days from the date of the notice or other triggering event for the sale, the
Manager shall choose a Qualified Appraiser and the value as determined by a Qualified Appraisal
by that Qualified Appraiser will be final and binding, with the fees and costs of such Qualified
Appraiser to be paid by or deducted from the amount payable to the transferring Member.

Visitation to the facility will be allowed by appointment only; during the scheduling of the
appointment the "visitor" will be informed that no one under the age of 21 is allowed anywhere on or
near the premises, along with signage posted at the visitor entrance. Upon arriving, all visitors will
be immediately greeted upon entrance to the facility and a legal ID (i.e. valid, unaltered DL, ID or
Passport) will be checked by an employee and will be verified to be a legal ID. During verification,
the visitor will be logged in the THC, LLC logbook. No person under the age of 21 will be allowed
anywhere on the premises. Any person who cannot show a legal ID in compliance with 3 AAC

All restricted access areas will be locked and secure at all times. All restricted areas will be clearly
marked by signs saying "Restricted access area. Visitors must be escorted." These areas will be
accessible by a commercial grade, non-residential door locks that only authorized personnel will have the
ability to unlock/open. Further security will be provided by video surveillance cameras at each restricted
access area and each entrance to a restricted access area within the licensed premises; including all
areas covered and has a clear view to identify anyone inside the licensed premises and within 20' of
each entrance (interior and exterior) to the licensed premises. Employees will be trained properly to
identify fraudulent IDs; employees will follow a procedure for checking IDs; including asking visitors to
remove ID from wallet/purses for physical inspection, examining the ID throughly, checking birthdate and
confirm visitor is over the age of 21, check to ensure photograph matches visitor, check built in security
features (hologram), and verify details by asking visitor to state some details from the ID.

All visitors will be immediately greeted upon entrance to the facility and a valid/legal form of ID will
be checked. Each visitor will be required to leave all personal items (i.e. purses, coats, backpacks)
in a locker before entering the restricted area. At all times, there will be at least 1 licensee,
employee, and/or agent escorting not more than 5 visitors at a given time.

Each visitor will be given a visitor badge to wear during the entire visit while they are on-site. They
will be required to sign the log, a non-disclosure form, as well as a visitor policy agreement. The log
will consist of the following information; Date, Name, Type of ID, Badge #, Arrival Time, Departure
Time, Signature of Visitor. These forms and agreements will be considered permanent and kept in a
visitor file stored in a secure on-site for a minimum of 6 months.

Tok Harvest Company’s production model is based on Hydroponic, closed NFT systems. Our Grow Systems will utilize
50 gallon tanks and our Bud Systems will utilize 100 gallon tanks. These nutrient tanks will be changed on a regular 10
day cycle. At full production, the facility will generate approximately 9,180 gallons of spent (out of balance) nutrient
solution per month, or 110,160 gallons of spent nutrient solution a year. Our intention is to stockpile the spent solution in
a lined, 20,000ft* holding pond adjacent to our facility.

There will
be no trespassing signs posted on all sides of the fence.

4.7. Describe all other fertilizers, chemicals, gases, and delivery systems, including carbon dioxide management,
to be used at the marijuana cultivation facility:

Tok Harvest Company will utilize commercial hydroponic nutrients in all phases of production, and are delivered
via a closed loop system. Water is our base chemical and will be used only after a chemical analysis (lead &
arsenic screening) and bacterial screening has been performed; these analyses will be done on an annual basis.
Our water will pass through a 5micron then a 1micron particle filters, an Iron filter, and a VIQUA® UV sterilizer
before it reaches the storage tanks (temperature buffering.) Phosphoric acid is used to adjust the solutions ph in
all cases. The Seedlings & Cuttings will start with a solution of Water, 1-Napthaleneacetic Acid & Indole-3-Butyric
Acid (Hormex®.) In both the Grow & Bud Systems a multi-part nutrient solution will be formulated. Our nutrient
solutions’ base is Jack’s Professional® 5-12-26 Hydroponic formulation, used in combination with 15-0-0 Calcium
Nitrate and Jack's® MOST (Mix of Soluble Traces) Micronutrient blend to create our grow solution. The flowering
solution is the same minus the Calcium Nitrate and using a Calcium/Magnesium amendment as a substitution. In
both Grow & Bud Solutions Silica Blast™ a Silica amendment will be used to strengthen the plants’ cell walls.
Hydroguard®, a Bacillus root inoculant (Bacillus Amyloliquefaciens) will be used to promote a healthier root
system by consuming dead organic matter, and improve nutrient uptake by producing high levels of beneficial
digestive enzymes.

The HVAC system will be equipped with a HEPA filter to exclude pollens, molds and other contaminating
particulates from the air entering our Facility. Carbon Dioxide is the only gas we will be manufacturing and using
on site. Carbon Dioxide enrichment will be maintained at 1,000-1,200ppm via Green Air Products® IR-42-MF
CO2 Generators controlled by a SPC-2 Set Point Controllers and fueled with remotely stored LP gas. The CO2
enrichment for the Grow Rooms is via a low mounted, passive vent and a high mounted, photo cell controlled 16”
attic fan blowing back into the bud room. Additionally, we may use bottled CO2 in the packaging process of our
products as a preservative.

Other chemicals used in our facility would be used for pest management (as stated previously) and sanitation
purposes. Physan 20™ Greenhouse Disinfectant will be used to disinfect and sanitize the hydroponic systems
between crops. Physan 20™ is a broad range disinfectant, fungicide, virucide (E-coli), and algaecide which will
control a wide variety of pathogens on hard surfaces and is safe for plants (seeds & bulbs can be dipped before
planting to stop damping off.) For all other general cleaning chores, Simple Green Pro 3® will be used; this
product is a disinfectant, virucide (E-coli) and fungicide cleaning agent suitable for use in hospitals and food
service areas.

ARTICLE 2--AGREEMENT AND USE
2.1 Lease.

Lessor hereby demises and leases to Lessee the Land, and Lessee shall lease the Land from Lessor, according
to the terms and conditions of this Lease Agreement. The duration of this Lease will be for the Term
described in section 1.1. (i).

2.2 Use.

Lessee shall use the Land only for the Permitted Use. Lessee shall not allow the Land to be used for any
unlawful purposes. Lessee will not commit waste and will not create any nuisance or interfere with, annoy
or disturb any other lessee of Leaser’s Property. Lessee shall not erect signs or other improvements on the
