Thank you for your recent application for a permit from the Department of Environmental
Conservation’s Food Safety and Sanitation program. This letter is to inform you that the marijuana
establishment you have described in your application does not requite a permit under the Alaska Food
Code (18 AAC 31) since your plan is to sell only prepackaged, non-potentially hazard food (18 AAC
31.012(c)(1)).

Non-potentially hazardous foods are foods that do not support the growth of dangerous bacteria
because of their water activity, pH, or a combination of the two. A good method to determine whether
a food is non-potentially hazardous is whether it requires refrigeration to keep it safe or preserve it. If
it does not require refrigeration, it is most likely non-potentially hazardous. If you are unsure about
the safety of a product and whether it requires temperature control be sure to contact the Food Safety
and Sanitation progtram for more information.

Please be aware that if you change the type of food that you sell at your establishment to include foods
that are potentially hazardous, you will be required to submit a plan of your operations and apply for
a food establishment permit.

High Seas will accept licensed marijuana facility transfers only if the proper paperwork accompanies
the transfer.

The handler will be signed into the facility to make their
delivery when they enter the restricted access area for recieving. The recieving area will allow for an
inspection of the marijuana product by High Seas to ensure that the product matches the transport
manifest and that all neccessary documents have arrived with the shipment. If the inspection reveals
that High Seas will not be interested in recieving the transport, then the product will be rejected on
the manifest and reconciled with METRC however, if the shipment is determined by High Seas to be
acceptable then the packages will be recieved within METRC and then the transporter will return the
signed documentation to the sending licensee of the transfer. The product will then be displayed to
the customer behind glass, like a deli-style merchant. The customer will be able to select their
product by verbally communicating with an employee whom ensures that the product meets
packaging required by law before selling to a customer and letting them exit the licensed premises.
