Requested Action: Review of Onsite Consumption Endorsement Application within the City
of Kodiak and the Kodiak Island Borough by Three Sisters, LLC dba
Wildflower

Statutory and Regulatory
Authority: (Subjects for Board discussion italicized)

3 AAC 306.370 -- Onsite consumption endorsement for retail
marijuana stores.

(a) Unless prohibited by local or state law, the board may approve an onsite
consumption endorsement for a licensed retail marijuana store for
consumption, on the marijuana retail store premises, (1) of edible
marijuana product only, in compliance with this section, in an indoor or
outdoor area, regardless of whether the licensed retail marijuana store is
freestanding; (2) by any method, in compliance with this section, in an
indoor or outdoor area of a freestanding licensed retail marijuana store.

(e) A marijuana consumption area must have the following characteristics:
(1) the marijuana consumption area must be isolated from the other areas
of the retail marijuana store, must be separated by walls and secure

door, and must have access only from the retail marijuana store;

(2) the licensed marijuana retail store must provide a smoke-free area for
employees to monitor the marijuana consumption area;
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(3) a marijuana consumption area that is indoors and in which smoking is
permitted must have a ventilation system (A) that is separate from the
ventilation system of the other areas of the licensed retail marijuana store
or other licensed marijuana establishments in a freestanding building, and
(B) that directs air from the marijuana consumption area to the outside of
the building through a filtration system sufficient to remove visible smoke,
consistent with all applicable building codes and ordinances, and adequate
to eliminate odor at the property line,

(4) if outdoors, the marijuana consumption area must be found by the board
to be compatible with uses in the surrounding area through evaluation of
(A) neighboring uses; (B) the location of air intake vents on neighboring
buildings, if consumption by smoking is permitted; (C) a sight-obscuring
wall or fence around the outdoor marijuana consumption area; (D)
objections of property owners, residents, and occupants within 250 linear
feet or the notification distance required by the local government,
whichever is greater; and (E) any other information the board finds
relevant.

(f) An applicant for an onsite consumption endorsement must file an
application on a form the board prescribes, including the endorsement fee
set out in 3 AAC 306.100, and

(1) the applicant’s operating plan, in a format the board prescribes,
describing the retail marijuana store’s plan for (A) security, in addition to
what is required for a retail marijuana store, including (i) doors and locks;
(i1) windows; (ii1) measures to prevent diversion; and (iv) measures to
prohibit access to persons under 21 years of age; (B) ventilation, if
consumption by smoking is to be permitted in an indoor area; ventilation
plans must be (i) signed and approved by a licensed mechanical engineer;
(i1) sufficient to remove visible smoke; and (iii) consistent with all
applicable building codes and ordinances; (C) monitoring
overconsumption; (D) unconsumed marijuana, by disposal or by packaging
in accordance with 3 AAC 306.345; and (E) preventing introduction into
the marijuana consumption are of marijuana or marijuana products not sold
by the retail marijuana store, and marijuana or marijuana products not sold
specifically for onsite consumption;

(2) the applicant’s detailed diagram of the marijuana consumption area
which must show the location of (A) the licensed premises of the retail
marijuana store; (B) the serving area or areas; (C) ventilation exhaust
points, if applicable; (D) the employee monitoring area;

(E) doors, windows, or other exits; and (F) access control points;

(3) the title, lease, or other documentation showing the applicant’s sole
right of possession of the proposed marijuana consumption area, if the area
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is not already part of the approved licensed premises for the retail
marijuana store; and

(4) for an outdoor marijuana consumption area, (A) an affidavit that notice
of an outdoor marijuana consumption area has been mailed to property
owners, residents, and occupants of properties within 250 linear feet of the
boundaries of the property on which the onsite consumption endorsement is
proposed, or the notification distance required by the local government,
whichever is greater.

