Formation.

A.

State of Formation . This is a Limited Liability Company Operating Agreement (the

"Agreement") for Deez Nugz LL.C, a Member-managed Alaska single member limited
liability company (the "Company") formed under and pursuant to Alaska law.

Operating Agreement Controls . To the extent that the rights or obligations of the
Members or the Company under provisions of this Operating Agreement differ from
what they would be under Alaska law absent such a provision, this Agreement, to the
extent permitted under Alaska law, shall control.

The Initial Contributions shall be as described in Attachment A, Initial Contributions of
the Member .

No Member shall be entitled to interest on their Initial Contribution. Except as
expressly provided by this Agreement, or as required by law, no Member shall have
any right to demand or receive the return of their Initial Contribution.

C. Limited Liability of the Member . Except as otherwise provided for in this Agreement
or otherwise required by Alaska law, no Member shall be personally liable for any acts,
debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company beyond their respective Initial
Contribution.

If the protest is
a “conditional protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the
criteria set forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the transfer, but require
the applicant to show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have
been met before the director issues the license.

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a
marijuana establishment license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a
result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local
government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a
