The information in this handbook
supersedes all rules and policies that may have been expressed or implied previously, in both written
or in oral format. Compliance with this handbook is compulsory for all employees or contract labor
who will be referred to as employees throughout this handbook. The Company reserves the right to

interpret this handbook’s contents as it sees fit.

Gold Sprout, LLC. reserves the right to change this handbook’s content, at any time and at our sole
discretion, without advanced notice. It's provisions may not be altered by any other means, oral or
written. You will receive notice within a reasonable time of any changes we make to the employee
handbook and are responsible for understanding and complying with all up-to-date policies. If you are
confused about any information defined herein, please contact management/ owners (to be referred

to as management in this book).

All ne employees are required to complete and submit the following forms. Starred (*) forms can be
found at the end of this manual. All others will be provided separately.
1. At Will Employment Agreement and Acknowledgment of Receipt of Employe Handbook.
2. Employment Eligibility Form I-9
On the day of hire, each new employee is legally obligated to complete the Employment
Eligibility Verification form 1-9 and submit documents establishing identity and eligibility
within the next three business days. The same policy applied to re-hired employees whose 1-9

are over three years old or otherwise invalid.

3. IRS form I-4
4. Non-Disclosure agreement

This Agreement the unauthorized disclosure of confidential company information, via any
means of communication, including, but not limited to, face-to-face, over the phone and via
the internet.

5. Marijuana Handler’s Card
All new employees must obtain a marijuana hander’s card from the Alcohol & Marijuana

Control Office (AMCO) prior to the start of employment.
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All Gold Sprout, LLC. employees are Employed as “at-will”. Either you or the Company may end the
employment relationship at any time and with or without notice. The “at-will” terms of employment

may only be changed by agreement between management.

This section distinguishes between the different types of workers the company employs. Employee
status is established at the time of hire and can be altered if need arises and if agrees by the

management team and the employee.

Exempt VS Non- Exempt

The majority of employees are non-exempt, meaning they are by law entitled to minimum wage and
overtime. Exempt Employees are not subject to these laws. Exempt status is defined by particular
standards set by state law and Federal Labor Standards Act (FLSA). This class of employe is usually an

executive, an administrator, or highly paid specialist such as programmer.

Regular VS Temporary

Regular Employees work a regular Schedule, Either on a full-time or part-time basis. To be considered
full-time, an employee must work at least 38 hours per week. A temporary employee is a person we
hire for a short period to assist with a project or remedy a staff shortage. A temporary employee is
employed on an “at-will” basis as defined above. A part time employee is one that works less hours to

assist as needed and still considered as a regular employee.

Independent Contractor & Consultants

Independent contractors and consultants are not company Employees, but rather self-employed
professionals whom we hire for specific projects. Unlike employees they do not operate under

company direction, and control their own methods, materials and schedules, they are not eligible for

company benefits.
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Employees are paid twice a month generally on the 15* and the last day of the month. There will be
approximately 15 days in each pay period. In cases where the regular payday falls on a holiday or
weekend, employees will receive payment on the last business day before said holiday or weekend day.
Payment lags one (1) week to allow time to perform the payroll function, so work performed prior
month of 25" to 10* of current month will be paid around the 15 of the month. Work performed from
the 10" to the 25" of the current month will be paid last day of the month.

Wages very with each employee and are based on level of skill and experience. The company conducts
periodic evaluations of all employees and issues merit-based changes in status or compensation in its
discretion. In addition to regular pay, non-exempt employees may have the option of earning overtime
pay to the extent such work hours are necessary and pre-approved in advance by the agreement

between management. There will be no advance payment of wages authorized.

At a minimum, federal and state law require that we deduct the following from every paycheck.

Other deductions required by law or requested by employee.

A wage and Tax statement (W-2) recording the previous years wages and deductions will be

provided at the beginning of each calendar year for the previous year’s wages.

If duat any time you wish to adjust your income Tax withholding, please fill out a form W-4 and

submit it to accounting.

Wage Garnishment, Sometimes, the company receives legal papers that compel us to garnish an
employee’s paycheck, which is to submit a portion of said paycheck in payment of an outstanding debt
of the employee, we must, by law, abide by this either until ordered otherwise by the court or until the

debt is repaid in full from withheld payments.
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The following section summarizes your legal rights as an employee of Gold Sprout, LLC. questions

about any policy detailed in the section may be addressed to the management.

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The company will provide dates of employment, job title and salary information upon request by third
parties or verify employment. No other information will be provided without a written release from the

affected employee.

Employees requiring time off from work for military absences may apply for a leave of absence in

accordance with the requirements of USERRA.

In addition, provided an employee’s schedule does not allow time for voting outside of work, and that
he/she is a registered voter; he/she may take up to two hours with pay, at the beginning or end of a

workday, to vote in local, state or national elections.

REPORTING FOR WORK

Employees are expected to begin and end each shift at the time and the day appointed. You must
inform management before the start of the workday if you will be absent or late and obtain permission
to leave early.

CLOCKING IN.
If you are a non-exempt employee, it is your responsibility to clock in when you begin your shift and

clock out when you finish. Failure to keep accurate time will be grounds for disciplinary action up to

and including termination. No timecard can be updated without management approval.
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STAYING SAFE

Safety in the workplace is the company’s number one priority. You must inform management in the

event of unsafe conditions, accident or injury, and use safe working methods at all times.

MEALS & BREAKS

Unless defined otherwise by the Alaska state law, non-exempt employees are entitled to a paid 20
minute break every 4 hours of work, as well as a paid 30 minute lunch break for any shift lasting longer
than five hours. Any lunch break lasting longer than 30 minutes will require employees to clock out for

the duration of their break.

CELL PHONE USE

Cell phones brought to work must be on silent or vibrate mode to avoid disrupting coworkers. They
may only be used during breaks and meal periods, away from where others are working, if cell phone
use interferes with operations in any way, an employee’s cell phone privilege may be rescinded, and

the employee may be subject to disciplinary action, up to and including termination.

CONFIDENTIALITY

No previous or current employee may disclose or give access to confidential company information, in

any way, shape, form, or fashion or at any time, unless authorized by management.

POLICY AGAINST HARASSMENT AND DISCRIMINATION

It is Gold Sprout, LLC. intent to provide a work environment free from discrimination and harassment
for employees, applicants, independent contractors, customers and vendors. All employees are
expected to be sensitive to and respectful to their coworkers and others with whom they come into
contact with while working for Gold Sprout, LLC. We prohibit all forms of unlawful discrimination and
harassment.
