Section 2 - Control Plan for Persons Under the Age of 21 


2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the 


licensed premises and marijuana items: 


To maintain the security of marijuana and marijuana products, Higher by Bad Grarnm3r monitors and restricts 
access to the licensed premises for all persons under the age of twenty-one (21 ). Staff will deny entrance to the 
store or the drive-thru to any person who does not provide a valid form of photo identification showing date of 
birth, date of issuance, and date of expiration or is not a child under (seven) 7 years of age who is related to the 
purchaser. At no time will a person under twenty-one years of age be permitted to purchase marijuana or 
marijuana products. If employees suspect that a sale is being made on behalf of an individual under the age of 
twenty-one, the staff will refuse the transaction and ask the individual to vacate the premises. Local law 
enforcement and AMCO may be notified if necessary. Signs will be posted at the main entry door and drive-thru, 
which read: "No one under 21 years of age allowed". The sign will be twelve (12) inches long and twelve (12) 
inches wide, and the letters will be one-half (1 /2) inches in height in high contrast to the background of the sign. 


Section 3 - Security 


Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306,710}: 


3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas: 


Higher by Bad Gramm3r's retail store has a 24-hour monitoring alarm system, exterior lighting, and video surveillance. There is one customer entrance/exit for 
walk-in customers and only one lane in the drive-thru to manage ingress and egress better. The restricled access area is located behind the retail sales counter 
and behind the glass at the drive-thru window, allowing employees to a�ss the rest of the facility. Al leasl one employee will always be present behind the point 
of sale/display counter, ensuring customers do not enter the restricted access area behind the counter. The entrance to the restricted access area behind the 
counter and at the drive-thru will have prominent signage stating that each area is restricted and that the public must be escorted. Security cameras are installed 
throughout the retail store, which allow for monitoring of all areas 24 hours each day, including, at a minimum, all entrances and exits, restricted access areas, all 
windows, every portion of the office, the point-of-sale area, the drive-thru and the exterior of the building to monitor and identify all activity adjacent to the facility. 
All employees, licensees, and agents of Higher by Bad Gramm3r, LLC will be required to wear and display a photo ID badge. No visitors will be granted access 
to a restricted area until they have shown identification to prove that the person is age 21 or older and received an "AUTHORIZED VISITOR" identification badge 
to be worn and easily distinguished from staff badges All visitors who have shown ID and received a badge will remain under constant supervision by an 
authorized Higher by Bad Gramm3r, LLC licensee or employee while within the restricted access area. The Visitor:Staff ratio will not exceed 5:1. 


Higher by Bad Gramm3r, LLC will maintain a Visitor Log. All visitors must enter the following information before being granted access to a restricted access area: 
first and last name, date and time they are entering the restricted access area, the reason for visit, and finally, the time leaving the restricted access area. The 
Visitor Log for Restricted Access will be kept in a secure file for at least 5 years. 


3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and es.carting them through restricted access areas: 


Higher by Bad Gramm3r will ensure that each visitor is pre-scheduled by a licensee, employee, or manager 
to access any restricted area except AMCO and duly authorized law enforcement agents. Each visitor must 
sign into the visitor's log indicating their name, the date, time in and time out of the restricted access area, 
and the purpose of the visit (if deemed necessary). All visitors must sign in and provide valid 
government-issued photo identification. The Visitor:Staff ratio will not exceed 5:1. Each visitor is issued a 
visitor badge and instructed to clearly display it on their person at all times while in the restricted access 
area and return the badge upon exit. At this time, the employee/manager or licensee briefs the visitor on the 
company's policies regarding safety, regulatory compliance, and any other pertinent information the visitor 
should be aware of while inside the restricted access areas of the retail store. A designated 
employee/manager or licensee escorts and actively supervises the visitor(s) during the entire visit. At no 
time will there be more than five (5) visitors per supervising employee, manager, or licensee. Once the visit 
has concluded, all visitors must immediately exit the premises and return their visitor badges. The visitors' 
log is stored on-site as an official business record. The escorting employee/manager or licensee records all 
information related to the visitor's presence if there is any reportable activity or behavior during the visit. The 
visitor log will be made available to AMCO upon request. The Visitor Log will be stored in a secure file in the 
high security room for 5 years.

