Hello I’d like to make a comment on proposed changes to the regulations regarding breastfeeding.
First I wanted to address shifting the age to 18 months from 12 months. At the very minimum it should be 2 years of
age as this is the MINIMUM recommended age to continue breastfeeding by both the American Pediatric Society,
the CDC and WHO. The world average age to discontinue breastfeeding is 4. Weaning should be decided by a
mother and child and I don’t think age should be commented on at all by a government authority.
My second comment is on the proposed changes to 306.712(b). If we are considering changing this section it should
honestly just restrict access in product/concentrate manufacturing facilities and onsite consumption areas. Under
every other license type children of any age would be completely safe; especially under adult supervision which
they would be having to be escorted (and likely carried). In retails all edibles are sealed, raw cannabis and
concentrates would have no effect without being somehow heated. As long as children aren’t exposed to smoke or
unpackaged edibles the only other hazard would be lab equipment. Being able to transit through restricted areas or
add expression rooms in areas that also store sealed and packaged cannabis products would be a huge impact on the
amount of licenses that would be able to support their employees in motherhood.

At the December 2022 meeting, the board opened a regulations project to allow a licensee  or 
employee of a licensee to bring a child, who is the child of the licensee or employee, onto the 
licensed premises and to be in a restricted access area for purposes of breastfeeding. At the 
March 2023 meeting the board approved the draft and it was sent to Law for initial review.  Law 
approved the draft and it was sent out for public comment.  The public comment period closed 
on 7/28/2023.  Comments received are attached in this packet.    


 
For reference, a restricted access area is the area of a marijuana establishment where 


marijuana or marijuana product is grown, processed, tested, stored, and stocked (3 AAC 
306.710). Additionally, an area of a retail marijuana store’s licensed premises where marijuana 
or any marijuana product is stocked for sale or dispensed for sale is a restricted access areas (3 
AAC 306.325) e.g. the counter and behind the counter. 
 
Potential options for board: 


• Move to adopt 
• Move to amend and adopt as amended (or send back out for public comment if 


amendments are substantive) 
• Move to send back to staff for more work 
• Close project if not moving forward with it
