2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

This is a marijuana retail store. As such, no one under 21 years of age will be allowed to enter or remain in our store; no
persons of any age shall be permitted to loiter upon the premises; any loiterers will be asked to leave upon detection. Our
perimeter, parking lot, and premises will be under constant video surveillance. Traffic into our store will be controlled by
enabling walk-in access through only the main door and keeping other possible routes of ingress/egress closed and
locked. The main entry door will be monitored at all times. All guests and visitors to our facility will have their ID checked
immediately upon entry to verify that they are over 21 years of age. Employees will ensure that the ID presented is a valid
ID, bearing close resemblance to the person presenting it. Employees will also check to make sure the ID presented is
unexpired and unaltered- showing no signs of having been tampered with- and that it was issued by an AMCO approved
agency. Marijuana and MJ product will be stored in the restricted access area where customers do not have access to it.
When the store is closed the marijuana and product will be stored in an even more secure location which, when coupled
with our security plan, has been designed deter and prevent diversion to or by persons of any age.

Section 3 - Security
Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

Traffic into our store will be controlled by enabling walk-in access to occur only through the main door and keeping
other possible routes of ingress/egress closed, locked, and monitored. The main entry door will be monitored at all
times. All entrances to restricted access areas will be clearly marked and labeled- featuring signage posted in
accordance with AMCO policy. Within the facility, the customers side of the retail sales area or "unrestricted" areas of
the licensed premises will be separated from the restricted access side by way of physical barrier. Other restricted
access ares will be locked. No person who is not an employee shall be permitted to enter or remain in any restricted
access area without satisfying the requirements of our sign in process, donning a visitor badge, and being escorted by
an employee. The escorting employee is responsible for ensuring the visitor is directly and continuously accompanied
and supervised for the entirety of their time in a restricted access area. Visitors must wear the visitor badge in an
openly visible location for the entire duration of their visit. No employee shall be engaged in supervision of visitors and
guests simultaneously. The ratio of budtenders to customers shall remain greater than or equal to 1:5. The ratio of
employees to guests in a restricted access area will stay greater than or equal to 1:3

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

A logbook to record the persons full name, date of visit, time of entry and departure and nature/purpose of visit will be
maintained. Visitor's |.D. numbered badges will also be required to be worn at all times while upon the premises. Badges
will be returned and accounted for at the end of each visit as well. METRC will be checked for incoming transfers
regularly so that arrivals may be anticipated. The licensee requests all visitors to call ahead and establish an appointment
at the facility before they arrive. Upon arrival, an employee escort will greet visitors, request identification from the

visitor, complete the visitor's log, and issue a visitor's badge. This process will be completed in a non-restricted access
area. No visitors will be allowed to enter or remain in a restricted access area until and unless they have been properly
signed in and are wearing the visitors badge. Valid forms of identification include an unexpired, unaltered passport; a
driver's license or permit; an identification card of any U.S. state or province or territory of Canada or any other for of
identification deemed lawful and acceptable by AMCO. Anyone without identification and/or under the age of 21 may not
enter the retail facility. Information on the visitor's log includes- at minimum- the date, visitor tag number, time in, time out,
purpose of visit, visitor's name, email address or phone number, and the employee escort's name. The visitor shall wear
the badge while on premises and at all times while in a restricted access area. The employee escort is required to remain
with the visitor at all times during which they are in a restricted access area and is also responsible for noting the time the
visitor leaves and retrieving the visitor's badge. The Visitor Policy shall apply to all facility visitors including, but not limited
to, contractors, delivery drivers, transfer agents, friends, old coworkers, and family members not under the employ of this
business. No more than five visitors per escort at any time for any reason. Company policy limit is 3. All restricted access
areas will be clearly marked and remain locked and closed until a need for them to be opened is determined.

Commercial type exterior high lumen output lighting will be provided at all facility exits and entrances and each side of the
building.

