A marijuana establishment may not be registered under this chapter if a 
person who is an owner, officer, or agent of the marijuana establishment has been convicted of a felony 
and either
(1) less than five years have elapsed from the time of the person’s conviction; or
(2) the person is currently on probation or parole for that felony.


3 AAC 306.010. (d) The board will not issue a marijuana establishment license to a person that 
(1) is prohibited under AS 17.38.200(i) from receiving a marijuana establishment license because 


of a conviction of a felony; if the applicant is a partnership, limited liability company, or corporation, the 
board will not issue a license if any person named in 3 AAC 306.020(b)(2) is prohibited under AS 17.38.200(i) 
from obtaining a marijuana establishment license; in this paragraph, "conviction of a felony" includes a 
suspended imposition of sentence;


(2) has been found guilty of
(A) selling alcohol without a license in violation of AS 04.11.010;
(B) selling alcohol to an individual under 21 years of age in violation of AS 04.16.051 


or 04.16.052; or
(C) a misdemeanor crime involving a controlled substance, violence against a person, 


use of a weapon, or dishonesty within the preceding five years; or
(3) has, within two years before submitting an application, been convicted of a class A 


misdemeanor relating to selling, furnishing, or distributing marijuana or operating an establishment where 
marijuana is consumed contrary to state law.

If the protest is a 
“conditional protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the criteria set 
forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the license, but require the applicant to 
show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have been met before the 
director issues the license.  
 
3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a new 
license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a result of an ordinance or election 
conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local government protests an application on the 
grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a place within the local government where a local 
zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance 
from the local ordinance. 
 
This application will be in front of the Marijuana Control Board at our January 31st and February 1, 2024, 
meeting.

If you have not yet received all necessary approvals, such as a local license, conditional use permit, site plan review, 
Fire Marshal approval, or Department of Environmental Conservation approval, you should continue to work with 
those local or state agencies to get the requirements completed. We must also wait for the criminal history check 
for each individual licensee based on your fingerprint card(s). Your application status in the application database will 
be changed to “Complete” today.   
 
Your application may be considered by the board while some approvals are still pending. However, your license will 
not be finally issued and ready to operate until all necessary approvals are received and a preliminary inspection of 
your premises by AMCO enforcement staff is completed.  
 
Your application will be scheduled for the January 31- February 1, 2024 board meeting for Marijuana Control Board 
consideration. The meeting agenda gets posted on our website 7 days before the board meeting. Your appearance 
at the meeting, either in-person or telephonic, is mandatory.
