ARTICLE 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1 Name. The name of the organization is Francis, LLC (the “Company”),
formed when the executed Articles of Organization were filed with the Alaska Department
of Commerce and Economic Development, in accordance with and pursuant to the Alaska
Revised Limited Liability Company Act (“Act”).

1.2  Principal Place of Business. The Company’s principal place of business
shall be located in Skagway, Alaska, and at any other or additional places the Members
may from time to time determine.

1.3  Purpose. The purpose of the Company includes owning and managing a
marijuana retail store and any and all lawful purposes for which limited liability companies
are allowed under the Act.

1.4  Property. The property of the Company shall be owned by and in the name
of the Company as an entity. Such property and the credit of the Company shall be used
solely for the benefit of the Company and not for the benefit of any individual Member.
Insofar as permitted by the laws of Alaska, no Member shall have any ownership interest
in such property in the Member’s individual capacity. Each Member’s interest in the
Company shall be personal property.

1.5 Term. The Company is effective as of the date the Articles of Organization
were filed with the State and shall continue until terminated as provided herein.

CAPITAL CONTRIBUTIONS

2.1 Original Contributions. The Members have contributed the following
property to the Company:

2.2  Member’s Interest. Each Member’s interest in the Company and in the
profits and losses of the Company shall be in the same ratio as her capital account as set
forth in Section 4.1. The “Membership Interest” shall mean the Member’s ownership
interest in the Company, which may be expressed as a percentage equal to such Member’s
capital account divided by the aggregate capital accounts of all Members.

2.3 Interest and Return of Capital. Except as otherwise provided for in this
Agreement, no Member shall be entitled to withdraw or receive a return of any portion of
their capital contribution.

2.4 Additional Contributions. In the event that additional capital shall be
required, each member shall contribute equal amounts. These additional contributions
shall not be required to be repaid by the Company.

ARTICLE III
OPERATIONS

3.1 Actions by Members. The Company shall be Member-managed. The
Members will be entitled to participate in the day-to-day affairs and management of the
Company. On those matters on which a Member is entitled to vote, each Member shall
have a vote which is in proportion to the Member’s relative interest in the Company at the
time of the vote; for example, if a member holds a 10% interest in the Company, he or she
has 10% of the total voting power.

3.1.1 Actions Requiring Approval of the Members. Notwithstanding any other
provision of this Operating Agreement, the approval of 100% of the Members shall

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be required in order for any of the following actions to be taken on behalf of the
Company:

(a) Amending the Company’s Articles of Organization or this Operating
Agreement in any manner that materially alters the preferences, privileges or
relative rights of the Members, which shall be by unanimous consent.

(b)  Taking any action that would make it impossible to carry on the ordinary
business of the Company, including selling all or substantially all of the Company’s
assets.

(¢)  Dissolving the Company.

(d)  Purchasing real property on behalf of the Company.

(e)  Contracting debt on behalf of the Company in excess of $5,000.
()  Lending Company funds in excess of $5,000.

3.1.2 Action by Members. Members may take action either by meeting or by
written consents. The Members will meet annually on 8 day of January of each
year at the hour of 10:00 a.m. at the principal office of the Company. Additional
meetings of Members may be called at any time by a Member. Notice of additional
meetings must be given to Members by the Member calling the meeting at least 10
days but not more than 60 days before the meeting. Members may participate in
meetings by telephone or video conference, or other similar method. In lieu of a
meeting, Members may take action by all signing a written consent to the action.

3.2 Management by Managers. Except as otherwise expressly provided in the
Act, the Articles of Organization or this Operating Agreement, the Managers are authorized
and empowered on behalf of and in the name of the Company to carry out any and all of
the purposes of the Company and to perform all acts and enter into and perform all contracts
and other undertakings that they may, in their sole discretion, deem necessary, advisable
or incidental thereto. No member shall have authority to manage or specifically bind the
Company. Managers have the power make all decisions affecting such business and affairs,
either separately or together.

3.2.1 Election etc. of Managers. The Company shall at all times have two
Managers, who shall be elected by the Members at the annual meeting. Managers
will continue as managers until replaced by the Members.

