Mimi, who went missing in 2012, was brought to
a shelter in New York in December 2022.

A cat named Mimi went missing
in 2012. Aimost a decade later,
she turned up at a shelter.

When Richard and Maria Price got a call from a
New York area code, the couple — who now live in
Spain — figured it was just another spam call.

But then the phone rang again, the same num-
ber popping up on the screen.

“Did you used to own a black-and-white cat?”
the person on the other end asked them.

They had — a fluffy, skittish cat named Mimi. But
they hadn't seen her in a decade.

Mimi went missing in 2012 after fleeing through
an open door, two years after the Price family had
adopted her. They'd spent more than a year search-
ing around New York, but to no avail, and had lost
hope that theyd ever reunite with her. Last year,
the couple moved to Valencia, Spain, after Richard
Price retired. They brought along three cats they'd
adopted since losing Mimi: Patch, Tiny and Groot.

But on Dec. 5, 2022, someone from Miller Place,
N.Y., where Mimi had gone missing a decade ago,
brought her to the Brookhaven Animal Shelter and
Adoption Center. Workers there found the cat had
a microchip, which identified her owners.

“This is an incredibly rare Christmas miracle,
Richard Price told The Washington Post.

Since they found out the cat was still alive,

Price has been getting calls from people in Miller
Place filling him in on possible Mimi sightings over
the years. As far as he knows, Mimi had become
avagabond in Miller Place, bouncing between
neighborhoods and finding people who'd feed her.

Julia Ray and her father, Lawrence, were among
them. Mimi constantly popped up in their gazebo,
often found snuggled in the cushion of one of the
outdoor chairs or in the heated home they set up
for her during the winter, Julia Ray, 23, said.

For years, she and her father called the cat “Kit-
ty” Through severe storms and bitter winters, she.
kept coming back, and the Rays fed her whenever
they saw her.

Even after Julia Ray left for college, her father
kept taking care of the cat. Then, her father died, in
April. His house was sold.

“I almost considered selling the house on the
condition that you had to be good to the cat and
feed it Julia Ray said.

But luckily, she didn't need to. Mimi had found
another Miller Place resident who took on the
duty: Gary Guiseppone. Guiseppone noticed
that Mimis fur was matted. Worried she'd gotten
caught in brush or tree branches, Guiseppone.
brought her to Brookhaven on Dec. 5.

He expected to pick her up later that day, but
then the shelter called and told him that they'd
found Mimi's owners.

Now Richard and Maria Price had a new mis-
sion: getting Mimi to Spain. Richard Price is
heading back to the United States next month to
pick her up. For now, Mimi is staying with his sister
and niece.

UNITED KINGDOM
EX-PRIME MINISTER CAMERON
RETURNS TO U.K. GOVERNMENT

LONDON — Former British Prime
Minister David Cameron made a shock
return to high office on Monday, becoming
foreign secretary in a major shakeup of
the Conservative government that also
saw the firing of divisive Home Secretary
Suella Braverman.

Cameron, who led the U.K. government
between 2010 and 2016, was appointed by
Prime Minister Rishi Sunak in a Cabinet
shuffle in which he sacked Braverman, a
divisive figure who drew anger for accus-
ing police of being too lenient with pro-Pal-
estinian protesters.

She was replaced by James Cleverly,
‘who had been foreign secretary.

Cameron's appointment came as a sur-
prise to seasoned politics-watchers. It's
rare for a non-lawmaker to take a senior
government post, and it has been decades
since a former prime minister held a Cab-
inet job.

The government said Cameron was
being appointed to Parliament’s unelect-
ed upper chamber, the House of Lords.
The last foreign secretary to serve in the
Lords, rather than the elected House of
Commons, was Peter Carrington, who was
part of Prime Minister Margaret Thatch-
er’s government in the 1980s.

CARRIER OPENS DUBAIAIR SHOW
WITH $52B AIRCRAFT PURCHASE

DUBAI United Arab Emirates —
Long-haul carrier Emirates opened the
Dubai Air Show on Monday with a $52 bil-
lion purchase of Boeing Co. aircraft, show-
ing how aviation has bounced back after
the groundings of the coronavirus pan-
demic, even as Israel’s war with Hamas

clouds regional security.

Its low-cost sister airline, FlyDubai,
followed up with an $11 billion order of
30 Boeing 787-9 Dreamliners, the first

wide-body aircraft in its fleet. Together,
the sales marked a significant win for Vir-
ginia-based Boeing Co. on the first day of
the air show, as airlines appear poised for
even more billion-dollar deals this year.

