Any individual who cannot provide
photo identification will not be allowed in the facility and will be asked to leave the premises.

Cannabaska Concentrates is not open to the public. Cannabaska Concentrates will refuse entrance to
any person who does not produce a form of valid photo identification showing that person is twenty-one
years of age or older. A valid form of identification includes; (1) an unexpired, unaltered passport; (2) an
unexpired, unaltered driver's license, instruction permit, or identification card of any state or territory of
the United States, the District of Columbia, or a province in Canada; and (3) an identification card issued
by a federal or state agency authorized to issue a drive's license or identification card or tribal ID that
meets the requirements outlined in 3 AAC.

Cannabaska Concentrates has outdoor lighting to deter nuisance activity and enhance surveillance,
while minimizing any sort of neighborhood nuisance in addition to their currently operational
adjoining Cultivation facility and Retail store. Additional lighting is used both internally and
externally to help increase picture quality and brightness for security related documentation. The
lighting fixtures are installed to ensure there are no dark spots in the parking lot or the entrances to
the facility. Outdoor lighting is weatherproof and vandal proof. Lighting has been installed to
illuminate the exterior of the facility so camera’s can capture a minimum 20’ radius surrounding the
facility doors.

The alarm system is set up to monitor for intrusions with motion detectors in all
areas of the building, active during closed hours, as well as a door sensor on the exterior door and glass break
sensors on each exterior window. If triggered, an automatic, electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring
center as well as to Smadar's and the manager's cell phones. This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter
potential intruders. Live security footage will also be accessible to Smadar and/or Manager via their cellular
phones so they may keep an eye on the facility even when they are away. The alarm system will be active at all
times that the store is closed. The last manager or employee to leave the facility each night will activate the alarm
system and the first manager or employee to arrive in the morning will deactivate the system. In the event of an
unauthorized breach, the management team will evacuate the building (if it's safe to do and necessary) to a
pre-determined safe location. A designated employee will take a head count of employees and any visitors that
may have been on the premises to ensure everyone is accounted for. Management will await instruction from law
enforcement and comply with all directives. Once it is safe to do so, employees will return to the facility and
inspect for property damage, theft, take inventory and submit all necessary and requested documentation to law
enforcement officials and to AMCO enforcement. Additionally, any event that occurs on the licensed premises
that involves local law enforcement will be promptly reported to AMO Enforcement via email.

All employees and managers will be taught about methods of
diversion and how to be aware of them including theft from employees or the public. Employees will be trained on
handling and labeling products and how to properly use our inventory tracking system in place.

As previously mentioned, Cannabaska Concentrates will be co-located within the currently operational and adjoining Retalil
and Cultivation Facility. Additional cameras will be used in order to record all areas of the establishment, inside and outside at
multiple angles and at a height that will provide a clear, unobstructed view. Cameras will be carefully placed to prevent any
blockage from fixtures, posts, display cases, or other equipment. All security cameras will be positioned in such a manner as
to get the best facial image of anyone present within the building and within twenty (20) feet of the exterior entrance. The
front entrance door of the facility as well as the exterior emergency exit door will have cameras documenting the face of
anyone going in or out of the building.

The Anchorage School Dis-
trict paused processing any
pending or yet-to-be submitted
reimbursement requests after
the court decision, according to a
statement sent Wednesday to the
families of correspondence stu-
dents.

Court struck down a Maine ban
on sending public funds to re-
ligious schools. But that ban is
very different from Alaska’s con-
stitutional provision, which pro-
hibits the use of public funds at all
private schools, not just religious
ones.

Wielechowski said there is “no
chance” the U.S. Supreme Court
will take up Alaska’s case.

“It’s a states’ rights issue,”
said Wielechowski. “It would be
shocking for the Supreme Court
to basically force a state to say,
‘you have to allow public dollars
to go to private institutions.’ That
would be almost unheard of.”

The statutes struck down in
the ruling were enacted in 2014,
a year after they were first pro-
posed by Dunleavy, then a state

senator.

Still, Dunleavy said he would
support “vouchers,” meaning the
state’s ability to spend money di-
rectly at private schools, if they
were allowed under the constitu-
tion. Dunleavy said he was con-
sidering putting forward a con-
stitutional amendment — though
it would not likely be proposed
in the current legislative ses-
sion, which will end in less than a
month.

Wielechowski said he believes
the administration is commit-
ted to advancing a constitutional
amendment, rather than a regu-
latory fix, because “they want to
allow public dollars to go to pri-
vate and religious schools.”

spends around $120 million per
year on more than 20,000 corre-
spondence students.

