The alarm system is comprised of motion sensing cameras as well as heat and motion detecting 
sensors designed to pick up human activity. All entrances have commercial open out doors that 
have tamper resistant hardware that set off the alarm if tampered with. Each entrance has magnetic 
sensors if the door is breached. Each corner of the building has a 120db alarm with red flashing 
lights as well as 2 in the facility. The system is set up to send text notifications to the licensee and 
authorized agents as well as local law enforcement. Cameras are capable of remote access.  
The alarm system is active at all times that the facility is closed. The alarm system is activated when 
the last employee or the licensee leaves the facility each night and is deactivated by the first 
employee or the licensee when they arrive in the morning. In the event that the alarm system sends 
an electronic alert to local law enforcement to notify them of an unauthorized breach, the licensee or 
authorized agent and any employee in the facility will evacuate (if it's safe to do so and necessary) 
to a pre-determined safe location. The licensee or an authorized agent will take a head count of 
employees and any visitors that may have been on the premises to ensure everyone is accounted 
for. The licensee or authorized agent will await instruction from law enforcement and comply with all 
directives. Once it is safe to do so, employees will return to the facility and inspect for property 
damage, theft, take inventory and submit all necessary and requested documentation to law 
enforcement officials and to AMCO enforcement. Additionally, any event that evidences criminal 
actions have occurred or necessitate law enforcement involvement that occurs on the licensed 
premises will be promptly reported to AMCO Enforcement via email within 24 hours of event.


All areas of the facility are monitored by motion sensing cameras at all times. The cameras are 
backed up on a DVR and are accessible for 60 days past at any time. Any employees engaging in 
any activity that is not permitted will be immediately terminated. Inventory counts are performed at 
the end of each business day and reconciled with Metrc. Any discrepancies will be resolved 
immediately.

Kine Co will maintain a log on the status of all marijuana 
waste, tracking the type, date of disposal, reason for disposal, date it was rendered unusable, and final 
destination. Kine Co does not anticipate a large amount of liquid waste as the electronic watering system and 
hand-watering techniques do not create excessive waste water. Any wastewater that does not evaporate will 
be mixed with sewage when it enters the facility’s septic holding tank. Waste information will be recorded in 
the disposal log and securely stored as a business record, available to AMCO upon request.


Kine Co uses an electronically controlled irrigation system and hand watering techniques. Little to no waste water 
occurs, in the event there is waste water, it is collected in drip trays and either evaporates or is disposed of in the 
facilities private septic system.
