The 10C proclaims:
“Hosting the Olympic
Games generates powerful
economic benefits.” Econo-
mists counter that the ben-
efits have often been disap-
pointing or unclear.

For these Olympics, or-
ganizers say there will be 3
euros of “economic impact”
for every euro of public
money spent. That'’s based
on a study commissioned
by the 10C and Paris 2024,
which projected an eco-
nomic boost of between 6.7
billion and 11.1 billion eu-
ros ($7.27 billion and $12.05
billion) in the Paris region
over a 17-year timeline —
generated by tourism, con-
struction and spending to
organize the Games.

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It's not just Boeing. Challenges mount for Airbus, aviation industry

FARNBOROUGH, En-
gland — At the 2024 Farn-
borough Air Show south of
London last week, the talk
was of fundamental chal-
lenges to aviation: labor
shortages, parts bottle-
necks, jet delivery delays
and the slow pace of efforts
to decarbonize air travel.

Boeing’s senior execu-
tives were clearly focused
on fixing the problems back
home. Barred by legal con-
straints from talking about
matters such as the inves-
tigation into the Alaska
Airlines in-flight blowout
in January, they kept a low
profile with the press but
met with airlines and sup-
pliers.

Airbus executives, more
open, had to answer for
their own serious produc-
tion delays.

Both plane-makers at-
tended multiple sessions
on sustainability, where
speakers declared that
time is running out to begin
the path to decarbonization
and that government policy
shifts are needed to jump-
start production of low-car-
bon jet fuel.

In that conversation,
U.S. policy was widely

praised by the industry,
whlch dislikes the more ro-
bust approach of the Euro-
pean Union.

Europe is mandating,
starting next year, that at
least 2% of airline fuel be
low-carbon sustainable avi-
ation fuel, or SAF. Last year,
only 0.1% of all aviation fuel
used worldwide was SAF.
Because that’s a scarce and
expensive fuel, the airlines
see the mandate as a tax.

In contrast, the U.S. gov-
ernment is providing subsi-
dies for SAF producers, as
well as SAF price subsidies
for airlines in some states,
including Washington.

Saturday in the town of Ma-
jdal Shams, Israel is holding
the militant group responsi-
ble.

Under the new legisiation, schools have until
January to display the Ten Commandments in
classrooms, although, under an agreement ap-
proved by a federal judge last month, the state’s
Board of Elementary and Secondary Education
cannot “promulgate advice, rules or regulations
regarding proper implementation” of the new law
untl Nov. 15, when a uling is expected.

The law says the Ten Commandments must be
displayed on posters or framed documents mea-
suring atleast 11 by 14 inches and be “printed in
a large, easily readable font” The posters must be
donated or purchased using donated funds, and
not public funds.

The lawsuit argues that the law violates the First
Amendment’s establishment clause, which bars
the federal government from favoring any one reli-
gion, and the free exercise clause, which protects
citizens'rights to practice their religion.

Muriill has previously argued that the law also
requires schools to post “context” with the Ten
Commandments explaining that the text was “a
prominent part of American public education”
from the late 17th century through the late 20th
century. At Monday's news conference, Murrill
presented posters that she said showed “some of
the ways that you could constitutionally comply
with the law”

Itis unclear how the law il fare i it ends up
being taken to the Supreme Court.In 1980, the
Supreme Court ruled against a similar law in Ken-
tucky, Saying it was unconstitutional. However, in
recent years the court has been more lenient in its
rulings on religion in schools.
