Commercial Building Lease

This agreement made as of the 12t day of November, 2025, between AK Pro Leasing , an
Alaskan Limited Liability Company, hereinafter referred to as "Landlord,” and Area 49 Farms

LLC, hereinafter referred to as “Tenant.”

WITNESSETH:
In consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, Landlord leases to Tenant the
following described premises upon the terms and conditions set forth herein.

1. DESCRIPTION. The premises to be leased to Tenant consists of the premises at 12262 W
Winkler Way, Wasilla, Alaska, and including use of the parking area. This lease covers 100% of the

property.

2. TENANT'S ACCEPTANCE OF PROPERTY. Tenant has examined the leased premises and
the potential uses of the premises for suitability of use by Tenant. Tenant accepts the premises in the
condition in which they now are in, AS IS, without representation or warranty, express or implied, by
Landlord except as otherwise stated in this agreement.

3. TERM. The initial term of this lease shall be for a period of three years, effective not
earlier than the effectuation of the license transfer and continuing for thirty six months after
completion of license transfer.

4. LEASE INSTALLMENT PAYMENTS. Tenant shall pay Landlord monthly lease installment
payments in the amount of $3,351.51, payable in advance on the first day of each month during the
lease term. If Tenant remains in possession of the Premises after the expiration of the lease term without
executing a new lease, rent will be at the rate of 150% of the rate for the final year of this lease. Rent
paid after the 10™ day of any month will be assessed a late fee of $25, which will be considered
additional rent.

All payments of rent installments shall be delivered by Tenant to Landlord at such place as
Landlord may from time to time designate in writing.

5. LANDLORD RIGHT TO CURE. If Tenant fails to pay any amounts required to be paid by
Tenant under this lease when due, Landlord may advance any or all of such amounts. Any such amounts
paid by Landlord shall bear interest at the rate of 18% per annum from the date advanced by Landlord
until repaid by Tenant. Any such amounts shall be deemed to be additional lease payments due hereunder
and shall be payable by Tenant to Landlord within five (5) days of written notice to Tenant of the payment
by Landlord.

6. USE OF PREMISES. Tenant shall use the leased premises for normal office purposes or such
other business and activities incident thereto and for no other purpose without the prior consent of
Landlord.
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(a) Tenant shall comply with all laws and regulations of the Federal, State, and County
authorities applicable to the business to be conducted by Tenant in the leased property.

(b) Tenant shall conduct its business in such a manner, both as regards noise and other
nuisances, as will not interfere with, annoy, or disturb neighbors or users of adjacent
properties.

(c) Tenant shall not keep within the leased property any article of dangerous, flammable, or

explosive character which increases the danger of fire upon the leased property,or
which would be deemed "hazardous™ or "extra-hazardous" by any responsible insurance
company.

(d) Tenant shall not place or erect any signs on the leased property without Landlord's written
consent, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld.

(e) Tenant shall secure the buildings after normal business hours and see that lights are off
before leaving the premises.

) Tenant shall cooperate fully with Landlord to assure the effective operation of the
buildings’ heating and air conditioning system, including the closing of doors and windows
when the systems are in use.

7. UTILITIES AND PERSONAL PROPERTY TAXES. Tenant shall pay for all utilities
including sewer, water, and trash removal of the premises, for common area maintenance and utilities,
and for exterior maintenance, including snow removal. Tenant shall be solely responsible for and promptly
pay all charges for telephone, cable, television and other communication wiring, cabling, connectors,
including for installation and service to the premises. Tenant shall pay when due all taxes on personal
property located upon the leased premises.

