I informed him in fact nothing had changed and it was not permissible to ship marijuana product, not only due to AMCO regulations not allowing it but also it is federally illegal to ship marijuana products.

Investigator Stone informed me the totes have been placed in seizure status. Eric asked if there was anything he can do and I told him to call the investigator back who had tried to contact him.

During the inspection in Flower Room 2 there were supposed to be 18 plants according to METRC; however there were a total of 60 plants. After speaking to you on the phone it was determined the plants in Flower Room 2 came from the Veg Room approximately two weeks prior to my visit, and METRC just hadn't been updated to reflect the move. this is 60 total violations of 3 AAC 306.410(1)(2), and 3 AAC 306.435(a); 30 each respectively.

Dear AMCO Enforcement:  
 
I am writing on behalf of Catalyst Retail LLC dba Catalyst Cannabis Company (Lic. #23821) 
in response to the NOV issued for AMCO Case #AM250363. 
 
As detailed in the Licensee’s previous correspondence and cooperation with AMCO during 
the investigation, the Licensee acknowledged discrepancies between the store's retail 
inventory and what was reported in Metrc. The Licensee was able to provide possible 
explanations for a number of the inconsistencies and implemented remedial measures to 
ensure more consistent inventory tracking, including devoting employee time to reconciling 
Metrc inventory records, implementing stricter protocols and procedures for inventory 
tracking, additional training on preventing diversion, and making staff changes. 
 
The Licensee also disputes that the adjustments listed indicate theft, diversion, or 
inversion at this facility.  The Licensee believes that the package adjustments and 
examples of “oversold” product identified in the NOV may be the result of other factors that 
lead to inventory misreporting, and some may have corresponding adjustments in the 
opposite direction that are not identified in the NOV (e.g., a package adjusted down by 50 
grams may correspond with another package adjusted upwards by 50 grams). This 
sometimes happens when flower is initially incorrectly entered in inventory under the 
wrong strain name, or when concentrate is initially incorrectly added as flower. Additional 
time is needed to further review the specific examples cited by AMCO, and the Licensee 
will provide more information on these package adjustments as soon as possible. 
 
The Licensee also disputes that there has been any acceptance of product from sources 
outside of the industry to avoid taxes. It is not clear how adding product from outside the 
regulated industry to the Licensee's retail inventory could aid the Licensee in avoiding tax 
payments. The Licensee is a retail store and therefore does not pay state excise taxes.

		Text29: An anonymous complaint from a previous employee alleged inventory shortages due to possible theft.  Looking at package adjustments over 50g for approximately the first five months of 2025 I found the following adjustments that could possibly be theft or diversion/inversion:

Package 1A4020300001F41000009822 had 17 g missing at acceptance.  This could be the  “first class funk” package that the complainant had stated was missing an ounce at acceptance, assuming he had made a mistake on the weight and name of the product.  This is the closest occurrence that I could find that matched the complainants claim.
1A402030000CB21000000552 was adjusted up 182.43 
1A4020300001F41000010081 60.75 grams missing from 228. Seems to have just disappeared.  
1A4020300001F41000010103 after 23 grams sold adjusted up 194g
1A4020300001F41000010371 101 sales, 106.76 g oversold, more than 1g oversold per sale
1A4020300001F41000010601 45 sales, oversold 104.7, more than 2g oversold per transaction
1A4020300001F41000010602 40 sales, oversold 71 g
1A4020300001F41000010862  46 sales, 62.7g oversold
1A4020300001F41000010865 64.67 oversold with 43 sales
1A402030000F03D000000339 adjusted upon accepting. Possible theft at acceptance
1A4020300001F41000011304 original package is 75 g then adjusted up 98 g. possible accepting from source outside of industry to avoid taxes.

I weighed out two items that were available for deli style sales on 4/8/25 during an inspection.  The first item, Grapes-N-Cush, Metrc #3992, showed 428g in the inventory and I found 437g physically in the store.  The second item, Super Citrus Farmer Cat 4 showed 184g in Metrc and 167g were in the store.

This message is a response to the NOV issued in AMCO Case # AM-24-1570. 


As explained in the NOV, our concentrate manufacturing facility (Lic. # 29879) sustained an 
explosion in May 2024 and a fire in June 2024. The May explosion caused some damage and 
stress, and led to additional expenses, but we were able to continue operating. The result of the 
fire was more severe, and the facility was no longer operational. After the fire we struggled with 
how to regroup and proceed following such a disaster. 


As further noted in the NOV, the facility was covered in soot and there was extensive fire damage. 
Consequently, almost all of the marijuana plant material and concentrate located in the facility 
was destroyed or damaged to the point that it was not usable. The only inventory that survived 
was approximately 675 grams of concentrate that was already earmarked to be delivered to 
Bad  Grammer (220g) and Hatcher Grass (175g) pursuant to previous agreements. Of that 675g 
total, 395 grams was packaged for resale at the licensed premises before the fire and was kept in 
a small refrigerator, which is how it survived the fire. We did not have enough packaging material 
to package the remaining 280 grams, so it was stored in the oven while we waited for a delivery of 
packaging material, and it remained in there during the fire, so it was not affected. 


After the fire the prepackaged 395 grams of product and the other 280 grams was transferred to 
Kris Byers’ home, which is not a licensed facility, for storage while we contemplated our next 
steps. After that, the 395 grams that was pre-packaged for resale was later transported to Bad 
Grammer and Hatcher Grass. The remaining 280 grams was intended to be sent to Bad Grammer 
once we received additional packaging materials. That 280g is currently under administrative 
hold. 
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We were shaken up and made poor decisions in the aftermath of the fire. We acknowledge that 
the transfer of the 675 grams of marijuana concentrate from the damaged licensed facility to Mr. 
Byers’ home, and the transfer of the 395 grams from his home to Bad Grammer and Hatcher 
Grass, did not comply with AMCO regulations regarding the tracking, storage, and transportation 
of marijuana concentrate. Our only excuse is that this was a stressful  and very difficult time, we 
were under duress, and made poor decisions. We should have contacted AMCO for guidance 
immediately upon realizing that the facility was not operational and that the surviving inventory 
would need to be transferred. However, there was no intent to violate the regulations or divert 
product, and all of the inventory that was removed from the facility is accounted for, as we were 
holding it in order to eventually transfer it to Bad Grammer, pursuant to its pre-existing agreement. 
We regret the decisions we made and now recognize these serious errors. 


  


Due to the circumstances involved, and because this is the first NOV received for this license, we 
request that no further action be taken with respect to this NOV. We further request that the 
product at issue remain on administrative hold status until the facility is operational again, at 
which time the hold would be released so that we could transfer the remaining product back to 
the facility. We would then resubmit it for testing before transferring it to a retail store.