(g) The retail marijuana store holding an onsite consumption endorsement
under this chapter shall (1) destroy all unconsumed marijuana left
abandoned or unclaimed in the marijuana consumption area in accordance
with the operating plan and 3 AAC 306.740; (2) monitor patrons in the
marijuana consumption area at all times, specifically for overconsumption;
(3) display all warning signs required under 3 AAC 306.360 and 3 AAC
306.365 within the marijuana consumption area, visible to all consumers;
(4) provide, at no cost to patrons, written materials containing marijuana
dosage and safety information for each type of marijuana or marijuana
product sold for consumption in the marijuana consumption area; (5)
package and label all marijuana or marijuana products sold for
consumption on the premises as required in 3 AAC 306.345; and (6)
comply with any conditions set by the local government or placed on the
endorsement by the board.

AMCO Review: This application presents a question of first impression regarding
whether: (1) an onsite consumption area can be within the retail store’s licensed premises,
but accessed by exiting the building, walking into a courtyard, and then entering a separate
airstream trailer, that is, does it have access solely from the retail store; and (2) whether

an airstream trailer is a freestanding building. This will be determined by local
government code. At issue is whether an airstream trailer or other formally mobile
structure that it is deemed unmovable and is affixed to the land, may be considered a
freestanding building. Stamped Ventilation drawings are also attached for the Board’s
review.

AMCO makes no specific recommendation, with the understanding that regulatory
interpretation is a question for this Board. The licensee and counsel will be available to
address outstanding questions.

Re: Response to Incomplete Email for Wildflower Onsite Consumption Endorsement

Director Wilson and the AMCO licensing team:

Thank you for your correspondence dated August 20". We have obtained ventilation plans
from a licensed mechanical engineer (attached), updated the drawings to show the
walkway/pathway from the store to the trailer and show the outside exterior wall of the retail store
for clarification (attached) and obtained an amendment to the lease to include the outdoor restricted
area.

For question 4, you asked us to detail how the airstream is a “freestanding building”. The
airstream is separated from any and all businesses, is not supported by another structure and does
not share ventilation or internal air space with an adjoining structure, and smoke from the building
cannot travel into the adjoining structure, as there is no adjoining structure. The airstream clearly
meets the definition of “freestanding” as outlined in AS 18.35.301(i)(1). We will be working with
local government to ensure that the airstream is in full compliance with local government operating
codes. The licensee will be removing the tires and/or axles and may even pour concrete footers
and bolt the frame to the footers making the airstream “affixed”. The licensee may even record an
affixation affidavit if the city deems it necessary.

Wildflower's consumption space will be equipped with a 24-hour monitoring alarm system and video
surveillance to maintain the security of the consumption space. The alarm system will be set up to
monitor for intrusions with motion detectors, glass break sensors and door sensors. If triggered, an
automatic electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring center as well as to Janiese's cell
phone and/or a manager. This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter the potential intruders.

However, even if someone is under 21 and has a valid medical
marijuana card, Wildflower is prohibited from selling.

Careful. It can sneak up on you. These aren’t your grandma’s brownies — THC levels can be
much, much higher in today’s marijuana products. And the effects of marijuana can be
significantly delayed, particularly with edibles.

You can’t drive impaired. Driving high is a DUI.

Don’t consume and drive. Driving while impaired is illegal. It doesn’t matter what substance you
are using. If you are not sure whether you are impaired, do not drive.

Do not use if you are pregnant or breastfeeding.

Marijuana poses a potential risk to the baby. Steer clear if you are pregnant or nursing.
Marijuana may be harmful to developing brains. Smoking marijuana or consuming edible
cannabis products can expose your baby to potentially harmful substances.

Stash it safely away from kids and pets.

Lock it up. If you have young children or teenagers at home, store your marijuana in a child-
resistant container and make it inaccessible to them. If children accidentally eat or drink
marijuana, it can make them very sick. If you suspect your child has consumed marijuana, call
the Poison Control Hotline at 1-800-222-1222. If someone has a severe reaction after
consuming marijuana, call 911 or go to an emergency room right away.