Security Alarm Systems and Lock Standards (3 AAC 306. 715): 


3.4. Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement: 


Higher by Bad Gramm3r ensures that adequate exterior lighting is installed throughout the property and is sufficient 
to facilitate video surveillance. All exterior light fixtures and motion detection sensors use commercial LED lights 
with extremely bright bulbs. The exterior of Higher by Bad Gramm3r, LLC is fitted with six (6) light fixtures (2 in the 
front, 1 on each side, and 2 in the back), and there are six (6) light poles near the building providing parking lot 
illumination. The twelve (12) lights provide adequate illumination so that the exterior surveillance cameras provide a 
quality and well-illuminated color picture whereby persons and objects are readily distinguishable. 
A licensee or manager ensures light fixtures are installed in such a way as to keep the exterior of the premises, 
signs, and doors well-lit and to allow surveillance cameras to clearly record individuals that are within twenty (20) 
feet from any entrance or drive-thru window. Exterior lighting, video surveillance recordings, and cameras are 
inspected frequently by a licensee or manager to ensure that each light is functioning and that the brightness of the 
bulbs is sufficient for surveillance. Additional lighting will be installed as needed.

3.5. An alarm system is required for all license types that must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed 


premises is closed for business. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises, explain how it will meet all 


regulatory requirements, and outline your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or 


agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach: 


Higher by Bad Gramm3r contracts with a third-party security company to install the alarm system, maintain its equipment, 
test the devices, and continuously monitor the facility to ensure the property's safety and detect unauthorized access or 
activity. The alarm system will be set up to monitor intrusions with motion detectors in all building areas during closed 
hours. A third-party company will train all licensees or managers on the alarm system and panic buttons. Higher by Bad 
Gramm3r trains all employees on the alarm system's functions, such as arming and disarming the alarm, police response, 
and proper system use. Troubleshooting any issues will remain the responsibility of a licensee or manager. Each morning, 
the first employee arriving at the store will disable the overnight alarm system and check the surveillance cameras and 
recordings to ensure the system functions as expected. The last employee to leave the store in the evening will activate 
the overnight devices and sensors and lock all doors that are not self-locking. Sensors will be installed and maintained on 
all potential entry points, including all doors and the drive-thru window, to monitor motion, intrusion, or activity when the 
alarm system is activated. The alarm system will always be active when the store is closed, and any attempted intrusion 
will initiate an immediate and electronic notification to the off-site security center and the licensee and manager's cell 
phones. 


In the event of an unauthorized breach, a licensee or manager will direct all persons in the retail store to vacate 
immediately and await law enforcement. Higher by Bad Gramm3r will comply with all law enforcement directives. A 
licensee and manager will enter the retail store and inspect for damages and/or missing property when deemed safe. 
Additionally, any event on the licensed premises involving local law enforcement will be promptly reported to AMCO 
Enforcement via email. In the case of the establishment's knowledge of evidence or circumstances that reasonably 
indicate theft, diversion, or unexplained disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, or money from the licensed 
premises or any unauthorized access to the licensed premises, a licensee will notify AMCO, and AMCO Enforcement, 
electronically, within 24 hours of knowledge of the event. Higher by Bad Gramm3r will not resume regular business 
operations until it is deemed safe and prud�nt. 


3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees: 


All areas of the licensed premises where marijuana or marijuana products are stocked or dispensed for sale and 
storage/inventory areas are designated restricted access areas under 24/7 video surveillance. Access to restricted access areas 
is granted only to specific personnel. These secured, surveilled areas have video backup for all video footage and will be stored 
for at least forty (40) days. Upon Opening, all products will be displayed in specific areas, unreachable to customers. Any 
marijuana or marijuana product will not be visible from the drive-thru. Cameras are visible and provide a full view of the room, 
including the entryway, point-of-sale counter, drive-thru, and marijuana storage areas. Security monitors and video recording 
equipment are located in the facility office. Mandatory inventory counts will be taken weekly and stored as official business 
records. Additionally, a licensee or manager performs internal audits by reconciling the inventory on hand with the recorded data 
in Metre to ensure they match. Continued on Page 11 ...