The alarm system that will be in use at the proposed facility will be provided and monitored by, Alarm.com or similar company. The
system will be comprised of a main control panels with panic functions for fire, emergency and medical. Hold up alarms (silent
alarms), multiple interior motion sensors, door and window sensors for all doors and windows. Motion detectors in all rooms and
covering all doors and windows. Internal and external siren. All to be monitored at all times when activated during closed hours.
Alarm system controls will be wall-mounted. Any time the facility is left unmanned, the alarm system shall be "active". All windows
and exits will be monitored 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. The video system will record 24 hours per day, seven days per week, 24
hours per day in excess of 40 days with day, date and time stamps. Motion Detectors are integrated into the security system. In the
event of a motion related alarm, Licensee or designated agent will view the camera feed from inside the proposed facility or other
location to determine if any further action is necessary. The panic audible alarm button will be used in the event of any perceived
security breach as well as silent alarm buttons/switches to be activated in case of hold up or other emergency that may arise.
Procedures for a notification of security breach: If facility is staffed, assess situation and take appropriate action. Call 911 if necessary.
If the situation allows, remain at facility to assist law enforcement.

If facility is vacant. Licensee or authorized agent are to return to facility to assist law enforcement once the area is made safe by law
enforcement. Law enforcement will be notified immediately by the alarm monitoring company should the alarm be set-off or for fire
or other emergency. They will then respond. All employees, agents of licensee and licensee will cooperate with members of law
enforcement.

We will notify the Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development, Alcohol and Marijuana Control Office as
soon as reasonably practical and in any case not more than 24 hours after any unauthorized access to the premises or the
establishment's knowledge of evidence or circumstances that reasonably indicate theft, diversion, or unexplained disappearance of
marijuana, marijuana products, or money from the licensed premises.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

All marijuana product on premises will only be handled by licensee, employees or agents designated by licensee. All will have the required marijuana handler's card.
Licensee, employee or agent will be present at transfers of marijuana product to ensure integrity of shipment. All marijutana product on premises will be logged in
and tracked in accordance with Franwel/METRC system from seed to sale. Routine inventory and internal audits will be conducted and reviewed periodically.
Video cameras will run 24 hours per day, 365 days per year both indoors and outside as previously designated and will be stored for a minimum of 40 days. Should
any diversion occur, a review of the video surveillance tapes both from the inside and outside will help to catch any perpetrator and proper action may be taken.
Furthermore, the tracking system and recorded weights of marijuana product will detect any change to our marijuana supplies, so that action may immediately be
taken which includes notification to AMCO and local law enforcement. All employees including their bags, backpacks, purses etc. will be subject to search as a part
of their condition of employment upon suspicion of diversion. Furthermore, employees will have to place all personal belongings into a separate locker when
coming to work or lock them within their vehicle or leave them at home. If diversion is determined to have occurred, AMCO enforcement will be notifled
immediately and no more than 24 hours after the diversion, theft or loss etc. is discovered.

3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Signs will be posted stating a clear message that "No Trespassing" or "No Loitering" is permitted, and that area
is video monitored 24/7. Video surveillance of the exterior areas will be available to employees inside the
facility. Standard policy is to notify law enforcement of any violation these regulations or of any suspicious
activity. There will be no loiterers or trespassers: None.

Incoming marijuana or marijuana products received in bulk will be repackaged physically and
within METRC, and will accordingly be labeled before imported into our POS system and
becoming available for sale. Each time a bulk package is opened or repackaged, weights will
be taken at the beginning and end of the process. Internal logs will be kept and variance due
to moisture loss will be kept In Internal logs; adjusted, noted, and accounted for in METRC.
Any waste will be noted in waste logs as well, and reported to AMCO via email three days
before destroying and disposing of the waste material. Unpackaged quantities of bulk
marijuana and/or marijuana product will remain locked in secure storage, consistent with our
operating plan. METRC package tags will remain physically attached to the vessel containing
bulk marijuana associated with each tag. Incoming marijuana or marijuana product which has
been prepackaged prior to it's arrival at our facility will have the labeling double checked for
compliance before being made available for retail sale. Product will then be added to inventory
within the point of sale system, and may have additional, POS specific, labeling/sku added.
Upon entering the establishment, a customer will immediately be asked to present ID. Once
their ID has been checked they will select product from a menu, be given an opportunity to
view or sniff the product before purchasing. Products will be placed in AMCO compliant exit
packaging before leaving our facility. All sales will be entered though our point of sale system,
and will be reported through METRC, dalily.

Each drawer will be closed at the end of each shift and the proceeds from each shift and day
will be verified against accountability reports generated by our POS. At the end of each day,
the day will be closed out within our POS. Within 24 hours of the closure of a business day,
our sales data will be uploaded to METRC. Routine internal audits will be conducted- verifying
accuracy between METRC, our POS, and product on hand. inventory of prepackaged
products will occur each night at the close of the shift and/or each morning before opening on
internal forms, i.e. shift reports. Retail operations are anticipated to begin at 10am until as late
as 12:00 a.m., 7 days a week.