3.2.2 Duty of Care of the Managers. In exercising their powers and
authority under, and otherwise carrying out the provisions of, this Agreement, the
Managers shall perform the duties of management in good faith, in a manner they
reasonably believe to be in the best interests of the Company, and with the care,

3.2.3 Compensation and Reimbursement. FEach Manager shall be
entitled to reasonable compensation for services rendered to the Company in that
capacity as well as to be reimbursed for all expenses reasonably incurred by such
manager in connection with the business and purposes of the Company.

3.2  Accounting. The Company shall be taxed as a partnership. Michael Healy
will be named on the Company tax return or on a statement filed with the Internal Revenue
Service as the “Tax Matters Member” as that term is defined in Section 6231(a) (7) (A) of
the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, or its counterpart in any subsequently enacted Internal
Revenue Code (the “Code™). The Tax Matters Member shall be authorized to file or revoke
an election under Section 754 of the Code on behalf of the Company. References to
specific Code sections herein shall not limit the Company’s right to make elections as
appropriate under provisions of the Code. Notwithstanding reference to specific Code
sections in other sections of this Agreement, the Tax Matters Member shall at all times
handle tax matters in accordance with the provisions of the Code as amended from time to
time.

3.3  Books and Records. The Company’s books and records shall be maintained
by the Managers at the Company’s principal place of business, and each Member shall at
all times have access to and may inspect and copy any of them. The books shall be kept
on a calendar year basis and shall be closed and balanced at the end of each calendar year.
The Company will furnish annual financial statements to the Members and prepare tax
returns in a timely manner, furnishing copies to all Members prior to filing.

3.4 Involvement in Outside Business Venture. Any member may engage in or
possess an interest in any other outside business ventures of every kind and description,
independently or with others. Neither the Company nor any member shall have any rights
in or to such independent ventures, or the income or profits therefrom by virtue of this
Agreement.

3.5 Reliance. The Members and Manager shall be entitled to rely on
information, opinions, reports or statements, including financial statements and other
financial data, prepared by (a) an employee of the company whom the person reasonably
believes to be reliable and competent in the matters presented; or (b) counsel, public
accountants, or other professionals or experts as to matters that the person reasonably
believes to be within the professional's or expert's competence. However, a person is not
entitled to reliance if the person has knowledge concerning the matter in question that
makes reliance unwarranted.

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4.1  Capital Accounts. Separate capital accounts shall be maintained for each
member and each assignee pursuant to this section. Each separate capital account (a) shall
be credited with such members’ (1) original contribution of capital, (2) additional capital
contributions, (3) such members’ share of Company income and gain (including income
and gain exempt from taxation), and (4) the amount of any Company liability assumed by

All items of Company income, gain, loss, deduction, and credit, whether resulting
from Company operations or from the dissolution of the Company, shall be computed in
accordance with the provisions of Section 703(a) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended, and shall be allocated among the Members’ Capital Accounts in proportion to
the Members’ respective ownership interests.

43 Members Not Liable. No Member shall have personal liability for the
losses, debts, claims, expenses or encumbrances of or against the Company or its property,
unless the Member has individually guaranteed repayment of a Company obligation. No
Member shall be obligated to restore a deficit balance, if any, in the Member’s Capital
Account, except to the extent such deficit balance shall have arisen as a result of the
Member’s receipt of a distribution in excess of the amount rightfully due him or her under
this Agreement.

4.4 Rights of Creditors. In accordance with Alaska Stat. § 10.50.380, a
judgment creditor of a Member shall be entitled only.to a charging order and shall only be
considered an Assignee of the Member and shall have no right to become a Member or
have rights to participate in the management of the Company. Alaska Stat. § 10.50.380
provides the exclusive remedy to a judgment creditor.

4.5 Distributions. Provided the Company has sufficient cash on hand
(determined by the Managers), the Company will distribute cash to each Member within
sixty days after the end of the tax year in sufficient amounts to pay federal income taxes

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on the net distributive share of income, losses, deductions and credits that have passed”
through to the Members. For purposes of determining the amount of the distribution, each
Members is assumed to be taxable at the highest marginal tax rates applicable to married
individuals filing a joint tax return and to fully utilize any losses, deductions, and credits
passed through under IRC §1366.