ARSON LIKELY CAUSED FIRETHAT
DAMAGED VITAL LA FREEWAY

LOS ANGELES — Arson likely caused
amassive weekend fire that has indefi-
nitely closed a vital section of a freeway in
Los Angeles, California Gov. Gavin New-
som said Monday.

He did not say whether there were any
suspects or persons of interest. The fire
left the columns of Interstate 10 charred
and chipped and the deck guardrails were
twisted and blackened. Crews shored up
the most damaged section for the safet;
of workers clearing the debris. It’s still un-
clear what structural damage, if any, the
blaze caused to the freeway.

Engineers were assessing the situation
Monday. The freeway is used by 300,000
vehncles daily and the closure is expected
to be felt well beyond the city, including
possibly slowing the transport of goods
from the twin ports of LA and Long Beach,
federal officials have said.

“We know that the origin of this is ar-
son,” LA Mayor Karen Bass said. “We do
not know other information.” She empha-
sized there also is no reason to assume it
was started by people who are homeless
living under that section of freeway.

The collector had reached out to indi-
viduals who worked closely with Prince to
gather the items, believing that the trend-
setting artist, who died in 2016, was not.

WASHINGTON — Secret Service
agents protecting President Joe Biden’s
granddaughter opened fire after three
people tried to break into an unmarked Se-
cret Service vehicle in the nation’s capital,
alaw enforcement official told The Associ-
ated Press.

The agents, assigned to protect Naomi

Biden, were out with her in the George-
town neighborhood late Sunday night
when they saw the three people breaking
awindow of the parked and unoccupied
SUV, the official said. The official could not
discuss details of the investigation public-
ly and spoke to the AP on Monday on the
condition of anonymity.

One of the agents opened fire, but no
one was struck by the gunfire, the Secret
Service said in a statement. The three
people were seen fleeing in a red car, and
the Secret Service said it put out a region-
al bulletin to Metropolitan Police to be on
the lookout for it.

MONITOR: AT LEAST 8 PRO-IRAN
FIGHTERS KILLED IN U.S. STRIKES

BEIRUT — At least eight pro-Iranian
fighters were killed as a result of U.S.-led
coalition airstrikes in eastern Syria, a
monitoring group said on Monday.

“During the past few hours the num-
ber of dead pro-Iranian militias in Deir
al-Zour has risen to eight, most of whom
were non-Syrian nationals,” said Rami
Abdel Rahman, the head of the Syrian Ob-
servatory for Human Rights.

The Observatory said the airstrikes
targeted weapons and ammunition depots
and a missile launch pad near the Syri-
an-Iraqi border.

U.S. Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin
said on Sunday night that U.S. forces had
“conducted precision strikes” on sites in
eastern Syria “in response to continued
attacks against U.S. personnel in Iraq and
Syria.”

STARBUCKS UNIONIZED BARISTAS
PLAN LARGEST-EVER STRIKE

Unionized Starbucks Corp. baristas
plan to hold their biggest strike yet this
week, accusing the coffee giant of refusing
to fairly negotiate at cafes that voted to
organize.

Thousands of employees at hundreds
of sites will mount one-day work stoppag-
es on Thursday, according to the union
Starbucks Workers United. The strike is

pegged to the company’s Red Cup Day, a
popular event when Starb
gives out holiday-themed reusable cups.
‘The union says Starbucks has illegally
refused to negotiate over issues including
staffing and scheduling that are particular-
ly onerous during such promotions.

“Starbucks has made it clear that they
won't listen to workers, so we're advocat-
ing for ourselves by going on strike,” Okla-
homa City employee Neha Cremin Said in
an emailed statement.

A Gazan family, a premature newborn, a pamful choice to stay

JERUSALEM — Even amid a war
of searing brutality, the images shared
around the world were striking: babies in a
Gaza City hospital removed from their in-
cubators, tiny arms straining and beating
attiny chests.

But less than 15 miles away, the parents
of little Anas Esbeita had not seen them.
Communications were too shaky for the
widely circulated news photos to reach
them. From their corner of a packed dis-
placement shelter, they thought their new-
born, like others at Gaza’s largest hospital,
was dead.

The news that a United Nations team
had evacuated more than two dozen ba-
bies from al-Shifa Hospital reached them
through a friend. He told Ali Esbeita, the
child’s 35-year-old father, to head straight
to the Emirati Maternity Hospital in Ra-
fah. Ali scanned the list and saw Anas’s
name.