Alaska attorney general: Protest crackdown
bill could apply to homeless people

JUNEAU — Attorney General
Treg Taylor said Wednesday that a
bill to increase penalties on unper-
mitted protests could also apply to
homeless people who block roads,
sidewalks and trails.

The Senate Judiciary Committee
held its first hearing Wednesday on
Senate Bill 255. The bill would impose
enhanced penalties for obstructing

An unpermitted
protest that blocks a
road can currently at-
tract a $1,000 fine, the
Alaska Department of
Law said. Under the bill, that would
become a class C felony, which can re-
sultin five years in prison or a $50,000
fine. Civil penalties would start at
$10,000 for nominal property damage.

Gov. Mike Dunleavy proposed the
bill in February in response to ex-
tended protests — often demanding
action on climate change — that have
blocked roads and ports in the Lower
48 and Europe.

“It is important to distinguish be-
tween peaceful expression of rights
and actions that pose risks to public
safety and emergency response ef-
forts,” Dunleavy said in a prepared
statement in February.

The bill specifies that the enhanced
penalties would apply in situations
where there is a significant risk of
physical harm or interference with
emergency response efforts. But crit-
ics have said it is overly broad and

vague.

Civil rights groups have strongly
opposed the bill. They have argued
it could violate constitutional pro-
tections for freedom of speech and
peaceable assembly.

Taylor said while Alaska has not
seen days-long protests that block
roadways, the state could be uniquely
at risk. Blocking the Seward Highway
could see store shelves emptied on the
Kenai Peninsula; shutting down the
Dalton Highway could have “devastat-
ing” effects on the oil patch, he said.

Taylor told lawmakers Wednesday
that the measure attempted to strike
a balance between competing consti-
tutional rights: the right to assemble
and the right to free movement in
public spaces. On freedom of move-
ment, the attorney general used the
example of wanting to visit a contro-
versial exhibition at an art gallery
with his family.

“I shouldn’t have to deal with a
bunch of people blocking my passage
and prevenhng my family from doing
those things,” he told Senate mem-
bers Wednesday.

Anchorage Democratic Sen. Matt
Claman, chair of the Senate Judi-
ciary Committee, retorted that as a
public official, he has walked through
crowds of hostile protesters and found
the process uncomfortable. But, he
said about Alaska, “I still have a hard
time seeing that we're at that place
that you're describing in the Lower 48
states — that it’s a big issue today.”

Testifiers on Wednesday were
strongly opposed to the measure on
First Amendment grounds. Nithya
Thiru, advocacy consultant at the AC-
LU of Alaska, spoke about the legacy
of the Selma Marches.

“Assembling and protesting in
roadways is a critical tool that Amer-
ican communities have historically
used to push our governments to be
better when our government does not
listen,” she said.

In a brief interview after Wednes-
day’s hearing, Taylor was asked
whether the new felony convictions
could apply to homeless and un-
housed people. He confirmed they
ould.

“I think that would keep them from
putting their tents across sidewalks,
roadways, alleyways. I think that they'd
be more limited to parks,” he said.

In state statute, the definition of
roads includes park trails and paths.

Last year, the Municipality of An-
chorage joined an appeal to the U.S.
Supreme Court to challenge home-
less camp abatement requirements.
The 9th Circuit Court of Appeals has
issued rulings that protect the rights
of homeless people to camp outdoors
on municipal property when there is
no indoor shelter available.

Sen. Loki Tobin, D-Anchorage,
said in an interview Wednesday that
she was concerned the measure
could help criminalize homelessness
in Alaska.

“These are folks who are in crisis,”
she said. “They need support and guid-
ance and trusted social workers. They
do not need to be cited and or receive
undue penalties because they do not
have a safe place to lay their head.”

Around a hundred Juneau stu-
dents swarmed the state Capitol last
week and blocked hallways in an un-
permitted protest to challenge Dun-
leavy’s veto of an education bill. If SB
255 were law, the enhanced penalties
could have applied to those students,
Taylor said. But, he said, they likely
would not have been used. Law en-
forcement officers would likely take
into account the age of the protesters;
if there were alternative routes; and if
people could move through the crowd
relatively easily, he said.

With fewer than 40 days left in the
session, it’s unclear if SB 255 will get
a second hearing in the Senate Ju-
diciary Committee. Claman said in
an interview Wednesday that he has
asked the Department of Law for its
10 highest legislative priorities, with-
out aresponse.