8. REAL PROPERTY TAXES. Real property taxes assessed against the leased premises will
be paid by Tenant.

9 REIMBURSEMENT - HOLD HARMLESS. If Landlord is, without fault on its part, made
a party to any litigation commenced by or against Tenant, Tenant shall pay all costs and reasonable
attorneys fees incurred by or against Landlord, or in connection with such litigation. Tenant shall indemnify
Landlord against all liabilities, expenses, and losses incurred by Landlord as a result of
(a) failure by Tenant to perform any covenant required to be performed by Tenant hereunder; (b) any
accident, injury, or damage which shall happen in or about the leased property or resulting from the
condition, maintenance, or operation of the leased premises; (c) failure to comply with any requirements
of any governmental authority; and (d) any construction lien, or security agreement filed against the
leased premises, any equipment therein, or any materials used in the construction or alteration of any
building or improvement thereon. Landlord shall not be liable for any personal injury or property damage
suffered by Tenant or its agents, employees, or invitees, or for any damage to any property of the Tenant
or of any other occupant of any part of the leased property, irrespectiveof how such injury or damage
may be caused, unless caused by the gross negligence of Landlord.

10. OBLIGATION TO MAINTAIN AND REPAIR.

Landlord shall maintain the structural parts of the buildings, which includes only the foundations,
bearing and exterior walls (excluding glass and doors) and subflooring, unexposed electrical, plumbing
and sewage systems, including those portions of such systems lying outside the premises, and the
heating and ventilating systems servicing the premises. Tenant, at Tenant’s sole expense, shall maintain
the premises in good condition including, all glass, doors, electrical and plumbing fixtures, including
replacement of Tenant’s personal property.
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No remodels or substantial alterations shall be made to the premises without Landlord’s written
consent, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld. For approved remodels or alterations, Tenant
agrees to complete all work in a workmanlike manner and in a reasonable time after commencement.
Any alteration, addition, or improvement made by Tenant, and any fixtures installed, shall, at Landlord's
option, become the property of Landlord upon the expiration or other sooner termination of this Lease;
provided, however, that Landlord shall have the right to require Tenant to remove such fixtures at Tenant's
cost upon termination of this Lease. Any equipment other than fixtures which Tenant acquires, except to
replace Landlord's equipment, shall remain the sole property of Tenant.

11. RIGHT OF ENTRY. Tenant shall permit an inspection of the leased property by
Landlord, or Landlord's representatives, during business hours, at any time during the lease term.
If, during such hours, admission to the leased property for such purposes cannot be obtained, or if
at any time an entry shall be deemed necessary for the protection of the property, whether for the
benefit of the Tenant or not, Landlord, or Landlord's representatives, may enter the leased property
and accomplish such purpose. The provisions contained in this paragraph are not to be construed
as creating any obligation on the Landlord's part under this Lease.

12. RISK OF LOSS. No destruction or damage to any building or improvement on the leased
property by fire, windstorm, or any other casualty shall entitle the Tenant to surrender possession of
the leased property, to terminate this Lease, or to any rebate or abatement in lease installments then due
or thereafter becoming due.

13. DUTY TO INSURE:

Tenant shall acquire and maintain in effect public liability insurance in the minimum amount of
$2,000,000 combined limits for liability and property damage with Landlord named as an additional
insured. Proof of coverage shall be provided by Tenant at the commencement of this lease and upon
reasonable request by Landlord thereafter. The policies shall provide that they may not be cancelled without
at least twenty days prior written notice to Landlord. The cost of providing these insurance coverages shall
be considered additional rent under this lease.

14. TERMINATION OF LEASE UPON SUBSTANTIAL DESTRUCTION.

In case of damage by fire or other casualty to the leased premises that is so extensive as to amount
to more than 50% of the value of the improvements on the leased premises, either party may terminate this
lease by written notice to the other given within 30 days of the damage. In all other cases where the
leased property is damaged by fire or other casualty, Landlord shall apply the insurance proceeds to the
repair of the damage, which shall be undertaken and completed in a workmanlike manner and in a
reasonable time. In such a case there will be no abatement of rent.

15. SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNMENT. Tenant may not assign this lease or sublet the
leased property without the written approval of Landlord.