Employees will do frequent but unscheduled checks around the retail store and the 
property. If anyone is found loitering, they will be asked to leave. If said person does not comply, 
local law enforcement will be contacted.

Higher by Bad Gramm3r will have multiple cameras in use to record all areas of the retail facility, inside and outside, 
at multiple angles and a height that provides a clear, unobstructed view. Cameras are carefully placed to prevent 
fixtures, posts, display cases, or other equipment blockage. All security cameras are positioned in a manner to get a 
clear facial image of anyone present within the building or drive-thru and twenty (20) feet from any facility entrance. 
Any entrance door has cameras that will clearly identify the face of anyone present. All exterior entrances and 
restricted access areas have video coverage documenting the face of anyone going in or out of the building. All 
restricted access doors will have coverage to clearly identify the face of anyone present. All exterior corners of the 
space will have cameras installed to facilitate monitoring of all activity on each side of the building and the 
drive-thru. The parking lot and entrances/exits will also have video coverage. Footage from security cameras will be 
accessible remotely, allowing the licensees and managers to view operations from anywhere. A failure notification 
system will be installed to provide audible and visual notification of any failure in the electronic monitoring system. 
During a power outage, all video cameras and recording equipment will be run on emergency power with a battery 
backup system to ensure continued operation for at least one (1) hour. 


3.14. Describe the locked and secure area where video surveillance recording equipment and original copies of surveillance records 


will be housed and stored, and how you will ensure the area is accessible only to authorized personnel, law enforcement, or an 


agent of the Marijuana Control Board. If you will be using an offsite monitoring service and offsite storage of video surveillance 


records, your response must include how the offsite facility will meet these security requirements: 


All surveillance recording equipment and footage will be stored and secured in the Higher by Bad 
Gramm3r high-security room. The office will be accessible only by the licensees, managers, and 
authorized AMCO agents or law enforcement. The licensee and manager will have remote access 
to surveillance recordings to monitor the operations virtually. The security system will be 
password-protected to prevent any data tampering, and recorded data will be stored for a minimum 
of forty (40) days as an official business record. All surveillance footage will be accessible for upload 
to a separate hard drive if stored longer for criminal, civil, or administrative investigations. All 
recordings will be time and date-stamped and archived in a format that prevents alteration of the 
recorded image. Recordings and surveillance data will be available to AMCO, AMCO Enforcement, 
and local law enforcement upon request.

4.2. A marijuana establishment is required to exercise due diligence in preserving and maintaining all required records. Describe 


how you will prevent records and data, including electronically maintained records, from being lost or destroyed: 


All business records, including operational and regulatory documents, recordings, surveillance, 
financial books, inventory and employment records, logs, manifests, and communications and 
marketing documents, will be stored on-site in the office and backed up every six to twelve (6-12) 
months on an off-site external hard drive to protect from loss and destruction and to allow ownership 
and designated authorities access at any time. Paper business· records will be kept in the facility 
office in a locked cabinet accessible only to a licensee and manager. Authorized agents will manage 
facility records per standard retention policies to ensure that business records are stored 
consistently and searchable. Every six (6) months, the company will do a manual backup to an 
external hard drive. Higher by Bad Gramm3r does not intend to destroy electronic records. Hard 
copies of documents will be kept for at least five (5) years, after which documents may be 
destroyed.

6.4. Describe any in-house training that will be provided to employees.and agents (apart from a marijuana handler course): 


Higher by Bad Gramm3r will hire candidates on a probationary period, during which they will receive 
training and evaluation specific to their position. Training will include marijuana industry topics: customer 
care, food handling, safety precautions and procedures, legal issues, and state, local, and federal 
regulations. Training occurs throughout the year and when topics arise that need further explanation. A 
licensee or manager will personally present or arrange employee training and education.