This proposed
drive-thru will feature a fixed security window (which will not open) and a pass-thru secure
drawer, similar to one at a bank window. Upon arrival, the driver will be required to provide
drivers licenses or Valid ID for all individuals in the car, unless the individual is in a car seat or
booster seat.

LEASE AGREEMENT

This commercial lease agreement is entered into on 2/1/2023 between Vito’s Auto
Sales, INC., referred to below as "Lessor," and Baby Bull, LL.C dba Cannabliss, referred to
as "Lessee," who has applied for a State of Alaska Marijjuana Retail Store License for the
below described premises:

In consideration of the rent provided for, and of the covenants and agreements
contained in this Lease, Lessor demises and leases to Lessee the premises described as the land
and structure, located at 149 Muldoon Rd., Anchorage, AK 99504, as illustrated on
Attachment A to have and to hold the premises for a term of 10 years, beginning at 12:00
noon on the 1% day of May, 2023 and ending at 12:00 noon on 5/1/2033, unless this lease is
extended or modified between the parties. Lessee shall have the right to extend this commercial
agreement for up to an additional S years in one-year increments, provided written notice of
intent to extend is given to Lessor within ninety (90) days of the expiration of the current lease
agreement.

The terms and conditions of this Commercial Lease are as follows:

1. Premises. Land and structure are located at 149 Muldoon Rd., Anchorage,
AK 99504 and illustrated in Attachment A.

2. Rent. Lessee agrees to pay Lessor as base rent for the premises: $5,000.00 per
month for the balance of the leasc term following the grace period.

a. Rent shall be paid on the first of the month as directed by the lessor.
b. Lessee shall pay all electricity for the building that is used each month,
garbage disposal, snow removal, and heating bills for the building as well as any and all other

utility costs.

C. Lessee shall pay a late fee of 5% of the base rent for payment of rent past
the fifth (5th) of the month.

d. No security/damage deposit shall be charged.
3L Use of Premises.
a. Lessee shall use the premises for the operation of a Marijuana Retail

Facility or another licensed cannabis or non-cannabis facility that is permitted under Alaska
state law and properly licensed by the State of Alaska and local governing body.

b. Lessee shall also be responsible for all business costs, charges and
expenses of operating, maintaining, repairing, replacing, and insuring the premises, including
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but not limited to net costs and expenses of operating, repairs, lighting, cleaning, painting,
stripping and securing insurance.

4. Quiet enjoyment. Lessor covenants that Lessee shall peacefully and quietly
have, hold, and enjoy the premises for the agreed term, free from interference by the Lessor.

5. Utilities.

a. Tenant shall promptly pay all charges when due for utilities furnished to
the premises including water, gas, electricity and any other utilities services, and tenant shall
promptly pay all taxes levied in connection with utilities used on the premises. Landlord
(lessor) shall not be responsible or liable in any way for quality impairment, interruption,
stoppage or other interference with any “utility service.”

b. It is the intention of Lessor and the Lessee that the rent shall be paid at
the rate of $5000.00 per month each and every month throughout the duration of this lease
agreement after the grace period has ended.

6. Repair. Lessee shall keep the leased grounds free of all cans, bottles,
fragments, debris and trash, and in good repair, and the Lessee will keep the downspouts,
gutters and drains clean, open and free of obstruction, and in good working order. Lessor shall
not be obligated or required to make any repairs or do any work on or about the premises or
any part of them. All portions of any building leased shall be kept in good repair by Lessee and
at the end of the term, the Lessee shall deliver the demised premises to Lessor in good repair
and condition, reasonable wear and tear and damage from fire or other casualty excepted.
Lessor reserves the right to enter upon the premises as Lessor may deem necessary or proper,
or that Lessor may be lawfully required to make, by giving a 24-hour notice of the inspection.

Lessor shall not be liable for any injury or damage caused by, or growing out of, any
defect of the building, or its equipment, drains, plumbing, wiring, electric equipment or
appurtenances, or in the premises, or caused by, or growing out of fire, rain, wind, leaks,
seepage or other cause. However, this does not relieve lessor of liability if the building is
defective because of lessor's actions.