The Managers may, in their sole discretion, authorize the distribution of dividends in excess

of the minimum amount required by this section.

ARTICLE V
LIMITATION OF LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION

5.1 Limitation of Liability. No Member shall have personal liability for the
losses, debts, claims, expenses or encumbrances of or against the Company or its property,
unless the Member has individually guaranteed repayment of a Company obligation. The
Members shall not be personally liable to the Company for monetary damages for conduct
performed as a Member if the Member acted in a manner reasonably believed to be within
the scope of the authority granted to her and in the best interest of the Company; provided
that such act or omission did not constitute fraud, intentional misconduct, bad faith, gross
negligence, or a knowing violation of law, or from which such Member personally received
a benefit in money, property, or services to which such Member is not legally entitled. Any
amendment to or repeal of this section shall not adversely affect any right or protection of
a Member of the Company for or with respect to any acts or omissions of such Member
occurring prior to such amendment or repeal.

5.2 Indemnification. The Company shall indemnify and hold harmless any
Member or Manager acting on behalf of the Company, to the fullest extent allowed by the
Act including, without limitation, all expenses (including attorneys’ fees), costs,
judgments, fines and amounts paid in settlement actually and reasonably incurred by such
person; provided that such act or omission did not constitute fraud, intentional misconduct,
bad faith, gross negligence, or a knowing violation of law, or from which such Member or
Manager personally received a benefit in money, property, or services to which such
Member or Manager is not legally entitled. All expenses (including attorneys’ fees), costs,
judgments, fines and amounts paid in settlement of any action, suit or proceeding shall be
paid by the Company as they are incurred by any Member or Manager in advance of the
final disposition of such action, suit or proceeding, upon receipt of an undertaking by or on
behalf of the Member or Manager to repay the amount if it is ultimately determined by a
court of competent jurisdiction that such person is not entitled to be indemnified by the
Company. The provisions of this section do not affect any rights to advancement of
expenses to which personnel of the Company, other than Members and Manager, or any
other person may be entitled under any contract or otherwise by law.

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5.3  Exculpation of Managers. So long as a Manager acts il ’ééc@rdan,ce with
the duty of care requited by the Act, the Manager shall not be liable or accountable to the
Company or to any of the Members, in damages or otherwise, for any error of judgment,
for any mistake of fact or of law, for any other act or thing that the Manager may do or
refrain from doing in connection with the business and affairs of the Company or for any
act or omission performed or omitted, except for willful misconduct or gross negligence or
breach of the duty of care, and further except for breaches of contractual obligations or
agreements between the Manager and the Company.

ARTICLE VI
TRANSFER OF INTEREST AND WITHDRAWAL OF MEMBER

6.1 Restrictions on Transfers. Except as specifically provided in this
Agreement, a Member shall not transfer, including, but not limited to, the sale of,
assignment, pledge, or encumbering of, all or any portion of his or her interest in the
Company. Any purported transfer not in compliance with the provisions of this Agreement
shall be null and void and of no force or effect. Each Member agrees that these provisions
are specifically enforceable and agrees to indemnify the Company and each member from
all costs, liabilities, attorney’s fees or damages resulting from an attempted transfer in
violation of this Agreement.

6.2  Sale or Transfer to Current Member. A Member may transfer (including
by sale or gift) shares to an existing Member freely at any time.

6.3 Sale to A Third Party After Right of First Refusal. A Member may
transfer all or part of his or her membership interest in the Company to a third party only
in accordance with this section. First, a Member must receive a “bona fide offer” for the
Member’s interest. A “bona fide offer” is a legally binding written offer from a third party
to purchase all or a portion of a Member’s membership interest in the Company,
accompanied by written evidence of the third party’s financial ability to purchase the
membership interest on the terms in the offer. Upon receiving a bona fide offer, the
Member must notify all other Members in writing, including providing a copy of the offer.
The Member with the largest membership interest in the Company will first have the
opportunity to purchase the membership interest on the same terms as are in the offer. If
the Member with the largest membership interest declines, the Member with the next
largest membership interest will have the opportunity to purchase the membership interest
on the terms in the offer, and so on until all Members have been offered and declined the
opportunity to purchase the membership interest. In that case, the Member may sell the
membership interest to the third party who first made the bona fide offer on the terms in
the bona fide offer.