His joy, he said, was “incredible.”

The child now sleeps peacefully, pho-
tographs shared by the family show. But
the dilemma before his parents encapsu-

‘When the World Health Organization
carried at least 26 of the newly evacuat-
ed babies into Palestine Red Crescent
ambulances Monday for passage onward
to Egypt and medical care outside a war
zone, Anas and his family stayed behind.

“If his mother accompanies him, who
will take care of his seven brothers?” Ali
asked in a telephone interview. “If I travel
with him, who will take care of my wife and
children?”

“No one would refuse to let his son be
healthy. But if he travels, what if he sur-
vives only to find that his family have been
killed?”

Hamas fighters entered Israel early
on Oct. 7, killed about 1,200 Israelis and
foreign nationals, and took more than 240
back to Gaza as hostages. Israel has re-
sponded with a military campaign to end
Hamas rule in Gaza.

That campaign has devastated the
enclave’s health care system. The World
Health Organization has recorded 164 at-
tacks on health care-related facilities there
since the conflict began. By the time Israe-
li troops laid siege last week to the al-Shi-
fa complex, which military officials allege
held multiple Hamas command-and-con-
trol centers, the hospital had been reduced
to the most basic of functions.

Medical staff at al-Shifa have denied
that the militant group used their hospital

cility but have presented little evldence to
support their claims.

Without fuel to generate the electrici-
ty to power the incubators, medical staff
wrapped the babies in blankets and med-
ical scrubs and watched as they grew sick-
er by the day. When WHO officials arrived
Saturday, at least 32 of the babies were in
critical condition inside the facility. They
described it as a “death zone.”

With ﬁghung still raging outside the
hospital, the U.N. health agency could stay
only one hour, the organization said, as its
officials scoped out the facility ahead of the
first evacuations the following day. Two of
the infants didn’t survive the night.

Ali had seen al-Shifa, but only in better
times. Before Oct. 7, it was Gaza’s most ad-
vanced and best-equipped referral facility.
Anas was born prematurely there on Aug.
16; the doctors said his organs were unde-
veloped. He had been lying in the incuba-
tor ever since, his mother, Warda, pumping
milk for him at home and his father deliv-
ering it to the hospital almost every day.
Their last visit was Oct. 4.

Three days later, Hamas militants over-
ran Israeli border communities, sending
raw shock through Israel and leaving Pal-
estinians across Gaza bracing for the war
they knew would follow.

Warplanes pummeled northern Gaza;
the Esbeita family fled almost immedi-
ately. As the airstrikes increased, Ali and
‘Warda shepherded Anas’s seven siblings

city of Khan
Younis.

But they were wracked with guilt. All
they had of Anas was the photographs they
had kept on their cellphones. “We were
blaming each other for leaving him, for
abandoning him,” Anas said. “The feeling
of helplessness was killing me.”

Cellphone communications in Gaza
often go down for hours. When the news
reached the family that Israeli troops
last week had stormed al-Shifa, they de-
spaired. They believed Anas was dead.

Thousands of civilians were still shel-
tering inside the hospital. Most of them
left Saturday, many walking the 15 miles
to Khan Younis, bringing with them horror
stories of the dire conditions they had fled.

When the WHO team arrived, they
found that none of the babies had mothers
there. Palestinian officials had only limit-
ed information about their whereabouts.
Some were believed to be dead.

In a photograph shared by Tedros Ad-
hanom Ghebreyesus, WHO's director gen-
eral, a member of the U.N. team in blue
helmet and flak jacket scoops a small baby
gently from a hospital bed. The protective
gear, necessary for the team’s “high risk”
mission through a war zone, reinforced
just how miraculous the babies’ survival
had been.

The doctors who looked after them,
Ghebreyesus said, had shown “extraordi-
nary bravery.”

The Gaza

parents who believed that their children
might be among the surviving babies to
gather at another hospital in the southern
city of Rafah. The ministry said they could
register to travel in an ambulance convoy
out of Gaza and toward a hospital far from
the bombs and the fear.

At the Emirati hospital, newly arrived
babies fought serious infections from the
lack of medical supplies and other difficul-
ties during the final days at al-Shifa. Most
were suffering from severe hypoglycemia

— insufficient blood sugar, a potentially fa-
tal condition — because they hadn’t been
able to drink enough milk, said Ahmed al-
Shaer, the deputy head of the nursing de-
partment.