A companion bill in the House
has advanced to the Judiciary Com-
mittee, where it is awaiting its first
hearing. The measure has received a
warmer reception from conservative
members of the Republican-led ma-
jority.
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State declares
disaster after
Kivalina fire and
power outages

The state declared a di-
saster emergency Wednes-
day after a fire in Kivalina
that on Tuesday destroyed
two buildings, led to a pro-
longed power outage and
prompted the evacuation of
nearly half of the village.

No one was hurt in the
fire, which was reported
around 1 p.m. Tuesday and
contained by early evening,
borough Director of Public
Safety Chris Hatch said.
The blaze burned down the
town’s bingo hall and the
adjacent community cen-
ter, as well as threatened
the Alaska Village Electric
Cooperative’s power plant
located nearby, he said.

The damage to the pow-
er distribution system re-

Power was partially re-
stored in the village around
noon Wednesday, Hatch
said. AVEC technicians
and linemen were working
to bring electricity back for
the remaining 16 houses
Wednesday afternoon, he
said. The utility crew was
also planning to schedule
blackouts to make continu-
ing repairs, Hatch added.

The Northwest Arctic
Borough, AVEC, NANA
Corp., Maniilaq Assoc
tion, State Fire Marshal,
State Emergency Oper-
ations Center and Teck
Alaska, which operates Red
Dog Mine near the village,
were coordinating the re-
sponse to the situation and
providing supplies to the
community.

sulted in a
power outage, according to
a statement from the Alas-
ka Division of Homeland
Security and Emergency
Management.

In the Northwest Alas-
ka community of about 450
residents, Kivalina’s new
school sheltered around
200 people Tuesday night,
said Terri Walker, North-
west Arctic Borough School
District superintendent.
The new school is located
7 miles inland from Kivali-
na, serves as an evacuation
site for the village and has
backup generators.

shape up between the two of them to
see who will catch, capture that to-
getherness spirit the most between
now and that final outcome,” Tuck
said.

‘A race of turnout’

Many campaign watchers believe
the preliminary ballot returns indi-
cate that LaFrance is in a strong po-
sition going into the runoff election
against Bronson.

The LaFrance campaign itself not-
ed in a press release that Bronson’s
share of the votes in early returns is
abnormally low for an incumbent run-
ning for a second term in Anchorage
by historical norms.

Former mayors Mark Begich, Dan
Sullivan and Ethan Berkowitz won
second terms with more than 55% of
the vote, avoiding runoff elections in
2006, 2012 and 2018, respectively.

“If you underperform incumbent
mayors by 20 points, is that inspiring
to your base?” said AFL-CIO Chair
Joelle Hall, whose independent ex-
penditure group is spending tens of
thousands of dollars opposing Bron-
son and supporting LaFrance.

“Those results portend defeat
in my mind,” Hall said of Bronson’s
campaign.

Matt Shuckerow, a political con-
sultant who runs local firm Fathom
Strategic Communications, said
that while it's clear Bronson and La-
France are advancing to the runoff,
both campaigns will have to work
hard to turn out as many votes as pos-
sible in the coming weeks.

“I don’t think that this campaign
is over by any means,” said Shucke-
row, whose firm did some work for the
Bronson campaign.

“This race is really going to be a
race of turnout,” Shuckerow added.

Late-arriving ballots in Anchorage
tend to tilt conservative, which could
nudge up Bronson’s vote margin, but
are unlikely to alter the preliminary
results in a meaningful way.

Historically, “it's been anywhere
between a 2% to 5% shift in the candi-
date races; less of a shift in the ballot
props,” Slomski-Pritz said. “Suzanne
might not end up at the front as the
top vote-getter, but she will definitely
end up as the candidate to challenge
Bronson.”

Many of those who've opposed
Bronson said that early returns favor
LaFrance’s election efforts.

“I think she’s going to win,” said
former Democratic state Sen. Tom
Begich, who backed Tuck in the reg-
ular election. “There’s no path for
Bronson.”

Much of the analysis after Tues-
day’s results came down to math:
Roughly two-thirds of the electorate
picked a candidate other than the
incumbent, indicating he is not their
first choice for a large majority of vot-

ers.
“The problem for Bronson s that

analysis of municipal likely voters
paints a picture of him having a ceil-
ing of about 46 or 47% max — which
means that in a runoff he’d have
to identify and turnout people who
would not typically bother voting,”
campaign consultant Art Hackney
wrote in an email.

Hackney, an old hand in Repub-
lican political campaigns in Alaska,
worked for Tuck this cycle.

Wooing Tuck and Popp voters

As Bronson said often during can-
didate forums, he was the main con-
servative option among the race’s
primary candidates and, as a sitting
mayor, is already well-known to vot-
ers.