16. WAIVER. One or more waivers of any covenant or condition by either party, or the failure
to seek redress for a violation of, or to insist upon the strict performance of, any covenant or condition of
this lease shall not be construed as a waiver of a subsequent breach of the same covenant
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or condition, and the consent or approval by Landlord to any act by Tenant requiring Landlord's consent
or approval shall not be construed as consent or approval to any subsequent similar act by Tenant.

17. ADDITIONAL RENT. As additional rent, Tenant shall pay for the percentage of building
operating costs in excess of the costs incurred in the calendar year in which this lease commenced and
of any increase in premiums for insurance policies on the premises carried by Landlord covering
damage to the buildings and loss of rent due to fire and other casualty based on the percentage of the
buildings covered by this lease as set forthin Paragraph 1 above.

18. DEFAULT. The occurrence of any of the following events shall be deemed a default:

a. If any rent installment or additional rent obligation is not paid within ten (10) days after
it is due and payable.

b. If the leased premises is vacant or deserted for a period of thirty (30) days.

d. Ifthis lease is assigned or the leased property sublet other than in accordance with the terms
of this Lease.

e. If the Tenant fails to perform any other obligation under this lease within thirty (30) days after
written notice from Landlord specifying the obligation to be performed.

In the event of a default the lease may be terminated at the option of Landlord, by giving written
notice of termination to Tenant. Upon termination, Tenant shall surrender the leased premises to
Landlord. Upon termination, Landlord may re-enter the leased premises by an unlawful detainer action or
by any other means, including the use of reasonable force, and may remove the Tenant without liability
for damages.

Tenant shall remain liable for all its obligations under this lease, and any damages incurred
by Landlord, despite any termination and any re-entry by Landlord. In the event of termination on default
Landlord shall be entitled to recover immediately, without waiting until the due date of anyfuture lease
installment or until the date fixed for expiration of the lease term, the following amounts as damages:

(a) Loss of reasonable rental value from the date of default until a new tenant has been, or could
have been secured;

(b) The reasonable costs of re-entry and reletting including without limitation the cost of any
cleanup, refurbishing, removal of Tenant's property and fixtures, or any other expense occasioned
by Tenant's failure to quit the premises upon termination and to leave them in the required
condition, and any remodeling costs, attorney's fees, court costs, broker commissions, and
advertising costs;

Landlord may sue periodically to recover damages during the period corresponding to the
remainder of the lease term, and no action for damages shall bar a later action for damages subsequently
accruing. The foregoing remedies shall be in addition to and shall not exclude any other remedy
available to Landlord under applicable law.

19. DUTY UPON TERMINATION. Tenant shall, on or before the expiration of the lease
term, or termination of the Lease, surrender the leased property, broom-clean, together with
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alterations, additions, and improvements which may have been made upon the leased property, and the
personal property and equipment leased hereunder. All Tenant’s property shall be removed on or
before the expiration of the lease term, including any installed fixtures which Landlord has requested
be removed. All property not so removed shall be deemed abandoned by the Tenant. If the leased
property is not surrendered as required, Tenant shall be responsible for any damage which Landlord suffers
by reason thereof.

20. NOTICES. Whenever under this lease a provision is made for notice of any kind, it shall be
deemed effective if in writing and upon personal delivery or, if mailed, three days after mailing, certified
delivery, postage prepaid, addressed to:

21. ENTIRE AGREEMENT/BINDING EFFECT. This document contains the entire and
integrated agreement of the parties and may not be modified except in a writing signed by both parties.
Subject to the restrictions on assignment and subletting above, this agreement shall be binding upon
the parties, their successors and assigns.

22. SECURITY DEPOSIT. Tenant has deposited with Landlord the sum of $3,500 as a security,
cleaning and damage deposit. If Tenant fails to perform its obligations under this lease, including failure to
return the premises to Landlord upon termination of the lease in a clean, sanitary and undamaged condition,
the deposit will be retained by Landlord as partial reimbursement for damages incurred.

23. ATTORNEY FEES. In the event of litigation by either party to enforce its rights hereunder,
the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover its reasonable attorney's fees from the loseras set by the
court at trial or upon appeal.