Should the Lessee fail to make repairs agreed to under this Lease, the Lessor may enter
the premises (as allowed under state law) and make such repairs and collect the cost from the
Lessee. Except as specifically provided in this Lease, the Lessee will not make or permit to be
made any alterations, improvements, additions or changes in the premises, nor will the Lessee
paint the outside of the building or permit the same to be painted without the written consent of
the Lessor before work is contracted or let.

7. Indemnity & Insurance. Lessee agrees to indemnify and hold Lessor
harmless from the claims of any and all persons for bodily injury and property damage
occurring upon the premises during the term of this Lease or any extension of it, provided the
Lessor is not negligent. Lessce agrees to obtain and furnish at Lessee's expense a public
liability insurance policy with a reputable insurance company, protecting Lessor from any and
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all such damages and claims, and agrees to have the policy endorsed to include Lessor as the
additional insured. The policy or policies shall be with the following minimum limits:

$500,000.00 for personal injury to one individual in any one accident or occurrence;

$1,000,000 for personal injuries for all individuals, the result of any one accident or
occurrence;

$500,000 property damage to all persons resulting from one accident or occurrence.
Lessee will give to Lessor a copy of the liability insurance policy with the premium paid.

Lessor covenants and agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend lessee from and
against all claims, losses and damages for personal injury or death, damage to property
occurring on the premises, or Lessor's failure to pay taxes, liens, or assessments, arising out of
Lessor's use or occupancy of the premises, or otherwise, arising out of Lessor's operation of the
businesses or occupancy of the premises which pre-date the commencement of this Lease. This
clause includes any Alaska Department of Environmental Authority, federal Environmental

Protection Agency, the Alaska Department of Revenue, Intemal Revenue Service, or other
government entity or agency.

8. Fire and Other Casualty. In the event of the total destruction of, or partial
damage to, the buildings upon the demised premises by fire or other casualty, Lessor shall
proceed with due diligence and dispatch to repair and restore the buildings to the conditions to
which they existed immediately prior to the occurrence of such casualty, at Lessor's cost and
expense, provided such cost does not exceed the proceeds of insurance collected on the
buildings, by reason of such casualty, the application of which insurance proceeds are not
prohibited, by reason of any mortgage provision, from being used toward the cost of restoration
and repairing the same. If the unexpired portion of the term or any extension of it shall be two
years or less on the date of such casualty and the cost of such repair or restoration exceeds 20%
of the then replacement value of the damaged leased premises, as estimated by two or more
reputable contractors, Lessor may by written notice to the Lessee, within 30 days after the
occurrence of such casualty, terminate this Lease. If the insurance proceeds are insufficient to
effect such restoration or repairs, Lessor at its option may cancel this Lease by written notice to
Lessee within 30 days after the occurrence of such casualty.

In the event the repairing and restoring of the buildings cannot be completed within four
months after the date of occurrence of such casualty, as estimated by two or more reputable
contractors, the Lessee shall have the right to terminate this Lease upon giving written notice to
Lessor within 30 days from the date of occurrence of the casualty. From the date of such
damage or destruction until the building has been substantially repaired or restored, an
equitable abatement of rent shall be allowed the Lessee. Property Lessee stores in the demised
premises shall be at the sole risk of Lessee.

Neither Lessor nor Lessee shall be liable to the other for any loss or damage from risks
ordinarily insured against under fire insurance policies with extended coverage endorsements,
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irrespective of whether such loss or damage results from their negligence or that of any of their
agents, servants, employees, licensees or contractors to the extent that such losses are covered
by valid and collectable insurance on the property at the time of the loss.

9. Improvements and Fixtures. Lessee may at its own expense make such
alterations, improvements, additions and changes to the premises, provided Lessee shall not,
without the written consent of Lessor, tear down or materially demolish any of the
improvements on the premises or make any material change or alteration in such improvements
which, when completed, would substantially diminish the value of the premises.

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12, Lessor Remedies on Default. Upon default in the terms and conditions of this
Lease, Lessor may avalil itself of the Forcible Entry and Detainer statutes of the State of Alaska
(A.S. 09.45.060 et. seq.), and such other remedies as may exist in law or equity.

13.  Return of Premises Upon Termination. Upon termination of this Lease by
expiration of the term, or by election as above provided, or otherwise, Lessee shall return the
premises to Lessor in the same condition as at the commencement of this Lease, ordinary wear
and tear excepted.