All communication regarding this process, including communications making,
declining, or accepting the right of first refusal must be in writing and sent to all Members.

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If any Member fails to accept the opportunity to purchase the shares within thirty days of
being offered it in writing, the opportunity is declined.

6.4. Buy-Out By the Company Upon Certain Events. This section will be
triggered if any of the following occur: (i) a Member declares bankruptcy, (ii) a Member’s
Membership interest is subject to execution to satisfy a judgment, (iii) a Members’
Membership interest is subject to transfer pursuant to a division of property in divorce, (iv)
a Member dies without designating a beneficiary under Section 6.6 below, (v) a Member’s
membership interest is subject to transfer by involuntary operation of law for any other
reason or (iv) a Member breaches this agreement and fails to cure the breach within thirty
days of notice. Operation of this section does not limit, and is not in lieu of, any other legal
or equitable claims the Company or Members may have against the Member to be bought
out.

If this section is triggered, the Member (or the Member’s personal representative or trustee)
must immediately give written notice to the Managers and the Managers will give written
notice to all Members. The Company will then have sixty days in which to exercise the
option to redeem the shareholder’s shares, which decision shall be made in the discretion
of the Managers. The Managers must give notice of the intent to redeem to the Member
(or personal representative or trustee) in writing.

The redemption price will be the fair market value of the membership interest being
redeemed as of the last day of the calendar month in which the triggering event occurred,
as determined by an independent appraiser selected by the Company. Any required tax or
income distributions that have not been made by the valuation date and that relate to the
Company’s net income through the valuation date will be treated as a liability. ~ This
appraisal may occur before or after the Company exercises the option to redeem the shares,
but shall be binding on the parties even it occurs after the Company exercises the option.
If the Company does not have sufficient cash on hand (in excess of operating capital and a
reasonable reserve) to pay cash for redeemed shares, the Company may purchase the
membership interest by executing a promissory note for a term not more than five years
and at an interest rate equal the rate offered by the Company’s primary bank for commercial
loans on the date of the purchase. The promissory note may be secured only by pledge of
the membership interest.

If the Company does not redeem the membership interest, the other Members will have the
right to purchase the membership interest. The process will work in the same way as the
right of first refusal in Section 6.3 above, except that the purchase price will be the value
established by the appraiser.

If the Members do not purchase the membership interest, it may be transferred according
to law.

6.5 Transfer upon Death. Members may designate an immediate family
member (spouse, child, sibling or parent) as a beneficiary of his or her membership interest
in the Company pursuant to AS 13.33.301-.310. In case of the Member’s death, the
Member’s membership interest will transfer automatically to the designated beneficiary

ARTICLE VII

7.1  Events of Dissolution. The Company shall dissolve and commence winding
up and liquidating the Company’s assets upon the occurrence of any of the following events
(“liquidating event”):

(a) A unanimous written decision by the Members and Managers to
dissolve or wind up the Company; or

(b)  The happening of an event that makes it impossible or unlawful for
the Company to carry on its business.

7.2  Winding Up. Upon the happening of a liquidating event, the Company shall
conduct no business or engage in any activity that is not necessary or appropriate to
winding up its business and liquidating the Company, and shall proceed promptly to wind
up its affairs in an orderly manner, to liquidate its assets, to satisfy the claims of its creditors
and Members, and to distribute its remaining assets to the Members. The Managers shall
supervise the winding up and liquidation and shall dispose of the Company’s property as
promptly as is consistent with obtaining its fair market value. The proceeds of the
disposition of the property and the other assets of the Company shall be applied in the
following order of priority:

(a)  To the payment, in order of priority, of all Company debts to creditors
other than the Members;

(b)  To the payment, in the order of priority, and thereafter pro rata, of the
debts of the Company owed to its Members; and

(¢)  Any balance to the Members pro rata in accordance with the balances
in their capital accounts.