Only six mothers had been reachable,
al-Shaer said. He did not know what be-
came of the others.

“We expect that they were killed during

the war, or displaced and do not know that
their children were taken to the Emirati
spital,” he said.
As at least 26 of al-Shifa’s surviving in-
fants were taken to Egypt, Anas stayed be-
hind. In photographs taken by his parents,
he finally looked at peace. He and others.
lay close together in their incubators, with
fresh diapers and blankets. In one image,
Ali and Warda watch over them, their ex-
pressions tender but anxious. They said
a doctor had suggested that Anas may be
ready for discharge soon.

“Iknow it won’t be in ideal circumstanc-
es if we are all living in a shelter, but at
least he will be in my hands,” Ali said.

The infants who were evacuated to
Egypt on Monday were received by a fleet
of medics. Ali and Warda said they stood by
their refusal, but they feared for the future.
The Israeli army said during the week-
end that it was now pivoting its ground
offensive toward Hamas operations in the
south.

“With every passing day there are
fewer places in which Hamas terrorists
can roam about,” Israeli Defense Minis-
ter Yoav Gallant said Friday. The people
of southern Gaza would soon witness the
same “lethal strength,” he said, as Israeli
forces had demonstrated in the north.

The south is where the Esbeita family
is taking shelter. They’ll stay together now,
Ali said, no matter what.

“Do you know what it means to leave
your child alone and weak for 45 days, so
he falls prey to war, hunger, cold and occu-
pation?” he asked. “That’s why I refuse to
let him leave. My family and I believe we
must live together or die together. The only
solution is for this senseless war to stop.”

stranded at the Shifa com-
pound, which Israeli forces
stormed days ago.

Gaza’s hospitals play a
prominent role in the battle
of narratives over the war’s
brutal toll on Palestinian ci-
vilians, thousands of whom
have been killed or buried
in rubble since the conflict
was sparked by Hamas’
Oct. 7 rampage into south-
ern Israel. In the wake of
the assault, Israeli leaders
vowed to eradicate Hamas,
destroy its ability to rule
(Gaza and uproot its militant
infrastructure.

Israel says Hamas uses
civilians as human shields
and that the militants oper-
ated a major command hub
inside and under Shifa, a
claim hospital officials and
Hamas deny. Critics say
Israel’s siege and relent-
less bombardment amount
to collective punishment of
the territory’s 2.3 million
Palestinians.

Israeli troops were bat-
tling Hamas fighters in the
Jabaliya refugee camp, a
densely built-up district on
Gaza City’s northeastern
side that has been heavi-
ly hit by bombardment for
weeks. The military said
that after moving through
the center of the city to Shi-
fa, its forces were now work-
ing to uproot Hamas fight-
ers from eastern areas.

Dozens of dead and
wounded in airstrikes and
shelling overnight flowed
into Indonesian Hospital,
near Jabaliya, said Mar-
wan Abdallah, the medical
worker there. He said Is-
raeli tanks were operating
less than 200 yards away
and Israeli snipers could be
seen on the roofs of near-
by buildings. As he spoke
on the phone, the sound of
gunfire could be heard in
the background.

pacity to accept this volume
of cases,” Stinson said in an
email.

In at least 20 cases pre-
viously under McDuffie’s
care “the ward’s physical
health or safety is in immi-
nent danger without the as-
sistance of a guardian,” ac-
cording to Monday’s court
order. In those cases, there
is an “immediate potential
for loss of housing and no
viable emergency housing
other than shelters, unat-
tended health needs, and
the distress of the ward
having no contact with their

ardian.”

In at least 20 other cas-
es, “the status of benefits,
timely payment of expens-
es such as housing, and
timely medical care was in
question.”

Before McDuffie surren-
dered his license, Aarseth
had reviewed 67 of his cas-
es, leaving 40 that had not
been reviewed. Some are
“likely in crisis,” Aarseth
wrote.

‘Critical’ cases

Aarseth found that some
of McDuffie’s cases “were
in very poor order or crit-
ical” condition due to a
lapse in Medicaid, neglect
of medical needs, unstable
housing, homelessness, not
knowing the location of the
client, or McDuffie never
having met the client, even
‘months after being appoint-
ed to a case. In all but one
of those cases, OPA “had
been previously appointed
as guardian/conservator.”