“He had a lane all to himself, he
had the power of incumbency, and he
had three years of name recognition,
and he’s not changing his perfor-
mance from 2021,” said John-Henry
Heckendorn, managing partner of
the Ship Creek Group and a support-
erof LaFrance.

Popp, LaFrance and Tuck all
pitched themselves as relatively simi-
lar candidates: moderate, left-leaning
alternatives to Bronson. Consultant
Jim Lottsfeldt, who is working for La-
France’s campaign, said it would be
a mistake to assume all of Popp and
Tuck’s voters will automatically fall
in line behind her in the race’s runoff
contest, but he believes a majority of
them will.

“They’ve already said Bronson's
not their first choice,” Lottsfeldt said.

However, LaFrance was also not
the first choice for those voters

Many Tuck and Popp voters will be
weighing their second choice in the
weeks ahead, Shuckerow said. Final
ballot counts will be “highly informa-
tive” for the campaigns as they deter-
mine how to dedicate resources and
which voters to target, he said.

Bronson on Tuesday night said
he thinks many Tuck voters could be
“natural allies.” He plans to pitch his
case about the “ideological divides”
between himself and LaFrance.

Preparing for a hard-fought runoff

The team behind LaFrance, Lotts-
feldt said, is well-organized relative
to what he’s seen in past municipal
elections and, in addition to spending
on messaging, plans to connect with
potential voters in-person.

“We have an aggressive field cam-
paign organized o identify people
who are gonna vote for Suzanne,”
Lottsfeldt said. “I think that’s gonna

give us an extra margin of victory.”

Fanning, with Bronson’s team,
declined to comment on specific out-
reach or tactics the campaign plans
on implementing going forward. But
he said supporters will soon begin
pitching in on turning out the vote for
Bronson.

“We have a lot of people who have
expressed interest in volunteering,
and I expect they’ll come out of the
woodwork (now),” Fanning said. “I
think we'll see a much greater in-
volvement.”

Bronson heads into the runoff with

a hefty cash advantage, something
LaFrance seemed to allude to Tues-
day night as she told supporters that
the campaign faces a big lift, aiming
toraise another $300,000 in donations.

“We expect that this week we wi
do better and better,” Lottsfeldt said
of the LaFrance campaign’s fundrais-
ing efforts. “We made projections in
the general for fundraising which we
met and exceeded. And now we have
projections for the runoff.”

The Bronson and LaFrance cam-
paigns are preparing for a hard-
fought and bitter runoff.

During the first two years of Bron-
son’s term, LaFrance as chair led an
Assembly with a moderate-to-pro-
gressive supermajority that frequent-
ly clashed with the conservative
mayor’s administration. The Assem-
bly and administration have been
locked in power struggles and duked
out some disagreements in lawsuits.
They’ve quarreled over a range of
sues, including homelessness policy,
permnnel problems and contracting.

“T've been kind of defined by my
opponents the last three years,”
Bronson told reporters Tuesday
night, adding that he would defend
himself but would not “sling mud.”

LaFrance meanwhile told a crowd
of supporters that she hopes to bring
together “a professional team of peo-
ple who are ethical,” also saying that
“we don’t have an adm i
can even just get the

In LaFrance’s signature cam-
paign message, she has promised to
“restore competency” to City Hall.

In 2021, Bronson’s campaign cap-
italized on a wave of opposition to
the city’s pandemic restrictions and
mask mandates, and much of its rhet-
oric hinged on sharp criticisms of the
Assembly and the city’s handling of
homelessness. Bronson’s victory was
narrow over then-mayoral candidate
and Assembly member Forrest Dun-
bar, now a Democratic state senator.

But the issues surrounding the
pandemic, which largely propelled
Bronson to victory and motivated ma-
ny of his supporters, are over.

Another big difference this elec-
tion: Bronson now has a record as
m:

“He’s got six weeks to try to con-
vince people that all of the mess
that’s been made over the last three
years is not actually his fault. So I
think you're gonna see a lot of attack
ads. And we'll see. I don’t think it'll
work,” said Slomski-Pritz.

But LaFrance also has a re-
cord from her time in the Assembly,
Shuckerow said. Bronson, in cam-
paign messaging, has used that re-
cord against her.

“We've already seen from some of
the messaging focus on, as they use,
‘single-party rule,’ and on having a
mayor that is in close lockstep with
the Assembly that doesn’t have the
strongest favorability,” Shuckerow

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Incumbents hold
wide leads in
school board races

In three races for An-
chorage School Board
seats, board incumbents
are maintaining wide leads
in preliminary municipal
election results.