14. Non-Waiver of Eminent Domain and Condemnation. If there is a partial
taking of the demised premises by eminent domain, as the result of which the total leased
premises is reduced by not more than 25%, the terms of this Lease will continue and Lessor at
Lessor's expense will restore the remaining premises to a complete architectural unit with store
front, signs and interior of equal appearance and utility as they had previous to the taking, but
there will be a pro-rata reduction in the rent payable each month and Lessee will have no right
to any of the proceeds of such taking.

From the date on which the form of this lease
begins, this lease automatically supersedes and terminates all prior leases between
lessee and lessor or the predecessors of lessee pertaining to the premises and loaned
equipment. No amendment, addition, alteration, modification or waiver of any provision
of this lease shall be of any effect unless in writing and signed by the parties hereto.

d. Attorney's Fees. In any proceedings to enforce this Lease, the

prevailing party shall pay all reasonable costs, attorneys' fees and expenses that shall be
made and incurred in enforcing the agreements of this lease.

e. Applicable Law and Termination of Lease. This Lease shall be
interpreted according to the law of the State of Alaska, and any legal proceedings to
enforce it shall be venued in the courts of the State of Alaska, Third Judicial District at
Palmer, Alaska. After a Lease Agreement is mutually executed and in the event lessee,
despite its best efforts, is unable to obtain a state marijuana license (or renewal of said
license) and local use permits approvals for this site location, lessee shall, at lessee’s
election, be released from the terms of the lease and the security deposit and all
Payments to the Landlord will be forfeited as its sole financial remedy cancelling this
Lease Agreement.

Likewise, if after the lessee’s operation is up and running and in the future there are
changes in the Law that make the business of lessee illegal, lessee shall be released
from the terms of the lease agreement with forfeiture of the security deposit and all
payments. Lessee agrees to give a thirty (30) day notice prior to terminating lease.

New Alaska music in 2023 from Emma Hill, Casey Smith Project,

Even though 2023 is
just over three months old,
Alaska musicians have
already released music im-
pressive in both its quality
and volume.

“We felt prepared to re-
ceive a ruling that was dif-
ficult and potentially ch;
lenging to understand,”
Grant, the chief operations
officer of Carafem, a group
of abortion clinics and tele-
health services, said. “Right
now, [staff] were relieved
to hear that they can go to
work tomorrow and pro-
vide care just as they have
the rest of this week, just as
they will do the rest of next
week.”

But what abortion ser-
vices look like beyond next
week could vary from clin-
ic to clinic if Kacsmaryk’s
ruling isn’t put on pause
pending the outcome of the
case, as Attorney General
Merrick Garland will ask
the U.S. Court of Appeals for
the 5th Circuit to do. Some
clinics are vowing to contin-
ue prescribing mifepristone
even if Kacsmaryk's ruling
remains in place, saying
they won't stop until the
Food and Drug Administra-
tion directs them to. Mean-
while, others said they may
switch to a different medi-
cation abortion protocol or
focus instead on surgical
abortions.

“The bottom line is that
Judge Kacsmaryk does not
give our physicians orders,”
said Tammi Kromenaker,
the director of Red River
Women's Clinic in Minneso-
ta, where physicians do not
expecl to change protocols
until getting FDA guidance.

In a standard two- -step
medication abortion, a pa-
tient first takes one mlfepn-
stone pill, which terminates
the pregnancy. About 24
hours later, the patient typi-
cally takes a four-pill dose of
misoprostol — a drug intro-
duced in 1973 to treat stom-
ach ulcers — to soften the
cervix and prompt contrac-
tions that expel the embryo
or fetus.

“The big picture, FDA's
in a huge mess,” said Greer

Donley, an associate profes-
sor of law at the University
of Pittsburgh School of Law.
“At this point, the FDA is go-
ing to have to try to figure
out what to do with these
two different orders.”

For months, some abor-
tion providers have been
bracing — and preparing
— to potentially adjust
the standard protocol for
medication abortion. That
includes switching to a
mnsoprostol only regimen

csmaryk’s ruling takes
effect The method is used
widely around the world to
perform medication abor-
tions and is considered
slightly less effective than
the two-step regimen and
can cause more cramping
and bleeding.

Since 2020, Carafem has
been offering misopros-
tol-only as one option for
ending pregnancies and
has recently had providers
across the nation reach out
to ask questions about the
process and experience
for patients. The network
of clinics will be seeking an
opinion from its attorneys
on what to do after the next
seven days. The National
Abortion Federation’s clini-
cal guidelines include a line
allowing for other regimens
to be used if mifepristone
isn’t legally available, such
as prescribing only the drug
misoprostol, andis planning
to host a call this week for
its 450 members to discuss
the ruling and its implica-
tions.