7.3 Members’ Rights. Except as otherwise specifically provided in this
Agreement, each Member has the right to look only to the Company’s assets for a return
of their capital contribution, has no right to receive anything other than money in a
distribution from the Company, and has no priority over any other Member with respect to
distributions, allocations, or the return of capital contributions.

7.4 Notice of Dissolution. Within thirty (30) days of the happening of a
liquidating event, the Managers shall give written notice to all creditors of the Company,
to the banks and other financial institutions with which the Company normally does
business, and to all other parties with whom the Company regularly conducts business. The

8.4  Partial Invalidity. If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid
or unenforceable, all other provisions shall nevertheless continue in full force and effect.

8.5 Amendment. Amendments to this Agreement shall only be made by a
writing signed by all of the Members.

8.6  Applicable Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Alaska.

8.7 Waiver of Partition. Each Member agrees that irreparable damage would
be done to the Company if any Member brought an action in court to dissolve the Company.
Therefore, each Member agrees not to, either directly or indirectly, take any action to
require partition of the Company or of any of the assets or properties of the Company. The
Members accept the provisions of this Agreement as the sole source of entitlement on
termination, dissolution or liquidation of the Company and hereby irrevocably waives any
and all right to maintain any action for partition or to compel any sale or other liquidation
with respect to his or her Interest, in or with respect to, any assets or properties of the
Company.

Company (“Lessee”), whose address is PO Box 946 Skagway, AK 99840.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Lessor is the owner of the real property located at 200 4™ Ave.,
Skagway, Alaska 99840 (the "Premises" or the "Leased Premises”); and

WHEREAS, Lessee desires to lease the Premises from Lessor to operate a retail
marijuana store and the related purposes provided for in this Lease.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals (which are incorporated into
the Lease), the mutual covenants and conditions contained in this Lease, and other good
and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, Lessor and Lessee hereby agree as follows:

Lessee shall pay all Lessee improvement and
alteration costs.

12. MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR. Lessee shall at its own expense, maintain
the Premises in a good state of repair at all times during the term of the Lease; this
includes, but is not limited to: interior and exterior glass, fluorescent lighting (including
ballasts), carpeting, painted surfaces, doors and locking mechanisms.

However, failure to vacate Premises at expiration of the Lease
shall constitute a tenancy from month-to-month on the same terms and conditions set
forth in this Lease, with month-to-month base rent equal to 125% of the base rent of the
last year of the term

15. INDEMNIFICATION. All personal property on Premises owned or in the
care or the control of Lessee shall be at the risk of Lessee. Lessor shall not be liable for
any injury or death to any person or for any loss or damage to any property or for any
other loss or damage on or about Premises from any cause whatsoever. Lessee
assumes liability for and agrees to indemnify, save and hold Lessor harmless from any
and all claims arising out of its use of the Premises, and any operations necessary or
incidental thereto, including claims for damage, death or injury to any person, persons or
property arising from any act or omission of, or the use, possession or occupancy of the
Premises by Lessee, its officers, employees, agents, invitees, visitors or other persons.
Lessee's obligation of indemnification shall extend to and encompass costs and all
attorneys' fees associated with the defense of any such claim or action. Lessee’s
indemnification shall survive the termination of this Lease. Lessee’s liability shall not be
limited to the amount of insurance coverage available under any existing policies.

16. DEFAULT. The occurrence of any of the following shall constitute a default
by Lessee:

A. Failure to Pay Rent. The failure to make payment when due of any
installment of the monthly base rent or of any other sum herein specified to be paid by
Lessee, if such default shall not be cured within five (5) days after written notice has been
given to Lessee, shall be a default.

B. Failure to Perform Covenants. The failure to observe or perform any
of Lessee’s covenants, agreements, or obligations hereunder, other than for the payment
of rent, if any such default shall not be cured within ten (10) days after written notice has
been given to Lessee, shall be a default.

19. DAMAGE BY FIRE

A. Fire Unrelated to Lessee’s Use of Premises. In the event the
Premises is destroyed or damaged by a fire and that fire is not caused by or in any way
related to Lessee’s operation, use or lease of the Premises, Lessee or Lessor may
terminate the Lease.