OPA, which accord-
ing to state law serves as
guardian for individuals
who cannot find or afford a
private guardian, has been
short-staffed — with case-
loads far exceeding nation-
al recommendations — for
years, according to public

After OPA requested in
2022 that dozens of its cases
to be transferred to McDuf-
fie, OPA Deputy Director
Beth Goldstein promised
that the agency could reas-
sume responsibility for the
cases transferred to Mc-
Duffie “if there are issues.”
But less than a year later,
OPA told the courts it would
no longer agree to take on
new cases until the number
of cases per guardian went
down substantially. Still, the
agency has failed to hire
and retain enough guard-
ians to significantly reduce

its load.

Stinson said that a pub-
lic guardian carrying 104
cases gave notice on Mon-
day of their intent to resign.
Another guardian with 101
cases is “unexpectedly hos-
pitalized.”

The agency’s total case-
load stands at 1,586 and ma-
ny public guardians handle
between 80 and 104 cases
at a time, according to a
November letter signed by
Goldstein and Stinson.

In an interview last
month, McDuffie acknowl-
edged that after taking on
dozens of cases in just a
year, he had not fulfilled
the basic requirements of a
guardian in at least some of
the cases, including by let-
ting months go by without
seeing some of his clients
— who depended on him for
their most basic needs.

Reached by phone last
week, McDuffie declined
to answer questions about
his decision to surrender
his license. McDuffie said

he is “not giving out any in-
formation at this time” and
hung up.

The court order issued
Monday states that a court
visitor submitted requests
for review in 53 of McDuf-
fie’s cases on Nov. 20, de-
scribing that “McDuffie
was experiencing a medi-
cal emergency, that he felt
unfit to continue his guard-
ianship duties.” The court
filings cited an email from
McDuffie dated Nov. 19 “ex-
plaining his hospitalization
and intent to surrender his
professional license,” ac-
cording to the court order.

‘Just a mess”

To explain his inability
to meet the needs of some
of his clients, McDuffie
has pointed to decisions
by some of his former staff
members to leave Cache
Integrity Services. In inter-
views, several of the former
staff members said they left
the agency because McDuf-
fie expected them to take
on more cases than they
could handle.

One of those former
staff members was Trudy
Storch, who worked for Mc-
Duffie for several months
before resigning in Janu-
ary. Storch, who continued
to practice as a guardian af-
ter leaving Cache Integrity
Services, had more than 20
guardianship and conser-
vatorship clients as of last
week. But her guardianship
license expired on Wednes-
day, and she did not renew
it, leaving an additional
caseload of over 20 individ-
uals without a guardian.

Storch said she decid-
ed to let her license expire
because she had recently
become the full time care-
taker for her father, but also
because of McDuffie, who
she said was “constantly
‘wanting to pull us into his
drama and blame us for
‘why his business failed.”

“It’s just a mess right
now — the guardian world
— and I just think it’s time
to step away,” said Storch.

Storch said she had
for weeks appealed to the
courts to lighten her case-
load, but the courts did not
remove her as guardian,
saying “‘we literally don't
have anyone else right
now,” by Storch’s telling.

“I felt like my only way
out was just lettmg my li-
cense expire,” said Storch.
“I was legally responsible
and I wasn't doing every-
thing for every client.”

Storch said she is willing
to continue helping her for-
mer clients when she can,
but without active licenses,
she and McDuffie are not
allowed to sign any new
documents or orders for
their clients. Rebecca Ko-
ford, a spokesperson for the
court system, said McDuff-
ie’s and Storch’s clients can
turn to court visitors if they
have an immediate need —
but the court visitors don’t
have the authority to make
declslons and sign paper-

Thal had already be-
come a problem, ac-
cording to Storch. On
Monday, a home health
provider called her and
said they needed new doc-
uments signed to continue
caring for one of Storch’s
clients. Storch couldn’t sign
the documents, but she
didn’t know who else could,
because the courts had yet
to appoint a new guardlan.

“They’re saying she
doesn’t get home care any-
more until the documents
are signed. So who signs it?
Tdon’t know,” said Storch.

‘The option of last resort’

Though the public er

guardian “is the option of
last resort,” Aarseth wrote
that “if a person is incapac-
itated and is in need of pro-
tection, the public guardian
must fill that role of guard-
ian/conservator if no other
person is available.”