Updated results posted
‘Wednesday remained essen-
tially unchanged from the
first count released Tues-
day night. For seat E, board
incumbent Pat Higgins car-
ried 56% of the vote against
challenger Kay Schuster.

Meanwhile, for seat G,
incumbent Carl Jacobs was
leading with 58% of the vote
against first-time candidate
Chelsea Pohland.

“I'm cautiously optimis-
tic,” Jacobs said after the
first round of results were
posted Tuesday night.

“We have a lot of votes
still yet to be counted, and
1 look forward to seeing
those,” Pohland said Tues-

ay.

For Seat F, with 63% of
the vote, board incumbent
Dora Wilson was winning
her race against first-time
candidate Angela Frank.

“I'm very excited with
the show of support,” Wil-
son said Tuesday.

By Wednesday, elec-
tion officials had counted

52,661 ballots, representing
just under 227% of the city’s
237,360 registered voters.

Thousands of ballots at
Anchorage’s election center
have not yet been counted,
and more will arrive by mail
over the next two weeks.

In this year’s school
board races, voters were
asked to choose between
three incumbents who of-
ten vote with the board’s
majority, and challeng-
ers who are critical of the
board’s current direction.

Two of the challengers
— Pohland and Schus-
ter — had support from
prominent local conserva-
tives, and each received
endorsements from Moms
for Liberty, a right-leaning
national nonprofit focused
on “parental rights.”

“It looks like it's going
extremely good for all the
incumbents, and I think
that’s not surprising,” Hig-
gins said Tuesday night.

“We ran against some
pretty radical candidates
in regards to politics inter-
fering with academics, and
1 think the public saw that,”
he said.

Preliminary results in
the Anchorage city election
show two bonds failing —
for public restrooms and
cemeteries — while the sev-
en other bonds and proposi-
tions, including the school
district bond, are passing.
Proposition 8, the $5
million area-wide bond for
adding 10 public restrooms
around the municipality,
was on track to fail with
% of voters against it in
the most recent vote count
posted Wednesday evening.
Proposition 7, a $4.1 million
bond for creating two new
cemeteries in Girdwood
and Eagle River, was fail-
ing with about 56% of voters
against it.
Voters were approving
the seven other bonds with

al
ments of city parks, roads
and storm drainage, and
public safety and transit.

* The Anchorage School
District’s $62.3 million cap-
ital improvements bond

was passing with a 4-point
margin. The bond package,
Proposition 1, includes $19
million for replacing Inlet
View Elementary School in
South Addition, and about
$43 million for security and
seismic improvements and
roof replacements at sever-
al other schools.

In the city’s 2022 elec-
tion, a $111 million school
bond that included $31
million for Inlet View’s re-
placement narrowly failed.

« Voters were approv-
ing Proposition 2, a ballot
measure to change city
charter in order to require
the Anchorage Assembly’s
confirmation of the Health
Department’s chief med-
ical officer. The measure
had 56% of the vote.

« Proposition 3, a $47.1
million bond for Anchorage

roads and storm drainage
improvements, received
65% approval. The package
includes $5 million for a
snow disposal site in West
Anchorage, $1 million for
snow removal equipment,
$4 million in upgrades to
lighting and signals down-
town, and many millions
more for numerous road
resurfacing and improve-
ment projects.

* Proposition 4, a $4.4
million bond for Anchor-
age Parks and Recreation
capital improvements, had
587% approval. The bond is
for projects at 13 different
parks and trail areas in the
Anchorage Bowl.

+ Proposition 5, a $1.5
million public safety (po-
lice) bond, had 59% ap-
proval. The funding is for
reconstructing the roof and
renovating the heating sys-
tem at the Anchorage Po-
lice Department’s Elmore
Station.

« Proposition 6, a $4.6
million public safety and
transit capital improve-
ments bond for projects
including traffic calming,
signals and signs, school
zone safety and bus stops,
received 61% approval.

« Proposition 9, a $4 mil-
lion bond to improve access
to Chugach State Park at a
popular hiking area on the
south side of Flattop Moun-
tain, had 56% in yes votes.

Election officials expect
to post updated preliminary
election results on Thursday
and Friday around 6:30 p.m.

As of Wednesday evening,
election officials had tallied
52,661 ballots, representing
22 of registered voters.

It’s not yet clear exactly
how many ballots are out-
standing. Thousands more
ballots are likely to arrive
by mail in the coming days.

Results won’t be final
until certification of the reg-
ular election on April 23,