“We know rulings like
this can be jarring and up-
setting even if we expect
them,” said Melissa Fowler,
NAF’s chief program offi-
cer. “But it’s not something
that will deter us or our
members.”

For some clinics,
Kacsmaryk’s ruling could
mean stopping prescribing
medication abortion alto-
gether and instead relying
on surgical abortions for the
time being.

Choices, an abortion
clinic in southern Illinois,
will immediately switch
to providing only surgical
abortions if the Texas ruling
stands, said chief executive
Jennifer Pepper. While she
is hoping to offer misopros-
tol-only abortions to pa-
tients eventually, she said,
that new protocol will take
months to implement.

“The miso-only protocol
is new to us,” Pepper s:
“We want to make sure ev-
eryone feels they can best
support patients to do that.”

Because misoprostol
can cause more bleeding
and cramping, Pepper sai

“patients may need addi-
tional support to know those
symptoms are normal so
they don't seek emergency
care unnecessarily, espe-
cially in a hostile state.”

She said she fears pa-
tients could be criminal-
ized if they present at an
emergency room in a state
where abortion is outlawed
or highly restricted after
undergoing a medication
abortion.

“The ruling reaffirms
that pregnancy is not an
illness and abortion is not
health care,” Katie Glenn,
the state policy director at
Susan B. Anthony Pro-Life
America, a prominent an-
tiabortion group, said in a
statement.

But in a twist, U.S. Dis-
trict Judge Thomas Rice
in Spokane ruled on Friday
night to order the FDA to
preserve the “status quo”
and retain access to the
medication in the 17 states,
along with D.C., that are
behind a separate lawsuit
arguing the FDA had im-
posed too many restrictions
on mifepristone. Major
medical providers — such
as the American Medical
Association and the Ameri-
can College of Obstetricians
and Gynecologists — say
there is “robust evidence”
gathered over two decades
showing the drug is safe
and effective.

Friday’s dueling deci-
sions set off a tangle of legal
questions, and put the FDA
into an unprecedented legal
bind, legal scholars said.
And it appears inevitable
that the issue will move to
the conservative Supreme
Court, and the contradi
ry opinions could expedite
the process.

The rulings left activists
scratching their heads and
abortion providers turning
to their legal teams. Groups
like the American Civil Lib-
erties Union are gearing
up to work with abortion
clinics “to make sure peo-
ple understand as much
as they possibly can in this
unprecedented situation,”
said Lorie Chaiten, a senior
staff attorney at ACLU.

“Given how unprece-
dented these conflicting
rulings are, I really don’t
know what we're doing
in the moment because I
have no idea actually what
kind of Iandscape we're
dealing with,” said Kirsten
Moore, director of Expand-
ing Medication Abortion
Access Project. If only
Kacsmaryk’s ruling had
come down and the drug
was pulled from the market,
Moore’s advocacy group
was planning to quickly de-
termine how mifepristone
could get re-approved as
soon as possible and what
data needed to be generat-
ed to do so.

Amy Hagstrom Mill-
er, chief executive at the
abortion clinic network
Whole Woman’s Health,
has stated for weeks that

if Kacsmaryk did attempt
to revoke FDA approval of
mifepristone, her clinics
would continue to prescribe
the drug until they receive
a directive from the agency
telling them to change their
protocols.

“This is an FDA under
Becerra, under Biden,”
said Hagstmm Miller in an
interview Friday night, re-
ferring to the Health and
Human Services Secre-
tary Xavier Becerra and
the president, both part of
a Democratic administra-
tion.

On Friday evening, Sar-
ah Wallett was driving to
a family Easter gathering
when a colleague texted
that the Texas ruling was
out. The chief medical op-
erating officer of Planned
Parenthood of Michigan
had spent her day doing
what she normally does:
Providing both medica-
tion and surgical abortion.
She’ll be back at work next
week providing abortions
the same way, at least for
now. Michigan is one of the
17 states the Washington
judge ruled should main-
tain access to the pill.

“We'll continue to see
how this case plays out,”
Wallett said. “But the thing
I know for sure is I'm going
to show up again on Mon-
day for my patients and
keep providing care, no
matter what.”