Whether or not OPA can
decline guardianship cas-
es is a question currently
under consideration by the
Alaska Supreme Court. If
the court can order OPA to
take on cases even when
OPA objects, the pub-
lic agency contends that
would force it to accept new
clients even if its staff does
not have the ability to care
for them. If the court cannot
compel OPA to take on new
clients, that could leave
people in need of a public

ardian — who are often
handicapped or ill, are de-
pendent on public benefits,
and sometimes struggle
with homelessness — with
no one to submit benefits
requests and make deci-
sions on their beh:

OPA was appointed to
serve as guardian in all but
seven of McDulffie’s cases
— where a family mem-
ber or other individual had
been appointed. The new
appointment was made
without a hearing, but both
the clients and OPA can ob-
Ject.

“The public guardian
is in a very fragile situ-
ation,” Stinson said on
Monday. “Accepting every
case would be dishonest —
there is no way the Public
Guardian can provide the
services these individuals
deserve given the current
lack of capacity.”

As the courts grapple
with how to address the
more than 120 cases previ-
ously handled by McDuff-
ie and Storch, earlier this
month, Goldstein and Stin-
son sent a letter telling the

2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

To maintain the security of marijuana and marijuana products, Double Eagle Cannabis monitors and restricts access to the
licensed premises for all persons under the age of twenty-one (21). Staff will deny entrance to the store or access to the
drive-through menu to any person who does not provide a valid form of photo identification showing date of birth, date of
issuance, and date of expiration or is not a child under (seven) 7 years of age who is related to the purchaser. At no time will
a person under twenty-one years of age be permitted to purchase marijuana or marijuana products or enter the licensed
premises. If employees suspect that a sale is being made on behalf of an individual under the age of twenty-one, the staff will
refuse the transaction and ask the individual to vacate the premises. Local law enforcement and AMCO may be notified if
necessary. There are physical barriers between the sales floor and the restricted access area with a chain or half door with
signs posted at each restricted area access point stating "Restricted Access Area™Visitors Must be Escorted". At the main
entry door and at the drive-through, signs will read: "No one under 21 years of age allowed". All signs will be twelve (12)
inches long and twelve (12) inches wide, and the letters will be one-half (1/2) inches in height in high contrast to the
background of the signs.

Section 3 - Security
Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

Double Eagle Cannabis' retail store will have a 24-hour monitoring alarm system, exterior lighting, and video
surveillance. There will be one customer entrance/exit for walk-in customers and only one lane in the drive-through
to better manage ingress and egress. The restricted access area will be located behind the retail sales counter and
behind the glass at the drive-through window, allowing employees to access the rest of the facility. At least two
employees will always be present behind the point of sale/display counter, ensuring customers do not enter the
restricted access area behind the counter and the safety of the budtenders. The entrance to the restricted access
area behind the counter and at the drive-through will have prominent signage stating that each area is restricted and
that the public must be escorted and a barrier such as a hanging chain or half door. The door to the office will
remain closed and locked at all times. Security cameras will be installed throughout the retail store, which allow for
monitoring of all areas 24 hours each day, including, at a minimum, all entrances and exits, restricted access areas,
all windows, every portion of the office, the point-of-sale area, the drive-through interior and exterior and the exterior
of the building to monitor and identify all activity adjacent to the facility.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

Double Eagle Cannabis has a strict visitor policy. All visitors must be pre-scheduled by a licensee,
employee, or manager in order to access any restricted area, with exception of AMCO, AMCO enforcement
and duly authorized law enforcement agents. Each visitor will sign into the visitor's log indicating their name,
the date, time in and time out of the restricted access area, and the purpose of the visit (if deemed
necessary) and provide valid government-issued photo identification. Each visitor will be issued a visitor
badge (noticeably different from a staff badge) and instructed to clearly display it on their person at all times
while in the restricted access area and return the badge upon exit. At this time, the employee/manager or
licensee will brief the visitor on the company's policies regarding safety, regulatory compliance, and any
other pertinent information the visitor should be aware of while inside the restricted access areas of the
retail store. A designated employee/manager or licensee will escort and actively supervise the visitor(s)
during the entire visit. At no time will there be more than five (5) visitors per supervising employee,
manager, or licensee. Once the visit has concluded, all visitors must immediately exit the premises and
return their visitor badges. The visitors' log will be stored on-site as an official business record. The
escorting employee/manager or licensee will record all information related to the visitor's presence if there
is any reportable activity or behavior during the visit. The visitor log will be made available to AMCO upon
request.

Double Eagle Cannabis will contract with a third-party security company to install the alarm system, maintain its
equipment, test the devices, and continuously monitor the facility to ensure the property's safety and detect
unauthorized access or activity. The alarm system will be set up to monitor intrusions with motion detectors in all
building areas during closed hours. A third-party company will educate the licensees and manager on the alarm
system and panic buttons. Double Eagle Cannabis will train all employees on the alarm system's functions, such
as arming and disarming the alarm, police response, and proper system use. Troubleshooting any issues will
remain the responsibility of a licensee or manager. Each morning, the first employee arriving at the store will
disable the overnight alarm system and check the surveillance cameras and recordings to ensure the system
functions as expected. The last employee to leave the store in the evening will activate the overnight devices and
sensors and lock all doors that are not self-locking. Sensors will be instalied and maintained on all potential entry
points, including all doors, to monitor motion, intrusion, or activity when the alarm system is activated. The alarm
system will always be active when the store is closed, and any attempted intrusion will initiate an immediate and
electronic notification to the off-site security center and a/ licensee and manager's cell phones.

In the event of an unauthorized breach, a licensee or manager will direct all persons in the retail store, including
any visitors, to vacate immediately and await law enforcement. Double Eagle Cannabis will comply with all law
enforcement directives. A licensee and manager will enter the retail store and inspect for damages and/or
missing property when deemed safe. Additionally, any event on the licensed premises involving local law
enforcement will be promptly reported to AMCO Enforcement via email. In the case of the establishment's
knowledge of evidence or circumstances that reasonably indicate theft, diversion, or unexplained disappearance
of marijuana, marijuana products, or money from the licensed premises or any unauthorized access to the
licensed premises, a licensee will notify AMCO, and AMCO Enforcement, electronically, within 24 hours of
knowledge of the event.

These secured, surveilled areas will have video backup for all video
footage and will be stored for at least forty (40) days. When the business opens, all products will be displayed in specific areas,
unreachable to customers. Any marijuana or marijuana product will not be visible from the drive-through. Cameras will be visible
and provide a full view of the room, including the entryway, point-of-sale counter, drive-through, and marijuana storage areas.

MASTER REAL ESTATE
LEASE

This Real Estate Lease Agreement (" Lease") is dated _S-H’\day of -S;v\ , 2024, by and
between Big Karr, LLC, an Alaskan Limited Liability Company ("Landlord"), and Essenkay,
LLC, an Alaskan Limited Liability Company ("Tenant"). The parties agree as follows:

PREMISES.

In exchange for the lease payments outlined in this Lease, the Landlord hereby leases to the
Tenant (the "Premises") which includes a portion of the building referred to as Unit B, the
associated parking, and the paved driveway area encircling the entire building and the area
outside the exterior window to be used as the retail store’s drive-through, located at 2500
Spenard Road, Anchorage, Alaska 99503.

TERM. tha

The Lease begins on the 5 “day of Samn, 2024, and shall be a five-year (5) term ("Initial
Term"), with automatic renewals for three (3) additional five (5) year terms. The parties shall
negotiate in good faith to agree upon rent increases for each term. In the event either party opts
not to renew this Lease, said non-renewing party shall notice the other not less than thirty (30)
days prior to the expiration of the initial term. Either party may terminate the Lease upon
substantial breach of this Agreement and prior written notice to the other party, giving a ten
(10)-day notice to cure the defect to avoid termination.

LEASE PAYMENTS.

Tenant shall pay to Landlord monthly installments of $4,000.00 (four thousand dollars) per
month on or before the 1st of each month. A late charge of $100.00 per day thereafter will be
imposed. Landlord shall give Tenant written notice of the past-due lease payment. On the 15th,
the Landlord may give notice of breach as stated above, and Tenant shall agree to vacate the
premises if the breach is not remedied within ten (10) days.

USE OF PREMISES.

Tenant may sublease this property with the written consent of the Landlord. Tenant or its
subtenant may use the Premises for the commercial sale of cannabis and cannabis products.
Tenant shall build out the premises in a manner necessary for its or its subtenant's intended use.
Tenant shall be responsible for all costs and expenses associated with such buildout. Tenant
shall notify Landlord of any anticipated extended absence of 5 days or more from the Premises
not later than the first day of the extended absence.

UTILITIES AND SERVICES.
Tenant shall be responsible for all utilities and services connected to the Premises.

TAXES.
Taxes attributable to the Premises or the use of the Premises shall be allocated as follows:

REAL ESTATE TAXES.

MASTER REAL ESTATE LEASE
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Tenant shall pay a pro-rata share of the property's real estate taxes and assessments for
the Premises.

PERSONAL TAXES.

Tenant shall pay all personal taxes and any other charges that may be levied against the
Premises, attributable to the Tenant's use of the Premises, along with all sales and/or use
taxes (if any) that may be due in connection with lease payments.

PROPERTY INSURANCE.

During the entire Lease Term, Tenant shall obtain and maintain, at its sole expense, special form
("all-risk") property insurance, with a coverage amount not less than one hundred percent
(100%) of the replacement cost. This insurance should cover the Premises (including all
leasehold improvements), the contents of the Premises, and the Building where the Premises are
located (collectively referred to as "Property Insurance"). The Property Insurance policy should
include business income ("loss of rents") coverage for a minimum period of twelve (12) months
following any insured casualty.

Landlord should be listed as an additional insured on the Property Insurance. Both Landlord and
Landlord's mortgagee should be named as loss payees on the Property Insurance for damages to
the Premises and the Building. Landlord should be listed as the loss payee for business income
coverage. Tenant should not be a loss payee for proceeds related to damages to the Premises or
the Building or for business income coverage. However, Tenant should be named as the loss
payee for its personal property located in the Premises.

The proceeds from the Property Insurance should be used for repairing or replacing the insured
property. In the event of lease termination following a casualty, the proceeds applicable to the
Building, Premises, and leasehold improvements should be paid to the Landlord, while the
proceeds applicable to Tenant's personal property should be paid to Tenant. The Property
Insurance policy should adhere to the standard form and include customary endorsements for
property insurance policies carried on similar properties or by parties in similar situations.

DEFAULTS.

Under the terms of the Lease, Tenant will be considered in default if they fail to fulfill any lease
obligation or term. If Tenant does not remedy any financial obligation within 15 days (or any
other obligation within 30 days) after receiving written notice from Landlord, Landlord may take
possession of the Premises without further notice, as permitted by law, without waiving their
right to seek damages. Alternatively, Landlord may choose to remedy the default at Tenant's
expense, which will be added to Tenant's financial obligations.

Tenant will be responsible for all costs, damages, and expenses incurred by Landlord, including
reasonable attorney fees and expenses resulting from Tenant's defaults. Any sums or charges
required to be paid by Tenant under the Lease will be considered additional rent, irrespective of
their specific designation. The rights outlined in this clause are cumulative and supplement any
other rights provided by law. In the event of Tenant's default. Landlord will contact the Alaska

Marijuana Control Office and ensure that Enforcement for AMCO removes all marijuana and

marijuana products from the facility.
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HOLDOVER.

During the Holdover Period, if Tenant continues to occupy the Premises after the termination
of the Lease, Tenant will be obligated to pay lease payments to the Landlord at the same rate as
the most recent rate prior to the Holdover Period. This extended occupancy will be treated as a
month-to-month extension of the original Lease.

CUMULATIVE RIGHTS.
The rights granted to the parties under this Lease are cumulative and should not be interpreted
as exclusive, unless otherwise mandated by law.

NON-SUFFICIENT FUNDS.
Tenant shall be charged $100.00 for each check that is returned to Landlord for lack of sufficient
funds.

REMODELING OR STRUCTURAL IMPROVEMENTS.

Tenant shall have the obligation to conduct any construction or remodeling (at Tenant’s
expense) that may be required to use the Premises as specified above. Tenant may also construct
such fixtures on the Premises (at Tenant’s expense) that appropriately facilitate its use for such
purposes. All improvements shall belong to Landlord unless the parties agree otherwise in
writing,.

ACCESS BY LANDLORD TO PREMISES.

Subject to Tenant's consent (which shall not be unreasonably withheld), Landlord shall have the
right to enter the Premises to make inspections, provide necessary services, or show the unit to
prospective buyers, mortgagees, tenants, or workers. However, Landlord does not assume any
liability for the care or supervision of the Premises. As provided by law, in the case of an
emergency, Landlord may enter the Premises without Tenant's consent. During the last three
months of this Lease, or any extension of this Lease, Landlord shall be allowed to display the
usual "To Let" signs and show the Premises to prospective tenants.

Further, Tenant agrees to (1) give actual
advance notice to any contractors, subcontractors or suppliers of goods, labor, or services that
such liens will not be valid, and (2) take whatever additional steps that are necessary in order
to keep the premises free of all liens resulting from construction done by or for the Tenant.

ARBITRATION.

Any controversy or claim relating to this contract, including the construction or application of
this contract, will be settled by binding arbitration under the rules of the American Arbitration
Association, and any judgment granted by the arbitrator(s) may be enforced in any court of
proper jurisdiction.
